Tha estimated acreage and yield 
of wheat are both the lowest since 
the drouth year 1925 when 962,000 
acres were harvested with an aver­
age yield of 6.5 bushels per acre. 
The oat acreage is the smallest

MANY SEEK GRAVE 
MARKED BY SWORD 

MANY YEARS AGO
Interested persons again are 

looking for the sword-marked spot 
somewhere in Don ley eounty. 
which Is believed to have been the 
urave of an explorer probably of 
Coronado's time.

W. H Patrick, Clarendon bank­
er. owns an ancient sword which 
was removed from the legendary 
grave in lSbB. Through the word 
"Insulingo," which is the only in­
scription on the sword, Miss Kath­
erine Patrick believes she has 
traced the weapon back to a town 
In Germany where a noted swrord 
blade manufacturer plied his trade 
In the Sixteenth century.

The small plot marked with 
swords was found by three boys, 
Crockett, June and Walter Taylor, 
and a negro cook. 37 years ago. 
while they were making a trip 
from Carroll creek to Acock 
springs. Several swords had been 
driven into the ground up to th< 
hilt. The blade was broken from 
one in trying to remove it from 
(fie hard earth The boys then 
carried water in their hats to soft­
en the ground around another and 
removed the blade intact, although 
the hilt today Is missing.

The legendary grave was on a 
mesqulte flat south of the salt fork 
of Red river, and on land now be­
longing to Mrs. F  W. Bromley. No 
one hag been able to locate the 
spot In recent years. A 30-d«y 
search wag made several years 
ago and different parties have 
searched In recent months, but the 
spot which might more definitely 
link up the early history of this 
territory with the Spanish explora­
tions remains “lost."______________
