Tornado Leaves
Destruction

In Its Path

A tornado moving in from the
northwest unleased its main
force on the A. J. Garland farm
about six miles northwest of Ash-
tola last Thursday afternoon, de-
stroying or damaging practically
every building, machinery and
other exposed objects around the
farm home. Mr. and Mrs. Garland
and sons, Marion and Jimmy
came out of the storm uninjured.

Mr. Garland reported the tor-
nado struck at 6;20 p. m. and that
he had been watching the cloud
only a few minutes before it hit
and didn't see the funnel. All
were in the house when a torrent
of rain turned loose and the next
thing we knew it was as dark
as the blackest night and the
thing hit. We were all huddled in
a corner next to the west wall
and that part of our home receiv-
ed the least damage, Garland
stated. We have a storm cellar
only a few feet from our back
door but we didn't have time to
make it, he added. 5

The tornado came to the
ground northwest of the Garland
place but very little was in its

path before it reached the Gar-|

land farm. It damaged a barn and
trailers at the McAnear place

place across the highway, m
lated trees along the highway;
and to the east it carried off a
granary at the Grady Henson
farm. To the southeast about two
miles, it unroofed part of the Hall
Hardin garage and dumped part
of it in the road directly in front
of his house but the main force
of the storm passed to the south
of his dwelling, snapped off
power poles and ripped out tele-
phone lines.

From this point the tornado
lifted up more and moved on to-
ward Clarendon; several funnels
were visible at wvarious times,
peeping in and out of the cloud.
Clarendon residents had been put
on the alert and practically
everyone was watching or in a
protected place. When the cloud
arrived over town, ‘it became
very still, then the cloud dumped
cold air and then hot—and to the
pleasure of everyone it dissipated
over town with clouds traveling
in every direction.

Damage to the Garland farm
amounted into the thousands of
dollars as can be seen in the pic-
tures on this page. The tornado
came to the ground a short dist-
ance west of the cotton trailers
pictured at the upper left. It de-
stroyed granaries and blew a
new combine several hundred
yards and it was a tangled mass
of steel. Five trailers- were all
parked together. It picked one up
and bashed it to shambles farther
north in the pasture and the trail-
er pictured on top was set down
so gently on top of the other that
the top trailer was hardly dam-
aged.

The two top center pictures
show the Garland home; first is
an east view and the other is a
southwest view. The right hand
picture is what formerly had
been a two car garage and a bunk
house behind. A car and pickup
were heavily damaged but left
where they were parked in the
garage.

Pictured lower left is the cor-
ral with the roof stripped from
the barn. The horse and cow were
put in the pen a short time before
the storm. After it was over the
horse and cow were on the out-
gide wanting in. The fence was
all intact and the gates were
closed. They apparently were
picked up and dropped outside.

Grow Dead Cover Now

Now is the time to take the
|first step in getting ready to
| plant grass in the Spring of 1956,
|says Carman Rhode of the Soil

In order to have dead cover in
which to plant grass, close-drilled
sorghums should be seeded dur-
ing the next month on lands

to perennial grasses next year.

A dead cover of closed-drilled
sorghums stubble is by far the
best seedbed preparation for
planting grass on once-cultivated
land in the Donley County Soil
Conservation District. In the
spring this undisturbed stubble
gives protection from winds and
water erosion, rapid surface dry-
ing and soil crusting.

Based upon experience through
the years, reports Rhode, the fol-
lowing steps are considered the
most dependable for successful
grass plantings:

1. Have the ground clean and in
a good condition for planting sor-

which are planned to be planted

ghums.

2. Sow in close-drills any sor-
ghum, sudan, or millet.

3. Mow as necessary to prevent
maturity of the sorghum seeds,
and leavea 6 to 8 inch stubble.

4. Leave the stubble undisturb-
ed over winter and drill grass in
the stubble next spring.

Application may be made to
the A.S.C. office for a Federal
cost-share of $2.00 per acre in the
preparation of this type of seed-
bed for planting grass. This as-
sistance is in addition to the
amount shared in the cost of the
grass seed.

New Bridge Opens
Through Route To
Old Ghost Town
Of Tascosa

AUSTIN—Some of Texas’ most
legendary “old West” country is
now easily accessible to tourists
with the completion of the Ca-
nadian River Bridge on State
Highway 51, between Vega and
Channing in Oldham County,
D. C. Greer, State Highway
Engineer, announced in Austin
recently.

The new bridge opens a north-
ern and through route to the pic-
turesque old ghost town of Tas-
cosa which in its prime was the
“Cowboy Capital of the Plains,”
one of those rip-roaring towns of
the old West where the Colt six-
shooter and the Winchester rifle
were the law. Heretofore, tourists
visiting Tascosa had to chance
fording the unpredictable Canad-
ian River or backtrack to Vega
or Channing. This not only dis-
couraged tourist travel but made
through traffic practically an im-
possibility, Greer said. Now this
old relic of early Texas, which
since 1939 has been the home of
the original Boys' Ranch, will be
easily accessible from both direc-
tions.

State 51 also passes through

country that once was part of the
famous XIT Ranch, a part of the
West Texas land that was traded
for the construction of the pres-
ent capitol building at Austin,
This fabulous empire was long
ago sold and broken up into
smaller ranches and farms.
Another route for the market-
ing of produce from these ranches
and farms has also been made

| possible with the opening of this

bridge, Greer continued. Built at
a cost of $340,005, the bridge is
1,301 feet long and has a' 28-foot
roadway with two one-foot sev-
en inch curbs for sidewalks.

The Highway Department has
been modernizing and rehabili-
tating highways in this section of
the state since the end of World
War II, Greer stated. Staie 51
from the Hartley County line to
the Canadian River has been
complete since 1951, and various
sections south of the river were
finished in 1951, 1952, and 1953.
With the completion of this
bridge, the state now has a direct
route from McCamey to the Okla-
homa County line, he said. At
Hartley, the highway connects
with U. S. 87 which crosses New
Mexico to Denver, Colorado and
runs northerly to Havre in north-
ern Montana. Eventually, this
route from New Mexico and
Colorado will be improved as a
result of the closing of this long-
standing gap in the highway,
Greer concluded.

Do wheat farmers want to use
marketing quotas for their wheat

erendum on Saturday, June 25,
Any farmer whose farm will have
more than 15 acres of wheat for
grain in 1956 is eligible to vote.
Casting a free ballot is the Ameri-
can way of deciding issues. The
date is.June 25 for the wheat
marketing quota referendum.

Wheat growers will decide
some important questions in the
marketing quota referendum on
Saturday, June 25. If at least two-
thirds of the voters approve
quotas, they will remain in effect
for the 1956 wheat crop; if more
than one-third of the voters do
not approve quotas will be “out
the window”. The vote will also
be a factor in determining the
level of price support for the '56
wheat crop.

According to word from the U.
S. Department of Agriculture,
this country’s wheat supply is
enough to fill all domestic and
export needs for 2 years at cur-
rent levels. That's why a refer-
endum has been called for Sat-
urday, June 25, to determine
whether farmers will use market-
ing quotas for their 1956 wheat
crop.

Many people are beginning to
wonder why there is any sense in
holding execulive sessions, be-
cause it seems that everything
that transpires in one is published
in the newspapers within a few
hours after the meeting is closed.
How the columnists and radio
commentators obtain their infor-
mation has long been a mystery
to many. Usually they come for-
ward with a complete recount of
what transpired at a secret White
House meeting, or at an executive
session of a committee of the Sen-
ate or House of Representatives,
or a secret meeting of lobbyists
held in some hotel room. I am
frank to tell you that I don’t
know how they get the informa-
tion, either. Only recently during
the gas hearings when we were
in executive session trying to
finish the bill and get it ready
for debate in the full House, a
vote was taken. We were in exe-
cutive session and no one was
supposed to know about the vote.
However, within thirty minutes
after I had returned to my office,
I had a telephone call from a
party who asked me about the
committee’s action. I told him
that it was an executive session
and that I was honor bound not
to give him any such information.
I told him to confer with the
Chairman of the committee who
would act as spokesman for the
committee members. He told me
that he did not want to talk to
the Chairman because he had all
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of the information he needed,
and proceeded to tell me the ex-
act issue on which the vote was
taken, the exact vote, and even
named the members who voted
for the proposition and those who
voted against it. He was mistaken
only in one particular, and that
concerned an absent member. He
asked me if 1 would tell him
whether or not his information
was correct. I told him that I
could not violate a confidence
concerning others, but that I
would tell him how 1 voted on
the proposition as an individual
if he wanted to know. As I said
before, I don’t know how he got
his information, but it was cer-
tainly pretty close to the truth.
Personally, I have never refused
to divulge how I voted on any
issue and do not intend to so re-
fuse. However, I have enough
business to attend to without at-
tempting to attend to the business
of other members. I am sure that
they appreciate their right to
speak for themselves just as I do.
Certainly, that right in each
member should be honored. If
any of you can find out how some
of these folks get the informa-
tion that they come up with, I
wish you would let me know. I
am sure it would be most inter-
esting.

HEALTH NOTES

Texas State Dept. of Health

AUSTIN-—The summer season
always brings an increase in the
incidence of dysentery, diarrhea
and enteritis, all of which are
major menaces to the lives of
small children, annually causing
the death or illness of hundreds
of Texas youngsters.

Dr. Henry Holle, Commissioner
of Health, declares that the chief
cause of these intestinal diseases
are contaminated milk, water or
food; allowing the child to get
over heated or exhausted; exces-
sive sugar in the infant’s formula
and foods that have been im-
properly refrigerated.

All foods should be clean and
fresh and all leftovers should be
refrigerated so as to avoid spoil-
age. The utmost care should be
used in preparing the infant’s
formula which should, of course,
be prescribed by a physician and
his recommendations as to sani-
tation precautions and correct re-
frigeration should be implicitly
followed.

The Commissioner of Health
warned parents especizally of the
disease transmission by flies.

Children in any home that is not
free from flies are in danger of
contracting dysentery or other
intestinal diseases which may be
fatal.

If dysentery or diarrhea symp-
toms appear in your child, call
your doctor immediately, Dr.
Holle advises. His treatment of
the disease is your best insurance
against fatal results, since such
diseases are really a very serious
threat to the child’s life. Do not
depend on home remedies for
diarrhea or dysentery; consult
a competent physician and let
him start the safest and Dbest
treatment which medical science
has available for combatting
these diseases.

Such an excusable interruption
would be the up-to-12-month
suspension of training allowed by
the law. In some cases the sus-
pension may last even longer, if
the veteran can show VA, it was
impossible to have resumed train-
ing within the 12-month limit.
Special rules go into effect for
veterans in Korean GI training
courses after their starting dead-
lines, VA said.

Before the starting deadline,
there is no requirement for con-
tinuous training. But after that
date, there is; training must be
continuous, except for the up-to-
12-month suspensions that are
permitted.

Also, betore the deadline, the
veteran-trainee has the right to
make one change of course. He
could switch, for example, from
accounting to medicine, or from
carpentry to shoemaking. After

the starting deadline, however,
he no longer may make a free
change of course.

If he has not changed courses

before the deadline, he may be
allowed to change afterwards
only if:

1. The new course that he
wants is a normal progression

from the course he already is tak-
ing, or

2. He is not making satisfactory
progress in his current course,
due to no fault of his own, and
vocational counseling discloses
that he would make a better go
of it in a different course.

But he withdrew when
his father passed away, and Gov-
ernor Allan Shivers announced
for re-election. He took no sides
in the bitterly contested cam;
paign last year, nor in the presi
dential campaign of 1952.
Senterfitt's announced inten-
tion to run in 1956 set tongues
wagging about other possible con-
tenders for the Governorship.

Renominated and confirmed
for new terms during the closing
hours of the 1955 legislature were
Adjutant General K. L. Berry, for
a third term, and Mark Wentz,
fire insurance commissioner, for
his first full six-year term.

Session adjournment meant
that the new tax law and hund-
reds of other statutes will go in-
to effect on Sept. 6 or 90 days af-
ter adjournment.
