SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

Clyde Gilbert, who recently 
purchased the northwest quarter 
of the George Allen place, 4 miles 
west of Clarendon, became a new 
cooperator of the Donley Soil 
Conservation District last week.

In becoming a district cooper­
ator, Gilbert the same as more 
than 600 other farmers and ranch­
ers in the district, signed a Farm 
er-District Cooperative Agree­
ment with the District.

In this agreement the District 
agreed to assist Gilbert in carry­
ing out a complete conservation 
plan on his place. Gilbert agreed 
to use his land within its capabili­
ties and to treat it in keeping 
with its needs.

Having this place leased for a 
number of years prior to buying 
it, Gilbert already knew most of

the conservation work that is 
needed. A trip over the place 
with Carman Rhode, Conserva­
tionist with the Soil Conservation 
Service assigned to the District, 
resulted in a detailed conserva­
tion program for the farm.

While Gilbert does not expect 
to put all of this plan into effect 
this year, he does plan to begin 
next week on several practices.

His over-all plan includes a 
combination of diversion terraces 
and erosion control dams to pro­
tect some valuable sub-irrigated 
bottom land areas from damage 
from erosion and siltation. These 
bottom land fields will be plant­
ed to alfalfa this fall. Plans also 
call for eradicating the sagebrush 
and mesquite from his pasture 
Proper grazing will also be prac­
ticed to maintain or improve the 
stand and vigor of his better 
grasses. The areas of thin soil in 
the south part of his place now in 
cultivation are planned to be 
seeded back to grass.

Small grain will be seeded in 
the fall for winter grazing where

it can be irrigated out of spring 
fed holes along the creek.

Gilbert seemed to -get the most 
satisfaction of all in telling about 
his plans for making his fish 
pond. This will envolve deepen­
ing a spring-fed hole and dam­
ming it to prevent it from being 
contaminated with the wrong 
kind of fish when the creek is on 
a rise.

Gilbert la just one of the many 
Donley District Cooperators who 
is interested in soil conservation 
and is doing something about it.

AUSTIN—Of the 2,017 Texas 
fatal traffic accidents in 1954, 
1,539 (76%) occurred on high­
ways outside of cities and towns 
above 2,500 population. 1,916 
(78.8%) of the 2,431 people killed 
in Texas traffic died in accidents 
that occurred on these rural high­
ways. It is evident that the big­
gest job in traffic control is on 
rural highways. The Texas High­
way Patrol has 470 Patrolmen 
and approximately 300 Patrol 
units to supervise 3Vi million ve­
hicles on 50,000 miles of Texas 
highway system. Each of two 
Texas cities has more officers 
than are in the Highway Patrol. 
Three Texas cities combined have 
more traffic officers than the 
total personnel of the Texas 
Highway Patrol.

The Senate Judiciary Commit­
tee, by a vote of 10 to 3, has ap­
proved and reported to the Sert- 
ate our constitutional amendment 
which would change the present 
electoral college method of se­
lecting the President and Vice 
President. Now called the Daniel- 
Walter amendment, this proposal 
is better known as the former 
Cossett-Lodge amendment, and 
is worded exactly as the Gossett- 
Lodge amendment passed the 
Senate in 1950.

This year the amendment was 
introduced in the Senate by the 
writer and in the House by Cong­
ressman Francis Walter of Penn­
sylvania. Its support in the Sen­
ate la, indicated by the co-signers 
of the resolution who include 
Senators Byrd of Virginia, Hum­
phrey of Minnesota, McClellan of 
Arkansas) Wiley of Wisconsin, 
Dirkaen of Illinois, Kefauver and 
Gore*o< Tennessee, Jenner of 
Indiana, Ives of New York, An­

derson and Chavez of New Mex­
ico, Neely of West Virginia, Mur­
ray and Mansfield of Montana, 
Sparkman and Hill of Alabama, 
Stennis of Mississippi, Williams 
of Delaware, and Neuberger of 
Oregon.

This list of co-sponsors include 
Democrats and Republicans, lib­
erals and conservatives. The a- 
mendment recevied the necessary 
two-thirds vote in the Senate in 
1905, but was defeated in the 
House. Congressman Ed Gossett 
of Texas has long been a chief 
proponent of this constitutional 
change, and it is hoped that the 
Senate will repeat its action this 
year and that the House will look 
with more favor on the proposal 
this time.

Abolish tha Electoral College
The amendment would abolish 

the archaic and outmoded elector­
al college. Each state's total elec 
toral vote toward the selection of 
a President would remain the 
same, but it would be counted 
without intervention of “dummy" 
electors, and it would be credited 
to the candidates for President 
and Vice President in proportion 
to the direct popular vote cast in 
each state. In. other words, if a 
candidate receives three-fourths 
of the popular vote in a state, he 
would receive three-fourths of 
the electoral vote of that state in­
stead of the entire electoral vote 
as under the present system.

Under the present system the 
candidate who receives only a 
one-vote majority in New York 
would receive the entire 45 elec­
toral votes of that state. Under

our proposed amendment, these 
45 electoral votes would be di­
vided in accordance with the 
popular vote, each candidate re­
ceiving approximately one-half 
of the 45 electoral votes. The 
votes would be counted as they 
are cast. Each voter would have 
his vote reflected in the final 
electoral vote of the state.

So long as the present electoral 
college method exists, each politi­
cal party will continue to concen­
trate its campaign in the heavily 
populated states of the North and 
East. Each party will continue to 
out?promise the other in appeal­
ing to minority and pressure 
groups which might hold the bal­
ance necessary to win the ma­
jority popular vote and therefor^ 
the entire electoral vote in the 
pivotal states. If the proposed 
change is made, a vote in Texas 
will be worth as much as a vote 
in New York, and the same will 
be true of individual votes in 
every state. Presidential candi­
dates would campaign in the 
South and West in the future in­
stead of concentrating most of 
their efforts in the densely popu­
lated states.

AUSTIN—Amendments to the 
Texas Unemployment Compen­
sation Act passed by the 55th 
Legislature can save Texas small 
business men as much as eight 
and a half million dollars.

Governor Allan Shivers, when 
signing the legislation, estimated 
this sum as the probably differ­
ence between taxes which would 
have been paid under a Federal 
statute effective January 1, 1956, 
and those which will be collected 
under state control.

The bill was authored by Rep­
resentative George Berry of Lub­
bock, sponsored in the Senate by 
Senators Wardlaw Lane of Center 
and Ottis Lock of Lufkin and 
favored by both business and 
labor organizations.

Need for the legislation came 
with amendment of the federal 
unemployment compensation tax 
act to include employers of four 
or more persons (instead of the 
present eight or more) effective 
in 1956. This act, however, pro­
vided that states could amend 
their unemployment tax laws to 
include these four-to-seven em­
ployers and make these new tax­
payers eligible for “experience 
rates” — lower taxes based on 
each employer’s record.

Thus the state will collect all 
except three-tenths of one per­
cent of the new tax (that amount 
is turned over to the federal gov­
ernment for administration ex­
penses). Under state jurisdiction 
a newly covered employer may 
become eligible for an experience 
rate and a low tax potential of 
four-tenths of one per cent, in­
cluding the federal administra­
tive portion.

Some 48 per cent of Texas em­
ployers now have this rating. The 
state-wide average is .75 of one 
percent, one of the lowest tax 
rates in the nation.

The Berry-authored legislation 
also cut the “experience period” 
from three and a half years to 
one and a half, making Texas 
employers eligible for lower tax 
rates two years earlier than un­
der the old law.

Farmers now combat wind 
erosion by deep-plowing t h e i r  
land.

The chemical spray also will 
cost $10 an acre, but present indi­
cations are that it will be effec­
tive at least from one plowing to 
the next.

The Bureau of Business Re­
search reported Texas farmers’ 
cash income rose 5 per cent, or

New Chemical Spray 
May Help Prevent 
Wind Erosion

AUSTIN — The University of 
Texas Bureau of Business Re­
search predicts Texas farmers 
will benefit greatly from a new 
chemical spray that forms a hard, 
thin crust from loose soil parti­
cles, preventing wind erosion and 
allowing water to percolate 
through the crust.

Another year of laboratory 
work and field testing is planned 
for the spray, developed by 
Dowell, Inc., of Tulsa, a subsid­
iary of Dow Chemical Company. 
Initial tests in April reveal that 
a spray job needs a curing period 
of about three days. A one-and- 
one-half inch rain that fell 12 
hours after one test application 
did not damage the chemical, and

THE BIG FOUR MEETINGS
The general feeling around 

Washington concerning the anti­
cipated Big Four meeting indi­
cates high encouragement as to 
the possible results thereof. 
Frankly, I do not think that peo­
ple should become too encourag­
ed as to the possible results of a 
four-power meeting, because it is 
not difficult to permit your de­

sires to get the best of you and 
sometimes expect more than will 
be forthcoming. It is my opinion 
that a top level meeting between 
the four powers is a realistic ap­
proach to the solution of inter­
national problems and should 
have been held some time ago. It 
mujt be realized that the failure 
to have such a meeting was not 
our fault, but the fault of Russia. 
Russia may have had good rea­
sons for not wanting to meet, but 
in any event no meetings were 
held. Now that they are possible, 
it seems to me, as it does to a 
number of other individuals on 
Capitol Hill, that the situation 
should be faced with cold real­

ism. There is no reason why 
there cannot be a meeting of the 
minds among reasonable men 
that will prevent conflicts be­
tween man. It will certainly fur­
nish a basis from which we can 
evaluate the burning question of 
whether or not Russian policy has 
changed.

SALK VACCINE
The Salk vaccine argument, of 

course, continues. We hope to 
have it settled in time to make 
the safe inoculation of many 
children in this nation possible 
before the polio season sets in. 
The Interstate and Foreign Com­
merce Committee of the House, 
of which I am a member, is con­
sidering a bill that will imple­
ment the President’s suggestion 
that this vaccine should be made 
available to all children regard­
less of their economic status. As 
I told you in a previous newslet­
ter, the Congress has kept a 
vigilant eye on the distribution

Texas Participating 
In “ Slow Down And 
Live”  Safety Program

Governor Allan Shivers has 
joined with the governors of 47 
other states, the Commonwealth 
of Puerto Rico and the Com­
missioners of the District of 
Columbia in declaring Memorial 
Day to Labor Day, 1955, as the 
perjod for a “Slow Down and 
Live” highway safety campaign. 
The objective of this nationwide 
program is to reduce death, in' 
jury and property damage on the 
streets and highways of the na­
tion during the peak period of 
summer travel.

The “Slow Down and Live” 
program, sponsored by the Na­
tional Conference of State Safety 
Coordinators, was introduced in 
the northeast in 1953, and in 1954, 
operating in 24 states from Maine 
to Texas, provided the first 
“across the Board” reduction in 
traffic casualties reported by any 
group of states since World War

II. A total of 601 lives were saved 
in the 24-state area and note­
worthy decreases were effected 
in personal injury and property 
damage accidents.

J. O. Mustek, General Manager 
of the Texas Safety Association 
and State Safety Coordinator for 
Texas, of the “Slow Down and 
Live” project, points out that “9,- 
511 persons were killed on the 
highways of the nation between 
Memorial Day and Labor Day 
1954. With the prediction that 50 
million Americans will travel to 
vacation destinations by motor 
vehicle this year, we have a tre­
mendous challenge to reduce the 
death and injury toll in summer 
driving.”

“Slow Down and Live” concen­
trates on the violations associated 
with speed—the violations typi­
cal of the driver who is perpetual­
ly “in a hurry” and throws cau­
tion and courtesy in driving to 
the winds. According to Musick, 
“Slow Down and Live” is not a 
gigantic speed trap. Excessive 
speed, speed to fast for condi­
tions, improper passing, following 
too closely and failing to yield 
right-of-way are the violations 
which constitute the largest sing­
le factor in traffic accident caus­
ation. We have a solemn obliga­
tion to protect those using the 
highways this summer for busi­
ness and recreational purposes

State and municipal govern­
ments, business and industrial 
leaders, civic and service organi­
zations and safety groups thru- 
out the nation have joined to­
gether for the promotion of 
“Slow Down and Live” . William 
M. Greene of Connecticut, Chair­
man of the national Coordinator 
group has pointed out that “a 
1955 campaign result as good as

that of the 24 states last year will 
mean a saving of over 1,100
lives.”

The 1954 traffic fatality record 
for Texas covering the period 
from 12:01 a. m. Friday May 28 
to midnight on Monday, Septem­
ber 6 was 663 deaths. “ We are 
determined to improve that rec­
ord this year” , said Musick in an­
nouncing completion of the plans 
for the participation of Texas in 
the program.
