Beef Outlook for 1955 
About The Same

Very little change in price and 
production is the beef outlook for 
1955 says county agent H. M. 
Breedlove. This is the informa­
tion received from the economist 
of the Extension Service.

Beef production is on a down­
swing and fewer animals are ex­
pected on farms in January of 
1955 compared with last year. 
The downward trena is a critical 
factor in formulating the ’55 out­
look and it is hard to tell just how 
long this will continue. The 
financial status of the cattlemen 
and the drought and low prices 
hold the big answer. Total cattle 
slaughter in 1955 is expected to 
equal 1954 and calf slaughter is 
expected to be a little larger. The 
price spread between high and 
low grade animals may broaden. 
Demands for meat products for 
next year will be about the same 
as this year. The consumption of 
beef huWcVei ia expected tu uiup 
to about 78 pounds per capita; it 
has currently been 79 pounds.

These reports from the Exten­
sion economist gives an idea that 
the market for 1955 might be 
something similar to that of this 
past year depending a great deal 
on weather conditions.

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FARM NEWS
from the County A8C Committee

1955 ACP PROGRAM
On Friday, November 19th, the 

County and Community Com­
mittee along with representatives 
of Soil Conservation, Farmers 
Home Administration, the County 
Agent, and the members of the 
SCS Board of Supervisors met to 
•elect the Practices that will be

used to the most advantage In 
Donley County. A lot of time and 
thought was given to the selection 
of the following Practices on 
which Cost-Share may be earned 
through the 1955 year.

1. Initial establishment of a 
permanent vegetative cover for 
soil protection or as a needed 
land-use adjustment.

2. Establishment of additional 
acreage of vegetative cover in 
crop rotation to retard erosion 
and to improve soil structure, 
permeability, or water-holding 
capacity.

3. Initial establishment of field 
strip cropping to protect soil from 
wind or water erosion.

4. Initial improvement of an es­
tablished permanent vegetation 
cover for soil or watershed pro­
tection.

5. Controlling competitive 
shrubs to permit growth of ade­
quate' desirable vegetative cover 
for soil protection on range or 
pasture land.

6. Constructing wells for live­
stock water as a means of pro­
tecting established vegetative 
cover.

7. Constructing or sealing dams, 
pits, or ponds for livestock water 
as a means of protecting estab­
lished vegetative cover.

8. Initial establishment of per­
manent sod waterways to dispose 
of excess water without causing 
erosion.

9. Constructing terraces to de­
tain or control the flow of water 
and check soil erosion.

10. Constructing diversion ter­
races to intercept runoff and di­
vert excess water to protected 
outlets.

11. Constructing erosion con­
trol, detention, or sediment re­
tention dams to prevent or heal 
gullying or to retard or reduce 
runoff of water.

12. Reorganizing farm irriga­
tion systems to conserve water 
and prevent erosion.

13. Establishment of additional 
acreage of summer legumes for 
summer protection from erosion.

14. Initiation of stubble mulch­
ing into the farming system and 
expansion of stubble mulching to 
improve soil permeability and to 
protect soil from wind and water 
erosion.

15. Bringing adequate amounts 
of clod-forming subsoil to the sur­
face on sandy cropland subject 
to wind erosion to protect soil 
from blowing.

At the present time we do not 
have our special County Conser­
vation Practices worked out. As 
soon as they are set up, they will 
be listed in News Letters and the 
local paper.

Cost-Share will be approved 
for practices on a monthly sign­
up periods. The sign-up time will 
be announced later.

Farm Program To 
Be Recommended 
To AFB Federation

A national farm program de­
signed to eliminate surpluses and 
discriminatory acreage controls 
will be recommended to the 
American Farm Bureau Federa­
tion, according to Henry Moore of 
Hedley, Texas, president of the 
Donley County Farm Bureau.

The plan was approved at the 
Texas Farm Bureau’s convention 
Nov. 10 in Galveston, Mr. Moore 
said. It will be up for considera­
tion by the AFBF at its national 
convention Dec. 12-18 in New 
York City.

Under the Texas plan, acreage 
control would be set up on the 
basis of a farm's total tillable 
acreage. The present law places 
control on the individual com­
modities. According to the plan, 
the percentage of acres to be re­
tired from production would be 
determined by the over-all over­
production of all agricultural 
commodities in this country.

The percentage of acres re­
sponsible for surpluses would be 
taken out of commercial produc­
tion. According to President 
Moore this has been found to 
average from 5 to 15 per cent of 
the nation's total cultivated acre­
age. If the percentage amounted 
to 10 per cent, then each farmer 
would be required to divert 10 
per cent of his tillable acreage

from production, ha explained. l '
A farmer would have te comply 

with this provision in order to be 
eligible for price supports. Good 
soil conservation practices would 
also be required for the idle acres. 
This would be encouraged by soil 
conservation payments.

Under the plan, a system of 
price supports would be instituted 
to encourage the shifting of pro­
duction from crops in surplus 
supply to crops in short supply, 
Mr. Moore said.

The Texas Farm Bureau be­
lieves that its plan, if administer­
ed fairly, would enable farmers 
to earn full parity for their crops 
with a maximum of freedom in 
their operations. Since the gov­
ernment would be concerned 
with policing only a small per­
centage of acres on each farm, the 
cost to the tax payers would be 
much less than for the present 
farm program.

In every small twon there 
seems always to be one person 
who knows more than anyone 
else about his friends in the com­
munity - more about their health 
and their happiness, more about 
their dreams and their disap­
pointments.
