Need For Increased 
1955 Cotton 
Allotments

John White, Commissioner 
Texas Depi. of Agriculture

Texas cotton farmers will be 
allowed to plant 7,612,779 acres 
of cotton this season.

The- question now arises: Has 
the pendulum swung too far in 
favor of controlled production?

In Texas, agriculture has been 
hard-hit by a four-year drouth. 
In many areas, the few acres al­
lowed for cotton under the allot­
ment program failed to produce 
at all. This brought economic 
hardship where cotton is the 
main cash crop.

This year, the cotton farmer 
needs to make money on his crop. 
However, price alone, guaranteed 
by a parity program based on re­
duced acreage, does not insure 
farm prosperity. It is price times 
volume that will determine 
profits in 1955.

After all, it is what remains in 
the farmer’s pocket after the bills 
are padi—his net income — that 
measures whether he has had a
g^od year or a baa one.

Deeper crop cutbacks are ordi­
narily used as a bas.s to support 

I the parity program. They act as a 
temporary restraining force to 
prevent a burdensome surplus 
that would break the market 
price. This has been the practice 
in former years and in many 
cases has worked to good ad­
vantage.

But these days in Texas, due 
to the drouth, are not ordinary 
in any sense of the word.

The Texas farmer will need to 
plant more cotton this year and 
still be assured of a good price. 
Instead, present plans call for 
cutting last year’s acreage back 
by an additional 16 percent.

At the very minimum, Texas 
should have at least as much 
acreage as it had last year, if not 
more. Now that our farmers are 
under economic stress, it is no 
time to bolster the price of cot­

ton by further reducing the acre­
age.

This year, the farmer needs 
price, plus volume.

Polio Hit Hardest 
In Small Counties

In recent years citizens of small counties have' been 
stricken by polio more often than their big-county cousins, 
according to data released by the National Foundation for 
Infantile Paralysis.

Statistics just compiled for the five-year period 1948-52 
show the average annual 
polio attack rate in counties 
with a population of under
50.000 to be 27.4 cases per
100.000 people, while the 
average annual rate in coun­
ties of 50,000 or larger was
24.0 cases per 100,000 popula­
tion.

Final incidence figures for 
1953 show the average annual 
attack rate for the entire United 
States was 22.3 cases per 100,- 
000 population. They also show 
unusually high attack rates in 
many small counties. Here are 
examples of high incidence 
counties in the 3,500 to 38,000 
population range. (Figure fol­
lowing the county is the num­
ber of times its attack rate ex­
ceeded the national average):

Golden Valley, N. D., 13;
Washington, Va„ 8; Polk, Wls.,
8; Avery, N. C., 8; Pope, Minn.,
7; Schnyler, N. Y., 7; Del Norte,
Calif., 5; and Richland, Va.. 4.

No one knows just why this 
pattern exists, the National

Foundation reports. Scientists 
are analyzing data on case rates 
among different population 
groups, but have not come up 
with any answers as yet. Among 
‘‘guesstimates’* advanced is that 
improvements in sanitation 
among rural communities may 
have reduced "silent” infections 
in infancy, which are believed 
to give natural long-term im­
munity.

Whatever the cause, more and 
more small communities are 
seeing at first band how their 
March of Dimes contributions 
aid polio patients. This may be 
one reason why such areas lead 
the honor roll in per capita giv­
ing to the March of Dimes.

Some of the records set in 
1954 by counties with a popula­
tion under 15,000 were Alpine, 
Calif., where residents gave an 
average of $4.16 per person; 
Pulaski, Mo., where citizens av­
eraged $3.16 each; Mineral, Nev., 
with $2.32 per capita, and Jeff 
Davis, Tex., with $2.22 per per­
son.

Make A “Pact” 
For Courtesy

Now’s the time to stand up and 
be counted!

During the month of February, 
the Texas Safety Association and 
the Texas Department of Public 
Safety are urging adherence to a 
courteous driving pledge, "The 
Code of the Road," and by the 
end of the month they hope to 
have the cooperation of every 
registered driver in Texas.

In agreeing to the pledge, a 
driver promises to live up to 
seven basic rules of driving 
courtesy.

Courteous driving programs are 
not new, but the idea of measur­
ing the success of such programs 
is. It was started in Midland, 
Michigan, last October when the 
National Safety Council and the 
Inter-Industry Highway Safety 
Committee cooperated with the 
Midland Traffic Safety Commiss* 
ion and the American Association 
of University Women in conduct­
ing a pilot Operation Safety pro­
gram along these lines. In the 
month-long effort 10,000 drivers 
—virtually 100 per cent of the 
Midland Area’s registered drivers 
—cooperated by signing "Code of 
the Road" pledges. During Feb­
ruary numerous communities 
throughout the nation are con­
ducting similar Operation Safety 
programs using Midland's record 
as their goal.

In Texas, the Texas Safety As­
sociation and Department of 
Public Safety are not asking 
motorists to sign written pledges, 
but Mr. R. B. Roaper of Houston, 
Chief Safety Engineer, Humble 
Oil & Refining Company and 
President of the Texas Safety 
Association, Inc., and Col. Homer 
Garrison, Jr., Director of the De­
partment of Puhlic Safety have 
issued a joint appeal for each 
driver in the state to make a ' 
“Pact” with himself agreeing to 
adhere to the basic rules of driv­
ing courtesy.

But let us not forget that j t ’s 
not the pacts themselves, that are 
important. It’s the thinking be-! 
hind the agreements that counts. 
Each agreement represents a i 
driver who is convinced that j 
courtesy on the road is a must j 
and who believes it so strongly j 
that he pledges himself to live up 
to the rules of courtesy at all 
times.

The objective of the program 
is to get 100 per cent of our driv­
ers thinking this way. That 
would follow naturally if every 
driver realized two important 
facts. The first is that the line 
between discourtesy and traffic 
law violation is a thin one, and 
it is often difficult to tell when 
it is crossed. The second is that 
there is a very definite relation­
ship between traffic law viola­
tions and traffic accidents. Just 
how definite this is can be shown 
statistically. In 1953, 62 per cent 
of drivers in fatal accidents were 
violating a traffic law at the time 
of the accident.

Realizing that his own safety 
and the safety of all he meets in 
traffic depends to a great extent 
on his courteous conduct, no driv­
er should have any difficulty in 
living u pto his pledge of court­
eous driving.

Survey of Texas 
W ater Resources

AUSTIN— A survey of Texas 
water resources by G. P. Pear­
son, Jr., University of Texas 
graduate student and former state 
legislator, offers new support for 
an extended conservation pro­
gram.

Pearson's study treats indus­
trial, domestic, and agricultural 
water requirements and discusses 
all possible sources of water for 
Texas: rainfall, underground
water, river reservoirs and con­
version of sea water to fresh 
water.

He visited many parts of the 
state where measures are being 
taken to utilize more effectively 
the critically-short supply of 
water.

The young East Texan favors 
"biuding dams on streams to im­
pound the water we have; then, 
we can conserve this water and 
use it as needed.”

AUSTIN—If you have not had 

an audit made recently of your 
physical assets and liabilities, go 
to your doctor now and have it 
done is the advice of Dr. Henry 
A. Holle, State Health Officer, 
to all grown-ups in Texas. "It is 
quite as important,” Dr. Holle 
said, “to check up on your phy­
sical resources as it is to look in­
to the state of your financial 
possessions. By regular care un­
der your physician’s direction, 
you can conserve your physical 
assets and avoid the accumula­
tion of destructive liabilities.

t-’Each of us starts with a cer­
tain amountt of physical capital. 
Merely as a business proposition, 
it is worthwhile to conserve it to 
the best of our ability. In infancy 
and childhood our physical re­
sources, as a rule, are safeguard­
ed for us. As we grow older, the 
responsibility for doing so rest 
upon the indivdiual. The critical 
period may come in middle life 
with the sudden realization that 
the physical capital is yielding 
diminishing returns in the way 
of physical well being. A large 
number of the deaths reported 
each year in Texas is due to the 
degenerative diseases of middle 
age.
“Nearly all of these diseases have 
slow beginnings, and their onset 
can often be recognized in the 
course of a thorough physical ex­
amination before they have gain­
ed serious headway. In the ma­
jority, early detection of menac­
ing conditions with a readjust­
ment of physical expenditures 
and a better budgeting of activi­
ties, under the physician's direc­
tion, wlil help to shift the balance 
from unfavorable to the favor­
able side of the ledger.”

AUSTIN — Texas is growing 

and one of the consequences is 
that the cost of government is 
going up.

Introduced in Doth houses of 
the Legislature were appropria­
tion bills calling for the expendi­
ture of $1,560,000,000 during the 
next two years.

That would be the biggest out­
lay in Texas history.

How much more money it 
would mean for the next two 
years as compared to the last 
two depends on revised budgets 
for the various state agenajes.

But appropriations measures 
designated $198,580,000 from the 
general fund, whereas, according 
to the comptroller, present taxes 
will produce only $148,869,000.

That indicated the necessity of

taxing the people to the tune of 
an additional $50 million.

Governor Shivers’ budget of­
fice had previously estimated that 
additional taxes in the amount of 
$65 million would be required.

Budget Board
Legislative Budget Board mem­

bers have presented their recom­
mended general fund appropria­
tions for the next two years.

University of Texas appropria­
tions were set at $15,358,946. The 
amount is $5.7 million less than 
the University asked. It is $2 
million more than was appropri­
ated in 1953-54.

Other recommendations called 
for a $7,515,000 boost over pres­
ent expenditures for the state 
hospital board; a $345,000 in­
crease for Youth Development 

I schools; $2.2 million more for the 
State Health Department; and

$440,000 more for the Texas Pri­
son System.

Sonata Chairman
Senate chairmanships announc­

ed by Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey in­
clude Sen. Crawford Martin of 
Hillsboro for Finance; Sen. Dor­
sey B. Hardeman of San Angelo 
for State Affairs; Sen. Johnie B. 
Rogers of Austin for Insurance; 
and Sen. George Parkhouse of 
Dallas for Labor.

Smith Makes History
Rep. Max Smith, of San Marcos 

made history when House Speak­
er Jim Lindsey appointed him 
chairman of the House Appropri­
ations Committee.

Representative Smith is the 
second man in Texas history to 
be twice-named head of this all- 
important committee and the 
only man to serve consecutive 
terms as a chairman.

Rep. Travis Henderson from 
Lamar County served as Finance 
Committee chairman (now called 
the Appropriations Committee) 
in 1893 and again in 1899.

State Jobs
More than 60 appointments to 

state positions by Gov. Shivers, 
will soon be due.

Included is the naming of a 
new secretary of state, a high­
way commission member, two 
members to the State Board of 
Public Welfare, one member to 
the State Board of Control, three 
new University of Texas regents 
and three A&M College directors.

Shivers is axpected to reap­
point Major General W. L. Berry 
as adjutant general and Mark 
Wentz as State Fire Insurance 
Commissioner.

H o w  to  F ile  Y ou r  

1 9 5 4  R eturn
Who Must File

Every citizen or resident of the 
United States, whether an adult 
or minor, who had $600.00 ($1,- 
200.00 if 65 years of age or over) 
or more of gross income in 1954 
must file an income tax return on 
Form 1040 or 1040A.

Most of your tax is withheld 
from your wages every payday or 
paid on Declaration of Estimated 
tax every quarter. However, the 
law requires you to file an an­
nual return to determine whether 
you owe more or you should get 
a refund.
Whan to File

Your income tax return should 
be filed between January 1 and 
April 15, 1955, and not later than 
April 15, 1955. Try to avoid the 
last-minute rush. Those few in­
dividuals who keep books on a 
fiscal-year basis, must file by the 
fifteenth day of the fourth month 
after the close of their taxable 
years.
How to Pay

Any balance of tax shown to be 
due in Item 13, Page 1, of your

return on Form 1040 must be paid 
in full with your return. You may 
pay cash or by check or money 
order. Checks or money orders 
should be made payable to 
“District Director, Internal Reve­
nue Service."
How to Sign

You have not filed a legal re­
turn unless you sign it. If you 
and your wife are filing a joint 
return, both of you must sign the 
return. You do not need to have 
your return notarized since your 
signature has the same legal af­
fect as swearing to the truth­
fulness of your return.
Where to Get Forms 
and Help

As far as practical, the District 
Director mails forms directly to 
taxpayers. If you need additional 
forms, you can get them from 
your District Director’s office, 
and also at most banks and post 
offices. Many employers also 
keep forms for the convenience 
of employees. The address of your 
District Director of Internal 
Revenue is 2101 Pacific Avenue 
Dallas. Texas. The address of the 
Childress office is Room 3, Libr­
ary Bldg. The telephone number 
is WE-7-3572. After reading the 
instructions, you should be able 
to prepare your own return, un­
less you have complicated prob­
lems.

high brackets even though we are 
not engaged in a hot war. Con­
trary to tne arguments of some, 
there has been no transition from 
a wartime to a peace-time econ­
omy. A war?time economy means 
that there is a tremendous a- 
mount of government spending. 
A peace-time economy is one in 
which the government is spend­
ing a minimum amount. Our 
present economy is based upon 
vast expenditures being made by 
the government. The only differ­
ence between our present econ­
omy and our wartime economy is 
that there is no actual shooting 
war going on at the present time. 
The preparedness program con­
tinues and the cold war contin­
ues. As long as this is so, there 
will be heavy government spend­
ing.

Much has been said about the 
expansion of our economy. Un­
less our economy does expand, 
we will dry up. The reason is 
simple. Our population continues 
to expand at a rapid pace. Unless 
our economy expands with it, we 
would not be holding our own but 
slipping backward. Unless it ex­
pands with the population, there 
would be much unemployment 
and much hardship; the standard 
of living would be measurably 
reduced and great damage could 
come to the entire country. If our 
population continues to increase

as it has in the past, and there is 
no reason to think that it should 
not, the present national produc­
tion of 360 billion dollars must be 
expanded within the next ten 
years to a point somewhere be­
tween 450 and 500 billion. That is, 
if we are to maintain the same 
standard of living that we are 
now enjoying.

Several proposals in the Presi­
dent’s Economic Report were 
most interesting. One, to permit 
national banks to make amortized 
real estate mortgage loans with 
maturities up to twenty years 
and construction loans of perhaps 
nine months, would be to permit 
banks to do directly what they 
are now doing indirectly. The 
proposal to give the President 
discretionary authority to adjust 
interest rates of government 
backed mortgages will no doubt 
meet with strong opposition, be­
cause it would not be to the best 
interests of the economy of this 
country. The request was refused 
last year, and should be refused 
again this year. The truth is that 
interest rates are being fluctuated 
by discount practices on, these 
mortgages. If Congress gives up 
the right to fix the interest rates
