A group of farmers in the Hed­
ley community plan to plant 
broom corn this year as a cash 
crop and will give them a much 
better chance for cash income 
due to the cotton acreage reduc­
tion. Broom corn in the Elk City 
vicinity has been grown with an 
average rain fall of about twenty- 
two inches and produces under 
about the same conditions as 
grain sorghums.

Any one interested in planting 
broom corn this year should talk 
to the county agent.

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Veterans Administration today 
issued a checklist of deadline 
dates before which eligible vet 
erans of the Korean conflict per­
iod must act if they wish to take 
advantage of certain benefits.

Most of the deadlines resulted 
from the President’s proclama­
tion setting January 31, 1955 as 
the end of the Korean conflict 
period governing eligibility for 
the benefits. The conflict period 
began June 27, 1950.

One of the most important 
deadlines not affected by the 
President’s proclamation requires 
that eligible veterans who wish 
to go to school or train under the 
Korean GI Bill must start train­
ing within three years after they 
leave service or forfeit all further 
rights to the benefits.

This requirement is contained 
in the law itself and, therefore, 
was not affected by the Presi­
dent's proclamation.

Those who start their education 
or training within the required 
three-year period must complete 
their Korean GI Bill Training by 
January 31, 1963, or eight years 
after discharge, whichever is ear­
lier. The Terminating date of 
January 31, 1963 resulted from

the President’s proclamation.
For GI loans on homes, farms 

or businesses, eligible veterans of 
the Korean conflict period now 
have until January 31, 1965 to re­
ceive a VA guaranty or insurance 
as a result of the President’s 
proclamation. No further guaran­
tees or insurance may be issued 
after that date on loans made to 
veterans under the present law

For vocational rehabilitation 
under Public Law 894, eligible 
disabled veterans of the Korean 
conflict period must start in time 
to finish their rehabilitation by 
January 31, 1964, or nine years 
after separation, whichever is 
earlier.

These termination dates apply 
to all eligible veterans except 
those in certain “hardship” cate­
gories. For the latter, an addition­
al four years is granted by law 
in which to complete their re­
habilitation.

For a $1,600 grant toward the 
purchase of an automobile or 
other conveyance, seriously dis­
abled veterans of the Korean con­
flict who are eligible must apply 
for the grant within three years 
after they leave service or for­
feit the benefit.

For this benefit, the President’s 
proclamation merely set January 
31, 1955 as the end of the Korean 
conflict period during which 
eligibility for the grant may be 
established. This means the in­
juries covered by the law must 
be sustained in active service on 
or before that date.

No application deadlines pre­

vail for the other VA-administer- 
ed benefit* affected by the Presi­
dent’s proclamation. These bene­
fits for eligible veterans of the 
Korean conflict period on a war­
time basis are:

—Hospitalization and domicil­
iary care for nonservice-connect­
ed disabilities.

—Compensation for sendee- 
connected disabilities or death at 
wartime rates.

—Pension for total and perma­
nent nonservice - connected dis­
abilities or death.

—Reimbursement of burial ex­
penses and a flag to drape the 
casket.

The President’s proclamation 
did not change the deadlines 
previously established by Cong­
ressional action for certain bene­
fits available to eligible World 
War II veterans.

These benefits and the applic­
able deadlines are:

World War II GI Bill education 
or training — For those now in 
training, no additional training 
may be afforded after July 25, 
1956, except for veterans who 
may have additional training 
time under the Armed Forces 
Voluntary Recruitment Act of 
1945.

Vocational Rehabilitation un­
der Public Law 16— In general, 
no training based on World War 
II service may be afforded be­
yond July 25, 1956, except for 
certain hardship cases who are 
granted an additional four years 
in which to train.

World War II GI Bill loans,

farms or businesses—No guaran­
ty or insurance will be available 
on loans made to eligible World 
War II veterans after July 25, 
1957, except for those who have 
established a later terminal date 
under the Armed Forces Volun­
tary Recruitment Act of 1945.

MEETING

Whether we get a program 
from the current session of the 
legislature to provide funds for 
an adequate highway system will 
depend upon the people them­
selves, Mayor Roy Hofheinz of 
Houston thinks.

The mayor spoke at the annual 
meeting of the Texas Good Roads 
Association in Austin last week. 
He pointed out the economic ad­
vantages of highways. He said 
Texas cannot continue to grow 
and expand either economically 
or culturally unless more funds 
are provided to build more multi­
lane divided highways.

The mayor is right. All a per­
son has to do to realize this is to 
get in his automobile and start 
out in any direction.

The mayor is right about an­
other thing too. It is unfair to 
classify our user revenue as a tax 
and oppose its increase. When we 
buy a gallon of gasoline and pay 
our four cents state tax we are as­
sured that three-fourths of it will 
go for better highways under our 
rubber. (One fourth of our pres­
ent tax is dedicated to the avail­
able school fund.)

The mayor thinks the automo­
bile owner who recognizes the 
need of highways should so ad­
vise his legislator. If not, he has 
no one to blame but himself if 
funds are not made available to 
carry today’s transportation load.

Mayor Hofheinz represents the 
largest city in Texas and the 
largest city in the Southwest. He 
says Houston is facing economic 
strangulation unless it is able to 
more quickly solve its highway

transportation problem. He cites 
the need of some $200,000,000 of 
highway work in Harris county 
alone.

The needs of our own county 
can be measured relatively. We 
must do something about it.

Quail Expert 
Sets Pattern

AUSTIN — Dan Lay, Wildlife 
Biologist specializing in quail for 
the Game and Fish Commission, 
marks the end of the bobwhite 
season with some straight for­
ward suggestions for helping 
along the comeback of this pro­
lific little game bird.

In observations sent to the 
Director of Wildlife Restoration 
from his Deep East Texas experi­
ment headquarters, Lay stressed 
the responsibilities of hunters, 
game management technicians 
and land owners.

He made it particularly clear 
that the quail themselves are 
just awaiting the opportunity to 
restore normal population by be­
ing provided proper habitat.

In his latest contribution to the 
"Bobwhite Hot Stove League,” 
Lay traced the decline of the 
once great quail populace and 
said with finality: "The basic
concept that quail populations are 
controlled by food and cover 
can’t be over emphasized. This 
may be old stuff to some, but 
there are many who have not 
fully accepted it. It can’t be re­
peated too often. Troubles de­
velop when it is ignored.”

The East Texas technician de­
scribed the magnitude of the 
challenge and wrote that only 
the mass response of the dis­
illusioned hunters can get the 
job done. He went on:

"Responsibility for improving 
habitat needs to be defined. The 
quail belong to the public, and 
public agencies regulate their 
harvest. Taxes on hunters also 
provide funds for research and 
management. But it does not fol­
low that the quail crop depends 
entirely on the State. Little, if 
any, credit is offered the State 
when hunting is good. Yet when 
hunting is bad, there is a ten­
dency to blame the State and de­
mand more action.

“Since the bird crop depends 
on the productive capacity of the 
land, most of which is in private 
hands, the landowner is more 
directly responsible. The State’s 
power to produce quail is limited 
to advice, encouragement and 
perhaps some materials, volun­
tarily accepted by landowners.

"For the individual hunter, the 
implication is clear. He should 
place part of his demand for ac­
tion with the landowner. He 
should find himself a place to 
hunt and do whatever is neces­
sary to get the landowner to 
maintain or improve the crop—■ 
Timing is the important factor. 
Usually, the technician is called 
in after the brush is removed. 
Waiting until it is gone makes 
the job of quail management 
slower and more difficult.

To The People 
Of Clarendon

Immediately after taking oath 
of office as Mayor, I began check­
ing records as to the financial 
standing of the city. I learned the 
general fund account was very 
low; also was considerably in­
debted to the three local banks. 
Most of maintenance and rolling 
stock equipment was in need of I 
repair. There has been a con­
siderable sum invested in addi­
tional equipment which is being 
used to a good advantage. Also 
a considerable sum invested in 
the following: City new dump
ground, remodeling and painting 
city hall, installing sprinkling 
system and sanitary rest rooms 
at city park. All the above men­
tioned including bank indebted­
ness was paid out of general fund 
account.

All bonds and interest have 
been paid on due dates out of 
funds set aside for this out of tax 
collection. Except bond indebted­
ness, the city is clear of indebted­
ness at present and has been op­
erating on cash basis the past few 
months. The general fund ac­
count is more than tribble now 
the amount it was four years ago. 
There has been no tax rate in­
crease and I am still opposed to 
any.

Plans are to continue for an in­
definite length of time with 
street improvements. There is a 
considerable sum available for 
this in the street bond improve­
ment fund. Plans are for some 
sewer improvements and repairs, 
also water works improvements. 
The most need at present for 
water works improvement is an 
increase in water storage capac­
ity. The new water well, addi­
tional water mains, pumps, etc., 
■sewer disposal plant and line ex­
tension, highway street improve­
ments were paid out of bond im­
provement funds.

The 1954 audit should be com­
pleted and ready for publication 
in May. Please read and check. 
It is published for your infor­
mation.

May this partial report be of 
interest to you.

WHEAT MEASURING
Donley County has almost com­

pleted the wheat measuring for 
1955. If any farm that has wheat 
planted or was planted, and the 
farm has not been measured 
please come to the ASC office as 
soon as possible and let us know 
about this matter.
COMPLIANCE WITH '54 
WHEAT PROGRAM HIGH

Farmers who did not comply 
with their 1954 wheat acreage al­
lotments amounted to less than 
1 per-cent of the total farms hav­
ing wheat acreage allotments ac 
cording to the Commodity Stabi 
lization Service.
Altogether, 1,516,000 farm wheat 

allotments were established for 
the 1954 wheat crop. Farmers 
with excess wheat totaled 14,709. 
Most of the cases of "excess 
wheat” have been handled on the 
spot by payment of the market­
ing quota penalty. As of Decem­
ber 31, 1954, it has been found 
necessary to forward only 142 of 
such eases to U. S. District Attor­
neys for court action.
OVER MILLION DROUGHT 
FEED ORDERS ISSUED

Over 1,095.000 purchase orders 
for emergency feed grain were 
issued to farmers through March 
2. 1955 in 18 States designated by 
Secretary Benson as drought dis­
aster areas. Farmers obtained 
53.2 million hundred weight of 
feed grains tinder the emergency 
feed grain program and over 
115,277 dealers’ certificates to the 
value of 32.7 million were issued. 
Leading States were Oklahoma, 
Texas, Arkansas, and Missouri.

Under the emergency feed 
grain program Commodity Credit 
Corporation feed grain stocks are 
made available to farmers in 
designated drought areas as a 
means of preventing the liquida­
tion of foundation herds.

Wildlife
Conservation
By Donsvon Houdashell

Farm Fish Ponds
Farm fish ponds are construct­

ed by farmers for protection from 
soil erosion and flood control; 
they also are used for water stor­
age, fire protection, and most of 
all for fish production. In addi­
tion to these purposes, fish ponds 
can provide water and cover for 
animals, game birds, and song­
birds. Ponds are usually built in 
small valleys with steep sides so 
as to hold an adequate amount 
of water. They should be placed 
in areas where different kinds of 
wildlife can benefit from the 
ponds. For excellent fish produc­
tion, ponds should be built about 
three feet deep within ten feet 
of the shore line. This permits 
bass to reduce the number of 
small fish effectively, but it also 
controls water weeds and mo­
squitoes.

Maximum fish production can 
be brought about by fertilizing 
farm ponds. A fish pond of low 
fertility will not support as many 
pounds of fish as one of high 
fertility. Fish will put on weight 
quickly if fertilizing is done 
systematically. However, do not 

I stop fertilizing the pond after it 
is once started; this will reduce 

I the amount of food in the pond, 
and it will greatly affect the 
productivity of the fish. If fish 
ponds are well-planned, well 
constructed, and well-managed, 

I they will furnish swimming, fish­
ing, hunting, and skating.

As conservationists, let’s build 
up the fish ponds so that fish

a person who is mentally or phy­
sically incapable of caring for 
himself regardless of age.

The deduction is not allowable 
to the extent that payments are 
made to an individual whom the 
taxpayer claims as a dependent.

Excessive Oil Imports 
Independent oil producers and

security. The amendment would 
limit foreign oil imports to 10% 
of domestic consumption.

Excessive foreign oil imports 
are today’s greatest threat to the 
independent producers and to all 
others in the indushy who do not 
own and produce foreign oil. 
Texas has had to shut down its 
wells to as low as 15 days pro­
duction per month, partially be­
cause of excessive imports. Con­
tinued restricted production at 
only half of capacity eventually 
will ruin the independent oper­
ators and throw thousands of 
Texans out of work, to say noth­
ing of the serious loss in tax 
revenues.

Some foreign oil Importers 
have restricted their imports vol­
untarily, but others have failed to 
do so. Under present circum­
stances, it appears that legisla­
tion restricting oil imports to a 
percentage of domestic produc­
tion is the only solution. We now 
have such import restrictions on 
many agricultural products. The

President’s Committee on Energy 
and Fuels has found that serious 
damage will be done to the na­
tional security if future imports 
are allowed to exceed the levels 
of 1954.

ed meetings in all of these com­
mittee chambers except the Pub­
lic Works Committee. The mat­
ters considered varied from a 
discussion of drouth matters and 
dust storms in the Southwest to 
anthracite coal in Pennsylvania, 
to Hawaiian-Alaska statehood, 
navigational aids for aircraft 
(which is highly secret), federal 
control of natural gas, a reclama­
tion project costing in excess of 
one billion dollars, a discussion 
with the Director of the Budget 
concerning the administration’s 
position on the reclamation pro­
gram, a bill authorizing the 
granting of permanent certifi­
cates to local service airlines now 
operating under temporary cer­
tificates, and a discussion as to 
whether or not a compilation of

facts, figures and conclusions by 
the administration amounts to a 
proposal, a policy, a suggestion, 
or merely a comglomeration of 
ideas intended for no particular 
purpose.

This last discussion was with 
the Director of the Bureau of the 
Budget concerning a circular 
compiled by that bureau. The 
director was before the Interior 
and Insular Affairs Committee 
and was flanked by two of his 
top aides. At the beginning of 
the hearing, it became obvious 
that party politics was going to 
be injected. A former Republican 
Chairman of the Committee 
pointed out that the original 
circular was prepared by the Tru­
man administration. The present 
Democratic Chairman of the

Committee immediately pointed 
out that the circular had been 
substantially revised by the 
present administration. The poli­
tical aspects of the situation were 
kicked around for about 45 min­
utes before we finally got down 
to questioning Mr. Hughes, the 
Director. It turned out that they 
had wasted the 45 minutes con­
cerning the politics, because I 
asked Mr. Hughes the point- 
blank question of whether or not 
any politics were involved and 
he answered “No”. I then asked 
him if any politics were involved 
when the original circular was 
issued by the Truman adminis­
tration. He declined to answer on 
the ground that he was not in the 
Bureau at that time. I was some­
what surprised, because he had 
not hesitated to give hearsay 
testimony on other matters. How­
ever, we quickly cleared the situ­
ation because his two aides had 
been with the Bureau for a num­
ber of years.

A hurried conference between 
the Director and his aides result­
ed in the testimony from the 
aides that there was no politics 
involved when the circular was 
originally issued. So, having been 
assured that neither the Truman 
administration, nor the Eisen­
hower Administration had been 
interested in politics concerning 
this particular circular, the com­
mittee members proceeded to 
question the Director of the Bud­
get. He testified that the circular, 
original and revised, did not rep­
resent the thinking of the ad­
ministration, that it was not a 
proposal of the administration, 
and was not a declaration of 
policy. He testified that it was 
nothing more than a compilation 
of ideas, but was never able to 
tell me just whose ideas had been 
compiled. The result was that the 
committee found out that there 
was not only “no politics” involv­
ed in the circular, but according 
to the Director of the Budget, 
nothing else. As Shakespeare 
would put it, the Committee had 
spent the entire morning indulg­
ing in “Much Ado About Noth- 

I ing.” It found out that you can’t

believe a thing you hear nor half 
of wHat you see. It brought to my 
mind the much told, but always 
appropriate, story about the man 
in Washington wearing the big 
button with the symbol “BAIK”. 
A friend asked him what the let­
ters stood for. He replied, “Boy, 
am I confused.” The friend advis­
ed him that you did not spell 
confused with a “k”. The wearer 
of the button said, “You don’t 
know how confused I am.”

version calls for $1.5 billion. The 
House bill ran slightly less.

in one day of debate, the House 
passed its bill, calling for $212 
million in two years from the 
general revenue fund, now cur­
rently in the red. It would re­
quire $3-,600,000 more than cur­
rent spending, for general pur­
poses, plus a proposed addition 
of $27 million for highways.

Hearings by the revenue and 
taxation committee finally were 
held on Gov. Allan Shivers’ tax 
recommendations — the Murphy 
2-cent per gallon gasoline tax in­
crease; r.:id the Kirklin one-cent 
cigarette tax increase.

Although the current House is 
one of the “workingest" groups 
ever, Speaker Jim Lindsey, call­
ed on the members to work hard­
er. He predicted that most of the 
urgent program — water, insur­
ance laws, hospital, tax and 
spending — could be achieved. 
He estimated $60 million new

taxes would be required.
Governor Shivers renewed his 

urging for the gasoline tax hike, 
backed by the highway commis­
sion’s estimate that Texas needs 
to spend $2,200,000,000 on high­
ways during the next 10 years.

Rep. Jerry Sadler who said he 
was “authorized to speak for a 
majority of the House,’’ told the 
revenue and taxation committee 
that the 2-cent gasoline tax hike 
won’t pass.

Sadler prefers a one-cent per 
gallon gasoline and Condensate 
processing tax. This, he contends, 
would bring in $160 million a 
year and permit repeal of the 
present 4-cent gasoline sales tax. 
A processing tax would reach 
out-of-state as well as Texas buy­
ers of gasoline. - 

Sadler also has proposed a 
$3.30 per barrel hike in the tax on 
beer.

Heard by the* oil, gas and min­
ing committee was Rep. J. R. 
Walling’s “anti-waste" bill to set 
minimum prices for natural gas. 
At present rates this bill would 
bring in an estimated $20 million 
a year.

Under committee rules, the tax 
and gag-conservation bills auto­
matically went to sub-committee 
for a week’s study.

Giles, seeking a lien on property 
purportedly owned by the former 
commissioner in Falls County.

Giles has been indicted by a 
Bexar County grand jury on a 
charge of accepting a bribe. He 
also faces a Travis County indict­
ment accusing him of conspiring 
to take $83,500 in veterans land 
program funds.

Issued by the Travis jury was a 
subpoena directing officials of the 
Capital National Bank of Austin, 
to produce Giles’ bank records.

Other civil suits for recovery 
were filed, making a total of over 
$2 million that Shepperd is trying 
h r  recover for the state.

Shivers Testifies Again 
Governor Shivers went back a 

second time to appear before the 
Senate investigation committee. 
This time under oath.

He said that neither he nor any 
of his aides brought “undue pres­

sure" on the veterans land board 
to expedite processing of applica­
tions for loans.

It is the policy of the govern­
or’s office, said Shivers, to refer 
questions about the program to 
the veterans land board.

Shivers testified further that he 
had never received any warning 
of any irregularities concerning 
the program, and that if he had, 
something would have been done 
about it. *

Commending the investigators 
for their work, Shivers said, 
"There isn’t anything as whole­
some as bringing out the real 
facts and letting the public look 
at them.’

Continuation In Doubt
Continuation of the Veterans’ 

Land Program is in doubt. House 
investigators have recommended 
liquidation of the present set-up.
