According to
a survey made by the Texas De-
partment of Agriculture, the pro-
gram which paid a part of hay
transportation costs to drouth
areas proved to be of some bene-
fit to hard-hit cattlemen, but it
could stand some improvement.

Should
it be continued in 127 counties
designated in the disaster area?

Some 200 hundred replies to
the first question “Should the
program be continued”, leaned
heavily towards extension be-
yond March 31, especially if ad-
ditional rains were not received.
Seventy-five said “yes”, indicat-
ing drouth conditions were still
serious in those counties. “No”,
said 63 letters and “perhaps, if no
rain comes.”

Judging from the answers and
other sources, many of the coun-
ties have fair to good prospects
for spring grass at this time. More
moisture is still needed, however,
before adequate pastures are as-
sured.

Was the hay program ade-
quate? Fifty-seven flatly stated
no”, 91 said “yes”, and another
57 said some benefits were deriv-
ed from it but the program
should be improved if it is con-
tinued.

Most of the criticism was di-
rected at the price of hay by the
time it reached the drouth areas.
Any benefits derived from thel
reduced freight rates was absorb-
ed by the increased cost of the
hay, most correspondents said.
Others cited too much red tape
which caused the program to lag.
Still others asked that protien
feed was needed more than hay.

In reply to suggestions for pro-
gram improvement, a Palo Pinto
man summed up the general
feeling by requesting a cheaper
source or supply of hay with less
red tape and more aid in freight
rates.

But a Stonewall farmer recom-
mended that the department take
the only sure method of drouth
relief.

In tests at College Station,
compound 17147 provided 100
percent kills of the boll weevil at
spray rates as low as one-fourth a
pound per acre. The second com-
pound provided similar complete
control at one-half a pound per
acre rate.

One of the most promising fea-
tures is attributed to compound
17147. It may prove effective
against the pink bollworm which
has defied most poisons for many
years.

Early tests with this compound
»nder laboratory conditions show-
ed such promise that it was
field-tested against heavy in-
festations in south-central Texas
during the cotton season last fall.
Seven applications of DDT, at
two rates, and 17147 were dusted
on infested cotton during a
month-long trial. Six days after
the first application, 11 percent
of the cotton bolls were found
damaged in plots treated with
17147. Boll damage ranged be-
tween 17 and 22 percent on DDT-
treated plots and 24 percent on
an untreated check plot.

A few weeks later, the number
of insect-damaged bolls on the
17147 treated plot had dropped
to less than one percent while on

Session Passing

Half of the regular session of
the 54th Legislature is gone.

Governor Shivers said he
wasn't perturbed at the slow start
on important tax, water, approp-
riations and other legislation. He
hadn’'t expected lawmakers to
finish much legislation in the
first half of the session.

There still is plenty of time, the
Governor believes, to complete
the program.

Minor Water Bills

Two minor water bills got an
okay in the House.

One gives the State Water
Board power to review proposals
for federal prajects. Veto power
for the governor, originally in

the bill, was stricken out.

The -other requires water dis-
tricts to register with the state
board.

Important water conservation
Jneasures, involving millions of
dollars, have not reached a vote
in either house,

Insurance Bills

Two big insurance bills were
hung in ecommittee. Rep. Floyd
Bradshaw's omnibus bill ‘would
regulate fire and casualty compa-
nies of all kinds. Sen. Searcy
Bracewell's would regulate life
companies.

Regulations in Bradshaw's bills
would: Raise minimum capital
and surplus requirements {com-
binel) to $200,000 for fire compa-
nies; $300,000 for casualty; and
$500,000 for companies writing
more than one line.

One advocate of his bill said,

“Insurance companies have to be
born big.” ;

Governor Shivers, on the other
hand, said that just because an
insurance company is small
doesn’t mean it isn’t sound.

Bracewell's bill would raise
minimum capital and surplus re-
quirements of life companies to
$200,000 and require that it be
kept in cash or bonds, not in real
estate.

Rep. Vernon Smith charged
that “vicious and false propa-
ganda” by out-of-state insurance
companies had impaired confi-
dence in Texas insurance.
