Insects Warns 
County Agent

County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
is warning all cotton farmers to 
keep a close watch on their crops 
for cotton insects. The flea hop­
per is one of the insects to watch 
real close at this time. Regular 
inspections of cotton fields and 
dusting or spraying at the right 
lime will insure increased yields.

Dusting with 3-5-40 and 10-40 
j is good at this tim e and  mine
spraying with 2-1 mix, Tox& 
phene and BHC. Some farmers 
are reporting some grasshopper 
damage and Toxaphene as a spray
is good but if you have jumbo 
grasshoppers then a bait is better 
using cotton seed nulls mixed 
with Toxaphene, water and 
syrup. Any one needing addition­
al information is urged to call by 
the county agents office.

Saturday, August 31st is the 
date the Greenbelt Municipal 
and Industrial Water Authority 
has set for the confirmation elec­
tion. Mayor H. T. Burton report­
ed yesterday that approval of the 
date had been made by the State 
Board of Water Engineers and the 
election would be held as sched­
uled.

The confirmation election is the 
actual organization of the v .'-vCi 
authority, giving it legal power to 
begin action. What is now called 
the “Authority” is actually a 
committee interested in seeing 
the project come about. This elec­
tion will be the next step toward 
securing a dam across Salt Fork, 
of Red River.

The confirmation election has 
nothing to do with the issuance 
of bonds or of voting a tax, 
W. Carroll Knorpp, Clarendon 
representative, pointed out. That 
will come in a later election. The 
August 31 election will simply 
determine if each city wants to 
come in the authority or stay out.
It does not cost anything, Knorpp 
added.

After the confirmation election, 
the cities in the authority will 
have a chance to look at the costa 
and other figures before any 
election is held on the issuance 
of bonds or levying a tax. Each 
city will know how much the 
cost will be and where the money 
will come from.

According to information from 
Austin, all qualified voters (those 
who have paid poll taxes or are 
exempt) may vote in the confir­
mation election. Only qualified
proparty ow n er* ere  eligible to  
v o te  on bond Issues w W cb w ould  
follow at a later date. If the city 
should see fit, it could drop out 
of the authority prior to voting 
bonds or a tax.

Cities that will be voting on the 
issue as members of the authority 
are Childress, Quanah, Welling­
ton, Memphis, Hedley and1 Clar­
endon.

THE SUPREME COURT 
8PEAKS

There is a book titled, “The 
Supreme Court Speaks.’’ It is a 
book I wish everyone could read 
and thoroughly digest. Many 
questions in the minds of our 
people regarding the extent of

power vested in the Supreme 
Court would be answered. This is 
especially important and timely
in view of the many recent de* 
cisions of the Court which have 
been subjected to criticism in the 
press, on the Floor of Congress 
and on main street. The reader 
would fully realize the indispen­
sable necessity of placing only 
well-balanced individuals on the 
Court, who are devotedly dedi­
cated to the American way of life. 
To stray from such policy would 
be to endanger sorely the very 
existence of our form of govern­

ment. This is so because ours is 
a government by law, and the 
Supreme Court has the final and 
decisive say as to what is or is not 
the law.

I receive many letters asking 
why Congress does not pass laws 
overruling certain decisions ren­
dered by the Supreme Court. In 
the first place, it is most difficult 
to pass such a law. We in Texas, 
fully appreciate this, because that 
is exactly what we did in the 
famous Tidelands case. Those of 
us who were here during that 
battle will never forget the up-

hill fight which had to be waged 
to accomplish it. However, in the 
second place, I hasten to point out 
that, even though Congress 
should pass a law invalidating a 
decision of the Supreme Court, 
the Court still has the power to 
invalidate the very law passed 
by Congress to overrule the Court 
decision. In other words, the 
Supreme Court of the United 
States could declare unconstitu­
tional the public law passed by 
the Congress restoring the tide- 
lands to the State of Texas. In 
such event, there would be noth­
ing the Congress could do. A 
remedy could only be accomplish­
ed through the people by an 
amendment to the Constitution 
specifically spelling out and limit­
ing the powers of the Supreme 
Court in that regard.

For instance, the Court decided 
on Thursday, July 11, that Spec­
ialist 3/c Girard, a member of the 
United States Armed Forces in 
Japan, should be turned over to 
the Japanese government for 
trial. The Court indicated this 
was a matter for the Executive 
and the Legislative Branches of 
the government. However, the 
Court failed to point out that, re­
gardless of what the Legislative 
Branch of the government did, 
the power remained with the 
Court to determine the final dis­
position of Girard or any other 
American citizen.

In view of the decision in the 
Girard case, as well as several 
others in recent months to which 
I referred in the early paragraphs 
of this letter, you may expect 
vigorous efforts on the part of 
many people and organizations in 
this country to take whatever 
steps may be necessary, including 
amendments to the federal Con­

stitution, in order to spell out and 
limit the powers of the Supreme 
Court.

CIVIL RIGHTS
Many Members of the Congress 

were deeply disturbed by the 
news stories which came out of 
the conference between President 
Eisenhower and Senator Dick 
Russell of Georgia regarding the 
so-called Civil Rights Bill, It had 
been the feeling of several that 
the President did not realize the 
bill could be used as a weapon 
with which to punish the South. 
This feeling was brought about 
by the statement of the President 
in his press conference to the ef­
fect there were some things in the 
bill he did not clearly understand. 
However, it is now generally con­
ceded everyone understands that, 
if this bill becomes law, it can be 
used as a whip or weapon to pun­
ish the Southern states. The dis­
cussion between the President 
and Senator Russell did not in­
dicate any doubt on the part of 
the President that the law could 
be used for such purposes. The 
conference merely brought out 
that the President did not intend 
to so use the law.

The test of a good law should 
not be whether or not the head of 
the government would use the 
same to abuse people, but wheth­
er or not he could so use it.

FOREIGN AID
The Washington papers recent­

ly carried a story about a $30 a 
day consultant in the Foreign 
Aid Department. It seemed she 
had been hired to put together 
detailed information in the nature 
of propaganda to sell the foreign 
aid program. She made the mis­
take of explaining her duties to 
the top foreign aid boss.

the other hand, adequately de­
signed systems, improperly oper­
ated, also may waste water, dam­
age land, and result in lowered
production.

No matter how sound the plan­
ning or how good the design, an 
irrigation system will not give 
desired results unless it is oper­
ated correctly. To do this the ir­
rigator must know the capabili­
ties of his system, of his Soils, and 
and the water requirements of 
his crops. With this knowledge 
he can apply the principles of 
conservation irrigation to his 
own farm.

The specifications of a system 
to fit a particular farm is a com­
plicated problem, and the irri­
gator needs the services of a 
specialist in irrigation design. In 
the Donley Soil Conservation 
District, technicians of the Soil 
Conservation Service are avail­
able for this work.

OUR WORLD: The shakeup in 

Russia has stirred the world. A 
hard struggle for power among 
top communists has been going 
on since Stalin’s death. Molotov 
and several other “old Bolshe­
viks” appear to have lost.

Khrushchev stays on top. Most 
observers believe he is not totally 
powerful, as Stalin was. But he is 
in the saddle. How high and how 
long he will ride remains to be 
seen.

The nature of communism has 
not changed. Individual com­
munists may rise and fall. But 
the communist idea remains a 
deadly threat to free people 
everywhere.

weapons be suspended for ten 
months. Effective inspection and 
control, would be a basic part of 
the plan. They are vital.

The U. S. must remain strong. 
We can never deal effectively 
with the communists if we are 
weak.

The defense appropriation bill 
passed by Congress reflects that 
knowledge. We must cut. out 
waste. We can do that without 
trifling with our national secur­
ity.

OUR NATION: As for appro­
priations, we have continued to 
make cuts in the President’s bud­
get.

AUSTIN—It’s quiet around the 
Statehouse now, especially com­
pared to two months ago when
Legislative issues came to a tense 
Flimax.

Groups of sauntering sightseers 
have replaced the bustling, busi­
nesslike crowds that choked the 
Capitol corridors. They carry 
cameras instead of brief cases.

But people who are still on the 
job, like Comptroller Robert S 
Calvert, have plenty to ponder. 
Calvert gave money-worriers a 
jolt by announcing the state is 
going to have to ante up $6,000,- 
000 more for the teacher retire­
ment system in the coming two 
years. Increase is due to the 
teacher pay raise which ups the 
amount both the state and the 
teachers must pay in.

Since the Legislature spent to 
within $60,000 of the state’s ex­
pected revenue for the next 
biennium, this new drain means, 
according to Calvert, that “the 
poor old revenue fund will hit the 
deficit column sooner than ex­
pected.”

“If I had to make a new esti­
mate of expected revenue right 
now,” he said, “I’d have to say 
we'd end up almost $6,000,000 in 
the hole.” But he added that he 
hoped the outlook would improve 
before he’s called for another of­
ficial forecast. •
JURY TAKES BREAK

Certified For Payment
Many persons who are filing 

claims for social security benefits 
are overlooking the requirement 
that certain proofs must be sub­
mitted before their claims can be 
certified for payment, according 
to John R. Sanderson, manager 
of the Amarillo Social Security 
Office.

Mr. Sanderson said that failure 
to present the necessary proofs at 
the time the claim is filed causes 
the claimant to have to make one 
or more additional trips to the 
social security office. As a result 
of these extra trips, people have 
to wait longer to be interviewed, 
the processing of claims is slow­
ed up and claimants have to wait 
longer before they receive their 
first monthly check.

Mr. Sanderson explained that 
in most cases the claimant must 
submit proof of his date of birth. 
He said that the best proof is a 
birth certificate issued shortly 
after the date of birth but if one 
is not available, other proofs, 
such as a baptismal certificate

and evidence to show the returns 
Nwere actually filed with the Dis­
trict Director of Internal Reve­
nue.
