A Texas Casualty and Surety
Legislative Study Committee,
named by 40 Texas insurance
companies, has recommended that
the single rate plan be abolished
and a flexible plan, such as used
in other states, be adopted.

The failure of Koosevelt and
Truman to obtain passage of
much of this legislation® was due
to strong opposition from those
who were violently opposed to
the centralization of our govern-
ment and a concentration of
power in the hands of a few in-
dividuals in Washington.

Of Schooling? - - Well,
Here’'s Why & Where

PLAINVIEW--If a student at-
tempted to take all the courses
offered at Wayland Baptist Col-
lege today, he would spend 31
years of his life on the campus,
according to Bob Hilburn, feature
writer for the Plainview Daily
Herald.

Delving a bit further, he learn-
ed that “in view of a constantly
changing curriculum, a conser-
vative estimate is that by the end
of the 31 years at least half the
courses would be changed. There-
fore, a student could spend an ad-
ditional 15 years at the college
without duplicating work.

“Each graduation time, Way-
land students, just like at other
schools, give a sigh of relief that
the ordeal of getting an education
is finally over, “writes Hilburn.
