Crop Tlus Year

i The fruit crop in Brown county
| is a failure, says S. G, Alexander of
| near Brownwood who has made in-
| spections of several orchards. There
is, of cours2, some fruit left, but|
g0 much was killed by the frﬁves
| the past winter that the crop would
be classed a “failure,” he states.
| In a four or five acre orchard,
Ml Alexander found a few peaches
on only one tree. There also were
0 few plums on two or three trees
He has found in inspecting orchards
that trees protected by some build-
ing on the north have fruit.
