County Agent. Soils vary greatly 
in their supply of nutrients es­
sential for top yields. This is seen 
by the fact that one part of the 
field yields fairly good whereas 
another part might yield less. 
This variation means that fertili­
zer needs will vary from field to 
field and from farm to farm.

Fertilizer which is applied that 
isn’t needed is money wasted. 
Or if tjje wrong ration of plant 
nutrients is used, profits will be 
less: But the right ratio and right 
amount of plant nutrients results 
in maximum profit from the use 
of fertilizer. Soil tests can give 
this information and would be a 
good investment before buying 
fertilizer next spring.

If soil samples are taken, be 
sure .they are representative of 
the field to be fertilized. Fertili­
zer recommendations based on a 
soil test are no better than the

Lake Safety Law$ 
Passed On Texarkana

AUSTEN'
Mrs. Doyce Graham

Strong safety legis­
lation affecting boating on Lake 
Texarkana was passed at the first 
call session of the Texas Legis­
lature before its ' adjournment. 
They become laws when signed 
by the Governor.

The bill, which now is in the 
hands of the Governor, provides 
for "aiding in such preservation, 
protection and propagation of 
game and fish in this state.”  It 
covers Lake Texarkana in Bowie, 
Cass, and Morris Counties.

The bill prohibits the operation 
of a boat on the lake, while the 
operator is under the influence 
of intoxicating liquor.

It also prohibits reckless opera­
tion and shooting of rifles or 
pistols along or across the lake 
at any tirr̂ p.

Responsibility for enforcement 
is placed upon game wardens and 
all peace officers of the state. 
Penalties are sel at not less than 
$10 nor more than $200 upon con­
viction. ,

much opposite to what it nas been 
for several years—it’s been too 
dry and hard to plow. With the 
good fall moisture and over an 
inch for January, mostly in snow, 
we have a much brighter outlook 
than we have had in a number of 
years. '

The rain and snow Saturday 
night and Sunday measured .65 
inch here in town which gives us 
a total of 1.23 fbr the month of 
January so far. Ben Lovell re­
ported .90 for the week end with 
a total of 1.24 for the month at 
Ashtola; Willard Knox, at Lelia 
Lake, reported .62 for the w'eek 
end moisture and a total of 1.12; 
J. C. Ashcraft reported .67 for 
Saturday apd Sunday at Gold- 
ston with a January total of 1.24. 
This gives practically the same 
amount from all reporting sta­
tions and Willard Knox, with the 
lowest total, said they spilled 
some of their moisture while 
melting out the snow and ice. 
This variation would put them 
along with the others.

Neither o f’ the snows have 
caused any reportable trouble 
and livestock has faired very well 
although there was some fairly 
strong wind at various times but 
after most of the snow had melt­
ed. Weather observers are fore­
casting more inclement weather 
later this week—if it materializes.

Beef Cattle Need 
Mineral Supplements

Beef cattle need a liberal sup­
ply of minerals for proper bone 
development and growth. County 
Agent H. M. Breedlove says that 
mineral supplements are no cure- 
all, but they are necessary for 
successful grassland cattle pro­
duction in areas where soils have 
become deficient in minerals.

Minerals most likely to be 
needed by cattle are sodium, 
chlorine, phosphorus and calcium. 
You can supply sodium and 
chlorine by feeding common salt 
The other two—phosphorus and 
calcium—can 'be furnished thru 
mineral supplements.

Phosphorus deficiency may oc­
cur in any part of the State at 
any time, but in some sections it 
is present at all times. A year 
round supplement feeding pro­
gram should be carried on.

Watch Out For 
The Witchweed

.- t j
Texas Department of Agriculture

A cluster of small reddish flow­

ers on low-growing weeds may 
spell death to a corn crop in a 
matter of days.

Witchweed. a parasitic plant 
that attacks primarily corn, plus 
a,few other crops, has been found 
in the United States.

Although the weed has not yet 
come to Texas, farmers are warn­
ed that it can thrive in the South 
and Southwest. At present, it is 
believed to be confined to about 
38,000 acres near the coast in 
North and South Carolina, but all 
areas have been alerted to be on 
the lookout.I • ,

Farmers are asked to watch for 
an unfamiliar weed with bright 
green, slightly hairy leaves and 
the bright, generally reddish 
flowers. First discovered in the 
Carolinas in the fall of 1956, it is 
known that the plant can spread 
rapidly.

Symptoms of this parasite re­
semble damage done by drouth: 
the corn plants are stunted, wilt 
quickly and turn yellow. The 
witchweed accomplishes its work 
with a vast network of fast-grow­
ing roots which entertwine with 
roots of the host plant. This mass 
of witchweed root chokes off the 
food and water supply of its .host, 
starving it and making fruitation 
almost impossible.

The first witchweed blooms 
usually appear in June and will 
continue to bloom until frost. The 
flower is small and usually brick 
red, although it can be scarlet, 
yellowish-red, yellowish or even 
almost white.

Any farmer suspecting the 
presence of this plant should 
notify his county agent. The 
agent can arrange for positive 
identification and suggest mea­
sures for eradication. Witchweed 
plants or seed SHOULD NOT BE 
MOVED from the field, since the 
minute seeds are easily spread. 
And one plant can produce up to 
half a million tiny seeds.

The Texas Department of Agri­
culture has s limited number of 
copies of “Watch Out For Witch- 
weed’’.

SO CIAL SECURITY 
INFORMATION

Employers of household work­
ers must file a return for the 
October through December 1957 
quarter on or before January 31, 
1958, Jim Pierce. Group Super­
visor of Internal Revenue for the 
Amarillo District Office remind­
ed them today.

At the same time, John R. 
Sanderson District Manager of 
the Amarillo Social Security Of­
fice, pointed out that this obliga­
tion to file a. return applies to 
every household employer who 
paid $50 or more in cash wages 
to a cook, maid, laundress, or any 
other household employee during 
the calendar quarter. Returns

__Thursday, January 23, 1353
must be filed after the close of 
each calendar quarter and are 
due April 30, July 31, October 31, 
and January 31 every year.

Most household employers will 
make their reports on Form 942. 
This is a special simplified from 
printed on the back of a return 
envelope. If you are a household 
employer who is already on the 
mailing list of the District Di­
rector of Internal Revenue, one of 
these forms was mailed to you be­
fore the end of December. If so­
cial security taxes are due from 
a household employer a;ho is not 
now on the mailing list, the em­
ployer should ask the District 
Director for the form and give 
her name and address to be aided 
to the mailing list before the next 
quarterly return is due.

The amount of the social secur­
ity tax is 4Vz% of the total cash 
wages paid to a household work­
er in a calendar quarter. The em­
ployee is expected to share this 
tax with the employer, however, 
it is the obligation of the em­
ployer to report and remit the 
total tax of 4Vi% to the District 
Director of Internal Revenue. 
While the $50 cash wage test ap­
plies separately to each house­
hold worker in your employ, no 
report or social security tax is 
due on any household worker to 
whom you pay less than $50 in 
cash during the calendar quarter, 
Pierce pointed out.

HEALTH NOTES
Texas State Dept, of Health

AUSTIN—Texas’ new “hazard­
ous substances”  law is now in ef­
fect, aimed at restricting the sale 
of poisons that last year claimed 
at least 15 young lives in this 
state.

Chief target of the law is 
thallium sulphate, a potent in­
secticide and rodenticide. But all 
substances, with few specific ex­
ceptions, which are hazardous for 
humans are included.

The law was passed by the re­
cent legislature with strong back­

most tasteless product.
Even when the case of acci­

dental poisoning doesn’t end. 
fatally, the victim’s vision is of­
ten impaired and his sense of 
balance upset.

With the law now in effect, it 
will thereafter be unlawful to 
sell any product containing more 
than one percent of any thallium 
salt.

It will also be unlawful to mix 
any poisonous substance with 
food or drink. Exceptions are 
water or a mixture which has 
lost its identity as food and is not 
likely to be mistaken as food for 
human consumption.

Manufacturers of hazardous 
1 substances, the new law says, 
must spell out on the container 
the nature of the hazard, first-aid 
treatments if any, and instruc­
tions for safe handling, storage, 
and disposal.
. Violations are punishable by 

$1,000 fine or a year imprison­
ment or both.

Specifically exempt are pro­
ducts manufactured exclusively 
to be exported, soap or soap pro­
ducts, or products coming under 
the jurisdiction of the State Rail­
road Commission.

The attorney general has ruled 
that city and county health of 
ficers have authority to take legal 
action against violators in their 
jurisdiction if requested to do so 
by the state commissioner of 
health.

AUSTIN—-Education has been 
a prime pontern of Texas govern­
ment for more than a century 
and a quarter. But seldom, if 
ever, , has the subject loomed so 
large in public discussion as now 
in the satellite age.

Austin; site of the Capitol and 
state university, is the center for 
a swirl of conferences and state­
ments on the direction in which 
education should move.

Mirabeau B. Lamar, known as 
the "father of education in Tex­
as,” admonished early lawmakers 
with the famous statement, "The 
cultivated rr înd is the guardian 
genius, of democracy.”

In the past few months, since 
Sputnik, statesmen have taken 
up this theme in different words, 
but with greater-than-ever ur­
gency. They’re saying, in effect, 
that unless the tempo of training 
can be stepped up immediately to 
train more people better, demo­
cracy is doomed.

In Austin this challenge has set 
off lively debates and given 
heavy new significance to the 
planning conferences of those 
who set educational policy.

5. SCIENTIFIC COOPERA­
TION WITH ALLIES.—This has 
been controversial in the past but 
will probably meet with greater 
approval in view of the scientific 
and technological advatrces of the 
Soviet Union in recent months.

6. EDUCATION AND RE­
SEARCH.—The controversy as )o 
how federal aid will be adminis­
tered in the education field will 
cause fireworks. Expanded re­
search and development can and 
should be accomplished with the 
least possible delay.

7. SPENDING AND SAVING.
—This would appear to be a con­
flicting term. However,' a re- 
evaluation of some spending 
practices can result in savings.
The re-evaluation should provide 
searching scrutiny of defense 
spending. Most tax dollars are ab­
sorbed by this department of 
government.

8. WORKS OF PEACE. — The 
end result which we have been 
seeking for many years and hope 
and pray it will become a reality 
during our lifetime.
