Dr. Hallum has the necessary 
cards for reporting communicable 
diseases to the state department 
every week. After doctors of the 
county make reports to him. he In 
turn fills out the cards and malls 
them to Austin.

The letter from the state depart­
ment was written by Charles D ; 
Reece, and In part Is as follows:

"We are going to ask that you 
urge the practicing physicians in 
your county to make complete re- j 
ports to you of communicable dis­
eases that come under their o b - ! 
serration. and tnav you be especially 
prompt in reporting such diseases 
to us. not only because It Is requir-1 
ed by law. but because It Is the only 
method we have to secure an ac­
curate knowledge of the prevalence 
of preventable diseases In a com­
munity. We must have this Infor­
mation before we can aid local 
health officers In combating these 
diseases successfully."

Diseases on which the health 
officers make reports are: anthrax, 
chicken pox, dengue, diptheria 
dysentery, encephalitis, glanders, 
influenza, measles, meningitis 
mumps, ophthalmia neonatorum, 
paratyphoid, pollmyelltis, pneu­
monia. rabies, scarlet fever, small­
pox, trachoma, tuberculosis, typhoid 
fever and whooping cough.

The Akron Tragedy.
D * 8TRUCTTON of the Akron and 

more than seventy members of Us 
crrw waa distressing to all America, 
and to those interested in the devel­
opment of aviation throughout the 
world. America Is grieved by the 
k*s of life, the heaviest In any 
aviation tragedy thus far recorded, 
and the world o f aviation is dis­
tressed by the failure of what was 
regarded as the greatest lighter- 
Utan-air craft ever built.

Just what effect this tragedy may 
have upon future aviation develop­
ments in this and other countries Is 
problematical Public sentiment for

LONDON April 6 The enabling 
bill which would permit Great Bri­
tain to place a complete embargo 
cn all Russian goods was passed on 
second reading by the House of 
Commons last night following a 
dramatic session in which the Sov­
iet government was vigorously at­
tacked.

The second reading pa.ssed by an 
overwhelming vote of 347 to 48 and 
the bill will be presented for a 
third and final reading today.

Passions were aroused to the 
highest pitch in many months dur­
ing the debate, which was led by 
reactionary conservatives who have 
long harbored deep animosities 
against Russia Every element ex­
cept the laborites vied for the pri­
vilege of assailing Soviet Russia's 
“conceptions of Justice" during the 
day.

With passage of the bill virtual­
ly assured, the British people have 
only to wait for the trial of six 
British subjects, accused of sabotage 
in Moscow, which Is scheduled to 
start April 10.

The six men. employes of the 
Metropolitan-Vickers Electric Com­
pany, are charged with complicity 
in a plot to wreck electrical plants 
throughout Russia Since they were 
arrested Anglo-Soviet relations 
have been strained to the breaking 
point and the British ambassador.

AUSTIN, Texas, April 4—(jpt— 
If the Texas Ranger service, per­
haps the most famous and colorful 
law enforcement agency in any of 
the state is to be preserved and do 
effective work. It should be given 
more adequate support, according to 
a report to the legislature.

In making a survey of the state 
government, the legislative commit­
tee on economy and organization 
stated that the most serious han­
dicap under which the force lab­
ored was that neither legislation 
nor appropriations had kept pace 
with the social and economic 
changes that have taken place in 
the past years.

The report stated that although 
the traditions of the force were 
based on a frontier type of service 
the force had endeavored to adapt 
Itaelf to modem conditions of trans­
portation and new methods used by 
criminals, but the limitations plac­
ed on the Rangers had prevented 
any material advances.

No provision has been made to 
properly equip the Rangers and 
nothing done toward acquiring the 
specially-trained personnel neces­
sary for medern criminal Investiga­
tion and identification

No Modem Methods
“The methods of developing and 

preserving evidence which are nec­
essary In the apprehension of the 
modem criminal are conspicuous 
by their absence." the report stated 
“So many other states and large 
cities hate developed scientific 
methods of criminal detection that 
Texas, lacking In such provisions, 
Is an Inviting field for those who 
find their trade restricted in the 
states that are better provided for 
defense against their depredations."

One of the gravest Injustices 
worked against the Rangers, the re­
port said, is the limitation on ex­
pense accounts Under the law they 
are limited to $80 a month.

“The net effect of this limitation 
Is that when a Ranger has exhaust­
ed his expense account for the 
month In the midst of an Investiga­
tion. his superior must either with­
draw him from the case for the 
remainder of the month or else 
work a serious Injustice to him by 
leaving him to pay his own expens­
es.

“The traditional Immunity of the 
federal government from the depre­
dations of professional criminals Is 
credited to the fact that once a 
federal operative is put on the trail 
of a criminal.” the report contin­
ued. “he Is not withdrawn until the 
criminal Is arrested and a chain of 
evidence, which will stand against 
the assaults of the most expert 
criminal lawyers, has been obtain­
ed. It is this inevitable detection! 
and punishment which provides 
the federal government with pro­
tection. The same effectiveness ex­
isted with the Rangers until modem 
transportation and communication 
so Increased the zone of activity of 
the criminal that state lines came 
to mean little more than county 
lines did 25 years ago”

He had resided here sine. 1925 
One of America’s most popular 

fiction authors and playwrights, he 
was bern ln Warren. O., August 26. 
1884.

He was graduated from Harvard 
with an A. B. degree in 1907 and 
worked from then until 1911 an the 
Boston Traveller, first as conductor 
of a humorous column and then as 
dramatic ciitic. ,

Riggers then turned his hand to 
writing plays, his first being written 
in 1912.

The next year he wrote "Seven 
Keys to Baldpatc," probably the 
most famous of his works and one 
of the most successful plays ln 
American dramatic history. George

Ship began descend rapidly from 
flying altitude. 16,000 feet. We drop­
ped the ship's ballast We were en­
tirely surrounded by lightning 
About 12:03 a m the ship began 
to descend rapidly Three minutes 
later it seemed to be ln the storm 
center. The ship began to shift 
about violently and then commenc­
ed to descend. Again the stem was 
Inclined downward. The rudder con­
trol was carried away. The descent 
continued to the water. The ship 
was demolished upon Impact. In 
the lightning flash I saw many men 
swimming. The wreckage drifted 
rapidly away.’*

Foot Are Rescued
Four of the 76 persons aboard the 

giant dirigible had been rescued to­
day but one of these died They 
were taken aboard the German 

, tanker, Phoebus, soon after the ac- 
j cident.

Admiral William A. Moffett, chief 
' of the navy's aeronautical division 
] was among the missing

A report of the disaster was given 
j President Roosevelt Ihls morning 
1 by the U. S. Navy According to the 
i navy report, lightning struck the 
ship, oausing it to crash ln the sea.

Flying conditions were exceed­
ingly perilous at the time of the 
tragedy It being pointed out that 
besides the peril of electrical dis­
turbances the visibility was excep­
tionally poor and that the flying 
ceiling was close to sea level.

Asbury Park coast guard station 
reported receiving the Akron's SOS 

j signals. The air was filled with 
] static and the signals were not 
heard elsewhere. The German tank­
ed Phoebus, saw the flare of the 
burning ship os It descended ln the 
darkness to the sea.

Lieutenant Commander Wiley, 
Richard Deal, M. E. Erwin and 
Robert W. Copeland were picked up 
by the Phoebus which was attracted 
to the scene by what It thought to 
be flares. Copeland died shortly 
after being taken aboard. Deal was 
taken to a hospital as soon as the 
coast guard destroyer. Tucker, ar­
rived in Brooklyn. Hts injuries were 
slight.

The men were transferred to the 
Tucker early ln the day so that the 
Phoebus might stand by and search 
for wreckage or effect further res 
cues.

Airplane and ship rescue efforts 
were hampered throughout the day 
by poor visibility and a flying cell­
ing that was close to sea level

The number believed drowned or 
killed as the giant ship crashed In­
to the sea makes the disaster the 
worst ln the history of llghter-than- 
air flight.

A naval court of Inquiry was as­
sured and a congressional Investi­
gation seemed probable.

Story of Search Told
A story of a five hour search in 

lifeboats for survivors of the Akron 
was told in terse language of the 
sea today by Captain Dalldorf, 
master o f the Phoebus, in a mes­
sage to the vessel's owners which 
was Intercepted by the navy de­
partment. The message was to the 
Standard Shtpplrg Company of 
New York.

Dalldorf said that two lifeboats 
searched the waves from 1 o'clock 
In the morning until six without 
results.

Dalldorf's message said: "Rescued 
four men. Moody Erwin. Richard 
Deal. lieutenant Commander Wiley 
and William Copeland, the last un­
conscious four hours.

"Treatment failed. Gave rescued 
men and body to destroyer Tucker.
