Panhandle Lake
Study Finished

AUSTIN— Recent investigation
of Rita Blanca Lake near Dalhart
has been completed by biologists
of the Game and Fish Commiss-
ion. The project was conducted
to determine the species of fish
present in the lake as well as
their abundance, habits, and con-
dition.

The investigation yielded 2,664
specimens which were made up
of 17 species. Included in the col-
lection were fish of the minnow,
catfish, bass, sunfish, crappie and
perch families.

ATOMIC RESEARCH AND
DEVELOPMENT

It looked for awhile as though
many state universities and
schools would not be permitted to
participate in atomic energy re-
search and development. This
was due to some provisions con-
tained in the Atomic Energy Act
of 1954, as amended in 1957. The
Act requires the proper licensing
of those organizations desiring to
operate a nuclear reactor. The
Amendment of 1957 provided, in
effect, that an organization could
not get a license unless it met
certain requirements with regard
to waiving any immunity from
liability it might have as a state,
and to meet certain other re-
quirements in the nature of in-
demity agreements, and the pur-
chase and maintaining of liability
insurance. All of this was intend-
ed to protect the public, and in-
terested parties and organizations
were so advised. However, the
states, state universities and other
state schools probably did not
realize the situation in which
they would be placed. The Uni-
versity of the State of Texas
would be barred from operating a
nuclear reactor. This was because
the Constitution of the State of
Texas in Article 3, Section 50,
provides as follows:
“The Legislature shall have no
power to give or to lend, or to au-
thorize the giving or lending, of
the credit of the State in aid of,
or to any person, association or
corporation, whether municipal or
other, or to pledge the credit of
the State in any manner what-
soever, for the payment of the
liabilities, present or prospective,
of any individual, association of
individuals, municipal or other
corporations whatsoever.”
This meant that if the Univer-
sity of Texas and other state
schools in many other states in

this country were to be able to
operate nuclear reactors and en-
gage in research and develop-

ment in the atomic energy field,
something had to be done. Either
the state constitutions and statn-
tory laws had to be changed or
the federal law had to be chang-
ed. To change the state constitu-
tions and laws, in order to meet
these licensing requirements,
could and probably would be
open a virtual Pandora's Box of
confusion and trouble in many
other activities of the states. Such
action would also add to further
encroachment by the federal gov-
ernment toward tearing down
state constitutions and laws, a
practice to which I am violently
opposed. Under the circumstances
several of us, who realized the
tremendous contributions that
could be made in the research
and development programs in the
atomic energy field, proposed an
amendment to the law which
would exempt non-profit educa-
tional institutions under certain
circumstances fro mthese burden-
some requirements. These bills
were introduced by four Members
of the House of Representatives—
Congressman Melvin Price of Illi-
nois, who si a Member of the
Joint Committee on  Atomic
Energy, myself, and Congressmen
Moulder of Missouri and Mat-
thews of Florida. Although we
are in the late days of this sess-
ion, it is my feeling that these
bills will pass both the House and
Senate and be signed by the
President.

THE UNSOLVED PROBLEM

The age-old, but never solved,
problem is the old age problem.
True, great strides have been
made during recent years toward
partial solution however, we are
still a long way from the proper
answer. It was thought that the
Social Security program would
be the perfect solution. It has
been a solution in many cases, but
it has not and cannot provide for
the needs of so very many of our
aged citizens who find themselves
in extreme economic difficulties
in the late years of their lives.
Many of them are unwanted, have
no loved ones, and no one to care
for them. They are, in many in-
stances, tragic figures of ill
health susceptible, by reason of
their frailties, to crippling dis-
eases and maladies. Many of them
have dependents, such as disabled
children who are either mentally
or physically crippled, and re-
main dependent upon their aged
mother or father. It would be im-

possible to put into words the
feeling of complete dispair that
must engulf these tragic figures
when they discover that many of
the basic laws, under which they
have lived all of their lives, are
discarded and cast aside in de-
termining their eligibility for par-
ticipation in the Social Security
program. I have reference to sev-
eral particular occasions in which
the Social Security Administra-
tion has actually repealed the
Community Property Laws of the
State of Texas and replaced them
by a bureaucratic directive in
order to deny eligibility of a dis-
abled child to participate in the
Social Security program. In other
words, they are wholly disregard-
ing the basic property laws of
many of the states and thereby
resolving any doubt against a
mentally or physically disabled
child in order to deny contribu-
tions that were intended to go to
the child. How crass can you get?

I wish I had the space to tell
you more about this situation. I
can tell you that I intend to try
to do something about it.

THE MIDEAST

The political explosion in the
Mideast swept everything off the
front pages and the foremost
spots on television and radio
broadcasts. This included the
much publicized Adams-Goldfine
hearings, which will probably be
suspended for awhile until other
legislative business can be taken
care of before adjournment, How-
ever, it can be expected that the
Adams-Goldfine hearings will |
continue as soon as time permits,
The people of this country are en-
titled to know the full story as to
what has or has not happened
with relation to the conduct of‘
the administrative agencies of |
this government. These agencies
occupy a quasi-judicial status in
our economy, and in many in-
stances their powers exceed those
of the courts. Under the circum-
stances, side door entries and in-
fluence peddling cannot be tol-
erated in the slightest.

The Mideast sitdation has uni-
fied this country as it should. The
developments in that part of the
world were probably anticipated
but not expected. It was generally
felt in Washington that anything
could happen, but apparently few
people expected it to happen
when it did and where it did. |
This has caused deep concern in
many parts of the Nation’s Capi-

tal, and these questions are being
asked repeatedly: ‘“Where was

our Intelligence?” “Was there a
lack of knowledge or a lack of
cooperation?” Apparently, it was
one or the other, The intelligence
agency of this government is un-
der the jurisdiction of the Execu-
tive Branch and has been headed

|Duu~es, the brother of Secretary

of State John Foster Dulles.

Within the past few nonths two
incidents have occurred about
which the government of this
country, if not all of the people,
should have had ample advance
warning. The first of these was
the occurrence in the Lation
American countries when the
Vice-President of this country
was spat upon by angry and
demonstrating mobs who obvious-
ly were spurred into action by a
long, smoldering feeling of hatred
and ill-will as to some of the
policies of this government. At
that time I wrote a newsletter in
which I posed the question as to
whether or not the intelligence
agency of this government was at
fault. Subsequently, I was told in
private that the intelligence
agency knew of the ill feeling and
unrest in those countries and had
warned the Vice-President; fur
ther, that the intelligence agency
of this country was second to
none in the world.

Yet, only a few short months
later the leaders of the American
Congress are called to the White
House unexpectedly and on an
emergency basis and advised that
developments have occurred in a
Mideast country which could de-
stroy the peace of the world.

The country in which these oc-
currences took place was a coun-
try which has received much of
the foreign aid money of this
country; a country which we had
counted on as being friendly and
a military ally, and a country
which has as its capital the city
that furnished the name for the
Baghdad Pact. These and many
other smaller incidents connected
with the over-all development are
causing many people in Washing-
ton, including myself, to wonder
just what has happened to our
Intelligence. The revolt in Iraq
was not developed in a few min-
utes. It is undoubtedly the result
of extended and detailed plan-
ning. Certainly if our intelligence
departments did not know what
was happening in this instance,
how much more is going on that
is not known. If the intelligence
departments did know what was
going on, then the question arises
as to why the Executive Branch
of this government did not keep
in close touch and liaison with
the Legislative Branch of the
government—the branch that is

most closely associated with the

people, who, after all, are the
government.

Our country unite as it always
has against any common foe, but
in my opinion, it is high time that
the White House took a long look
at the intelligence agencies of
this government and made some
corrections. Otherwise, it can ex-

As required by law, the Depart-
ment of Agriculture has set the
penalty at 50 per cent of the
parity price effective as of June
15. The penalty rate on extra
long staple cotton is 41.6 cents
per pound.

Growers approved - marketing
quotas for the 1958 crops of up-
land and extra long staple cotton
in referendums last December 10.
When cotton marketing quotas
are in effect, ASC Committee
Chairman Springer explains, a
farmer who does not comply with
the cotton acreage allotment
established for the kind of cot-
ton grown on his farm is subject
to apenalty on his farm market-
ing excess. The cotton crop from
such a farm is also ineligible for
price support.

Each type of cotton is treated
independently, Mr. Springer
points out. Upland cotton cannot
be substituted for extra long
staple cotton or vice versa.

Rebecca King To |
Study In Austria

Ninety-seven Oberlin College
undergraduates of Oberlin, Ohio,
comprising the entire third-year
class of the Oberlin Conservatory
of Music, will sail from New York
on the Queen Elizabeth on Sep-
tember 24, to begin a unique ex-
periment in music education. The
class wlil be transplanted, for one
academic year, from Oberlin's
125-year-old midwest American
campus to the world-famous
Salzburg, Austria, Academy of
Music and Performing Arts—the
Mozarteum.

Miss Rebecca King, daughter of
R. Y. King, of this city is in-
cluded in this class that will go to
Austria. Her major is violin. At
present Miss King is spending the
summer here with her father.

Under the experimental pro-
gram, adopted last year on a
three-year trial basis, Oberlin
students in residence at Salz-
burg will study required and
elective courses in music theory,
technique and history, together
with German language, European
history and fine arts, and will
receive full credit toward their
Oberlin music degrees.

In their senior year the stu-
dents will return to Ohio to earn
Bachelor of Music degrees with
specified major courses. Fresh-
men and sophomores will con-
tinue to study at Oberlin, and it
is expected that the absence of
the junior class in Austria will
enable the Conservatory to in-
crease its overall enrollment,
which now stands at about 400,
by about 25 per cent.

The first Oberlin-in-Salzburg
class will arrive in Cherbourg,
France on September 29, and will
travel by chartered buses to Salz-
burg, where students will live at

the Hotel Kasererhof and the
Schloss Frohburg. During the
year there will be trips to

Munich, Vienna, and other cul-
tural centers, as well as oppor-
tunities for holiday trips to Italy,
France, West Germany, Switzer-
land, and other countries. The
student’s regular tuition and fees
will continue to cover the cost of
the year in Europe.

Individual Oberlin students, in

the Conservatory and in the Col-

lege of Arts and Sciences, have
previously taken time during
their college course for study
abroad, but this marks the first
time that a whole segment of the
college has transferred its stu-
dents and curriculum to another
country.
