merce post war plan is brought
to our attention. Referring to the
recent item jn the Washington
News Digest.

As an enthusiastic resident of
Cooke County, Con is grateful to
learn that our little section of the
country is getting national publi-
city for a good idea — and to
think that we're to become sort
of pioneers in traditional Amer-
icanism after a brief and rather
disappointing experiment in soc-
ialism.

As an enthusiastic resident of
Muenster, Con is proud to state
that his home community will be
keeping pace with the Chamber
of Commerce program. Not only
that. Chances are about two to
one that Muenster will lead the
way. Yes, while the nation’s eyes
are on Cooke County we invite
the rest of Cooke County to keep
its eyes on us.

To some this may sound like a
wild remark. To the average
Muensterite it's a simple state-
ment of fact. Because our com-
munity just doesn’t have far to
g0 to reach the goals set by the
plan. In the first place there will
be very few of the returning
home town boys who will not
find work waiting for them. Fur-
thermore we’ll continue creating
new jobs, probably enough to ab-
sorb some of the overflow from
other localities.

Neither will we need to make
much of a change to get along
without federal charity. We didn't
intend to use it anyway. After a
couple of experiences with it we
find that our share of expense on
a project plus the red tape of sec-
uring handouts is not much less
than the cost of doing the job
ourselves. And since we saved so
little we really accomplished very
little. Individuals did not need
the projects. They had already
weathered the worst of the depres-
sion without registering a single
name on the relief rolls.

Our community will continue
to prosper after the war. It knows
the ingredients of success: thrift,
industry, and a firm conviction
that the government does not owe
anyone a living.

Returning to the European bat-
tle zone Ernie Pyle, the man who's
doing ‘such a swell job of writing
up this war, noticed the admirable

spirit of a detachment of fellows |

at an African ferry command
base. The boys felt they were not
doing their share in the war.

Of course Pyle minces no words
in his praise of their attitude and
their service, nor in his explana-
tion that their work is as essen-
tial as any in the war. Somebody
has to be there to see that the
thousands of planes are sent on
their next hop toward the front.

What gets the boys is the
thought of their comfort and se-
curity as compared with the hell
others are going through farther
up the line. Not that they have
anyv soecial love for flying lead,
cold meals, sleepless nights and
all that. Very few if anv actually
want that. Bt thev do feel that a
small percentage should not have
to do all the dirty work. Some are
irked too by the fact that when
it is over they will not have the
satisfaction of claiming a part in
the real fighting. :

The attitude Pvle found avplies
to everv camp in the country. I
know it applies to the few at
which I have been stationed. Most
soldiers feel as though they hav-
en't done their vart until they
have shared in the daneger, filth
and strain of combat duty and
have personally accounted for
their quota of enemy personnel or
equipment.

I for one wish it were vossible
to divide the combat duty more
evenly. So that every unit in all
the forces could have exactly the
rame -share of it. Let every man
take the same chances and en-
dure the same measure of filth
~nd miserv. It doesn’t seem fair
for some to have all the grief

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School Tax
Election To
Be Saturday

Voters Will Determine
If Maintenance Tax
Should Be Levied

An election will be held Satur-
day to determine whether the
board of trustees of the Muenster
Independent School District shall
have power to levy and collect an
ad valorem tax on the one hun-
dred dollar valuation of all pro-
perty in said district for the pur-
pose of maintenance.

The tax to be levied, if the vo-
ters cast their ballots showing
they want a tax for this purpose,
is to be a sliding scale tax, that is,
the rate can be anything from one
cent up, but cannot exceed 25
cents.

The board pointed out that if
operations can be met by making
an assessment of 10.cents or 15,
that is the procedure it will follow.

Muenster is one of the few, if
not the only school district, that
does not have a school tax. Due
to increases in teachers’' salaries
and the increased cost of oper-
ations a tax for maintenance is
necessary, it was pointed out.

It was also urged that all those
eligible to vote give the proposi-
tion serious though, and place
confidence in their board of trus-
tees, who will make every effort
to keep the cost of bus transpor-
tation for parochial school stud-
ents at the lowest possible figure,
in the event a charge is made.

Eligible voters are those proper-
ty tax paying citizens, who own
taxable property in the district,
who have duly rendered the same
for taxation and who are other-
wise qualified to vote.

M. J. Endres

Former City Mayor And
Prominent Merchant
Died Thursday Afternoon

Funeral services for M. J. End-
res, 60, former Muenster mayor
and prominent merchant, were
held here Saturday morning at
Sacred Heart Church at 9 o’clock
with Rev. Thomas Buergler, pas-
tor, officiating at the requiem
high mass and at burial in the
Muenster Cemetery.

Pallbearers were J.M. Weinzap-
fel, J.W. Fisher, H.P. Hennigan, L.
A. Bernauer, J.C. Trachia and
Jacob Pagel, Jr. Funeral arrange-
ments were under the direction of
Mrs. Nick Miller.

Mr. Endres died Thursday after-
noon at 1:30 following a four
week’s illness. Heart trouble and
other complications were the
cause of his death.

His funeral was a fitting final
tribute to his long career of ser-
vice and the esteem in which he
was held by his fellowmen. Many
friends attended, while many
more were represented among the
profusion of floral offerings. All
the city’s business houses were
closed during his funeral.

Prominent in civic and religious
affairs in this community for thir-
ty years, Mr. Endres had hundreds
of friends who were grieved to
hear of his passing. Born in Rox-
bury, Wis., on January 18, 1883,
he came to this community with
his parents, the late Mr. and Mrs.
Nick Endres, when he was a small
lad, and with the exception of
about two years, had resided here
since that time.

He was married to Miss Katie
Fisch in LeMars. Towa, on Dec. 26,
1910. Prior to that time he had
spent a year with a wholesale
hardware company in Chicago
and for a year after his marriare
served that company as a travel-
ing salesman. He then returned to
Muenster to reside and spent two
yvears in the hardware business
here. associated with the Ilate
John Meurer.

In 1914 he established himself
in the grocery and dry goods bus-
iness in which activity he engag-
ed until a few months before his
death.

He served as mayor for two
terms, 197°7-1939, and during his
administration made a number of
notable imrrovements including
the paving of city streets and the
installation of the present ade-
quate city water pumping system.

He was a member of the
Knights of Columbus taking ac-
tive part in lodge affairs and ser-
ed in various offices holding the
Advocate's position at the time of
his death, He was also a faithful
member of Sacred Heart Church
choir.

Do not allow cotton, paper or
other inflammable objects on your
Christmas tree.

If you put candles in your win-
dows, be sure the curtains are tied
well away from the flames.

If you give the children electric
toys for Christmas, tnspect them
to see that cords and connections
are kept in good condition.

Finally, mix common sense pre-
cautions with your Christmas
cheer, and keep the holidays safe.

EPORK ITEMS DROP
| ANOTHER POINT PER
' POUND THIS WEEK

Another general reduction in
the ration values of all pork items

on the consumer point value ta-
ble, except variety meats and can-
ned meats, was announced Satur-
day by Price Administrator Ches-
ter Bowles. It became effective at
12:01 a.m. Monday.
All pork steaks, roasts, smoked
ham, bacon and ready-to-eat
meat is reduced one point a pound.
Fresh hams, those that are neith-
er frozen, cured nor smoked, are
cut by two points per pound.
Fresh smoked and cooked sau-
sages containing no other meat
but pork are down one point. Dry
and semi-dry sausages, such as
salami, are down one point, re-
gardless of beef content.

The only pork items not affect-
ed in the general reduction are
variety meats, hearts, livers and
tongues and a few items already
listed at one point per pound
(hocks, jowls, jowl butts and
squares, knuckles, etc.

while others have comfort and se-
curity.

But that’s the way of modern
war. And nothing can be done to
change it. Not only because our
limited transport and supply fac-
ilities are unable to move all units
to and from the front. But also
because fighting in this era is so
complex. Thousands of jobs be-
hind the front are just as essen-
tial to victory as actual combat.

Under the circumstances a sol-
dier's contribution to victory can-
not be estimated on the num-
ber of notches in his gun. As long
as he is in the service and carries
out the assignment given him he
is doing his part. It may be jug-
gling crates, drilling recruits, peel-
ing spuds or pounding a typewri-
ter, but just the same 1t's a job
that the army considers necessary
to final success. That applies as
well to civilian occupations. People
who provide food and equipment
are helping to win just as surely
as those who use it at the front.

Boiled down to the last anal-
ysis, most Americans, both in and
out of uniform, are at this very
time contributing to victory. The
only trouble is that many are also
hindering it. Whether they. loaf
on the job, chisel rationed items,
waste essential food and material,

or shirk a duty at the front, the
result is the same. They're fail-
ing to do their part. These are the
only ones who should have a guil-
ty feeling.
