With the Panama Cana 
giveaway accomplished just a 
few weeks ago, the Carte 
Administration appears to be 
cooking up another inciden 
to make Americans ashamed. 
This time its the sell out of 
an old ally, the Republic of 
China (ROC) on Taiwan. 

One might note that thi 
situation is especially signifi 
cant because ROC is the las 
raiment of a great nation re 
maiming after US had be 
trayed it to Communism in 
the early fifties. By deliber 
ately being too late with too 
little, we doomed the people 
of China in their struggle to 
prevent the red takeover. 
Chinese survivors at that time 
established themselves on Tai-
wan, after which we made a 
feeble gesture at saving face 
in the 1954 Defense Treaty. 
We pledged to support the 
freedom and independence of 
the few thousands who had es-
caped the Red "liberation." 

In almost a quarter century 
since then Taiwan has been a 
model of freedom and pro-
gress. It has been a constant 
embarrassment to Red China, 
developing a high standard of 
living through free enterprise 
while the conquering reds had 
a miserable record of regim-
entation, fear and oppression. 
To make matters worse, ROC 
humiliated the great People's 
Republic of China several 
times by defending its tiny 
island republic successfully 
against Red attack. 

This proud little country, 
the final link with many cen-
turies of Chinese heritage, 
which has merited world wide 
admiration in just a quarter 
century of progress and hero-
ism, is now marked as the 
next victim of our country's 
detente with the enemy. 

Regarded as a sure sign of 
this development is a trip to 
Peking this week by Brzezin-
ski, the President's top secur-
ity adviser, at the precise time 
(May 20), when ROC will in-
stall its new head of state, a 
ceremony to which the Free 
Chinese attach great import-
ance. The US snub is ampli-
fied by the fact that Brzezin-
ski chooses that very time to 
fraternize with the enemy. 

As if to remove any doubt 
about the administration's in-
tention, the man declared a 
few weeks ago in a speech 
before the Japan Society in 
Washington that "as a central 
element of our global policy 
it is important that we make 
progress in normalizing our 
relations with China". An ad-
ministration spokesman com-
mented that "some important 
nuances of change" were sig-
nalled by the speech, but did 
not describe what they were. 

• The same message was con-
veyed by Secretary of State 
Cyrus Vance in his April 30 
appearance on the TV show, 
Face the Nation. He said "Nor-
malization of relations with 
China is one of the funda-
mental goals of the Carter 
Administration. I would hope 
that during the first term we 
would be able to normalize 
relations". 

As pointed out in Human 
Events "Everyone in the dip-
lomatic business knows whet 
normalization really means —
the end of formal ties with 
the ROC. The Communist 
Chinese refuse to establish 
full diplomatic relations with 
US until Washington severs 
diplomatic links with Taiwan, 
withdraws US troops from the 
island country and abrogates 
the 1954 defense treaty. All 
this, apparently, we are pre-
pared to do." 

US has already informed 

ROC's ambassador to US that 
if he returns home this coun-
try will not accept another 
ambassador from Taiwan. Al-
so, since 1973 US has reduced 
its troop strength on Taiwan 
from 10,000 to 1,000, and the 
rest will likely be withdrawn 
soon. In that connection ma-
nipulators of the sellout are 
wondering how to gracefully 
dump the defense treaty with-
out letting it look like what 
it is — abandoning an ally. 
The ominous implication here 
is clarified by a State Depart-
ment spokesman who said "I 
don't think the People's Re-
public of China will ever re-
nounce their intention to take 
Taiwan by force." 

All this Is both humiliating 
and frightening. Our country, 
which ended World War II 
less than forty years ago as 
the most powerful of them all 
and also the world wide de-
fender of freedom and inde-
pendence, has been declining 
pitifully in both respects.

Will Have Classes 
In Scuba Diving 

A new and exciting world 
will be opened to persona 
participating in a special com- 
munity service course to be 
offered soon at Cooke Coun- 
ty College. 

Scuba diving lessons for 
those interested in exploring 
this underwater world will 
begin during the last week in 
May at CCC, sponsored by the 
college's Division of Contin- 
uing Education. 

According to Dr. Jerry Bay- 
less, dean Sof Continuing Edu- 
cation, dates for the class ses- 
sions are May 21, 22, 24, 25, 
29, 31, and June 2, 3 and 4. 

Interested persons are urged 
to be present at the first ses- 
sion Sunday, May 21, 2 p.m. 
in the faculty lounge. Depend- 
ing on enrollment, Bayless 

"we may set up two or 
more classes with flexible 
meeting schedules to accomo- 
date all." 

He adds that each class will 
require a minimum enroll- 
ment of eight persons and 
will be held to no more than 
10. 

The course will be com- 
prised of seven training ses- 
sions involving classroom 
work and pool training in ad- 
dition to two lake dives. Cost 
for participation is $75. 

Instructor for the course 
will be Dan Hamric, a certi- 
fied diving instructor with 
more than five years' exper- 
ience. He is associated with 
the Dive Shop in Ardmore, 
Okla. 

Hamric explains that each 
of the regular sessions will 
involve one and a half hours 
of classroom instruction and 
an equivalent amount of time 
spent on application of tech- 
nique and equipment train- 
ing in a swimming pooL 

The $75 fee will cover all 
necessary diving equipment 
except for mask, snorkel and 
fins. Participants may, how- 
ever, want to wait until the 
first class meeting to get ad- 
vice on the most appropriate 
type of such accessories to 
purchase. They will be made 
available during the first 
class session to those who 
have not yet acquired them_ 

"We will cover all the fun- 
damentals of diving during 
the course, and we will spend 
a considerable amount of time 
actually in the water." says 
Hamric. "But the real payoff 
is when we get out of just 
a swimming pool and get in- 
to the real underwater world 
on our lake dives." 

Persons who satisfactorily 
complete the course will be 
certified divers and be issued 
a card by the National 
Association of Ski ndi ving 
Schools. Persons who do not 
hold such cards are not al- 
lowed to purchase air for 
'their scuba tanks at dive 
shops. 

According. to Dr. Jerry 
Bayless, dean of Continuing 
Education at CCC, tentative 
dates for the class sessions are 
May 21, 22, 24, 25, 29, 31, and 
June 2, 3 and 4. 

"Persons who are interested 
should call as soon as pos- 
sible." Bayless stresses. "De- 
pending on the interest, we 
may set up two or more clas- 
sea with flexible meeting 
schedules to accomodate ev- 
eryone who wants to parti- 
cipate."

President John Pagel said 
that, with just a few excep-
tions, the whole show was 
conducted in good order, food 
and' drinks were 'plentiful, en-
tertainment was good and 
took up almost all of the 
available 'time. Also the crowd 
was the biggest ever in 
Muenster, people obviously 
enjoyed themselves, and it 
was a financial success. 

'Reporting on the finances, 
David ,Bright, treasurer said 
some receipts and some bills 
are still due, however it is 
certain that the festival was 
good business to the conces-
sions and the Chamber. He 
added that the profit will en-
able the chamber to make 
full payment for the rest 
rooms that were built just 
'before. lie estimated that to-
tal volume V Germanfest 
business was about $75,000 
whereas the guess was $50,-
000 last year. Attendance as 
well as amount was estimated 
at 50 per cent increase over 
1977. 

Biggest of the faults was 
the traffic jam during the 
Fun Run when emergency 
vehicles were delayed in 
reaching runners who needed 
help.
