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City Council hears 
drainage complaints

Rain and its effects have been 
one of the main concerns in Muen-
ster lately. So it was for the City 
Council Monday night when 
residents of North Cedar and Nor-
th Maple Streets brought their 
storm drainage problems to the 
meeting. Todd Richey and Craig 
Walterscheid both suffered some 
water damage in their homes when 
recent storm run-off overwhelmed 
the drainage system in their neigh-
borhood. That drainage goes bet-
ween their homes after coming 
down Cedar Street, then west 
through Richey's yard, through 
neighbor Ken McDougle's yard 
before escaping under Maple 
Street. McDougle described the 
situation and recent damage in-
cluding extensive damage to his 
yard. He pleaded with the Council 
to take some remedial action both 
uphill of the problem area and in 
their neighborhood. Each 
significant rain carries gravel from 
unpaved streets downhill, 
especially to the 900 block of 
Cedar. 

The residents complained about 
excessive storm run-off, gravel 
buildup and waste, damage to 
paved streets and sewage which had 
been flushed out of a manhole. 
City Administrator Joe Fenton 
acknowledged their problems and 
assured them that the sewage 
problem was purely a last resort to 
keep it from backing up into 
people's homes after the line had 
been plugged during the run-off. 
Mayor Ted Henscheid committed 
Street Commissioner Pat Dennis 

Henry Yosten Jr., 39, is in the In-
tensive Care Unit of Texoma 
Medical Center in Denison after 
being involved in a motorcycle ac-
cident at approximately 10:50 p.m.

Yosten had also been north-
bound and had no headlight on his 
motorcycle. 

Yosten was transported to 
Muenster Memorial Hospital by 
the Saint Jo ambulance. The 
hospital tried to CareFlite him to 
Fort Worth, but were unable to 
because of the severe thunderstor-
ms. He was transported to Denison 
by Cooke County EMS. 

Thornhill was uninjured in the 
accident. Yosten was not wearing a 
helmet, but, according to Tom-
pkins, the helmet law does not take 
effect until Sept. I. 

In an unrelated accident, Debra 
Schoppa of Saint Jo was involved 
in a one-car accident at ap-
proximately 1:30 a.m. Sunday, 
June 4. She sustained two fractures 
of her right ankle, bruises and 
lacerations of the head, shoulder

position with Health Xpress of San 
Antonio, where he will be ad-
ministrator of a complete health 
care facility, including ambulance 
service, mobile labs and X-rays. 

"As far as I'm concerned, it will 
be real good, but will be a little dif-
ferent because 80 percent of the 
work will be non-emergency," 
Cleveland said. Cleveland will also 
receive a higher salary than his 
current position, which he has held 
since June 1987. 

The county should make a 
decision by the end of next week 
whether to retain county operation 
of the ambulance service or con-
tract with a private company, said 
Commissioner Danny Knight. 

Commissioners began looking 
for ambulance service options in 
February in an attempt to reduce 
the ambulance service's budget 
after learning of an estimated 
5500,000 revenue shortfall in the 
county's general fund from the 
same time last year. The court 
rejected bids last month after 
several of the bidders expressed 
misunderstandings about the bid of 
specifications. They will open new 
bids at a meeting Monday. 

Three bidders attended a recent 
pre-bid conference, including Life 
Star of Arlington, Life Line Inc. of 
Wichita Falls, and Fannin County 
EMS. "It's a definite possibility 
that we could keep the service," 
Knight said. He feels the county  

would have to save at least 
S100,000 a year by contracting with 
a private firm before the court 
would opt in that direction. 

Cleveland's resignation leaves 
the court with several options, 
Knight said. "We can't expect 
anyone to walk in Oct. 1 and take 
over," he said. "They've got to 
have some lead time." 

The court could name an interim 
administrator, or could name a 
head of operations from the private 
company selected, if the com-
missioners choose that route, until 
the company is ready to take over. 
Should the county decide to retain 
the service, a business manager 
could be hired to take care of the 
paperwork, while shift leaders 
could head the ambulance 
operation end, Knight said. 

"I think David has done a good 
job," Knight said. "But if we keep 
it, I think you'll see some 
changes." 

Cleveland said the com-
missioners' court should think long 
and hard before deciding to con-
tract with a private company. "The 
county has been running this for 10 
years, and they know what it costs 
to run an EMS," he said. "If 
anybody comes in here and tells 
them there will be a significant dif-
ference in price, they'll just be 
fooling themselves because the 
only way they can do that is to cut 
service."

Heavy in- 
festations cause total fields to be 
killed. 	Conventional 	control 
methods using foliar type ap- 
plications of insecticides have very 

*inked to no results. This is due to 
the rapid activity of the insect and 
its hiding in cracks and dry ground 
above the base of the plants. For 
'pis reason, systemic-type insec-
ticides have been used in areas with 
varying degrees of success. These 
insecticides have shown good 
results due to the rate, rainfall, 
temperature and soil conditions 
which regulate plant growth. Most 
of these insecticides provide 6 to 7 
weeks protection to the plant. This 
6 to 7 weeks allows grain sorghum 
to get off to a good start and size.
