A recent news release 
from Senator Bentsen 
reveals that millions of 
dollars worth of usable fur-
niture is scattered in 78 
warehouses all over the city 
of Washington. Mounds of 
desks, chairs, couches, etc. 
are piling up in over 10.5 
million square feet of space, 
which is approximately 
equal to the size of three 
Pentagon buildings...or 27 
acres. 

This accumulation results 
from the custom of main-
taining a new look in 
thousands of official of-
fices. Congress appropriates 
money on a yearly basis to 
the executive branch for the 
purpose of replacing worn 
out pieces of furniture or to 
buy newer, so-called "space-
saving" furniture. During 
the past 10 years the ap-
propriation for this purpose 
has averaged about $100 
million a year, and this year 
the figure is set at $229 
million. This money is made 
available to the General Ser-
vices Administration, which 
determines how and where 
the money will be spent. 

It's hardly necessary to 
point out that these pur-
chases are based mostly on 
want and very little on need. 
The officials want to dress-
up their places even though 
existing furnishings would 
serve the purpose just as 
well. This does not mean 
that we'd expect them to 
ooerate in shabby surroun-
dings, but they ought to be 
satisfied with standards that 
are comparable to the 
average business office. In 
fact, the public's first wish is 
to have those people do a 
good job of administration, 
not to maintain a showplace 
to impress the visitors. 

Another thought: is it 
really proper for the gover-
nment officials to enjoy 
niceties which the people 
who pay for government 
can't afford for themselves? 
Our guess is that items pur-
chased for government of-
fices are top quality in the 
first place, and they are still 
good looking after a few 
years of use. They don't 
need replacing. Taxpayers 
could and should be spared 
the greater part of this ex-
pense. 

As regards furniture pur-
chases to "save space," the 
first question is how much 
space needs to be saved? Or 
is the real purpose to achieve 
a spacious look? The 
General Accounting Office 
maintains that the new 
"space-saving" furniture 
doesn't always save as much 
space or money as the 
General Services Ad-
ministration claims. 

To make matters worse, 
the government people 
sometimes hire professional 
design services to help as 
consultors. One such firm 
was hired for a fee of 
$107,000 and promptly or-
dered $7,100 worth of fur-
niture for its own office, the, 
bill going to us taxpayers, of 
course. 

Next to the enormous 
waste of spending hundreds 
of millions for unneeded 
furniture is the enormous 
added expense of storing the 
replaced furniture. Senator 
Bentsen says none of the 
items in these 78 warehouse 
if for sale or re-issue. 
They're just taking up space 
and taxpayers pay the rent 
for storing them. 

Our guess is that the 
situation could be relieved 
substantially be arranging to 
use this kind of furniture in 
the lower priority gover-
nment locations or by selling 
it to the public. Considering 
the quality of original pur-
chase, we are certain that 
many items would serve the 
purpose as well as a new 
purchase, or that the gover-
nment could salvage a good 
portion of its investment by 
placing it on the open 
market. People who have to 
make their money stretch 
would surely be interested in 
buying it. Whether used or 
sold, it would also save 
millions of dollars worth of 
storage space.

On 
an average, grain quality is 
the best in many years. 

The good reports apply 
especially to areas south and 
east of town, which have 
most of the grain received to 
date. Their growing season 
is slightly earlier than Muen-
ster's and they have had 
more favorable rainfall. 
However as combines step 
up their tempo locally the 
prospect here is also looking 
good. 

Another break in the far-
mer's favor is an improved 
yield of hard wheat. Nor-
mally it is lower than soft 
wheat but a better price 
compensates for much of 
the difference. This time the 
yields are about equal and 
the price advantage is better 
than usual. Hard wheat now 
sells for $3.65 a bushel and 
soft wheat for $3.25, a 
disappointing drop from last 
year's $4.25 and $4.00, and 
a still greater drop con-
sidering inflation. 

Considering 	all, 	the 
season rates as slightly better 
than average but definitely 
below last year's bumper 
crop.

THE SPIRIT OF 
INDIVIDUALISM _ 

The United States'•Goyern- 
rnent was founded on the basis 
of constitutionalism and 
federalism, but the framework 
of government was designed for 
one main reason, to promote, 
defend and preserve individual 
liberty. This means of course, 
that the entire fabric had its 
genesis in the spirit of in-
dividualism. 

When the first colonists came 
to our shores they arrived 
largely from England. They 
brought with them a heritage of 
individual rights, represen-
tative government, courts to 
which they could appeal for 
relief and protection, a high 
regard for due process of law. It 
was only natural that this 
philosophy of individualism 
would find expression in the 
great basic documents of our 
nation. 

For example, in the 
Declaration of Independence 
we are told in no uncertain 
terms that all men "are en-
dowed by their Creator with 
certain unalienable rights; that 
among these are life, liberty 
and the pursuit of happiness." 
In this marvelous document we 
are given a complete theory of 
government, one which would 
protect the individual. We find 
it in these words: "to secure 
these rights, governments are 
instituted among men, deriving 
their just powers from the 
consent of the governed." 

Note what that meant! The 
purpose of government is to 
secure man's rights. It doesn't 
say that the purpose of 
government is to provide for 
man, to give him food to eat, a 
dwelling to live in, medical and 
hospital care, a pension when 
he is elderly, or to give him a 
job or even to train him for 
employment. That was all left 

to the - states. No! It said the 
purpose of government is to

protect man's rights — to 
preserve individualism, not. to 
promote eollpctivism ' 'or 
socialism. 

So strongly did the Founders 
feel about individualism and 
individual rights that they went 
on to state in this great 
document what men should do 
when individualism is denised 
them. " ... whenever any form 
of government becomes 
destructive of these ends, it is 
the right of the people to alter or 
to abolish it, and to institute 
new government, laying its 
foundation on such principles 
and organizing its powers in 
such form as to them shall seem 
most likely to effect their safety 
and happiness." 

Part and parcel of the 
philosophy of individualism was 
the belief in individual 
responsibility. Americans 
believed they were responsible 
for themselves and their loved 
ones. The idea that someone 
else or thestate was responsible 
for the welfare of an individual 
never entered the minds of our 
forefathers. They understood 
that the state, or government, 
was nothing more than a group 
of individuals who had banded 
together for common defense 
and protection of their in-
dividual rights. As government 
derived its powers from the 
people, the entity government 
could have no power or 
authority not possessed by each 
individual who formed it. As no 
individual has the right to 
confiscate the means from one 
individual to provide for the 
welfare of another individual, 
then it follows that the in-
dividual's agency, government, 
does not have that right. 

Unfortunately for America, 
the philosophy of collectivism 
has largely replaced in-
dividualism. For all of recorded 
history man lived under some 
form of collectivism. Here in 
America the spirit of man 
flowered to its greatest bloom 
through individualism, but we 
have turned hack and call it 
progress. 

America became great on 
constitutionalism, federalism 
and individualism. If we would 
remain free and prosper 
materially we must return to 
the course set for us by the 
Founfers. 
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AUSTIN — When State 

Comptroller Bob Bullock an-
nounced a few weeks ago 
that he would allow his de-
partment employees to have 
their 'union dues deducted 
from their state paychecks, 
he created a swirl that has 
since generated into a wind-
storm. 

Individuals who are dead 
set against unionization of 
state employees have been 
trying to find ways to pre-
vent his dues check-off, and 
last week a suit was filed to  
[stop Bullock. 
. TS'vo state employees and 
the Texas Right to Work 
Committee have won a June 
9 trial to determine if Bul-

lock has the right to deduct 
*ion dues from state em- 
Moyees paychecks. Bullock 
had .  planned to start the 
cheelt-off system last Sun-
day, having obtained a go-
ahead from Atty. Gen. Mark 
White. 

In filing the suit, the plain-
tiffs argue that the Texas 

Constitution gives Bullock 
no express or implied right 
to allow the check-off, and 
that such a check-off would 
violate the Right to Work 

law by becoming a political 
tool of department heads. 

Bullock's attorneys argue 
there is nothing in state law 
to prohibit the check-off. 

Clements Wants Ban 
State law will ban the 

check-off next year, if Gov. 
Bill Clements has his way. 

The Governor, who has 
warned other department 
heads not to follow Bullock's 
lead, said last week he will 
present "as a major item of 
business" a plan to ban 
union dues check-off for 
state employees. 

Clements also wants a 
plan to store low and high 
level nuclear wastes. Al-
though not in a crisis situa-
tion at present, Texas is ap-
proaching a crisis in storing 
such wastes, he said. 

Swaim and White 
Texas Secretary of State 

George Strake and Atty. 
Gen. Mark White have 
bumped heads on the issue 
of which voters may sign a 
petition to put Republican-
turned-Independent John 
Anderson on the Texas 
presidential ballot. At stake 
are the number of voters An-
derson will siphon off from 
each party. 

Strake, a Republican, said 
two weeks ago only Demo-
crat primary voters could 
sign Anderson's petition . 
Last week, at the request of 
the House Elections Com-
mittee, the Democrat White 
ruled that both Democrats 
and Republicans who voted 
in last month's primary were  

ineligible to sign the petition. 
Strake followed White's 

legal opinion by saying it was 
incorrect and does not mat-
ter, since he, Strake, is the 
state's "chief election offi-

cer" and makes him solely 
responsible for interpreting 
the state election laws.

For years, those of us who are concerned about our 

deteriorating military strength relative to the Soviet Union 
have been frustrated. Our colleagues in the Congress didn't 
seem to be listening. But this year they are -- thanks in part 
to polls that show the American people. by an 80 percent 

majority, support increased defense spending. 

The process of approving money for our national 
security, or any other budget item, is long and complex. 
And much of the most important work comes in the 
committee room, before the full House or Senate ever 
begins to consider any bill. 

The first step is the Concurrent Budget Resolution ;  in 
which both houses of Congress frmally agree on spending 
ceilings for each sector of the federal government. This 

year, both houses have recommended large increases for 
defense, approximately 37 billion more than President 
Carter requested. If that resolution receives final approval, 
the stage will be set for including a similar amount in the 
authorization and appropriations bills. 

' 	• 
Recently, the Armed Services Committee, do which I 

serve as senior minority party member, has devoted several 
all-day sessions to the final writing of the Defense 
Authorization Bill for fiscal year 1981. This bill will 
determine whether and by how much we will be able to 

increase our military readiness in the year which begins 
Oct. 1. 

Owing to mounting Senate concerns Over the shift in 
the military balance with the Soviet Union — especially in 
the wake of the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan — there is 
strong sentiment within the committee to increase 
substantially the amount we authorize for defense 

spending. 

Specifically, I expect the committee will approve a 
major increase in shipbuilding for the Navy to begin to 

improve our ability to protect U.S. interests in distant areas 
such as the Persian Gulf. Also, I believe the committee will 
call for increased numbers of tactical aircraft, so that we 
can produce them at the most efficient, and least costly. 
rates. We also will be approving spending levels that will 

allow us to be better prepared in other areas. 

Once we in the committee finish our work, we will have 

to take the bill to the full Senate. But if the committee's 
recommendations are presented persuasively, we have a 
good chance of winning on the Senate floor — even though 

President Carter is strongly opposing increases in his 
defense budget. Ironically, the President is asking for fewer 
aircraft and other items of equipment than he requested 
last year, even though he pledged the U.S. to a new 
commitment for the security of the Persian Gulf. 

But the authorization bill isn't the final step in getting 
money approved. An appropriations bill must be passed 
before any money can be spent. That will happen this 
summer. Both the authorization and appropriations bills 
will have to receive approval from both houses of Congress, 
of course. And usually yet another committee, the 

conference committee, comes into the process to work out 
differences between versions approved by the House and 

Senate. 

So the road to spending a responsible amount of money 
on national defense this year will be a long one, with many 
twists and turns along the way. I am optimistic, however, 
because we have a better chance than we have had in many 

years to make real progress this year.

A N4h.re House directive 
which authorizes Cuban 
refugees to occupy beds at 
the Veterans Administration 
(VA) medial center in 
Tampa, Fla., while sick and 
disabled ex-GI's are being 
denied treatment, has drawn 
outraged criticism from the 
670,000-member Disabled 
American Veterans (DAV). 

The Carter Ad-
ministration has ordered the 
Tampa VA medical center to 
reserve 40 hospital beds for 
ailing Cuban refugees. The 
VA medical center in 
Gainesville, Fla, has been 
told to reserve 50 medical 
and surgical beds for this 
purpose. On Monday, while 
13 Cuban refugees were oc-
cupying beds on the Tampa 
VA facility's psychiatric 
wards, two American 
veterans applying for 
psychiatric care were denied 
admission due to lack of 
beds in the hospital's 
psychiatric care section. 

The Tampa VA hospital 
has been hit particularly 
hard by Carter Ad-
ministration budget policies 
in recent years. Underfun-
ding and understaffing at 
the hospital were causing 
denial of treatment to many 
el Bible Tampa veterans long 
before  the ifinscive  influx of

A headline in the Tampa 
Tribune-Times on June 24, 
1979, stated that "Staff 
Doctors Call Some VA 
Policies Medical Malprac-
tice." A few of the 
physicians went so far as to 
charge that some veterans 
had died because of these 
policies, which resulted 
directly from inadequate 
budgeting. 

"I'm astonished by the 
crass insensitivity of giving 
priority medical are in VA 
facilities to undocumented 
aliens at a time when men 
and women who fought in 
our nation's wars are being 
turned away at the door." 
said DAV National Com-
mander Paul L. Thompson. 

He noted that the 
situation could only become 
worse as more Cubans enter 
VA hospitals, filling the 
beds allotted to them. The 
DAV has learned that Carte.

Q. Why can't t get my old 
prescription refilled rather 
than having to get a new 
one from my doctor? 

A. There are several possi-
ble explanations: 

1. Your prescription may 
have been fur a "controlled 

substance," 
(one that has 
( potential for 
abuse) classed 
by the govern. 

jibo
mem. on a 
"schedule" 

Boa that does not 
permit refills or allows only 
a few within a six-month 
period, and you may have 
already used up the avail-
able number of refills. 

2. Some medicines should 
not be taken over a long 
period of time without peri-
odic review of your condi-
tion by your doctor. Certain 
tests may need to be admin-
istered to be sure the medi-
cine is working as intended 
in your system and not 
c sting avoidable problems. 

3. If your old medicine 
was to treat a short-term 
health problem, it should 
not be taken after the prob-
lem is corrected. If the 
ailment re-occurs, your doc-
tor should be consulted be-
fore you take any medicine. 

So, if your old prescrip-
tion does not allow un-
limited refills, you can be 
sure there's a good reason. 
Talk to your doctor or 
pharmacist about it if you 
want to know why,

10. Keep windows closed. Open 
outside doors as little as possible. 

Window Units 
Follow above suggestions, 
plus these: 

11. Buy units with highest "energy 
efficiency ratio" (EER). Uses less 
electricity to cool. If EER is not on 
sales tag, ask for it or figure it 
yourself. Divide "wattage" into 
"BTU" capacity. Both figures are 
on unit. 

12. Place unit where it'll get as little 
direct sun as possible. 

13. Aim air outlets at lower half of 
doorway to next room to allow 
warm air from that room to enter at 
the doortop for retooling, 
recirculation. 

14. Never vent air conditioner into 
garage. Ventilation is usually too 
poor for top performance of your 

unit. 

Conserve electricity and you help 
conserve one or more of the fuels 
needed to produce it. Conserve fuels 
and you help assure that there will be 
enough to meet essential needs for 
electricity in the future. 

When you pass a TP&L office, 
warehouse. generating plant or other 
facility, you'll see that we've turned off 
all non-essential lighting. And. in as 
many other ways as possible, TP&L is 
reducing its own uses of electricity. 

If you would like additional 
information on conserving electricity, 
call the Customer Service 
Representative in the TP&L Office. 
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People who are already 
reeiving social security, or 
other retirement payments, 
may be able to receive ad-
ditional income in the form 
of Supplemental Security 
Income. Gus Jones, 
Manager of the Sherman 
Social Security Office said 
today that individuals who 
began receiving retirement 
payments before age 65 of-
ten overlook additional in-
come available to them un-
der the SSI program when 
they become 65. Jones 
suggests that those who 
began receiving retirement 
payments before 65 get in 
touch with the Social 
Security Office again about 
one month before they reach 
their 65th birthday. 

A claim for supplemental 
payments is also a claim for 
Medicaid, which is a medical 
assistance program handled 
by the state. Unlike claims 
for regular social security 
benefits, which are earned 
through working in work 
covered by social security, 
SSI claims are not good for 
any months earlier than the  

month in which the claim is 
filed. "It is a good idea, 
then, to apply on time, or up 
to one month ahead of 
time," Jones explained. 

Supplemental payments 
can be made to people who 
are at least age 65, and to 
some disabled people, in-
cluding disabled children. 
Jones went on to say that 
only people whose income 
and resources are limited, 
and who actually need some 
extra help qualify for these 
payments. The law does 
specify certain income and 
resource limits. 

In addition to the money 
payments, and Medicaid, 
the state's Department of 
Human Resources offers 
many social services to SSI 
recipients. Also, Congress 
looks at the SSI rolls in 
deciding who may need ex-
tra help. The Special Energy 
Assistance payments mailed 
out by the Treasury Depar-
tment in January are one 
example of this.

According to a recent 
radio broadcast sponsored by 
Columbia-Presbyterian Med-
ical Center and Prudential 
Insurance Company, research- 
ers, in their attempt to dis- 
cover a cure for the common 
cold, have 4pund out much 
about how these bothersome 
viruses are spread. 

Most colds are picked up 
by children in school and then 
carried to family and friends, 
according to University of 
Virginia Professor of Internal 
Medicine Dr. Jack Gwaltney. 

Laboratory tests run by 
Dr. Gwaltney have indicated 
that hands are a principal 
means of transmitting a cold 
virus. In fact, he says the 
hands were shown to he 
"more efficient" in spread- 
ing colds than was coughing 
or sneezing. 

Dr. Gwaltney stresses that 
these tests do not necessarily 
reflect real life conditions, and 
that more study most be 
done. But in the meantime, 
he says there are steps that 
can help prevent colds — such 
as steering clear of infected 
persons and muffling coughs 
with tissues and handkerchiefs. 

He also recommends basic 
good hygiene such as washing 
hands and avoiding finger 
contact with eyes and nose.

I have never had my air condi-
tioning system checked except 
when it wasn't functioning 
properls. This year I am consid-
ering hosing a general mainte-
nance check-up before begin-
ning operation. Is this neces-
sary? W. P., Abilene. 

For optimum efficiency, it 
is a wise idea to have your air 
conditioning system checked 
at the beginning of each cool-
ing season to make sure ev-
erything is running properly. 
Any problems you may be 
having can be detected and 
corrected early before they 
become more serious and 
cause a breakdown in the 
dead heat of summer. The 
charge for a general mainte-
nance call is very reasonable 
and well worth the money. 

As part of general mainte-
nance, check your filters of-
ten and change them about 
once a month to prevent dust 
build-up that can hamper the 
efficiency of your unit. 

Also check your compres-
sor cutside to make sure the 
grillwork is free of shrubbery, 
insects, and debris. 

I see a lot of ads for various 
kinds of fans, and I know a lot 
of people who are buying them 
to try to limit their use of air 
conditioning this summer. How 
effective are fans against the 
Texas heat? Are there any stud-
ies on this? R. I., San Marcos. 

It is possible to reduce the 
length of the air conditioning

the use of fans such as whole-
house fans, ceiling fans, win-
dow fans, or portable fans. 

The whole-house fan is an 
old idea which is currently 
being revived in an effort to 
replace and/or supplement 
air conditioning. Formerly 
known as "attic fans," the 
whole-house fan is mounted 
in the attic so that it cools the 
conditioned air space below. 

Studies two summers ago 
by the National Bureau of 
Standards in the Houston 
area showed that the whole-
house fan was ideal when the 
temperature range was 75 de-
grees to 82 degrees, and the 
humidity was not above 75 
percent. It may be possible to 
use a fan at slightly higher 
temperatures provided you 
are dressed comfortably and 
not engaged in strenuous ac-
tivities. 

Part of the problem here is 
"conditioning" people to 
think that they can survive at 
least part of the summer with-
out air-conditioning, and that 
they can be comfortable at 
higher temperatures with a 
fan rather than air condi-
tioning.

co-sponsoring a bill to rescind
