Labor Day 1980 was ob-
served by the traditional 
oratory 	glorifying 	the 
blessings 	secured 	by 
organized 	labor 	for 
American working men as 
well as the many efforts in 
their behalf by the Carter 
adminstration. Secretary of 
Labor Ray Marshall presen-
ted a comprehensive review 
of all the good things that 
have been accomplished by 
Labor's friends of Congress 
along with other good things 
that have been undermined 
by "reactionary" forces. 

Marshall's message was a 
pep talk from the gover-
nment and Big Labor 
reminding Americans that 
they are the world's most 
fortunate workers and that 
they are indebted to big 
labor and big government. 
The statement is partly true. 
Workers of the US probably 
live better than those of any 
other country, and the 
helping hand from unions 
and government has accom-
plished much. But the pic-
ture of labor conditions isn't 
really as pretty as presented 
and some of the so-called ef-
forts in behalf of workers 
were actually in behalf of 
the labor bosses. 

While rejoicing over the 
high standards enjoyed by 
workers, we really need to 
remember that increassing 
numbers are finding them-
selves priced out of the 
market...and out of jobs. 
The tendency now is for 
American car sales to slump, 
resulting in plant shut- . 

 downs over here, while 
foreign car sales are gaining. 
One company proposes to 
get competitive and expects 
to re-hire thousands of laid-
off workers. But some 
50,000 of them will not be 
back. 

This happens to be only 
the continuation of a trend 
which has been going on for 
years, as revealed by a look 
at the stock in retail stores. 
It comes from foreign coun-
tries, made by people who 
offer a better deal. Really, 
it's tragic that US workers 
are not able to compete in 
the foreign market, but even 
more tragic that, even with 
protective tariffs their sales 
are declining at home. So, 
while some workers con-
tinue to get fabulous pay, 
increasing numbers join the 
ranks of unemployed, and 
many of them collect on 
welfare. 

There is a solution for this 
frustrating csndition. These 
so-called statesmen of Labor 
and the Administration 
should understand that 
prosperity does not depend 
on the amount of money in 
circulation but rather on the 
number of people working 
and their volume of produc-
tion. At the same time 
workers need to understand 
that they can get along on 
less without even tightening 
the belt. Personal budgets 
nowadays are distressed 
more by the cost of high 
living than by the high cost 
of living. 

A related remedy to con-
sider is belt tightening by the 
government. If it will 
eliminate the unnecessary 
spending while workers 
strive to produce more for 
less pay inflation can be 
stopped and the country can 
head back toward recovery. 
This is the word the public 
should have heard on Labor 
Day instead of the political 
talk telling what all has been 
done and will be done for 
them.. 

The really appealing 
feature of this idea is that 
the sacrifice soon leads to 
prosperity. Increased 
production made possible by 
increased effort results in 
more available goods and 
lower price. Smaller pay can 
buy more than the high pay 
did before. 

Another distortion of the 
truth was the secretary's 
brag about protecting the 
rights of workers. In fact, 
President Carter, who has 
preached his human rights 
doctrine all over the world, 
while giving support to in-
ternational goons who tram-
ple on human rights, runs 
afoul of this principle in his

A proposal urging the 
simultaneous issue of com-
memorative stamps in the 
United States and the 
Federal Republic of Ger-
many has been announced 
by Gershon Canaan, 
honorary German Counsul 
in Dallas. 

Mr. Canaan is known 
here as a visitor to German-
fest and several Sacred 
Heart choir concerts. He is 
associated with Wayne 
Reiter of Muenster in the 
employ of J.L. Williams and 
Co. of Dallas. 

The suggested stamp is in-
tended to recognize and 
salute 300 years of German 
immigration in lie United 
States (1683-1983). 

As pointed out by Mr. 
Canaan the intention 
originally was to honor 
Germantown, Pa., which 
was settled in 1683, and a 

request was submitted to 
Belmont Fahey of the 
Citizen's Stamp Advisory 
Committee, Washington. 
He replied that honoring 

one city in this manner could 
create a precedent for 
thousands of such requests, 
and suggested a more 

generalized motive. Accor-
dingly Canaan proposed the 
commemoration for all 
German immigrants of 300

He and Marshall and 
people like him have done 
their utmost to wipe out 
Right to Work laws. They 
insist on the kind of 
economic slavery which 
requires that a person must 
be a union member to hold a 
job...that union bosses have 
the right to skim complusory 
dues off workers' pay 
checks and use them for 
whatever purpose they wish 
regardless of members' 
wishes. This practice is go-
ing on again in this year's 
political campaign as big 
labor spends millions to 
support its Democrat friends 
in violation of the wishes of 
millions of individuals from 
whom the money was taken. 

Marshall and the adminis-
tration are not being quite 
honest in bragging about all 
they do for working people. 
Their real beneficiaries are 
the labor bosses and 
organizations who skim off 
the dues and wield their 
political clout in gover-
nment.

From the outpouring of 
legislation calling for increased 
spending which continues to roll 
out of Congress it would appear 
there are a great many people 
who think there is no limit to the 
government ability to spend. 
History teaches differently. We 
are currently far beyond the 36 
percent of national income 
spending barrier found to be 
disastrous by historians. With 
taxes now consuming 46 percent 
of the national income it is 
imperative that taxes be cut. 
Here are some of the reasons 
why. 

Our economy is now in a 
recession, according to ad-
ministration economists. Retail 
sales are down. Unemployment 
is on the rise: Economic growth 
has faltered. Economic growth 
is normally measured by the 
gross national product or GNP 
although this can be a 
misleading indicator. It is not 
nearly as meaningful for the 
individual as using the national 
income as an indicator. 
However, because GNP is used 
by the government, economic 
writers and the media, we're 
stuck with it. 

The record clearly proves a 
decline in economic growth. 
The economy grew 5.9 percent 
in 1976, 5.3 percent in 1977, 4.4 
percent in 1978 and only .8 
percent in 1979. We now have a 
negative growth rate. 

Economists had in fact ex-
pected a decline in GNP in 1979, 

but this was prevented by 
people spending instead of 
saving. The savings rate 
dropped to 3.3 percent, the 
lowest rate since 1950. This was 
probably brought about by 
inflation psychology as people 
felt they had better spend to 
prevent erosion of the pur-
chasing power of their savings 
dollar. 

If we want to improve retail 
sales, put people back to work 
and get the economy moving 

again we must increase per-
sonal savings. It matters not 
that average income keeps 
increasing; what matters is 
what we have left after taxes. 
There is only so much to be 
divided between government

or the aliens themselves don't 
exist. 

Such was the case in the 
U.S. House of Representatives 
recently, when an amendment 
was considered and passed 
which would prohibit the use 
of the 1980 census for the reap-
portionment of Congressional 
districts because the count 
allegedly included illegal aliens. 
Supporters of this amendment 
contended that the estimated 
20 million illegal aliens — 5 
million legally registered and 
an estimated 15 million un-
documented — should not be 
included in the census. 

I opposed this amendment 
on two basic grounds, one 
practical and the other Con-
stitutional. 

We are in the concluding 
stages of the decennial census 
of the U.S. and have spent 
over SI billion to arrive at this 
enumeration of our people. By 
barring the use of the census 
for the reapportionment of 
Congressional districts, this 
amendment will prevent the 

most effective use of the cen-
sus. We will be repudiating an 
expensive effort that has 
already taken over one year 
and is not completed. 

There was no question but 
that the Census Bureau did not 
check on a person's "alien" or 
"citizen" status while conduc-
ting this count and therefore 
they could not possibly identify 
how many aliens have been 
counted or where those per-
sons are, short of some type of 
"administrative adjustment"

The Administration seems to have belatedly recognized 
that the American people are demanding an adequate 

military defense system. Its response has been dramatic 
about-faces on many issues and has extended to 
misrepresentation of the record of the past three and a half 
years. 

But two recent actions have potential for serious long-

term harm to our national defense posture. I speak of the 
revelations of previously super-secret bomber technology 
and the way the Administration went about changing our 
nuclear defense strategy. 

"Stealthy bomber technologies" have been under 
development for some time now. Such technology used in a 
bomber would allow us to penetrate Soviet radar almost 
without detection. I had been impressed with the way in 

which all of us privy to the information realized the need to 
maintain absolute secrecy for as long as possible. 

Journalists who had some knowledge of the existence of this 
technology resisted the temptation to publish the 
information. 

Yet, the evidence indicates the Administration may 

have selectively leaked this highly classified information. 
Then, they gave indisputable credibility to those leaks —
whatever their source — by official confirmation. The 
timing of these revelations does not coincide with either a 
new breakthrough or a new commitment to develop the 

technology. That leads me to the sad conclusion that the 
motivation was political. 

Worse, I believe the American public is being deceived 
by the Administration's version of events. No bomber is 

likely to be deployed using this technology until the 1990s. 
Therefore, it contributes nothing to our strategic deterrent 
during this decade -- when this nation faces the greatest 
military threat since Pearl Harbor. Promises for a bomber 
possible now only on paper are a hollow response to the 

strategic inferiority we certainly will face in this decade. 
One of the major reasons for that inferiority is neglect 

during the past three-and-a-half years of our defense needs, 
and today's rhetoric about tomorrow's possibilities are poor 

atonement for that neglect. 
In another action, designed to shore up its image on 

national defense the Administration announced with great 
fanfare a change in our strategic targeting policy. The 
administration announced that we will now aim our missiles 
at Soviet military targets instead of population centers. I 
agree with what I understand is the conceptual design of the 

new policy, called Presidential Directive Number 59. But I 
feverently believe it is a fundamental mistake to make 
significant changes in our strategic nuclear policy in the 

heat of a political campaign. 
Furthermore, it is a policy relying on a bluff. It calls for 

forces to implement it which will be hopelessly vulnerable 
until the mid-1980s. It is designed to gloss over the 
simultaneous admission that our land-based missiles 
already are vulnerable -- and that the President's three-year 

delay of the MX (mobile) missile program has lengthened 

that period of vulnerability. 
All responsible leaders know that immediate political 

gains of a president must not dictate national security 

jeopardize our long-term security for short-term political 

gain. You, the citizen, must not allow that to happen.

manipulation of the figures to 
fit someone's predetermined 
beliefs. 

A further point centers 
around the recent Federal 
Court opinion that a school 
district may not deny illegal 
alien children an equal educa-
tional opportunity. While I 
have reservations as to the pro-
priety of that decision, I think 
it forces us to take a hard look 
at how best to live in the world 
as it is and not as we wished it 
were. 

This is not to say that we 
can't continue trying to change 
the world, but the census will 
be used this year to allocate 
some $50 million in federal 
funds, or over $200 per person. 
That money is needed to assist 
localities impacted by that 
Federal Court mandate. 

Some of the most per-
suasive arguments used in op-
position to the amendment 
were Constitutional ones, in-
volving the language of the 
directive for a national census 
in that document. The Con-
stitution distinguishes between 
"persons" and "citizens" and 
also makes the distinction that 
those persons (Indians) not 
taxed are not to be counted. 

In recognizing this digit,. 

tion, the framers of the Con-
stitution created a fundamental 
right to be counted for 
representation that rests with 
all persons who are taxed. 
Aliens, while not citizens, are 
indeed persons and they are 
subject to taxation on any in-
come earned in this country. 

As long as we rely on the 
principals of Constitutional 
government and "no taxation 
without representation," it is 
of paramount importance that 
all persons be counted in order 
that their needs be represented.  

and the individual. When taxes 
increase, what the worker has 
to spend obviously must 
decrease.

It is suggested that controls be imposed on milk prices. 

To implement these controls, the government would, of 
course, have to set up a council. The council would in all 
probability establish the following price control rules: 
I. OLD MILK - any milk produced from a cow born on 
or before December 31, 1972. The milk can be sold at the 
May, 1973 price adjusted for inflation. 

2. NEW MILK - any milk produced from a cow born on 
or after January I, 1973. This milk can sell for the Sep-
tember, 1975 price adjusted for inflation. 

3. STRIPPER MILK - any milk produced from a cow 
that makes less than 10 pints a day or alternately any milk 
produced by a group of cows that graze at a density of 
less than 10 per acre. This milk can sell at the 1973 uncon-
trolled price. 
4. "NEW" NEW MILK - any milk produced by a cow 
born after May 31, 1979, that grazes 21/2 miles from 
another cow or in a ravine a thousand feet deeper than 
the nearest cow. This milk can sell at the June 1, 1979 un-
controlled price adjusted for inflation. 

Two years after the implementation of the above price 
control rules, a study of all milk producers shall be con-
ducted (cost to government not to exceed 740 million) to 
determine if milk producers are showing profits in ex-
cess of 3 070. If 10% or more are exceeding the 3% 
maximum, a windfall profit tax shall be imposed im-
mediately to grab 60% of the gross income for 30% :f 
the herd is comprised of 49 head or less. The proceeds of 
this tax shall be disbursed where ever it will buy the most 
votes for the incumbent politicians.

Nutrition 
Information

The following Is the 
first of a series on 
nutrition provided for our 
readers by the Dairy 
Council Inc. 

Dairy Council, Inc. home 
economists have some great 
lunch bag tips to share with 
you. For those of us who 
find it hard to find time each 
day to get lunches made for 
the family, most sandwich 
fillings can be frozen. The 
making and freezing of 
quantities of sandwiches in 
advance will not only save 
time but provide a variety 
from which to choose. 

Frozen sandwiches will 
stay cool for an hour or two 
depending on the tem-
perature and container. 
Freezing raw vegetables and 
some spreads, such as 
mayonnaise and salad 
dressing, will affect both 
taste and texture; omit these 
from your sandwiches until 
lunches are being packed in 
the morning. Be sure to 
wrap sandwiches tightly 
when storing, as the 
refrigerator and freezer sc-
tions tend to cause bread to 
dry out. 

If lunches are packed in 
metal or plastic lunch boxes, 
frozen "Blue Ice" can be 
used to keep foods cooler 2-
3 times longer than ice. This 
product can be re-frozen 
and re-used daily. When us-
ed properly, it will keep the 
container cool enough to 
send milk in half pints rather 
than in a thermos, which 
saves diswashing. 

Use butter in place of 
mayonnaise or salad 
dressing. It's safer spread in 
warm weather and can be 
frozen for sandwiches that 
are assembled in advance. 

An occasional hot item 
can offer a pleasant change 
of routine. Foods such as 
beef stew, spaghetti with 
meatballs, or chili can be 
sent in a thermos with a wide 
mouth. Pouring hot water in 
the thermos before adding 
hot foods will help maintain 
the desired temperature. 

Remember that fresh fruit 
is usually as convenient and 
definitely more nutritious 
than chips and prepackaged 
pies for lunch. Think about 
occasionally using dried 
fruits, too, such as raisins, 
apricots, dates. 

Be creative with leftovers. 
Cold items such as fried 
chicken, hamburger on a 
bun, cooked pork chop, or 
meatloaf on a french bun 
can be a nice change from 
luncheon meats. 

Grated cheese, chopped 
cucumber or creamed cheese 
and fresh sprouts, or olives 
can be just the imaginative 
touch to an otherwise dull 
sandwich. 

Instead of milk, you 
might send juice, but be sure 
to include a milk food such 
as cheese, cottage cheese or 
flavored yogurt along with 
the lunch. 

If chips are a must, pack 
your own in sandwich bags. 
It is cheaper than purchasing 
the prepackaged ones. 

Try to feature one special 
item in each lunch, such as a 
flavored milk, peanut butter 
stuffed celery sticks, a taco, 
or a really unique Pocket 
Pita sandwich.
