The following is a copy of 
the letter sent to 
Congressman O'Neill by 
Mr. Johnston: 
"The Honorable Thomas P. 
O'Neill, Speaker of the 
House of Representatives 
Washington, D.C. 20515 
"Dear Mr. Speaker: 

I am taking the liberty of 
writing you this letter, to 
comment on some state-
ments attributed to you dur-
ing your recent California 
tour on behalf of Congress-
man George Miller. 

"According to local press 
accounts, you are quoted as 
describing oil company pro-
fits as, "Unpardonable, and 
the oil companies are taking 
unfair advantage of the 
American people". On the 
very same page, another 
member of the Congression-
al coterie is quoted: "Oil 
company profits are porno-
graphic". 

"Now, Mr. Speaker, it is 
not my intention to defend 
Exxon, or those other un-
pardonable, pornographic 
villians; however, in the in-
terest of fair play, I believe a 
closer examination of the 
source of this profit might 
have been in order. Accord-
ing to Exxon and all those 
other pornographers, most 
of their profit was derived 
from foreign operations. 
Mobil even had the temerity 
to advertise this on two 
pages of the Wall Street 
Journal of November 6, 
1979. 

"It would seem to me, 
Mr. Speaker, that had you 
or your colleagues made 
even a cursory examination 
of their earnings' reports, a 
lot more light and consid-
erably less heat would have 
been generated. 

"Today, we as a country, 
from an energy standpoint, 
survive at the sufferance of 
OPEC — this can not be at-
tributed to the oil compan-
ies. The fact that six years 
after the first oil embargo, 
we are still more concerned 
with snail darters than with 
two hundred and twenty 
million Americans cannot be 
blamed on the oil compan-
ies. Nuclear generation has 
been curtailed or greatly re-
duced through media pro-
duced hysteria; coal 
production is restricted be-
cause of unreasonable or un-
attainable EPA regulations; 
hydroelectric is dying, due 
to snail darters, marsh mice 
or white-water rafters. 
Meantime, Mr. Speaker, a 
religious fanatic in Tehran, 
holds the United States cap-
tive. 

"No, Mr. Speaker, I am 
afraid the fault is not the oil 
companies, but emanates 
from that great wind tunnel 
on the Potomac, known as 
the United States Congress. 
For the past twenty-five 
years, it would appear that 
politicians have been under-
mining America's industrial 
base with demands to break 
up GM, IBM, U.S. Steel 
and, of course, those "un-
pardonable pornographers 
in the oil industry". Who is 
orchestrating this conspiracy 
to destroy the American 
people's confidence in the

—This past week, I was prepared 

to present an amendment to 
the House of Representatives 

Which, standing alone, might 

have been confusing to those 
who recognize my stand on

controls. 

The amendment was to be 
offered to the Department of 

Energy Authorization Bill and 
read, "All coal deposits known 

as of 1973 shall be immediately 
placed under Federal price 

controls at 1973 levels." 

The purpose of this amend-

ment was not, as it might ap-
pear, to add further to the 
burden currently faced by the 

coal industry, but to point out 
the political duplicity of sing-

ling out oil and gas as the only 
energy source to be kept under 

the crippling yoke of price con-

trols. 

The coal amendment, for-

tunately. was not necessary to

ble and would be in the best 
long-range interest of all 

American consumers. 

A great deal of attention 
has been focused on rising 

petroleum costs and the effect 
of those increases on our 
economy. Little note has been 
made, however, of the fact 
that from 1973 through 1978, 
the price of coal rose 224 per-
cent. Rolling back the price of 
coal to the 1973 level would in-
itiate a savings of some $11.77 
billion for the American con-
sumer. A practical course? Not 
when taking into consideration 
the need for increased energy 
supplies in this country. Such 
a move would break the back 

of the coal industry and serve 

only to further decrease cur-
rent energy supplies. But, 
when you think of it, is it any 

more absurd than posing these 
same restrictions on the 
petroleum industry, or any 
other industry in this country? 

To support the continua-
tion of mandatory price con-

trols on domestic petroleum, 
while voting against an amend-
ment such as the one I would 
have proposed, is political 

hypocracy that does little to 
promote the interests of the 

consumer or to solve our na-
tion's serious energy prob-
lems. Decontrol will increase 

oil production, help balance 

our trade deficit and will best 

serve the long-term interests 
and prolong the need to take 
actions which might prove un-

popular at home, but which 

are necessary to solve our 

energy crisis. 
The price control system is 

a bureaucratic nightmare. The 
fact of the matter is that those 
who advocate controls in the 
interests of the consumer are 
actually the ones doing the 
consumer the most harm.

The Texas Department of 
Health Region 5 Office in 
Arlington announces an 
immunization Clinic to be 
held in Muenster at Sacred 
Heart Community Center 
on Wednesday, November 
28, 1979 from 10:00 to 12:00 
noon. 

The Clinic will provide 
immunization against Dip-
theria-tetanus-pertussis (DPT) 
Polio, Rubeola ( red measles) 
and Rubella (German 
measles), for infants 2 mon-
ths through 28 years. (Ex-
ception: Females over age 12 
will not receive rubella vac-
cine without physician's 
consultation and prescrip-
tion). Precautions must be 
taken with females in the 12- 
18 age group to insure that 
they are not pregnant when 
they are immunized with 
measles vaccine, and that 
they do not become preg-
nant for 3 months following 
immunization. 

Immunizations are incom-
plete if a child has not re- 
ceived three (3) doses of 

DPT and Polio vaccine with 
at least one dose adminis- 
tered past the fourth birth- 
day. All children under 18 
years must have an informed 
consent form read and 
signed by a parent or legal 
guardian . If possible, the 
parent should accompany 
the child to the clinic. Im-
munization records should 
accompany the child to the 
clinic and be examined by 
the public health nurse who 
will answer any questions. 
The following children 
would have immunizations 
deferred: 
(1) Those acutely ill and with 

fever; 
(2) Those taking antibiotic 

treatment for an acute 
illness; and 

(3) Those who have com-
pleted antibiotic treat-
ment for an acute illness, 
but have not been pro-
nounced well by their 
physician. 

The Department makes no 
charge for the immunizat- 
ions.
