Wiggins Receives 
Master's Degree 

Bret Wiggins of Dallas, son-
in-law of Mr. and Mrs. Leo 
Sicking has earned his mas-
ter's degree in accounting 
from North Texas State Uni-
versity.

The old saying about th 
cure being worse than lb-
ailment apparently applies to 
the Nader inspired federa 
order requiring air bags to be 
installed in future American 
built cars. According to Re-
presentative Shuster of Penn-
sylvania, the so called pro-
tective device is capable of 
inflicting severe injury as 
well as protecting against in-
jury. 

The  chemical compound 
used to inflate the air bag is 
"a poison so deadly that it 
can cause convulsions and 
death, according to the Libr-
ary of Congress." It is sodium 
azide, with a flame intensity 
greater than gasoline and ex-
plosive power stronger than 
nitro glycerine. It can turn 
a car into a death trap. 

The irony is that this .ub-
stance is classified under fed-
eral law as hazardous mater-
ial. The Office of Hazardous 
Material warns that "a cig-
arette spark or match can 
ignite the sodium azide and 
produce an inferno that burns 
faster and with greater in-
tensity than gasoline". 

Furthermore sodium azide 
can react chemically with the 
lead or copper in a car body 
to form an explosive more 
sensitive than nitro glycerine 
and a more effective detonat-
ing agent than mercury ful-
minate. Nevertheless the bur-
eaucratic do gooders insist on 
imposing it on us consumers 
. . for our good, of course. 
A canister filled with one 
and a quarter pound of this 
stuff is placed in every air 
bag equipped car. 

Representative Shuster says 
one's chance of being killed 
in a serious crash is five and 
a half times higher if using 
an air bag equipped car in-
stead of wearing a safety belt, 
and the chance of being in-
jured is nearly two and a half 
times higher. It means the 
air bag is far inferior to a 
safety device we already have 
but the federal agency never-
theless wants to cram it down 
people's throats. 

And that isn't the only ob-
jection. Accepting the federal 
guess of 8200 as the price of 
an air bag, it means every 
car owner can be stuck that 
amount for a gadget that does 
more harm than good, and 
the 100 million car owners 
collectively would be stuck 
for $20 billion. 

Also, after each inflation 
the bag would have to be re-
placed. and at a higher price 
than the original factory in-
stallation. That expense could 
range from $325 to $600 ac-
cording to estimates. 

Another item to consider is 
the accidental inflation of 
spme 30,000 bags a year, all 
of which would have to be 
replaced. 

The thought of the thing's 
financial burdeh is downright 
depressing. The cost added to 
a new car is $200 and installa-
tion cost in an older model 
is $325 to $600. Thereafter one 
can expect many thousands 
of bags to need replacement 
annually, either from crashes 
or from accidental inflation. 
Many thousands of repair 
jobs following accidents will 
cost at least $325 more. So, 
guess what will happen to 
insurance rates. 

One has to wonder whether 
the smprt aloes like Nader 
and his associates in the air 
bag brainstorm are really 
trying to serve the public or 
are they salesmen working 
for the interests of those who 
expect to provide the $20 bil-
lion of unwanted gadgets? 
. . . or for the insurance 
companies? 

What galls us especially 
about this thing is the fact 
that it is imposed on people 
who do not want it and would 
not use it if they could 
avoid it. Not just a few but a 
great majority. Millions of so 
called free people are being 
pushed around by bureau-
cratic dictators who assume 
they know what is best for 
us and have a right to make 
us observe their decrees. 

Certainly this was not the 
intent of our founding fath-
ers. Their purpose was to pro-
tect people from others who 
might cause harm . . . phys-
ical, financial, social or other-
wise. But they never intended 
to protect a person against 
himself. They did not pre-
sume to belittle one's digni-
ty or restrain his freedom by

The enrollment figure in-
cludes a kindergarten count 
of 39, which means that the 
total of grades 1 through 12 
is 644. Until five years ago the 
scholastic population was re-
stricted to the 12 grades. On 
that basis the count this year 
is the lowest since 1951, which 
had 612. 

However, on the basis of the 
12 grades the enrollment drop 
is slightly less drastic.

Heat's to Blame 
For Most Increase 
In Electric Bills 

Power & Light Company. 
While a recent rate adjust-
ment played a part in the in-
crease, TP&L Manager Mike 
Arrington says there are 
other more significant factors 
involved. 

Arrington said TP&L cus-
tomers have used more elec-
tricity - 22% more in June 
and July of this year over 
the same period of 1976 - to 
gain relief from the heat, a 
factor that obviously increased 
the total bill. 

The average high temper-
ature for June, 1977 was 93.4 
degrees, 5.8 degrees above 
the June 1976 average. The 
spiral continued in July when 
high temperatures averaged 
98.2 degrees, as compared to 
only 90.5 degrees in July of 
1976. 

Also affecting t h e total 
bill, however, is the cost of 
the fuel used to produce the 
electricity used. 

Arrington explained that 
TP&L uses lignite coal at 
some of its generating plants, 
natural gas at others. The 

667 last year it declined to 
644, a loss of 23 rather than 
37. 

A review of past enroll-
ments, all in grades 1 through 
12, shows a general increase, 
with occasional drops, to 703 
in 1962. Until '73 the totals 
remained about 700, the high-
est being 797 in 1968. In the 
nine registrations since then 
the enrollment has dropped 
153. It has dropped 101 since 
1972. 

The loss of 37 (in complete 
enrollment including kinder-
garten) was nearly evenly di-
vided . . . 20 at Sacred Heart 
and 17 at the public schooL 
Most of the latter loss is , re-
fleeted in the kindergarten's 
loss of 14. 

In the 12 grades Sacred 
Heart had a loss of 21 in 
elementary and a gain of 1 in 
high school. The public school 
gained 4 in elementary and 
lost 7 in high school. 

Another comparison shows 
that the combined elementary, 
with kindergarten, of both 
schools lost 31 and the com-
bined high schools lost 6. 
Those figures last year were 
30 and 2.

"A customer with a -three-
bedroom home with three tons 
of air-conditioning can very 
easily use 3,000 kilowatt hours 
of electricity in one month. 
To generate that much elec-
tricity, TP&L must burn about 
5,000 pounds of lignite coal, 
or 33,000 cubic feet of natural 
gas, or about 230 gallons of 
oil." 

Arrington said that prey= 
iously TP&L's basic charge 
for electricity included a set 

hour. Any difference in this 
set rate and the company's 
actual total cost of fuel was 
charged through the fuel ad-
justment clause. The "fuel 
adjustment factor" listed on 
previous bills reflected only 
the per kilowatt hour charge 
for this difference. 

Arrington said customers 
have been made more aware 
of the cost of fuel used to 
generate the electricity they 
use, due to changes on the 
face of the company's month-
ly 'billing form - changes re-
quired by the Texas Public 
Utility Commission. 

Arrington said that under 
rules of the Commission, all 
fuel costs have been removed 
from the basic charge for 
electricity. The new -billing 
list separately the customer's 
basic cost of electricity and 
the total charge for fuel used 
to provide that amount of 
electricity.

Ordinance Changes 
On Extension of 
Water, Sewer Lines 

On the agenda for the city 
council meeting of Tuesday, 
September 6, is a public hear-
ing on Ordinance 131-AB per-
taining to a change of policy 
in extending water and sewer 
lines. 

The change refers to Article 
7 which specifies that a de-
veloper, contractor or proper-
ty owner pay for water main 
extensions at the rate of $2.50 
a foot and for sewer main at 
the rate of $4.00, and money 
is to be refunded as connec-
tions are made to the line. 

The article is to require 
that the charge for extension 
be made at current cost ra-
ther than the formerly quoted 
figures, also that repayments 
be made on the basis of actual 
cost.
