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Almost simultaneously with the
beginning of a special Recruiting 
campaign, the WAC’s announce 
a new uniform for off duty wear. 
A crease resistant rayon shan­
tung, extra broad shoulders, in­
verted pleats, and various other 
features expected to appeal to 
feminine taste. That's for this 
summer, and next winters uni 
form will likewise be snazzier.

The ladles, bless 'em! Regard­
less of war or army custom they 
continue to exercise their yen for 
fine raiment. And why not? Be­
cause they are willing to be GI 
Josephines for the greater part 
of the d«y is no reason why they 
should be denied the satisfaction 
of sprucing up on their own time

You can bet there will be plen­
ty of beefing, both good natured 
and caustic, from the G I Joes on 
this concession to their fair help­
ers. That’s a OI privilege. But 
deep down in their hearts they’re 
going to approve. They prefer 
their ladies trim and crisp and 
neat — easy on the eye. There’s 
en even chance the new uniforms 
will be morale boosters to both 
sexes.

A person's attitude toward this
bit if official favoritism depends 
very much upon his general at­
titude toward the WAC's Men 
who mairtain that the army is 
no place for women, or those who 
resent the ease with which many 
of the girls have acquired high 
ratings, will welcome this as an 
other reason to gripe

On the other side there are 
those who appreciate that the 
women voluntarily accepted re 
KUlations and tasks they do noi 
like to help get an unpleasant Job 
done, also that the majority of 
them could be doing similar work 
free of army regulations as civil­
ian employees at much higher 
pay. That makes a difference. As 
long as we continue to regard 
national defense as a man’s duty 
we must give a lady credit for 
her help Her service is beyond 
the call of duty.

Con would be one to
favor a change in the official at­
titude. He would like to see every 
citizen regardless of sex subject 
to call for duty during war as­
suming that military duty be in 
terpreted to Include war produc­
tion as well as armed service and 
the familv status of women be 
considered in their draft status 
Under such an arrangement the 
army could get all the women it 
needs for typists, clerks and other 
lighter jobs. It could eliminate 
the high cost of civilian salaries 
both men's and women's. It could 
hold down rxhorbltunt war plant 
wages and prevent strikes. Prob­
lems haunting us today could be 
solved with remarkable ease by 
the simple expedient of applying 
the army pay scale and mill tan 
law to ail branches of war activ­
ity.

The Idea doesn't exactly har­
monize with our conception of 
freedom but at least It seems 
more practical than the other ex­
treme we have drifted to — allow 
ing citizens to abuse freedom.

Cleaning a fuel sediment bowl 
one prisoner drained off the clear 
gasoline and poured it back into 
the bowl when he put the assem­
bly together again. Another plac­
ed a pan under an oil leak to save 
every Dossible drop. All of them 
are careful to clean and put tools 
in their proper places immediate­
ly after using.

Similar reports come from the 
prisoners' quarters. Oarbage at 
their mess halls is down to a 
minimum. Items of any value 
whatever are seldom found In 
their trash.

The contrast with our own men 
is so obvious as to become embar 
rassing. Average American sol­
diers never think of saving a cup 
full of gasoline or oil nor of giv­
ing special attention to their 
equipment. They don’t eat all the 
food they put on their plates nor 
save the little things that may 
be useful later. Reared in an at­
mosphere of abundance they are 
accustomed to assume there Is 
more where this came from. And 
army life unfortunately, seems to 
have Intensified the trait more 
than correct it.

Besides giving an idea of com­
parative economies in the twc 
nations this contrast suggests 
that we are winning the war by 
sheer weight of equipment and 
man power, not by efficiency and 
training.

Two Howze Officers 
Killed In Plane Crash 
North Of Muenster

Two Camp Howze officers were 
killed at about 7 pm. last Thurs 
day while on a routine training 
flight when their plane flashed 
at the F.E Judy farm. 8 miles 
north of the city. The officers 
were Capt. Billie M. Weathers 
whose home ls In Elkton. K y . 
and whose wife lives in San An­
tonio. and First Lieut Robert A 
Landon of River Rouge. Mich 
Both were members of the 692

First person to reach the scene

It 
gives some very helpful facts and 
suggestions on supplementary 
summer feeding.

Forexample.lt points out tiiat 
a cow on good pasture can gather 
and digest from 100 to 160 pounds 
of grass daily. A cow consuming 
155 pounds of grass a day will 
have enough feed to produce 
slightly more than one pound of 
butterfat a day.

Thus, it is pretty obvious that 
the Cow producing more than 
a pound of fat a day will need 
some supplementary feeding, 
while the cow which produces 
less should have none. To get 
this bulletin, write F.xtension 
Service, University of Minne­
sota, St. Paul, Minnesota.*

One of the most interest ing devel­
opments in dairying, in the past 

few years, is the subject of rapid 
milking. Almost ail of the agricul­
tural schools and extension services 
have been conducting experiments 
on rapid milking and they’re pretty 
enthusiastic about the results. The 
experiments seem to show that you 
can get more milk by this new method.

In Circular 283. Missouri tells why 
this is so. The circular also describes 
the three steps in rapid milking. 
These apply whether you use a 
milking machine or milk by hand.

The steps are: (1) Massage the 
cow’s udder in the process of wash­
ing with warm water. (2> Start 
milking one minute later, removing 
the milk in 3 to 4 minutes. Strip 
rapidly. (3) Stop milking as soon as 
the milk stops flowing.

The increased flow of milk and 
the shortening of milking-time are 
advantages any time. They are 
especially important in war-time.

So. tl you would like to have more 
detailed information on the how and 
why of rapid milking. I suggest that 
you write for Circular 283. Agricul­
tural Extension Service. University 
of Missouri.

Tw o booklets issued by Texas 
A&M College give some highly use­
ful information on feeding dairy 
cows. These are Extension Bulletins 
No. 15 and No. B-69. They point 
out that profitable dairy ing depends 
on an ample supply of good, cheap 
feed, and that silage is the best sub­
stitute for pasture.

Bulletin B-C9 says that in normal 
years over the mo«t of Texas at least 
three tons of silage per cow should be 
put down. In dry years six tons is rec­
ommended. Dry weather to date this 
spring suggests that it is worthwhile 
to plan for plenty of silage for 1941.

Speaking of supplementary grai i 
feeding, these bulletins point out 
that the kind of grain mixture to use 
depends on the kind of feed that 
can be grown and the kind of rough­
age the cow is getting.
