Mr. Fette's ankle was X-rayed,
set, and bandaged at the Muenster
Clinie and his progress in recovery
is reported as normal.

Little Richard Walterscheid, 3-
year-old son of Mr. and Mrs, Frank
Walterscheid, died at 5 a.m.

When Will It Stop?
Farmers’ Store Offers
Prize for Best Guess

An unusual contest will begin
Friday afternoon at 3 o'clock, at
the Farmers' Store, when a gallon
pail of syrup is punctured with a
tiny hole at the bottom and another

tiny hole, to serve as an air vent,
in the lid starting a slow trickle
that will last for But that

is where the contest comes in. How
long will it last?

As the trickle begins all persons
are invited to guess at the time it
will stop. One free guess is offered
to everyone and an additional guess
is given with each purchase of a
gallon of the syrup.

When the trickle stops the time
will be noted and the person who
guesses closest to the correct time
will receive one six-gallon case of
the syrup. The next six closest
guesses will be rewarded with one
gallon pail of the syrup each. As
a sales scheme that brand of syrup
will be offered at a special price
as long as the syrup continues to
drip.

The contest promises to be a real
poser for the wise guys who try
to figure out a system. Watching
the syrup fall drop by drop and
then estimating the number of
drops in a gallon becomes quite a
problem. And after a person reaches
a solution he may find that a small
change in temperature shatters his
calculations, for the effect of tem-
rerature on syrup is well known.

First Settler of Muenster
Dies Here Wednesday;

Funeral Friday Morning.

Theodore Wiesman, who along
with his brother, Joseph, now de-
ceased; was the first settler at
Muenster, died at his *home early
Wednesday morning of a heart dis-
ease and a gastric hemmorhage. He
had been afflicted for some time
with the heart ailment but did not

suffer a severe stroke until Monday |

night, at which time the doctor and
priest were both summoned to his
bedside.

News of Mr. Wiesman's death
came as a shock to his many friends
who only last Sunday enjoyed a
visit with him at the choir gather-
ing. To the last he retained his
normal strength, moving about the
heuse in hls usual manner on Tues-
day, and only a few minutes before
his death carrying on a normal con-
versation with members of his fam-
ily.

All of his 10 children were here
Wednesday and his funeral was set
for 9 o'clock Friday morning. Carl,
August, and Mrs. A. H. Lueb drove
from Carlsbad, N. M., after they re-
ceived a message advising of their
father's danger and were not aware
of his death until their arrival. Like-
wise Sister Ann Theodora of Our
Lady of the Lake Convent at San
Antonio, learned of his death upon
her arrival.

Mr. Wiesman was born at Muen-
ster, Westphalia, Germany, on July
7, 1864, and came to America in his
yvouth, spending a few years at
Westphalia, Iowa, before moving to
the newly opened community here
on November 1, 1889, He and his
brother, Joseph, were the (first
Muenster settlers, their only prede-
cessors being the T'lusche brothers,
who were regarded as land agents
rather than settlers. He was influ-
ential in choosing the name of
Muenster for this city and was one
of the few who attended the first
Mass here on December 8, 1889,

When he settled here Mr. Wies-

Submits Report
On School Here

Because this subject is of
such vital concern to Muenster peo-
ple his report is being presented in
full.

1. The community is to be com-
mended for its efforts toward the
elementary school.

2. The high school is good as far
as it goes, but it is regrettable to
find it so retarded as compared with
the district as a whole.

3. The school should be made
more to fit the pupil, thereby cre-
ating more interest and retaining
more of the pupils through the
higher grades.

4. This is strictly an agricultural
section and always will be, hence
vocational agriculture and voca-
tional homemaking should be pro-
vided for in the high school. Other
“ham and eggs’ subjects such as
the commercial subjects should be
offered. ;

5. In order to accomplish the
above, it is suggested that efforts
be put forth to effect a consolida-
tion of the greater part of the west
side of Cooke County, build a mod-
ern centralized high school, and set
up a complete bus transportation
system.

6. Your children deserve the best
which is easily within your reach.
Co-operatively you can reach this
goal very economically, but as you
now stand, none of your districts
are able to offer what they should.

7. The co-operation and courtesy
of the superintendent and faculty,
the school board, and patrons are
greatly appreciated.

To the Editor of The Enterprise:

Your editorial of last week con-
cerning education, is a challenge of
which we have taken notice.

You imply that pupils in Muen-
ster are not getting what they need,
and that they will not be able to
compete with the products of other
schools. With regard to the stu-
dents who leave the tenth grade of
Sacred Heart School we can say
that their high standing which they
enjoy in the institutions where they
continue their studies is the best
proof that they are getting what
they need in the respective grades
of their parochial school. Their let-
ters of appreciation and the testi-
monials, freely given by their in-
structors, are most complimentary
to their former teachers.

It is truly an arduous task to
teach thoroughly high school stu-
dents who have to spend much of
their time outside of school in do-
ing chores. For this reason we are
not in favor of an extensive sports
program. In sympathy with the
ambitious students we rejoice when
they get an opportunity to pursue
their studies away from the distrac-
tions unavoidable at home. The
money spent on their education is
a good investment, and parents gen-
erally do not regret having sent
away their sons and daughters. The
associations and experiences made
at such institutions could npot be
obtained at home.

Since Muenster is so progressive
it should not be necessary for our
schooled youth to leave town. Let
them invest their education in their
own community. Then their par-
ents will reap in joy the fruits of
their sacrifices.

At present the building of a
church is an absolute necessity.

EET Evelyn Kerr of Somerville, who is pinch hitting
for her dad, George R. Kerr, of the same address.

| Evelyn says she has never had any adventures—not yet,
anyway. If she had, she’d be glad to tell us about them.

Her dad, on the other hand, has had one of those rip-roaring ex-
periences that make your hair stand on end for a week afterward, but
gomehow or other he never gets around to writing us about it. So Evelyn
is writing that story up for him.

All right, dad. That makes you a Distinguished Adventurer,
and a full fledged member of the club.

A lot of gooed yarns begin with a man in the driver’'s seat of an auto-
mobile. This is one of them.

In 1918, Evelyn’s dad, George Kerr, was working as a truck driver
for a company in Medford, and one trip he made in his truck he'll never
forget in aH his life.

George’s Truck Had a Heavy Load.

It was a warm day in September. George was driving a five-ton
truck loaded with corrugated paper boxes.

There’s one thing that ought to be explained here—that is,
that those boxes were heavy. A truck load of paper boxes doesn’t
sound like much weight, but these boxes were folded flat and
piled high on George’s gas buggy.

It was a five-ton fruck, but that load of boxes weighed every ounce
of six tons.

That load of hoxes was to go. to Salem, and, although George had
been in the nearby town of Lynn a good many times, he had never driven
to Salem.

George got to Lynn in good time, and drove right on. To get to
Salem, he had to cross the marshes that lie between the two towns—
had to cross them over the floating bridge. .

“I don't know whether that floating bridge is still there, or whether

» it has been replaced by a more modern—and more solid—structure.

“That bridge was built of 137 layers of board placed on the
top of the swamp, and those boards kept sinking so that they had
to be reinforced twice a week,” Evelyn says.

The next thing George heard was the helper’s voice again. ‘“‘Come ‘
on, George. We'll have to jump for it!"” That's the last George saw of |
his helper for a while. He was over the side of the truck like a monkey, ‘\
and George was left alone on the seat.

From somewhere behind, he could hear his helper’s voice
calling to him—telling him to get off that truck before it was too
late. But George didn’t get off.

That truck and the load it was carrying had been entrusted to his
care. It was his responsibility.

Safer Driving

SHOULD WE HAVE A SCHOOL
TAX?

TWO EVENTS of last week serve as
a warning to Muenster people. A report
from the deputy State superintendent of
schools reminds them that the school sys-
tem here is inadequate. A consolidation
of three school districts north of Muenster
indicates that outlying communities are
trying to combine their efforts and build
2 better educational system.

The past few years has witnessed this
kind of activity all over Cooke County.
People in all those localities realize that
only by combining their efforts can they
keep pace with the times.

Many people here have similar ideas
but important difficulties have resulted
from the parochial school situation. In
supporting that school citizens are carry-
ing a much larger burden than taxpayers
in consolidated districts. They gladly as-
gume their burden because they feel the
urgent necessity of providing religious
teaching for their children.

But at the same time it is undeniable
that neither the parochial nor the public
school here offers the variety of courses
for higher grades that children should be
able to get in a community of this size.

For years we have evaded the bitter
reality of imposing a second tax on our-
selves. The time is fast approaching when
that tax must be assumed or Muenster
will be definitely left in a rut. With other
surrounding districts waiting for Muenster
to make the move, it seems most probable
that Muenster will lose their support com-
pletely unless she accepts it soon.

Other neighboring districts are already
taxed, most of them higher than the Muen-
ster district would need to be taxed. If
Muenster offers them an improved school
system along with a lower tax rate sound
judgment will force them to fall in line.
But if Muenster continues to ignore a
school tax and consolidation she not only
forfeits the support of her neighbors, but
also exposes herself to the possibility of
having her district invaded by other highly
taxed districts.

If people here will not consider con-
solidation they should at least consider a
minimum tax as a means of self defense.

school books. And above all they were
out of mischief. :

THE CRUSADE FOR RIGHTS

IN CONNECTION with the Knights’
Crusade Movement that was begun early
this year, the supreme council launched an
endless crusade Sunday night in New York
for the purpose of defeating the ‘“most
damnable organization in the world.”

Martin H. Carmody, Supreme Knight
of the Knights of Columbus, expressed a
thought that has become quite prevalent
during recent weeks in blaming Commu-
nism for the industrial hardships that have
resulted from the labor demonstrations in
automobile plants. He further charged
that the sit-down strikes were not begun
by employes of the motor companies but
by imported labor agitators.

The more one considers the workings
of the John L. Lewis organization the more
he can see in them the sinister influence
of Communism. The tactics throughout
are of the Moscow calibre.

For the man who is not convineced in
his own mind that the sit-down strike ac-
tivities were Communistic a few questions
like these may help to shed new light on
the subject:

Did the workers have a just cause for
striking when they were" already enjoying
the best wages and working conditions in
the nation? Or did they permit them-
selves to be influenced by the imaginary
grievances of a few hand-picked Lewis fol-
lowers?

What was accomplished by the strike?
Nothing except that Lewis collected a for-
tune in membership fees and won almost
dictatorial powers.

Did the workers improve their condi-
tion? Decidedly not; their strike placed
on them a financial handicap that they
cannot recover from for two or three
years.

What was the effect on the motor in-
dustry and the nation as a whole? Man-
ufacturers l1d6st millions of dollars and bus-
iness over the entire country was injured.

It is safe to say that the only group
benefiting from the entire strike situation
was John Lewis and his band of organ-
izers.

Some have wondered why Lewis and
his gang did not launch their “improve-
ment” campaign in the mines district from
whence they came. Is it possible that
money and power were their only goal?
As badly as help was needed in the mining
conditions John Lewis directed his ener-
gies where the most personal gain was to
be found. It is apparent that his mind
was not on the public welfare.

In recent weeks he has turned his ac-
tivities to the Texas oil fields. Fortu-
nately he is meeting prominent difficulties
from that group of level headed workers
who have learned to think for themselves
and see in his organization nothing but a
menace to industry.

The entire sit-down program is a Com- ||

munistic program intended to create dis-
content and cripple our present industrial
system. The method of Communism is to
convince the masses that they are down-
trodden when in their own minds they
know that workers here enjoy a far better
life than the social and industrial slaves
of Russia.

The Knights of Columbus Supreme
Council merits the highest praise for its
newly begun activity in protecting religion,
home life, and industry here in America.
It is to be hoped that other Christian or-
ganizations will join in the defense of the
Christian social ordez.

State Health Officer

Advises Special Care
To Prevent Diphtheria

Austin, April 22.-—A health slo-
gan applicable to May Day - Child
Health Day, “Immunize Now—
Stamp Out Diphtheria,” is designed
to intensify the campaign against
one of the most deadly foes of chil-
dren, diphtheria, according to Dr.
George W. Cox, State Health Of-
ficer.

If parenis would have their fam-
ily physician administer toxoid to
their child as soon after it reaches
the age of six months as possible,
much suffering and many deaths
could be prevented.

The administering of toxoid is a
very simple procedure and causes
the child little or noediscomfort. In
approximately 90 per cent of the
children receiving toxoid, there will
be established a life long immunity
to this disease.

To be sure, four to six months
after the final dose of toxoid, the
child should be Schick tested so that
parents will know definitely wheth-
er their child is immune. The test
consists of just a few drops of diph-
theria toxin between the layers of
their skin. If the child is immune,
no reaction will be noticed. If not,
there will appear redness at the
sight of the test that reaches its
height the third or fourth day.
