TO WORK AS PLANT

Whey condensing has become a
necessity at the cheese factory dur-
ing the past week. With the volume
of mik receipts increasing steadily
the guantity of the whey exceeds
the normal demand of farmers and
leaves several thousand pounds
daily to be disposed of by the drying
method.

For a short time, until Kraft at
Denison resumed preparing a whey
by-product, the surplus whey had to
be stored. The drying process is a
part of the daily schedule now.

Milk receipts at the cheese plant
have reached the 33,000 pound
mark. This volume falls below that
of the corresponding period of last
yvear because of the recent loss of
several dozen dairy herds to a whole-
sale dairy in Dall Men at the
cheese plant have little hope of com-
ing nearer than 75 per cent of their
last year's peak.

LEGISLATORS CONSIDER
STATE EXAMS FOR NON
AFFILIATED SCHOOLS

Good mews for local school child-
ren was contained in a letter from
Sen. Van Zandt early this week ad-
vising that a bill to authorize state
college entrance exams had been in-
troduced in the legislature and would
probably be passed on Wednesday of
this week. Whether the bill was
passed according to the senator's
prediction has not been learned here,

The bill referred to is that which
was suggested in a petition signed
by a large number of Muenster peo-
ple. It provides that the State De-
partment of Education offer to child-
ren of non-affiliated schools an op-
portunity to secure state credits ac-
ceptable for college entrance by pass-
ing a state examination. This pro-
vision would remove the handicap
of taking special entrance exams
and place graduates of smaller
schools on a par with those from
larger, more fortunate institutions.

Another provision of the bill, it is
understood, is that the state exami-
nations will be open to pupils of pri-
vate as well as public schools. As
applied to Muenster it would offer
parochial school students their first
opportunity to secure credits accep-
table for college entrance.

LOCAL MEN CONSIDER
RAISING BABY BEEF

VARIETY OF TURKEYS

Turkeys of the baby beef variety,
maturing more rapidly and weigh-
ing almost twice as much as normal
turkeys at the time of the Thanks-
giving market, will rule the roost
here within a few years if Felix
Becker is successful in his present
attempts to get several flocks start-
od.

Though comparatively new in the
Southwest, the larger bird is well
known to leading poultry men of the
nation. It was developed by selec-
tive breeding in Northwestern states
and for several yvears has been a fa-
vorite on Eastern Thanksgiving
markets. Because of its greater
weight with larger percentage of
meat it has consistently commanded
premium prices that gave it a no-
ticeable advantage over Texas pack-
ed turkeys.

On foot this bird shows little of
his superiority over the normal va-
riety. He is very little taller if any.
But closer inspection reveals a
breastplate one and a half to two
inches wider, meatier drum-sticks,
and a proportionately larger distri-
bution of flesh over the rest of his
body. Some hotel and restaurant
men state that it has from a third
to a half more meat than another
turkey of equal weight.

Hens of this variety mature to 18
or 20 pounds and toms mature to
more than 40 pounds. Furthermore
they mature faster than other tur-
keys so that they are much nearer
full growth at marketing time.

Small flocks of these turkeys have
been thriving in West Texas for the
past two years. It is from those
flocks that Mr. Becker hopes to be-
gin the local flocks. After receiving
encouraging correspondence during
! the last week he announces that eggs
: are available at 50 cents each
Though the price seems high he con-
siders it as a bargain in view of the
premium prices the eggs and extra
toms will bring here next year.

“Since turkey raising and dressing
has become an important business
here, interest in improving the quali-
ty of birds should run high,” Becker
said. “Many a raiser will understand
that before long the present birds
will be considered as culls and that
the premium prices on heavy birds
for the next few years will bring far
better profits on a season's work.”

It should be built before
the streets are paved, which would
obviate the necessity of tearing up
the pavements. Sewer systems Iif
constructed of good material have a
very long life and the maintenance
of such a system is considerably less
than that of a water system in that
the wastes flow through gravity and
in most cases do not require pump-
ing, Dr. Cox added.

In a beautification program un-
dertaken by any city very little pro-
gress can be made unless all premis-
es are connected with a sewer sys-
tem.

THE SILVER LINING

Now that England is practically stale-
mated in her attempt to organize a “‘Stop
Hitler” bloe, we here in America, and
many another people as well, are inclined
to wonder a little apprehensively where
the swastika conquest will finally end.

Considering the vast difference in the
ideals of nations—individual rights against
state absolutism—there is some justifica-

tion for worry lest the entire world be re-
duced to a state of political slavery. Those
who enjoy a guarantee to inalienable
rights dread to think of themselves as the
helpless subjects of a tyrannical system.

Still, it is hard to imagine that events as
important as we have witnessed during the
past few years do not carry a certain
amount of good in them. Optimism
prompts us to look for a silver lining in the
cloud of disaster. Centuries of Christian
background prompts a belief that Divine
Providence will not forsake the human
race. Quite likely the world is now experi-
encing a repetition of those chapters in his-
tory where men had to pay a price for vices
and follies.

A corrupt Rome fell -before barbarian
hordes and the result was a civilization
superior to either of the two. The Old Test-
ament cites numerous cases where vice was
overcome by widespread affliction. Med-
ieval and modern times give more stories
of decline and glorious revival.

Students of history are agreed on that
point. And those who are inclined to trace
the way of Providence through the pages
of history are further agreed that every
human attempt to overthrow Divine stand-
ards has resulted in confusion—a confusion
that is not removed until men return to the
correct standards.

This is not a charge directed at recent
territorial expansion on the part of Ger-
many. In strict justice it must be admitted
that Germany is merely reclaiming by
force much of the land that was taken
away by force two decades ago. Further-
more her conquest of new territory is ful-
ly as justifiable as were the conquests of
France and England and our own nation.
She merely followed an impulse as old as
civilization itself. England and France,
too, are running true to form when they
shout about injustice but are actually more
concerned with fear of an enemy’s increas-
ing power.

Conquest is not Hitler’s big sin. He over-
stepped his right as a ruler when he tramp-
led upon human right and human dignity.
The Divine plan does not call for economic
and political slavery, and for that very rea-
son the Nazi regime is headed for a fall.
Stalin is guilty of a similar offense in Rus-
sia and, if history repeats itself, his system
too will meet defeat.

And now, it seems, the paths of the two
tyrants are about to meet. Hitler’'s march
to the southeast is headed in the direction
of some of Stalin’s interests. Is it possible
that the two monstrous isms will clash with
one another and spare other nations a very
ur}pleasant task? Is it possible that the two
dzctatox" war machines will so weaken their
respective fighting powers that they can
no longer stifle domestic freedom?

Perhaps it is a blessing to civilization
that the “Stop Hitler” bloc failed. Such a
circumstance might keep the liberal na-

tions out of pain while poison is permitted
to work against poison.

A man yvho faces destruction by either
of two vicious beasts feels most fortunate
if the animals start a death stru gle with
one another. If both are not killed he at
least has a better chance against the weak-
ened survivor.

SPREADING CHEER

Looking for the silver lining is a prac-
tice that may be applied to every-day pri-
vate affairs as well as to world politics. To
be sure it offers a greater comfort in pri-
vate affairs because its bearing on individ-
ual lives is more constant and more direct.

While the task of making a living seems
to grow increasingly harder, while public
policies continue adding to rather than de-
tracting from economic burdens, while cer-
tain ethical standards tend toward less re-
gard for the dignity of mankind, in short,
while dozens of details in the present day
system of living have a discouraging ten-
dency, the trend of human desire persists
in the direction of happiness. In this re-
spect all are alike. They differ only in their
variance in a choice of courses.

Admitting this fundamental truth, it is
undeniable that a person’s greatest service
to humanity is in spreading happiness. Per-
haps he is an inventor offering the world
some sort of gadget to take the drudgery
out of every day work, perhaps he is a re-
search doctor who discovers a method to
relieve pain, perhaps an entertainer to
amuse people, perhags a statesman to pro-
tect freedom and rights. But more influen-
tial than any of these, he may be that gen-
ial, pleasant neighbor who is regarded as
; good companion during work or leisure

ours.

He is the unsung hero that puts real
spice in life. His neighborly lift in time of
a “strain,” his comforting word in distress,
his general cheerful attitude, have a great-
er influence on every day happiness than
the efforts of all big time benefactors com-
bined.

His is the role that any individual can
take up. For some, perhaps, it would re-
quire a profound change in disposition, be-
cause it would have no room for jealousy
over another’s good fortune, nor for the
cutting remarks often meant to put the oth-
er fellow in his place. Kindness of word
and deed are the qualifications needed.

Even from a selfish viewpoint kindness
pays handsome dividends. The personal
satisfaction derived from an act of consid-
erate service is a part of every person’s ex-
perience. There is even a justifiable feel-
ing of superiority in the realization that
one has returned good for evil.

The testimony of personal experience,
furthermore, is borne out by the story of
those who spend their lives in helping oth-
ers. Some of them are struggling through
poverty and discomfort but they are among
the happiest people (;f the world.

NOT A CREW OF SKINFLINTS

It's only human for some persons who are refused
loans by a bank to go away cursing banking in general.
They paint bankers as a crew of heartless skinflints,

However, a banker doesn't refuse a loan because he
wants to. He refuses it, when he does, because he must
~-because either of the law or his obligation to his de-
positors makes it impossible to grant the request. As
F. L. Lippman, Chairman of the Board of the Wells
Fargo Bank, recently wrote, “There Is no real differ-
ence between the applicant and the bank as to their in-
terests and final purposes, It is no kindness to a man
fo make him a bad loan, for if he cannot repay and the
bank takes a loss, the borrower himself is ruined. The
interests of the two are in fact the same. Both want to
make the loan if it is a good loan, but neither at bottom
wants to make a bad loan. Inevitably there are some
errors of judgment on both sides, but it is the banker
who must take the responsibility. If he is too sangu-
ine, there may be a loss for the bank and tragedy and
ruin for the borrower ... "

A bank is just as sound as the judgment of the men
who operate it. After all, the money in the bank does
not belong to the bankers. We will get a much clearer
picture of banking if we divorce ourselves of the mis-
taken notion that bank officials want to squeeze every
nickel until the eagle screams. As his town and state
grow and prosper, his bank grows and prospers with
them. The banker is bound by rigid rules of law and
ethics. And nine times out of ten, when he refuses a
loan, there’s a sound reason back of it, and he's doing
the applicant a favor, as well as saving the bank from
vrobable loss.—Mission Times.

FREEDOM OF THE PRESS

The Secretary of the Interior, Mr. Harold Ickes, took
occasion in a public debate the other day to denounce
the newspapers of the nation.

He charged that the press is not free, but is controll-
ed by advertisers and financial interests, His allega-
tions were refuted by Mr, Frank Gannett, publisher of
a number of daily newspapers, but*Mr. Ickes’ charges,
because of his official position, made the greater im-
pression upon his hearers.

Mr. Ickes ought to know better n to indulge in
such loose talk. He was a newspaper man himself in
his younger days. He should know, as every newspaper
man knows, that the constitutional right of freedom of
the press means that the press of the United States
cannot legally be prevented by government from criti-
cizing government.

It is no concern of government whether a newspa-
per sells out to an advertiser or not. That has nothing
to do with the principle of a free press. The publisher is
free to do whatever he pleases. But every newspaper
man knows that the freest newspapers are these which
have the largest number of advertisers and so are un-
der special obligations to none of them.

The newspapers of the United States are not only
freer but more truthful and courageous than those of
alr:’y other nation of the world.—Mt. Vernon Optic-Her-
ald.

A MISLEADING PROMISE

That means
that the average man today does not pay a state ad va-
lorem tax. To abolish the state ad valorem tax alto-
gether would mean nothing to the average home owner
and farmer, because, not paying any tax now, he would
not save anything. The city, county, school, levee and
water district taxes that are now assessed would still
be assessed and collected if the state ad valorem tax
were abolished.The political divisions under the state
will still collect their ad valorem taxes and the state
cannot abolish these without abolishing city govern-
ment and similar small units of government through-
out the state. So the effect of the promise to abolish
this tax is misleading, whether it is meant to mislead
or not.

For an administration that went inte office with the
avowed purpose of instituting governmental! economies,
a program that would bring about the collection of fif-
ty million dollars or more in new taxes would be a vi-
olation of the frenzied campaign promises made in the
whirlwind six weeks campaign that whisked an “un-
known" from the air waves to the Mansion In Austin.

Retailers who would like to pay the price of unstud-
ied promises of a politician will do well at this time to
write letters to their representatives in the legislature
and advise them that retail merchants already have as
much taxes to collect and pay as their budget will per-
mit and that economies in government will achieve
greater things for Texas than the expenditure of ad-
litional tax money.—Southwestern Retaller,
