"Sometimes the ground shook 

from the fires that they had go-
ing," marveled Ronnie Felderhoff 
as he spoke of the activities on 
Brayton Firemen Training Field. 
Felderhoff and two other 
Muenster volunteer firemen, Bob 
Endres and Milton Knauf, attend-
ed Texas A&M's 61st annual 
Texas Firemen's Training School 
from July 22-27. 

Joining the firemen was Joe 
Fenton who carries the title of 
Muenster Fire Marshal. He took 
classes in Fire Prevention IV. 
Knauf and Felderhoff, who were 
attending for the first time, took 
Firefighting 1 and Endres, who 
was there for the second time, 
took Firefighting II. Both courses 
consisted of classroom work and 
hands-on-training. 

More than 2,300 firefighters at-
tended this year's school making it 
the largest one-week total ever 
sponsored by the Texas Engineer-
ing Extension Service department 

Saturday, August 11 is the day 
that Madness is scheduled to take 
place in Muenster. The third an-
nual Muenster Madness Bike Ral-
ly will begin at 8 a.m. in the 
Muenster City Park. It is a benefit 
for the Cystic Fibrosis Founda-
tion.

The other days classes 
lasted until 3 p.m. "By the end of 
the week the firemen looked sun-
burned and it wasn't from the sun, 
but the intense heat of the fires at 
the drills," said Fenton. 

The drill that was the most im-
pressive was the pump seal drill 
because it was the hottest and had 
the most fuel involved, according 
to Felderhoff. Muenster's Fire 
Department has responded to 
similar fires. 

Automobile fires are the most 
dangerous, the firemen learned, 
because of certain bumpers and 
other parts that can explode like 
dynamite or chemicals and fuels 
that might be in the trunk.

"We learned that 
firemen have a much higher rate 
of lung cancer than the average 
person and that some of the most 
harmful things are in the air after 
the smoke appears to be clear." 

Muenster Volunteer Firemen at-
tending the school for the first 
time came away with a new sense 
of pride in their department, fire 
chief and equipment. "We have 
one of the best volunteer fire 
departments in the state," said 
Felderhoff. "Most aren't nearly 
as prepared or as well equipped." 

The readiness of the local 
department was attributed to the 
excellent job being done by Fire 
Chief Herbie Knabe in having the 
men share the knowledge that they 
acquire at training school with

Some areas covered by Fenton's 
classes were where to get help 
should there be a hazardous 
chemical spill or a gas line fire; 
recognizing cars that are burned 
after being stolen; new laws in fuel 
storage tanks, above and below 
ground; recognizing Satanic cults 
and ritualistic rites; and how to 
take samples for forensic lab 
evaluation. 

Fenton found it very helpful to 
have the opportunity to compare 
notes with others and discuss the 
problems caused by changing laws 
and fads. 

Muenster's volunteer firemen 
often use their vacation time to at-
tend the fire training school. Their 
tuition and room and board are 
paid for by the city of Muenster 
and donations received during the 
year by the fire department. The 
town benefits by the firemen's 
participation in the training course 
because of the credit incorporated 
towns receive toward their in-
surance key rate. 

Incorporated towns that have a 
fire marshall, file required 
reports, maintain their fire equip-
ment, organize regular drills, and 
have properly organized fire 
departments will receive credits 
according to how many men 
satisfactorily complete the 
courses. 

When two or more firemen 
satisfactorily complete the 
firemen's training course, and one 
fire marshal! or fireman satisfac-
torily completes a fire prevention 
course, the credit is five percent.

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Bench marks 1989-90 
school district budgets

Tracts of forfeited state land in 

Cooke, Montague, Wise and Den-
ton counties are among some 283 
offerings from the Texas Veterans 
Land Board to be included in the 
Aug. 21 sale. 

There will be seven tracts of-
fered in Wise County, two in 
Cooke County and one each in 
Montague and Denton counties. 
Most of the tracts are a little more 
than 10 acres, with the 23 acres in 
the tract in Montague County. 

The Denton County tract is 
located near the community of 
Mustang. The Cooke County 
tracts are located near Muenster, 
near FM 1630. Two of the Wise 
County tracts are located near the 

Agnes Community near Hwy. 
199. There is a tract near 
Springtown, one near Chico off 
Hwy. 101, and two tracts near the 
Cottondale Community. The 
Montague County tract is just 
north of Forestburg off FM 677. 

The tracts are being offered ex-
clusively to eligible Texas 
veterans. They can be purchased 
with no down payment. The VLB 
will finance the entire loan for all 
winning bids. There is no limit on 
the amount of money loaned or on 
the number of tracts an individual 
can bid on. However, purchasees 
are limited to one. 

The tracts offered in the August 
sale have never been offered for 

sale before. If any of them are not 
sold in the August dispersal, they 
will be offered to the public 
through real estate agents, of-
ficials said. 

Eligible veterans will get 8.75 
percent interest with a 30-year 
assumable loan at a fixed rate. A 
525 non-refundable fee for each 
submission is required. 

The sale will be by sealed bid 
only. The minimum bid will be set 
by the VLB. Bidders need not be 
present at the bid opening. Bids 
must be received by 1 p.m. Aug 
21.

Studies will look for ways to prevent 
flooding on Trinity and Red Rivers 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - U.S. 
Senator Lloyd Bentsen said that 
the Senate Appropriations Com-
mittee approved funding Thurs-
day for flood control studies along 
two Texas rivers where severe 
flooding occurred this Spring. 

The Committee awarded 
5900,000 authorized in legislation 
introduced by Bentsen for a flood 
control study along the Trinity 
River and a total of 5725,000 for 
two studies along the Red River. 
The money is included in the 
Energy and Water Development 
Appropriations Bill for the fiscal 
year which begins this October. 

"The full amount asked for in 
my Trinity River proposal was 
provided. The Corps of Engineers 
has said this amount is needed to 
look at what additional projects 
are necessary to prevent massive 
floods like we saw in May." 

"Improved flood control will 
save us money. The Corps has 
estimated that flooding along the 
Upper Trinity River Basin this

year caused as much as 5300 
million in damages, but that an 
additional 52 billion in damages 
was avoided by current flood con-
trol measures. This study will help 
us determine the best places to put 
additional projects and ward off 
future disasters," Bentsen said. 

The Committee also approved 
5425,000 for the Red River Basin 
Comprehensive Study and 
5300,000 for Red River Bank 
Stabilization. For the Comprehen-

An average of 53,542 per student 
for current operations was 
budgeted last year plus 5302 for 
repayment of debt and 5461 per 
student for Capital outlay. 

Muenster ISD's budget provided 
53,335.03 per student for current 
operations, 5114.39 for debt ser-
vice, and 5187.92 per student for 
capital outlay based on the 375 
students enrolled in the Fall 
sememster of 1989. 

The average salary for classroom 
teachers paid by Muenster ISD in 
1988-89 was S22,274 plus sup-
plements for the career ladder. 

In Muenster ISD the average 
salary for administrators was 
S38,998, and $28,300 for other 
professional support employees 
(librarians, counselors, nurses, 
supervisors, etc.). 

Four dollars in five were spent 
for salaries. Statewide payroll ex-
pense averaged 52,895 per student, 
as compared to 52,665.87 in Muen-
ster ISD. Payroll expense is a com-
bination of salary levels and staf-
fing patterns. 

Taxpayers provided one teacher 
for 14.8 students in Muenster ISD 
while the statewide pupil-teacher 
ratio was 16.6 to one. Because of 
the existence of small classes, 
especially at the high-school level, 
and abbreviated teacrung 
schedules, many other classes have 
more than the average number of 
students. 

To fund higher school budgets 
with a declining tax base, school 
trustees in most districts have

AUSTIN - " Phil Gramm has a 
perfect record on funding educa-
tion, he votes against it 100 per-
cent of the time," said State 
Senator Hugh Parmer, 
Democratic candidate for U.S.

raised tax rates. The average school 
district imposed a property tax at 
the rate of $1.01 per 5100 of ap-
praised value, which value 
averaged 97.6 percent of market 
value (spiting price). The "true tax 
rate" was 98.6 cents (51.01 times 
97.62 percent) statewide. Locally, 
the Muenster ISD imposed a rate of 
.621 while property was appraised 
at 88.4 percent of its market value 
making the true rate 50.548 per 
5100 of market value (selling 
price). 

The report points out that the 
calculation of a true tax rate based 
on market value rather than on ap-
praised value enables a valid com-
parison of tax levels with other 
schools. In 1989, the true tax rate 
exceeded 51 in half of the school 
districts in Texas. 

The tax on a house that would 
sell for 580,000 in Muenster 1513 
would have been 5378. If the 
homeowner were eligible for 
homestead exemptions, the tax 
would have been 5347, and if 
owned by a person 65 years or 
older, the tax on an $80,000 house 
in this district would have averaged 
$285, or less if subject to a tax 
freeze. That compares with 
statewide average tax bills of 5806, 
57I2, and 5543 respectively for an 
580,000 house. 

Last year Muenster ISD's 
revenue from the property tax in-
creased by 7.6 percent for 1989-90 
as compared to a 9.1 percent in-
crease statewide. 

Local property taxes plus state 
aid was 52,872 per student in 
Muenster ISD as compared to 
$3,386 statewide. The primary 
purpose of state aid is to equalize  

state and local tax resources among 
schools. The 153 districts with 10 
percent of the students in Texas 
and a large tax base had 44 percent 
more tax funds to spend on each 
student than 75 property-poor 
districts also with 10 percent of the 
students.

The Era School District is ex-

pected to receive about $175,000 
in additional state aid for 
1990-1991 as a result of the state's 
new education finance bill, of-
ficials said. 

The figure is about $4,000 more 
than the initial estimate the district 
received last month, said 
Superintendent Dale Smiley. A 
large portion of the new money 
has been designated for certain 
areas, with $38,000 that must be 
spent for special education and 
$22,000 for compensatory educa-
tion, which is remedial or at-risk 
programs, officials said. 

School trustees have reviewed a 
proposed $1.5 million budget for 
1990-1991. The budget is a 5.4 
percent increase from the $1.38 
million budget for last year. In-
creases in the budget include a 
state-mandated teacher pay raise 
of $1.140, the purchase of a new 
school bus estimated at $35,000, 
and the addition of two staff posi-
tions. A second section of 
kindergarten will be opened to 
comply with state class size ratios, 
and a full-time special education 
teacher will be hired for grades 
kindergarten through five, said 
Smiley. The board is expected to 
approve the budget at its August 
meeting after the district has

Texas economy 
still growing 

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
reported that this month's sales 
tax rebate checks to cities and 
counties in Texas totaled $84 
million. 

"That's a comfortable jump 
ahead of last year's payments and 
another indication that our 
economy continues to grow," 
Bullock said. 

July's rebate checks to cities 
totaled $75 million, an increase of 
almost 10 percent over last July's 
payments. So far this year, total 
payments to cities have increased 8 
percent. 

Every town in Cooke County, 
with the exception of Muenster, 
found an increase in their rebate 
check from the one they received 
last July. The total county in-
crease was 16.18 percent. 

Gainesville received $86,553.90, 
a 27.34 percent increase. Lind-
say's check for $3,195.50 was up 
6.75 percent. Valley View received 
$1,359.52, up 17.91 percent. Oak 
Ridge was up 6.35 percent, with a 
$1,359.52 check. 

Muenster's check was only 
$6,991.26, down 42.30 percent 
over July '89's $12,117.28. 

Cooke 	County 	received 
$45,991.78. The county only began 
collecting sales tax on Jan. 1, 
1990. 

Rebate checks to counties total-
ed $8.6 million this month for an 
increase of 25 percent over last Ju-
ly's payment and an increase of 
almost 18 percent over last year's 
total payments to counties at that 
time. That jump is partly due to a 
greater number of counties now 
collecting sales tax, Bullock said. 

This month's checks include 
taxes collected on May sales and 
reported in June by businesses fil-
ing monthly tax returns. 

Merchants collect the state and 
local sales taxes and send them to 
the Comptroller's office with their 
tax returns. The state keeps its 
share and sends cities and counties 
monthly payments reflecting the 
local portion of the sales tax.

COLLEGE STATION - When 
Aransas County 4-H Club 
members began their environmen-
tal project, they didn't realize that 
picking up trash would lead to na-
tional recognition. 

The 4-H Club is one of eight 
youth groups selected as national 
finalists for the Take Pride in 
America Award. 

"We worked so hard, and it 
wasn't for the trip to 
Washington," said Heather 
Talley, club president. "We didn't 
know anything about that. We 
started the Adopt Cedar Bayou 
project because it was the right 
thing to do. I did it for myself and 
the community." 

Take Pride in America is a na-
tional effort to increase awareness 
of the importance of citizen 
stewardship toward publicly own-
ed natural, cultural and historical 
resources. The program focuses 
on volunteer activities in caring 
for public lands and cultural 
resources. 

The Adopt Cedar Bayou project 
springs from the "Adopt-A -
Beach" program. 

The Marpol Act, an interna-
tional law that prevents dumping 
in open shipping areas, did not in-
clude the Gulf of Mexico until it 
was amended in 1989. 

The project began in 1988, 
when 4-H members wanted to 
contribute to the clean-up pro-
gram but had difficulty finding a 
stretch of beach that had not been 
adopted. The beach along Cedar 
Bayou, located between San Jose 
and Matagorda Islands is a 
natural passageway for all kinds 
of marine life that move between 
the Gulf of Mexico and the 
wetlands of Mesquite Bay. The 
only way to reach the bayou is to 
fly or go by boat. 

Tillman said the project provid-
ed a good opportunity to docu-
ment the volume, type and source 
of debris found along the beach 
and to observe how it is affecting 
marine and bird life, including the 
whooping crane. 

In their first attempt, the 
4-H'ers were a little too am-
bitious. They wanted to clean two 
miles of beach, but there was so 
much trash that they only manag-
ed to finish half a mile. 

After cleaning the beach on 
three occasions, 4-H'ers collected 
117 bags of litter, two flatbed -
truck loads of debris (mostly 
plastic), one freezer, nine tires and 
one pile of lumber. 

Members pick up debris over 
two miles of beach twice a year. 
On the last effort in March, the 
trash collected filled about 100 
bags, plus three huge wood piles 
and 100 cubic yards of plastic. 

"Plastic is a major source of 
fatalities for sea animals and 
birds," Tillman said. A sea turtle, 
for example, thinks the plastic is a 
jellyfish, eats it, and dies with a 
blocked digestive track. 

"A lot of dead fish have been 
found caught in six-pack rings," 
he said. 

"The sight of the trash is 
sickening," Talley said. "For the 
first time this Spring, we did see 
evidence of medical waste." Syr-

When friends and neighbors 
phoned Ray and Irene (Sicking) 
Klement many times recently to 
tell them about reading their 
sister-in-law's name in a Reader's 
Digest story, the Klements were 
quick to understand. They, too, 
had read it and they, too, were 
well-acquainted with the in-
teresting life of Georgie Sicking, 
widow of their late brother, Frank 
Sicking, who spent many years in 
the Fallon, Nevada area. 

A distinction and honor that 
came to Georgia Sicking on June 
17, 1989 was her induction into 
the National Cowgirl Hall of 
Fame located in Hereford, Texas. 
She was the first woman inducted 
from the state of Nevada. Georgie 
has worked her entire life on ran-
ches. She says one of her greatest 
compliments is being referred to 
as a "good hand" by all who 
know her. 

Other family members of the 
late Ben Sickings also recalled 
Georgie Sicking's visits with her 
husband's relatives here in 
Muenster, including the Bernard 
J. Sickings, the Leo Sickings, the 
Joe Sickings, the Alois Rohmers 
all of Muenster; and the Alois 
Sickings of Gainesville, the Paul 
Sickings of Myra and the Ernest 
Sickings of South Carolina. 
Georgie Sicking and daughter, 
Sue, last visited here for Adeline 
and Bernard Sicking's golden 
wedding in October, 1988. 

In addition to being the first 
woman from Nevada to be in-
ducted, she is actually the first 
poet ever to become a member of 
the National Cowgirl Hall of 
Fame. 

In her girlhood she was 
foremost a cowgirl, and in her 
married life, Georgie Sicking con-
tinued the cowgirl tradition and 
also became the mother of three 
children, Joe, Sue, and Eddie. But 
always in her mind's eye was a 
love of the land and of Nevada, 
and expressing it in poetry. 

Now she travels to many areas 
of America, giving programs and 
reciting her poetry to an audience 
that fully appreciates her talents. 
About two weeks ago when local 
relatives tried to call her, it took 
until her return from just such a  

trip to Denver, to reach her by 
phone. 

Because of her age, her eyesight 
prevents reading, so she no longer 
reads her poetry to audiences, but 
recites from memory. She is 
presently " writing" her second 
book, by dictation and tapes. 

Georgie Connell and Frank 
Sicking were married on Dec. 21, 
1940. She was the daughter of 
Oscar and Mayme Connell of 
Kingman, Arizona, born on May 
20, 1921; and he was the son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Ben Sicking of 
Muenster, Texas. 

They could have celebrated 
their golden wedding anniversary 
in December 1990, just as the B.J. 
Sickings did in 1988 and the Leo 
Sickings will, in September 1990, 
had Frank not been killed in a farm 
accident in November, 1974. 

Frank 	Sicking started his 
cowboy career working for W.T. 
(Bill) Bonner of Gainesville, well-
known Cooke County rancher. He 
also worked ranches at Muleshoe 
and Whiteface in.Texas, and then 
in California, Arizona and 
Nevada. Georgie Sicking said in 
her autobiography: "When I met 
Frank Sicking he was a cowboy 
working for the Green Cattle 
Company." 

"When WWII started," she 
said, "good help was hard to 
find....One ranch owner offered 
us $125 per month, each...my first 
pay and a chance to attain my first 
ambition. I still laugh at the ex-
pressions on those cowboys' 
faces...a woman working cowboy 
was unheard ofllt  sure to be 
nothing but trouble" ,   but we 
got the job and I proceeded to 
shoe my own mount in the 
blacksmith shop (My dad taught 
me how when I was 10 years old!) 
Every cowboy thought of several 
reasons to walk by and take a 
look! We made lifelong friends 
there. Frank and I always worked 
side by side." 

Georgie Sicking went on to say: 
"We worked cattle on many dif-
ferent types of range - rugged 
brushy mountains of Arizona, 
boggy Carson Sinks of Nevada, 
spiney Joshua forests of Califor-
nia and near the Colorado River 
on the Arizona side. 

In 1953 the Sickings came to 
work on a ranch at Lide, Nevada. 
They had two children, 50 head of 
cattle of their own and after two 
more years moved to Fallon, 
Nevada and leased a farm. After 
two more years they bought their 
own place. Their third child was 
born in 1957. 

Frank Sicking was employed by 
a Livestock Auction Company in 
Fallon. Later he became the Brand 
Inspector for the state of Nevada 
and also received awards in Soil 
Conservation practices that he in-
stituted on his ranch. He irrigated 
his land with water from the 
mountains. 

Georgie Sicking said: "My hus-
band was killed in a farm accidnet 
at home in November, 1974. I have 
worked auction sales and I ran our 
cattle. I have worked summers 
and winters. I now run mostly 
brahma-cross cows...Once my 
youngest son and I went to 
Arizona...to the ranch I grew up 
on. We gathered a bunch of wild 
cattle that I brought up here. I 
have a couple of young quarter 
horses and I have a good life. I am 
truly thankful that I had the 
courage to stand by my own con-
victions and didn't give in to be 
just another housewife," she con-
cluded in her autobiography. 

Much of the information in this 
article was obtained in conversa-
tions with Mrs. Irene (Sicking) 
Klement. Through Mrs. Ray Kle-
ment we have received permission 
from Georgie Sicking by phone to 
print some of her prize-winning 
poetry.

TFB expresses concern 
over TDA relationship 

MHS Vo-Ag teacher at 
Corpus Christi workshop 

The president of Texas' largest 
Farm organization has expressed 
"strongest disappointment and 
concern" that the U.S. Depar- 
tment of Agriculture has not 
/loved to resolve questions 
surrounding the relationship bet- 
ween the Texas Department of 
Agriculture and the USDA, regar- 
ding the Texas Federal Crop In- 
spection Service. 

S.M. True, a Plainview grain, 
cotton and cattle producer, and 
president of the Texas Farm 
Bureau, said in a letter to USDA 
Secretary Clayton Yeutter, "We 
expressed our concerns through the 
American Farm Bureau Federation 
and in personal communication 
earlier this year. To date, we see no 
action." 

True said the Texas Farm Bureau 
had requested an investigation of 
the State-Federal Crop Inspection 
Service following newspaper ac-
counts of alleged misuse of funds 
by employees of the Texas Depar-
tment of Agriculture.

True said a report by the Texas 
Auditor's office failed to clear up 
the controversy. "This is an impor-
tant matter to many Texas 
producers who have paid into the 
inspection fund. These funds are 
now in 'limbo' within TDA and the 
inspection program is being con-
ducted by a private association." 

News reports in the Dallas Mor-
ning News last year alleged, in part, 
that funds from the crop inspection 
service were used to entertain 
guests at the Democratic National 
Convention and pay for expensive 
meals and hotel bills not related to 
crop inspections. 

USDA did not renew the con-
tract with TDA to operate the ser-
vice, awarding it instead to the 
Texas Citrus and Vegetable 
Association. 

In his letter to Yeutter, True 
said, "We urge your personal at-
tention to this matter so that 
producers will have the assurance 
that funds they contribute to 
government authorized programs 
will be properly utilized." 

trucks, sprinkler systems and 
planting and harvesting equip-
ment are some of the eligible 
equipment.

Established in 1933 in Texas, 
PCAs provide short- and 
intermediate-term agricultural 
financing. They receive their fun-
ding from the Farm Credit Bank 
of Texas.

At first glance, computer 
microchips and cattle may appear 
to have little in common. 

But tiny microchips are being 
implanted in the ears of cattle, just 
under the skin, to meet and moder-
nize animal identification and per-
formance needs. 

"Although other types of animal 
identification methods are 
available, the microchip implant is 
gaining in popularity," said Dr. 
Larry L. Boleman, beef cattle 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service at 
College Station. 

"The microchip is a much faster 
and more accurate method for 
identifying animals than older 
systems," he said. 

Boleman said tattoos have been 
placed in the ears of cattle for many 
years to identify registered cattle or 
calves being prepared for major 
livestock shows. 

"To check the ear tattoo num-
bers and identify each animal using 
this system has required the use of 
special equipment, such as a cattle 
squeeze chute with a headgate, and 
several people to work the animals 
through the corral system," 
Boleman said. "The computer 
microchip identification system 
enables one person, with the right 
equipment, to do the job very 
quickly." 

The microchip leaves no doubt 
about the animal's identity, its 
ownership and performance," 
Boleman said. 

He said ranchers who want to 
learn more about microchip im-
plants and other identification 
methods should attend the 36th 
Beef Cattle Short Course Aug. 14-
15 at Texas A&M University. 

Besides the animal identification 
demonstrations and discussions, 
other subjects will include talks on 
animal health, vaccination

techniques and training on visual 
selection of live animals. The use of 
ultrasound to evaluate various car-
cass traits and an animal's 
reproduction potential will be 
demonstrated. Also topics such as 
cow-calf nutrition programs, 
major mineral programs and 
diagnosis of problems, and total 
management of all ranch resour-
ces. 

A producer panel will discuss 
how the "EPD" system of expec-
ted progeny differences is working 
as a method for genetic advan-
cement in their herds. A trade show 
will feature 50 beef industry com-
mercial representatives who will 
exhibit new products and discuss 
them with ranchers. 

Forage producers and pur-
chasers need to be cautious of the 
moisture content of hay at time of 
baling and storing. Barn fire due to 
unfavorable conditions caused by 
weather and high humidity is a real 
problem during the year. The 
problem has been more prevalent 
the past two years because of the 
increase in small grains harvested 
as hay and the tendency to bale 
early to beat these summer rains. 

Producers should keep a careful 
watch on hay stored in buildings 
the first four to six weeks. When 
the temperature of hay reaches 150 
degrees to 175 degrees F., bacteria 
and mold that are present are 
killed, but oxidation continues and 
the hay may become extremely hot. 

There is a serious danger that a 
barn fire will occur when the tem-
perature goes above 160 degrees F. 
Fire pockets may be expected to oc-
cur in the hay when temperatures 
each 175 degrees to 185 degrees F. 

Producers can best check the tern- 

perature of the forage by probing 
with a steel rod and inserting a 
thermometer attached to a wire. A 
dairy or similar type thermometer 
that will record a temperature of, at 
least, 200 degrees F. should be 
used. 

If the hay reaches a temperature 
of 140 degrees F. it should be 
checked daily; at 160 degrees F., it 
should be checked hourly; and, at 
180 degrees F., it should be 
removed from the barn. Since 
removing the hay may hasten spon-
taneous combustion, a fire depar-
tment may be called to stand by sin-
ce the hay may burst into flames 
when the air reaches it. 

To prevent a large economic loss 
of forage and facilities, producers 
should strive to bale the hay at the 
optimum moisture content of 13 to 
15 percent moisture. A hay preser-
vative must certainly be considered 
at moisture levels of 13 percent or 
higher if weather conditions 
prevent drying to the optimum 
level.
