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Among things to be thankful
for on this Thanksgiving is the 
fact that Americans can be 
proud of their country’s part 
in the rescue of over 1500 per­
sons from Congo savages this 
week. Our planes transported 
the Belgian paratroopers who 
swarmed down on Stanleyville, 
seized the city’s airport, and 
helped Congolese government 
forces take control from the 
rebels. And when that was ac­
complished our planes trans­
ported all of the terrorized 
white captives to the safety of 
Leopoldville.

It is estimated that about 50 
of the doomed captives were 
killed before they could be res­
cued. But the more important 
and more gratifying fact is that 
about thirty times as many 
were saved.

This heroic achievement,
mind you, was not the doing 
of UN. It was the cooperative 
action of United States and 
Belgium, by-passing the so-cal­
led world peace keeping or­
ganization which, by its bung­
ling, if not subversive, inter­
ference, started the trouble in 
the first place. Leaders of 
these two countries, acting al­
together on their own, moved 
with speed and determination 
to do the job which UN could 
not have done and probably 
would not have been inclined 
to do.

Furthermore, it's ironic that
Belgians did the big job. As 
most of us recall, Belgians 
were kicked out of the Congo 
a few years ago by the UN be­
cause of their colonialism. Our 
country went along with that 
idea, supporting the UN claim 
that Congolese had a right to 
be freed from the colonialism 
by which they had been held 
in subjection for so long. Bel­
gians knew better. They said 
the Congo was not ready for 
self rule, and developments 
since have shown that they 
were right. Congo conditions 
got worse instead of better. 
Exploiting communist colonial­
ism took over when benevolent 
Belgian colonialism moved out. 
So, it’s especially satisfying 
now that Belgians took the 
lead in bringing order out of 
the Stanleyville anarchy.

Likewise, it is satisfying that 
our country teamed with the 
Belgians in the Congo opera­
tion. In so doing we redeem 
ourselves, at least partly, for 
that miserable blunder of sup­
porting the original UN blun­
der.

Another ironic fact: Tshom-
be, who resisted communism in 
the Congo and was outlawed 
by UN for his refusal to co-op­
erate, who was snubbed and 
insulted by our State Depart­
ment for that reason, now 
stands out as the foremost 
statesman of the Congo.

Up to this time at least, those 
are developments for which 
we and the rest of the free 
world can be very thankful. 
We see in this temporary red 
setback a glimmer of hope that 
legitimate government under 
Tshombe will keep red inspir­
ed rebels of the Congo on the 
run. We see another glimmer 
of hope that free nations like 
our own are more disposed to 
do what’s right rather than 
rely on the slow and question­
able process of the red domin­
ated UN. We see the possibility 
of increasing firmness in our 
dealings with the reds.

Another encouraging sign 
lately is our country’s demand 
that dead-beat members of the 
UN pay their debts or lose 
their votes. We have been soft 
on that a long time, even tap­
ped our treasury to pay the 
crooks’ debts. Let’s hope we 
will stand pat on that, even 
if the Soviets take their threat­
ened walk. Of course, it’s too 
much to hope that the Russians 
would quit the UN. It’s a safer 
bet that they will pay when 
the chips are down so they can 
continue their evil influence in 
world politics.

That's that for important
matters. The rest of this col­
umn will concern another mat­
ter which comes once a year 
and calls for a personal expres­
sion of thanks.

As indicated by the volume 
and number under the name 
plate at the top of this page, 
this is the beginning of a new 
year for the Muenster Enter­
prise.

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Local Lowlands 
Reap Benefits of 
Detention Dams

The value of flood control 
reservoirs on Elm and Clear 
Creek watersheds was clearly 
apparent last week after ab­
normally heavy rains dumped 
an average of about seven in­
ches of rain on North Texas.

Protection by the dams com­
pletely eliminated flooding a- 
iong the upper regions of both 
creeks and substantially reduc­
ed the volume of floodwater 
that broke out of the channels 
farther down-stream.

Elm Creek broke out of its 
banks just below Gainesville. 
That happened in spite of the 
fact that most rain on the wa­
tershed above was being 
caught by thirty two flood con­
trol reservoirs. All were near 
the overflow level but some of 
them spilled over. From each 
of those reservoirs a three foot 
drainage tube emptied into the 
creek channel. Water that 
would have gushed down in a 
few hours was spread over a 
few days. The reduced volume 
of water plus drainage from 
small un-controlled streams 
was held in the creek channel 
as far as Gainesville, but un­
dammed streams below there 
dumped their torrents and the 
creek spread over bottomlands.

Damage downstream was 
heavy, but nothing like it 
would have been if the upper 
area of the watershed had not 
been protected. Besides, it is 
likely that parts of the city of 
Gainesville would have been 
flooded. It has happened sev­
eral times before in heavy 
rains.

In this area damage was 
not only reduced but complet­
ely prevented. Bottomlands 
which used to be flooded by 
less rainfall remained clear as 
upstream lakes reduced drain­
age rate to a tiny fraction of 
what it used to be.

Similar reports come in from 
the Clear Creek area. Bottom­
lands that used to become tem­
porary lakes were untouched 
by surplus water this time. 
There was no damage to crops 
or property as the greater part 
of flood water was detained by 
forty dams. One of those reser­
voirs is reported to have gone 
over the spillway, and all were 
near the spillway level.

But farther down the creek, 
in the area of Sanger, uncon­
trolled streams were dumping 
in and Clear Creek went on a 
rampage.
