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infamous, w heat deal w ith 
Russia was em phasized again 
Monday in the report of un ­
pleasant relations w ith  the 
Soviets in connection w ith un ­
loading a ship load of the 
grain in a Russian port. The 
captain of the Am erican freigh­
te r relates how his ship was 
boarded and held captive for 
five hours on the open sea 
because of a hassle which de­
veloped while 32,000 tons of 
g ra in  was being unloaded.

Soviet authorities, in their 
usual arbitrary  m anner, caused 
repeated  delays. Unloading, 
w hich was finished in seven 
days on the ship’s first trip, 
stretched out to 19 days this 
tim e. A pparently the reds 
w ere smugly satisfied With 
their harassm ent of the A m er­
ican skipper and his crew, 
probably because the loss of 
tim e caused a heavy loss in 
their earnings. At least th a t 
seems like the m otive in view 
of their fury when the A m er­
ican skipper revealed his ace 
in the hole. The original deal 
perm itted  him  a choice of $3 
per m an-hour or 50 cents a 
ton for unloading. He chose to 
be paid by the hour and the 
reds suddenly realized they 
w ere charged for all the lost 
tim e they had caused. After 
the  ship was gone they decided 
to bring it back to port and a 
patrol boat caught it 24 miles 
out, in open water. Despite 
th rea ts  the American skipper 
called the b luff and refused 
to  go back. The Ruskies were 
fu rth e r infuriated a t being 
out-foxed the second time.

We get at least some satis­
faction out of the thought that 
our Yankee skipper made 
m onkeys out of the reds, but 
le t’s not laugh too loud. In the 
end the laugh is still on us. 
E v e n  though some extra 
thousands of dollars w ere add­
ed to the Russian bill as a re­
su lt of the boorish in terfer­
ence we still have no assurance 
th a t it will be paid. The deal, 
y ou ’ll remem ber, was to guar­
antee Soviet credit by a loan 
from  the Im port-Export bank 
—  m eaning that American 
taxpayers w ill pay if Russia 
doesn’t. Well, you know Rus­
sia’s record of paying debts. 
Guess who will pay for the 
w heat and the big unloading 
charge.

And there’s more to the 
story. Am erican sailors at the 
port saw their wheat being 
loaded in a Soviet ship for 
transport to Cuba. F u rth er­
m ore they were told by Rus­
sian sailors and officials that 
the  red boat was going to 
Cuba, also that Russia accept­
ed the grain in the first place 
as a favor to the American 
economy. That apparently  is 
the  version of the deal over 
there  — adding insult to the 
in ju ry  of the double cross we 
have received.

Everything about the incid­
en t justifies, the w idespread 
resen tm ent of Americans while 
th e  w heat deal was cooking, 
especially the adm inistration’s 
pressure forcing it through 
Congress after it had been 
turned down. Most of us re­
call that P resident Kennedy 
tried  unsuccessfully to have it 
passed. A fter his assassination 
P residen t Johnson brought it 
up  again and Congress was 
urged  to reconsider and ap­
prove it as a deal tha t was 
dear to JF K ’s heart. The im­
plication was that turning it 
dow n would be a desecration 
of the form er president’s m em ­
ory. Needed votes were gath ­
ered and it was passed on 
sentim entality  even though it 
did not have a b it of merit. 
So, a deal that was ridiculous 
from  the sta rt gets even more 
ridiculous. I t’s a prize boner 
for the adm inistration to live 
down.

One of the prediction! about
the coming presidential cam ­
paign already seems to be tak­
ing shape. Defections from 
party  are beginning as people 
take a stand on liberal and 
conservative sides of the is­
sues.

A few losers in last w eek’s 
GOP convention tussle have 
announced that they will not 
support Goldwater. They in­
tend  to run as liberals, m ean­
ing that, indirectly at least, 
they will support the John­
son line, despite their claim 
th a t they intend to stay w ith 
the  party . On the other side 
W allace w ithdraw s as a States 
R ights Democrat and his cam ­
paign m anager announces his 
support of Goldwater.

Lots more of that is likely 
to happen as the campaign ad­
vances. When election day a r­
rives labels will still rem ain 
b u t there will have been lots 
of sw itching and the real line­
up will have become mostly

Failure of Pump 
Fails to Cause 
Water Rationing

W ater rationing was consid­
ered here during the weekend, 
bu t it did not become neces­
sary as a result of a breakdown 
last Saturday. Even though 
the city’s supply was drop­
ping it had not gone low 
enough to cause concern before 
the  trouble was corrected, 
trouble was corrected.

The cause was failure of the 
subm erged pum p at the No. 1 
well, w est of the bank. When 
it w ent out another was 
prom ptly ordered bu t was not 
in stock in Dallas. I t  had  to 
be shipped from the factory 
up north  by air freight.

Rufus Henscheid of Sham- 
burger Lum ber Co. w ent to 
Dallas M onday to m eet the 
plane but found no pum p 
consigned to him. Instead there 
were two of the same model 
for an East Texas oil man. 
Henscheid spoke to him  by 
phone and got his OK to take 
one of the pumps in exchange 
for the pum p th a t would ar­
rive the nex t day. It saved a 
day for M uenster.

As things tu rned  out the 
ex tra  day was not needed, 
however. W hen installation 
was com pleted the supply was
350.000 gallons, 150,000 under 
the full mark.

At another tim e of the year 
the breakdow n could have 
been taken  in stride. However, 
i t’s different now as daily con­
sum ption is running over 400,- 
000 gallons. All tim e peak was
430.000 gallons last week Tues­
day and a new  peak of 445,000 
was reached this w eek Tues­
day.

T hat’s more than  the total 
ou tput of the o ther two wells. 
No. 3, on N orth Main pumps 
150 gallons a m inute, No. 4 
on Maple pum ps 135 gallons 
a m inute. T heir com bined out­
put is about 410,000 gallons a 
day, not enough during sus­
tained p e a k  consumption. 
Even then, however, the rate 
of loss is slow.

The new pum p produces 
165 gallons a m inute and the 
combined output of the three 
is 450 a m inute which figures 
to 648,000 gallons a day, a 
w ide m argin of safety over the 
curren t peak.

W ork ju st finished on the 
w ater mains fu rther improves 
the system. Additional 8 inch 
line completes a loop and al­
lows pum ping w ater into the 
main3 in both directions. In 
case of ex tra  heavy consump­
tion tw o booster pum ps will 
work together to pu t w ater 
into the mains. Normally only 
one booster pum p works at a 
time.

Addition of a big consumer 
accounts for the big increase 
of w ater use this summer. 
The NTPA m ilk plant tied to 
the city line w hen its well 
failed in February.

LBJ Fades Norman Thomas
President Johnson, in an 

address of greeting to leaders 
of various organizations of so- 
called “senior citizens” who 
m et in the W hite House last 
January  15, said:

But anyone who has given 
any thought to the P resident’s 
pending “w ar on poverty” bill 
is sadder and w iser today — 
and ready to accept an earlier 
LB J statem ent quoted by R ob­
ert Spivack in the N. Y. H er­
ald Tribune of last December 
1: “You say I am not a lib-

eral. Let m e tell you I am 
more liberal th an  Eleanor 
Roosevelt, and I will prove 
it to you. F ranklin  D. Roose­
velt was my hero — he gave 
me my start.”

And, if th a t is not proof 
enough, there is the very re ­
cent praise of our P resident 
by Norman Thomas, standard- 
bearer of the Socialist Party , 
and its quadrennial P resi­
dential candidate as far back 
as m em ory serves. In his en ­
comium, Mr. Thomas m ade it 
plain, we thought, tha t since 
LBJ expects to run  this year, 
he, himself, m ay now take it 
easy — secure in  the realiza­
tion th a t the banner of Social­
ism is in strong hands.

For the purpose of the 
m easure now before Congress, 
“poverty” (which had been 
generally regarded as a condi­
tion th reatening starvation) is 
the parlous state of a citizen 
w ith a cash income of no more 
than $3,000 a year — who 
would then be eligible to eco­
nomic salvation under one or 
more of the innum erable “pro­
gram s” this Robin Hood legis­
lation would provide.

Among those who are puz­
zled over this $3,000 figure is 
South Carolina’s Democratic 
Senator Strom Thurm ond who 
points out that: “M ore than  
a million m em bers of the US 
arm ed services m ake less than  
this am ount,” and th a t if 
$3,000 a year is poverty, “it 
seems contradictory tha t in 
1963 the G overnm ent collected 
$3.54 billion in personal in ­
come taxes from  the 4.1 m il­
lion Americans having incom ­
es of less than $1,500.”

Something is ro tten  in D en­
m ark? No, in W ashington. 
And you ain’t heard  nothing 
yet!

THE QUESTION REMAINS
The intim ately related  tax  

and spending problem s grow 
more clouded.

A short time ago the pow ­
erful House Ways and Means 
Com m ittee voted to increase 
social security paym ents and 
to increase social security tax ­
es by 5 per cent to m eet the 
bill. There are excellent a r­
gum ents in favor of this move 
in view of the slow but steady 
rises in living costs th a t have 
characterized the “creeping 
inflation” of recent years. But, 
the pros and cons of tha t a- 
side, this increased tax  will 
go a long way tow ard  offset­

ting the reduction in income 
taxes tha t w ent into effect 
this year.

We are facing an ancient 
truism  — you can’t have your 
cake and eat it too. And the 
governm ent, despite the occa­
sional lip service th a t is paid 
to the cause of economy, con­
tinues to operate on a “spend 
more, owe m ore” basis. The 
disastrous end result of this 
kind of policy has been seen 
the w orld around in the post 
W orld War I era. So, an old 
and increasingly im portant 
question rem ains to be an­
swered: Will we learn from 
the tragic experience of o th­
ers before our own economic 
sins catch up w ith us at home?

The spenders in  Congress 
have ju st voted a heavy in­
crease in their salaries al­
though they have failed mis­
erably to show any ability to 
balance national expense w ith 
national income.

"Poverty" and " Politics"
The Secretary of Health, 

Education and W elfare has 
cast some light on the “w ar 
against poverty”. According to 
him, the federal governm ent 
now has 42 individual pro­
grams costing some $42 bil­
lion in fiscal 1964, designed to 
com bat poverty and to over­
come its causes. In 1962, m ore­
over, it  is estim ated tha t the 
total national effort for “so­
cial w elfare” — by all levels 
of goverm ent and private or­
ganizations — came to the 
am azing figure of $100 billion.

Statistics such as these, of 
course, cover a very w ide list 
of projects, some of which ap­
proach the poverty problem  
indirectly as well as directly. 
But they do show the very 
urgent need for a top-level 
review  of all the program s be­
fore we s ta rt spending billions 
for new  schemes to be adm in­
istered by a vast new  bureau­
cracy w ith  a poverty czar at 
its head. And they show, too, 
tha t local governm ent and 
private en terprise are doing 
very m uch more in this direc­
tion than  is generally  recog­
nized. It w ill be a sad day for 
all the taxpayers of this coun­
try  and  for all those who hon­
estly are in need of assistance 
if “poverty” and “politics” be­
come synonomous.

Ad Valorem Tax 
May Be Abolished 
Says Gov. Connally

AUSTIN, Tex. — Local gov­
ernm ents in Texas m ay be the 
m ain benefactors if state  gov­
ernm ent winds up the cur­
ren t fiscal period w ith  an  $80,- 
000,000 surplus as Gov. John 
Connally predicts it might.

Should such a surplus be 
reached, Connally told repo rt­
ers, it is “fa irly” certain he 
will recom m end abolishing the 
ad valorem  tax  on property for 
state revenue purposes and 
leaving tha t source exclusively 
to local governments.

Connally said $20,000,000 of 
the expected surplus could be 
set aside in a special fund to 
re tire  college building bonds 
backed by ad valorem  tax 
contributions.

In predicting th a t the su r­
plus will not be less than  $35,- 
000,000 and probably w ill reach 
the $80,000,000 figure, the gov­
ernor jo ined those who have 
contended all along th a t the 
general revenue fund will be 
so far in  the black by 1965 
tha t new tax problem s will be 
eased if no t erased.

Connally also said he con­
tem plates subm itting to the 
Legislature in  stages the re ­
com m endations of his Com­
m ittee on Education Beyond 
the High School.

He still plans to call a con­
ference on m orals and ethics 
bu t said he has not picked a 
time. However, he declined to 
say w hether he w ould recom ­
m end fa ir em ploym ent and 
public accomodations legisla­
tion in order to m aintain  some 
state jurisdiction over civil 
righ ts u nder the new  federal 
law.

A Million 
Dollar Rain

Good m anagem ent depends 
on the man.

The picture shows the re ­
sults of good m anagem ent of 
N ative B luestem  grass. The 
m ajority  of native rangeland 
in the M uenster-Saint Jo  area 
of the U pper Elm-Red Soil 
C onservation D istrict would 
look as good and produce as

much as tha t shown if the 
same good m anagem ent prac­
tices w ere applied.

This grass was first deferred 
or rested by rem oving every 
head of livestock for a t least 
th ree m onths during the grow ­
ing season. For the rem aining 
nine m onths it was properly 
grazed by taking not more 
than one half by w eight of the 
grass produced.

Personnel of the Soil Con­
servation Service will be glad 
to dem onstrate a fast and easy

way of determ ining w hat is 
approxim ately half of the pro­
duction.

Results of proper m anage­
m ent w ere a th icker stand of 
grass and a large increase in 
the am ount of grass produced.

Research has shown tha t 
when the righ t kind of m an­
agem ent is applied on a con­
tinual basis it results in as 
much as 25 per cent increase 
in carrying capacity. For fu r­
ther inform ation on m anage­
m ent of native grass call or 
stop in at the local SCS office.
