Muenster Firemen 
Answer 39 Calls 
Since January 1

This year again the ru ral 
area around M uenster gets 
more help from the volunteer 
firem en than the city does. 
A review  of the fire depart­
m ent’s log book shows that the 
firem en have answ ered 39 calls 
since the first of the year and 
26 of them  have been outside 
the city limits. The log also 
shows th a t 27 of the calls were 
for grass fires, in and out of 
the city.

Most consistent custom er for 
the departm ent is the MK&T 
railroad. Sparks from the loco­
motives ignite grass along the 
right of way. There have been 
twelve such fires this year, ac­
counting for alm ost half of the 
fire runs outside the city, and 
almost a third of all runs by 
the firemen.

Fire losses w ith in  the city 
have been very small. The 
worst fire was a small bu ild­
ing at Joe K athm an’s. I t was 
badly damaged. The Huchton 
Laundry was slightly damaged 
and so was one car. The other 
ten fires in  tow n w ere grass 
fires.

Losses outside of town were 
much larger. Homes of Felix 
Becker and Jack  Biffle were 
rom pletely destroyed. Others, 
including 18 grass fires, were 
not serious losses.

One call answ ered by the 
firemen was not for a fire. 
Charlie W inchester of M arys­
ville had been stranded by a 
sudden rise of Red R iver and 
firemen were called to help 
him get back home.

FREEDOM GAINING
The L iberty  Am endm ent 

continues to m ake progress 
across the nation. Mississippi 
has become the seventh state 
to adopt a resolution petition­
ing Congress to subm it this 
to the people for decision, and 
in  case you have forgotten 
w hat this A m endm ent pro­
poses, here it is once again:

“Section 1. The G overnm ent 
of th e  U nited S tates shall not 
engage in any business, p ro­
fessional, commercial, financial 
or industrial enterprise except 
as specified in the C onstitu­
tion.

“Section 2. The C onstitution 
or the laws of any State, or 
the laws of the United S tates 
shall not be subject to the 
term s of any foreign or domes­
tic agreem ent which w ould 
abrogate this Am endm ent.

“Section 3. The activities of 
the U nited S tates G overnm ent 
w hich violate the in ten t and 
purposes of this Am endm ent 
shall, w ithin a period of th ree 
years from  the date of the 
ratification of this A m end­
m ent, be liquidated and the 
properties and facilities af­

fected shall be sold.
“Section 4. Three years af­

te r ratification of this A m end­
m ent, the S ix teen th  A m end­
m ent to  the Constitution of 
the U nited S tates shall stand 
repealed, and thereafter Con­
gress shall not levy taxes on 
personal incomes, e s t a t e s  
an d /o r gifts.”

LESSON IN SOCIALISM
T he following article was 

published in a recent edition 
of a publication of the M inn­
esota Education Association. 
It graphically illustra tes a 
point and bears repeating:

“As a teacher in the public 
schools, I find th a t the socia­
list-com m unist idea of taking 
‘from each according to his 
ability and giving to each ac­
cording to his need’ is now 
generally accepted w ithout 
question by most of our pupils. 
In an effort to explain the 
fallacy in this theory, I some­
times try  this approach w ith  
my pupils:

“When one of the b righ ter 
or harder-w orking p u p i l s  
m akes a grade of 95 on a test,
I suggest tha t I take away 20 
points and give them  to a 
student who has m ade only 
55 points on his test. Thus 
each would contribute ac­
cording to  his ability  and — 
since both would have a pass­
ing m ark — each would re ­
ceive according to his need. 
A fter I have juggled the 
grades of all the o ther pupils 
in this fashion, the result is 
usually a ‘common ow ner­
ship’ grade betw een 75 and 80
— the m inim um  needed for 
passing, or for survival. Then 
I speculate w ith  the pupils as 
to the probable results if I 
actually used the socialistic 
theory for grading papers.

“F irst, the highly productive 
pupils — and they are always 
a m inority  in school as well 
as in life — w ould soon lose 
all incentive for producing. 
Why strive to m ake a high 
grade if part of it is taken 
from you by ‘au thority ’ and 
given to someone else?

“Second, the less productive 
pupils — a m ajority  in school 
as elsew here — would, for a 
time, be relieved of the necess­
ity to study or to produce. 
This socialist-com m unist sys­
tem  w ould continue until the 
high producers had sunk — 
or had  been driven down — 
to the level of the low pro­
ducers. At tha t point, in order 
for anyone to survive, the 
‘au thority ’ would have no al­
ternative bu t to begin a sys­
tem  of compulsory labor and 
punishm ents against even the 
low producers. They, of course, 
would then com plain bitterly! 
bu t w ithout understanding.

“Finally  I re tu rn  the  discus­
sion to the ideas of freedom 
and enterprise — the m arket 
economy — w here each p e r­
son has freedom of choice, and 
is responsible for his own 
decisions and welfare.

“G ratifyingly enough, most 
of my pupils then understand 
w hat I m ean when I explain 
that socialism — even in a 
democracy — will eventually  
result in a living dea th  for all 
except the ‘au thorities’ and a 
few of their favorite lackeys.”

Governor Reveals 
Plans to Advance 
Higher Education

A costly plan for “catching 
up” w ith  o ther states in the 
field of h igher education has 
been outlined to Texans by 
the G overnor’s Com m ittee on 
Education Beyond the High 
School.

It will take considerable 
money to accomplish ju st one 
of the m ajor tests of excell­
ence in education — bringing 
Texas fan iltv  salaries up to 
the national average. More is 
needed for libraries and re­
search facilities.

To h°lp achieve goals in 
those th ree fields, the Com­
m ittee recom m ended that fu r­
th er nolleee construction he 
delayed. By using present 
classrooms and laboratories 
more hours a day and more 
days a year, this saving can 
be accomplished, the com m it­
tee felt.

Gov. John Connally con­
ceded th a t it will take new 
taxes to finance the program  
which he has term ed his No. 
1 interest. N either he nor the 
com m ittee recom m ended a 
financing plan. Com mittee did 
say the Legislature should 
double college tuition, so stu ­
dents and their paren ts would 
share more of the cost of ed ­
ucation.

P lan calls for expansion of 
th° jun io r college system, and 
wide use of vocational train- 
ine to prepare students for 
skilled and sem i-skilled tech­
nical jobs in industry.

Coordination, to  elim inate 
duplication betw een state col­
leges, would be placed in the 
hands of an 18-member board 
appointed by the governor. 
Board would take over duties 
of the presen t junior college 
division of the Texas Educa­
tion Agency and the Com­
mission on H igher Education. 
This w ould p u t jun ior and 
senior college and university 
supervision in a single group.

Goal w ould be to m ake 
jun io r college training avail­
able to all, and to raise its 
level of excellence so all ju n ­
ior college credits would be 
im m ediately transferrable to 
senior colleges.

SLEEPING MACHINE
The French have invented a 

device w hich uses a rhythm ic 
yoga technique to  induce n a­
tu ral sleep. The w ork of Ro­
b ert Lasserre, a w riter, the 
m echanism  consists of a small 
TV-like set called a somnidor. 
I t is placed on a table seven 
feet from the subject. Switched 
on, it generates a cold, pale 
b lue light on the screen. The 
light expands and contracts 
w hile the patient adjusts his 
breathing to the  light, rhythm .

Ten more 
and he’s fast asleep. Lasserre 
plans to m arket the Somnidor 
in Am erica la te r this year.

Tetanus is Deadly 
But Preventable

Tetanus is one of the most 
dangerous diseases that can 
strike a hum an being.

No antibiotic or o ther drug 
can halt a full-blown case, and 
about 60 per cent of. those af­
flicted by the disease die.

Yet by m eans of im m uniza­
tion, tetanus is almost com­
pletely preventable.

The seeds, or spores, of te t­
anus can be found in the cul­
tivated  soils of most areas of 
the U nited States. They can be 
picked up by plants or animals, 
and introduced into the vic­
tim ’s body by som ething as 
seemingly inconsequential as 
the scratch of a thorn  or in ­
sect bite.

Once thqy en ter the body, 
these spores “hatch” into tiny, 
microscopic bacteria, which be­
gin to m ultiply. In the process, 
they liberate one of the dead­
liest of all poisons which a t­
tacks the nerve centers caus­
ing convulsions and muscle 
spasms — some so severe that 
victim s have been known to 
fracture a vertebra.

Usually the first nerves af­
fected are those of the head 
and neck which control the 
chew ing muscles. These tu rn  
rigid w ith  spasm, giving the 
disease its fam iliar name — 
lockjaw.

In  a clean, free-bleeding cut 
any tetanus spores which 
m ight contam inate the wound 
are usually washed out. Or if 
they do sprout into bacteria, the 
m icro-organism s may be des­
troyed by oxygen in the blood.

B ut when blood flow is 
slight, is in deep puncture or 
crushing wounds, or when the 
spores are insulated by im ­
bedded d irt and debris, the 
tetanus bacteria, may gain a 
deadly foothold w ith in  the  
body. This is because tetanus 
bacteria thrive in the absence 
of air.

W hile m illions of babies 
and m em bers of the arm ed 
forces have been innoculated 
against tetanus, the fact re ­
m ains that about three-fourths 
of the adult population is 
lacking in im munity. The rea ­
son is tha t the protection of­
fered by im m unization wears 
off after several years, and 
m ust be re-established by 
“booster” shots, which most 
people fail to get.

Protection should start early 
— one and a half to two 
m onths after b irth  — for the 
scrapes and falls of childhood 
offer tetanus m any opportun­
ities. In children as well as 
adults, im m unity is initiated 
by a series of th ree shots, 
spaced out over e i g h t  
weeks, a n d  followed by 
a booster dose w ith in  six to 
tw elve months. Thereafter, 
im m unity is m aintained by 
booster shots every five years.

W ith the new em phasis on 
outdoor living, w ith  accidents 
on the increase and w ith the 
spores of tetanus in the dust 
and d irt all about us, we can 
only look forw ard to an in­
crease in this deadly disease 
unless w e m ake the effort to 
get im munized and keep im ­
munized.

R ainw ater as it falls is sel­
dom pure, being contam inated 
by dust and dissolved gases.

There are three types of 
people: those th a t m ake things 
happen; those who watch 
things happen; and the vast 
m ajority who have no idea 
w hat happens.

Recent inform ation from the 

Experim ent Station at Renner, 
Texas, shows a steady increase 
in both production and income 
over the last several years.

All inform ation relating to 
the success is m ade known to 
the public. The success in ­
cludes a cropping system  of 
cash crops and the re tu rn ing  
of all residues back to the 
soil.

Good crops which resu lt in 
more production and income 
are not grown on poor land. 
Yet, it costs the farm er as 
m uch to plow and plant a field 
w hich produces 20 bushels of 
oats as one which produces 
80 bushels.

W hat makes soil produc­
tive? F irst of all, it  takes 
plenty of hum us or decayed 
organic m atter. Before it d e ­
cayed this organic m atter 
form ed a protective cover a- 
gainst raindrop spash, blow­
ing w ind and the hot drying 
sun. When the organic m atter 
decays and becomes hum us it 
m akes the soil spungy and it 
will hold seven times as much 
w ater as soil w ith  little  or no 
organic m atter.

This can be determ ined by 
sim ply walking or digging in 
an old fence row. Very seldom 
do drought conditions exist 
there and the soil is full of 
untold thousands of tiny crea­
tures in sizes ranging from 
bacteria to earth  worms. As 
the am ount of organic m atter 
decreases so does the num ber 
of sm all creatures which de­
pend on this organic m atter as 
a food supply.

A nother factor for produc­
tive soil is fertilizer. When 
fertilizer is combined w ith  a 
good supply of hum us it pro­
duces a good healthy crop. 
W here soil is low in hum us or 
organic m atter the addition of 
fertilizer is not recommended.

Organic m atter is w orth 
three to ten  dollars per acre. 
I t ’s sm art to pu t this money 
in the bank by re tu rn ing  all 
crop residues to the soil.

F u rther inform ation may be 
obtained from the local Soil 
Conservation personnel.

a diversion terrace on the 
A rendt B rothers’ farm  two 
miles east of Myra. The pic­
ture was taken after six inches 
of rain  had fallen in three 
days. The excess w ate r was 
safely and e a s ily ' carried to  a 
protected outlet and released.

W ithout the terrace the bo t­
tom land field would have been 
at the m ercy of uncontrolled 
water. T he unknow n am ount 
of valuable top soil saved d u r­
ing this one ra in  would easily 
pay for the terrace construc­
tion.

There are hundreds of acres 
of good soil in the M uenster 
area which need the protection 
of terraces — diversion and 
field type.

The last two years have 
been dry ones and folks have 
forgotten how much dam age 
a single rain  can do to  a culti­
vated field.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT
PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 3, 1964. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 6 proposing an 
amendment to Section 5 of 
Article VII of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas so as to 
remove the authorization to 
transfer not exceeding one per 
cent annually of the total 
value of the permanent school 
fund to the available school 
fund.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. Section 5 of A r­

ticle VII of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas is amended 
to read as follows:

"Section 5. The principal of 
all bonds and other funds, and 
the principal arising from the 
sale of the lands hereinbefore 
set apart to said school fund, 
shall be the permanent school 
fund, and all the interest de­
rivable therefrom and the 
taxes herein authorised and 
levied shall be the available 
school fund. The available 
school fund shall be applied 
annually to the support of the 
public free schools. And no 
law shall ever M enacted ap­
propriating any part of the 
permanent or available school 
fund to any other purpose 
whatever; nor shall the ssme, 
or any part thereof aver be

appropriated to or used for the 
support of any sectarian 
school; and the available 
school fund herein provided 
shall be distributed to the sev­
eral counties according to their 
scholastic population and ap­
plied in such m anner as may 
be provided by law.”

Section 2. The foregoing 
Constitutional Amendment 
shall be submitted to a  vote 
of the qualified electors a t an 
election to be held on the first 
Tuesday a fte r the first Mon­
day in November, 1964, at 
which election all ballots shall 
have printed thereon the fol­
lowing:

"FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment to remove the 
authorization to transfer 
not exceeding one per cent 
annually of the total value 
of the permanent school 
fund to the available 
school fund.”
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment to re­
move the authorization to 
transfer not exceeding 
one per cent annually of 
the total value of the per­
manent school fund to the 
available school fund.” 
Section 8. The Governor of 

Texas shall issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the elec­
tion and this amendment shall 
be published in tlie manner and 
for the length of time as re­
quired by the Constitution and 
laws of this State.
