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Legislature Approves 
Hospital District Bill

The long demanded political
pay off to labor bosses for 
their support in the past presi­
dential campaign has been de­
livered. President Johnson has 
asked Congress to repeal 
Section 14(b) of the Taft Hart­
ley Act, just as big wheels of 
AFL - CIO have wanted for 
years.

In other words LBJ told 
Congress to wipe out the one 
provision by which American 
workers can evade compulsory 
unionism. 14(b) is the 44 word 
section which empowers states 
to protect the freedom of 
workers by passing “right to 
work” laws, by legislating that 
no person can be forced to 
join a union in order to hold 
his job. Nineteen states, in ­
cluding Texas, now have right 
to work laws which will be 
wiped out if Congress heeds 
the President’s request.

LBJ's recommendation was 
offered, he said, “with the 
hope of reducing conflicts in 
our national labor policy that 
for several years have divided 
Americans in various states”— 
a feeble reason, and perhaps 
intentionally feeble. If unity of 
labor policy is the prime ob­
jective it can be accomplished 
more effectively and much 
more desirably by just the 
opposite kind of legislation — 
a national open shop law in­
stead of the closed shop law.

A person wonders whether 
the President is really serious 
about this proposal. He knows 
in his heart that the greatest 
service he could render to un­
ionism and union members is 
to make the unions exist by 
merit rather than force. Un­
ions good enough to deserve 
membership will be made up 
of free men who belong be­
cause they want to. But a 
union that can deny a job to 
a non member is made up of 
economic slaves who belong 
only because they have no 
other choice.

Johnson knows that funda­
mental fact about unionism. 
He also knows, as the Con­
gressmen do, that public opin­
ion polls oppose compulsory 
unionism about 2 to 1. And 
finally, there’s some kind of 
meaning behind the fact LBJ’s 
close friend, Governor Con- 
nally, has asked all Texas law­
makers to vote against the 
legislation.

Is it just wishful thinking, 
or are there reason to believe 
LBJ is not pushing very hard 
on the 14(b) bill?

Almost cenlainly destined to 
become the most popular ref­
erence book of our era is the 
one which was scheduled for 
publication on June 1. That’s 
the brand new and long a- 
waited National Zip Code 
Directory containing 18 16 
pages, weighing 414 pounds, 
and retailing for the modest 
sum of $7.00

According t o Postmaster 
General Gronouski, the book 
is recommended for all vol­
ume users of mail, but that 
brings up a question. How 
many of us would consider 
ourselves as volume users? 
Even admitting we contribute 
our fair share to each year’s 
Christmas rush. Considering 
the price, few of us will think 
that the book is needed for 
our volume of mail.

So, pity the poor postal 
personnel from now on. Most 
of the people wanting Zip 
Code information will seek 
it from the only logical source. 
And it’s just possible that 
most inquiries will come when 
business is the most rushing.

In theory. Zip Code is a good 
idea, and doubtless it will 
bring a big improvement in 
mail service where it is mas­
tered by the mail handlers. 
To start, the old timers, who 
know all about the old meth­
ods of sorting and routing 
mail, had to change their sys­
tem. For a while that slowed 
them down. By now, they 
probably are equally familiar 
with the new method, and 
have a more efficient system 
to boot, so they ought to be 
making better time. Another 
point in Zip Code’s favor, so 
they say, is that new helpers 
can learn the numbers faster 
than they can geography.

The big merit of Zip Code 
is the revised routing method 
by which mail does practic­
ally all its moving at night. 
From an area mail goes to 
a central spot, the sectional 
center. After an hour or two 
of handling t h e r e ,  some 
heads for distant centers and 
some goes directly to sectional 
centers within a radius of 
250-300 miles. The sectional 
centers then work their mail 
and send it by truck to the 
post offices of their area.

Goal of the zip system is 
to deliver mail overnight with­
in reasonable distance. If 
posted before 5 it should be 
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Harvest Starts 
Good After Long 
Delay by Rain

In spite of the worries 
caused by a very wet month 
of May, a good harvest is 
still in sight — providing 
good weather will hold out 
for about two weeks.

Muenster grain buyers have 
been receiving wheat since 
Monday, the season’s first be­
ing delivered to Tony’s Seed 
Store by Mrs. Tony Voth of 
Lindsay. Muenster Mill got its 
first from Joe Fuhrmann of 
Lindsay Monday afternoon.

Both buyers say that quality 
of the wheat is good, the aver­
age test being about 60, and 
comment so far indicates the 
yield will be good. So far 
there is one report of 34.5 
bushels per acre and another 
of slightly under 20 bushels 
per acre.

Oats likewise seems to be 
good, except that some of it 
was cut early for hay and has 
deteriorated through several 
soakings. Even so the worst 
is not a total loss and the 
hay cut more recently is in 
fairly good condition.

In some cases harvesting 
plans for the oats are changed 
by the long wet spell. Much 
has matured beyond the prop­
er stage for baling and will 
be combined. That fact is in­
creasing the tension of this 
harvest season. Oats work, 
normally over by now, is being 
added to wheat work, which 
is already behind schedule. 
Farmers have intensive har­
vesting ahead of them, if 
weather permits.

Counting all the effects, the 
rains have given a wonderful 
lift to the area’s crops. Minor 
damage to grain is offset 
several times by benefits to 
com, maize, alfalfa and pas-

Original approval by the 
House was given on March 29, 
but several amendments were 
made before it was passed 
last week by the Senate, re­
quiring a return to the House 
for approval of the changes.

One of those amendments 
provides that the tax which 
the district is authorized to 
levy will be limited to re­
tirement of the hospital debt 
and care of indigents within 
the district. An original pro­
vision which authorized ad­
ditional tax, if needed, to sup­
port the hospital’s operation 
was eliminated by the Senate.

Another amendment listed 
an original board of directors 
who are to serve until elect­
ive procedure provided in the 
bill becomes effective. Those 
directors are Robert Bayer, 
J. H. Bayer, Albert Dangel- 
mayr, Alphonse Felderhoff, 
Norbert Felderhoff, Joe Gal­
loway, Tim Stormer, Al Tru­
be nbach and Ray Voth.

The first responsibility of 
the directors is to bring the is­
sue to a vote of the people 
of the proposed district, which 
includes all of the Muenster 
School District and the port­
ion of Saint Jo School Dis­
trict which is in Cooke County. 
As originally submitted the 
district also included the 
Myra School District and the 
west half of the Era School 
District, but those areas were 
eliminated before first passage 
by the House on March 29.

If the district is approved 
by the local voters the next 
responsibility of the directors 
it to transfer ownership and 
administration from the pres­
ent Muenster Hospital Author­
ity to the newly created Muen­
ster Hospital District and also 
to issue tax supported bonds 
replacing the current revenue 
bonds.

What this means is terms of 
grass production can be seen 
in a report from the Noble 
Foundation in Oklahoma.

Weeds as well as clover are 
often a problem in many home 
lawns. Here too, they can be 
safely controlled with chemi­
cals. A1 Hess of Muenster con­
trolled weeds by wetting a 
toe-sack with a 2-4D mixture 
and dragging it over his lawn.

■SOIL CONSERVATION! 
DISTRICT NEWS

SOU M l ★  MR STRENGTHs
More than five inches of 

rain fell in this part of the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conserva­
tion District during the month 
of May.

This rain has been good for 
pastures throughout the dis­
trict. It has also been good for 
the weeds and as a result, 
weeds are now a major prob­
lem on pastureland. This is 
more evident on overgrazed 
pastures and on new grass 
planting.

Chemical control is faster, 
cheaper, kills more weeds than 
mowing, and more cooperators 
are spraying this year. T. V. 
Jamieson, Agronomist of the 
Soil Conservation Service, re­
cently estimated that single, 
early season spraying of 2-4D 
will give 80% weed control.
