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It has been said tha t s ta tis­
tics can be found to support 
any contention under the sun. 
T h at sta tem ent is especially 
significant th is w eek in  re ­
lation  to an  advertism ent pub­
lished for Texas F ree B argain­
ing and M arketing Com mittee 
in  m any of the state’s new s­
papers.

T he ad is headed “Time to 
Face Facts,” and directly  b e­
nea th  the title  it presents a 
graph showing “Texas P er 
C apita Income as a P ercen ­
tage of N ational Average.” The 
point presented there is th a t 
in  1947, w hen Texas passed 
its  R ight to W ork Law, p e r 
capita income of the  state was 
85.6 p e r cent of the national 
average, w hereas the 1965 p e r 
capita incom e is 82.3 p er cent 
of the national average. The 
ad th en  explains tha t under 
righ t to w ork  laws incomes 
of Texas people have fallen 
w ay behind the re st of the 
nation.

H ow ever the explanatory
p a rt of the  ad  ignores o ther 
p e rtin en t inform ation on the  
graph. From  1947 to 1961 Tex­
as p e r capita incom e was a 
h igher percentage of the n a­
tional average than  w hen 
R ight to  W ork w as passed. If 
th e  law  is blam ed for lower 
incom e the past four years it 
should be credited for higher 
incom e the o th er fourteen 
years.

A nother po in t about the ad 
is th a t i t  refers to  the average 
incom e of all Texans, not just 
to the income of wage earners. 
To say th a t p e r capita incom e 
is above or below  the national 
average proves nothing at all 
abou t average income from 
wages. Texans receive income 
from  m any other sources as 
well. Those sources m ay be 
responsible for a drop in in ­
come w hile w ages hold their 
level.

If a person w ants to refer to
statistics in connection w ith 
the  p resen t hassle over Taft 
H artely  14-B he can find 
p len ty  of good figures, all 
taken  from  official records of 
governm ent bureaus, which 
recom m end allowing states to 
keep th e  R ight to W ork law. 
H ere are  some of those fig ­
ures published by th e  National 
Right to W ork Com mittee in 
an  effort to show th a t states 
w ith  R ight to W ork laws have 
been ahead of the o ther states 
in recen t years in  several cat 
egories of economic progress.

R ate of increase of per capita 
income 1953-1963: R ight to 
W ork states 43.7%, other states 
35.4%, national average 37%.

R ate of increase of hourly 
earnings by m anufacturing 
w orkers 1953-1963: R ight ito 
W ork states 46.7%, other 
states 41.5%, national average 
43.7%.

Rate of increase of weekly 
earnings of production w ork­
ers 1955-1965: R ight to Work 
states 46.8%, o ther states 
42.8%, national average 44.3%.

Unem ploym ent ra te  for 1964 
— as a percen t of to ta l work 
force: R ight to  W ork states 
4%, o ther states 5%, national 
average 4.7%.

R ate of increase of bank 
deposits 1953-1964: R ight to 
W ork states 69.4%, o ther states 
63.5%, national average 64.6%.

Rate of increase of capital 
expenditures 1953-1962: Right 
to W ork states 37.1%, other 
states 27.2%, national average 
£9.8%.

Rate of increase of non ag 
ricu ltu ra l jobs 1953-1963: Right 
to W ork states 23.3%, o ther 
states 9%, national average 
12.6% .

So there  you have some fig­
ures from  the o ther side of the 
issue, figures which leave 
little  doubt th a t economic 
progress in  m any of its phases 
is m oving faste r in  the states 
which do not require  com­
pulsory m em bership in  a un­
ion to  hold a job.

I t  m igh t be noted th a t these 
statistics apply to  a ll of the 
19 states w hich have Right 
to W ork laws. And i t  m ight 
be fu rth e r noted th a t com par­
ison of the  two reports on per 
capita income m akes the  first 
one appear ra th e r w eak. Tex­
as p e r capita income is slight­
ly below national average, but 
i t  is only one of the 19. For 
all R ight to  W ork sta tes the 
figure tops the national av ­
erage.

We are  told that trem endous
pressure is being exerted to 
repeal T aft H artley  14-B, th e re ­
by w iping out the righ t of all 
states to  have their R ight to 
W ork law. U nion bosses are 
pushing hard. P residen t Jo h n ­
son is pushing. So are all lib­
erals and p inks and reds. So 
a re  congressm en w ho feel 
obligated for union support in 
th e ir  campaigns.

On the o ther hand there are

tim e he is old enough to  sta rt 
draw ing  any benefits. T hat in ­
cludes the  em ployer’s contri­
bution, of course. If M edicare 
is added it  is estim ated tha t 
an additional five p e r cent 
w ill have to be collected to 
cover its cost. Over a  45 year 
period th a t w ill m ean  an ad d ­
itional $9,000, for a to tal of 
$22,050 each w age ea rn er w ill 
have invested  in  social secur­
ity by the  tim e he is eligible 
to reap  any benefits.

All the w hile he is accum u­
lating this $9,000 he w ill be 
paying  for some o ther type of 
m edical insurance or run  the 
risk of digging up the  money 
from  some other source in the 
event of illness. The M edicare 
cost figures $16.66 a m onth, 
and for th a t figure you can 
buy  some p re tty  good in su r­
ance th a t w ill s ta rt protecting 
you from  the day it is p u r­
chased. M edicare w ill not be 
effective un til you reach the 
age of 65, and as presently  
understood, w ill then  provide 
only a lim ited am ount of hos­
pitalization and nursing home 
care. I t pays nothing toward 
the doctor bill.

It is doubtfu l th a t any peo­
ple have ever been sold such 
a sm all package of goods for 
such a trem endous price. The 
tru th  of th e  m a tte r  is, of 
course, th a t it  is p rim arily  a 
tax  - collecting scheme by

WE CAN LEARN
Poverty, w ith  all its con­

com itants — substandard  hous­
ing, inadequate educational 
and recreational facilities, ab ­
sence of cu ltu ra l opportunity, 
and th e  rest — is commoniy 
considered a m ajor cause of 
;uvenile delinquency.

And th ere  can be no doubt 
th a t environm ent is an  im ­
p o rtan t factor. But, perhaps, 
we tend to  exaggerate its 
weight.

For exam ple, m ost of the 
Chinese living in this country 
— even in such famous C hina­
towns as San Francisco’s — 
live in  poverty. Yet, w hile 
seven per cen t of A m erica’s 
juveniles w ill be in  trouble 
w ith  the law this year, not 
one of them  w ill be Chinese!

Paul H arvey m akes tha t 
statem ent, in  a colum n ap p ear­
ing in the Suburban  & Law ­
rence Jo u rn a l of Indianapolis.

Why is it so? He quotes one 
Chinese leader as saying: “We 
keep a tight re in  on our child­
ren  until th ey  are really  re ­
sponsible.” A nother says: “Our 
children ju st natu ra lly  respect 
and obey th e ir parents. A boy 
or girl w ould no t b ring  sham e 
on his fam ily or his fam ily 
nam e.”

It looks as if w e can learn  
som ething from  the A m erican 
Chinese — including those 
whose lives a re  spent in g rind ­
ing poverty.

THERE IS A CHOICE
It is expected th a t the $6 

billion m edicare bill w ill reach 
the floor of the Senate in 
early  July. And, for the sake 
of the national health, it  is 
hoped th a t all the Senators 
w ill recall some w ords spoken 
by Donovan F. W ard, M. D., 
p resident of the A m erican 
M edical Association in tes t­
imony given before the Sen­
ate  Finance Committee.

He said: “This m ay be your 
last chance to  w eigh the con­
sequences of taking the first 
step tow ard estab lishm ent of 
socialized m edicine in the 
U nited States. W hile there  is 
still time, we urge you to 
pause, consider and act w isely.”

Dr. W ard called on the ex ­
perience abroad to support his 
case. As he po in ted  out, in the 
nations th a t have adopted 
a centralized goverm ental 
health  care program , the r e ­
sults have been long waits, 
poor equipm ent and facilities, 
short and im personal exam in­
ations, redtape record-keeping. 
He asked: “can w e hope the 
Am erican plan w ill be so d if­
fe ren t as to  negate all these 
adverse factors?”.

No one can honestly  say tha t 
the dangers m edicare presen ts 
m ust be accepted because 
th ere  is no  o th er way to m eet 
the  m edical needs and p ro b ­
lem s of the aged. The AMA 
proposed E ldercare plan, for 
example, is superio r in  every 
way. I t w ould use public funds, 
locally adm inistered, to  offer 
the aged a com plete range of 
health  care if they  cannot af­
ford to pay th e ir own expense. 
Blue Cross, B lue Shield and 
health  insurance companies 
would provide the coverage. 
No money w ould be spent to  
pay the m edical bills of the  
well-to-do. A ll th e  resources 
w ould be devoted to b ring­
ing aid to those w ho need it.

I t  w ill soon be up  to the 
Senate to  decide.

THE CORRECTIVE
W ashington reporters  are 

saying th a t th e  vote on re ­
peal of section 14(b) of the 
Taft-H artley  Act, w hich p e r­
m its the states, if they  so 
choose, to pass R ight-to-W ork 
laws, is ap t to  be extrem ely 
close and could go one w ay of 
the other.

Ju s t  w hy th is should be so 
is a puzzle. R ight-to-W ork 
doesn’t  d iscrim inate in any 
shape, m an n er o r form  against 
labor or the unions. I t  sim ply 
gives each w o rk er th e  righ t 
to  chose — to decide for h im ­
self, w ithou t fear of union or 
em ployer coercion, w hether 
he w an ts to belong to a u n ­
ion o r doesn’t If th a t isn’t  a 
fundam ental right, essential in 
any free society, w h a t is?

The com pulsory union shop 
m akes for labor monopolies 
com pared to the financial and 
industrial m onopolies t h a t  
were outlaw ed long ago. And 
the compulsory union shop 
leaves the w ay w ide open for 
exploitation of the  m em b er­
ship — the w orker m ust join 
or become jobless and is w ith ­
out the pow er to figh t abuses. 
R ight-to-W ork is the cor­
rective.

DON'T CUT IT — 
REMOVE IT!

This is a good tim e, th inks 
the Tax Foundation, Inc., to 
dream  up some m ore p a in ­
less new  ways fo r Uncle Sam 
to shake down his nieces and 
nephews for the  hundred  bil­
lions — plus, th a t he th inks he 
needs annually  to  ru n  his 
greatest-show -on-earth . To re ­
lieve high incom e tax  rates 
the Foundation is looking in­
to sales taxes a t retail, w hole­
sale and m anufacturing levels, 
expenditure taxes, tu rnover 
taxes, even lotteries.

So it ought to be a good tim e 
to beat the drum  for the  “L ib­
erty  A m endm ent” th a t p ro ­
poses to do aw ay w ith per­
sonal income tax, estate  and 
gift taxes by cu tting  the cost 
of G overnm ent in  half and the 
national deb t by $65 billion!
