
Americans are preparing to
observe another Labor Day 
and its approach brings two 
important facts to mind.

First it is one of our of­
ficially proclaimed national 
holidays, an event to be gen­
erally observed throughout the 
nation with a long weekend 
of fun and relaxation. As us­
ual people will be on the go, 
and highway traffic will be 
more crowded than usual, in­
evitably including more peo­
ple who are in a hurry and 
willing to take their chances 
with violations of traffic laws 
and common sense.

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety estimates that 
35 persons in the state will 
be killed during the 72 hour 
period beginning at 12:01 a.m. 
Sept. 4. That is cold statis­
tics based on the usual con­
ditions of holiday driving. As 
always, the statement is ac­
companied by a reminder tell­
ing us that the holidays need 
not be so tragic, and they will 
not be so tragic if people will 
drive with more alertness and 
care and courtesy. Accidents 
are caused by human factors 
and they can be reduced by 
the simple means of better 
driving.

By way of emphasizing the
point the Texas Safety Assoc­
iation this week issues a 
special bulletin with a dif­
ferent kind of message. It’s en­
titled “How to Do-It-Yourself 
in Holiday Traffic”. Reversing 
the customary stern warn­
ings to drive cautiously, it 
tells the best methods for get­
ting killed.

Topping the list is failure 
to yield the right of way. “This 
is a sure fire killer” the safety 
director comments. “All a dri­
ver has to do is throw caution 
and courtesy out of the win­
dow”.

The other four methods are 
more fatal driving errors listed 
in the order of their impor­
tance:

2. Driving at a speed ex­
cessive for existing conditions.

3. Driving faster than posted 
speed limits.

4. Driving while intoxicated.
5. Driving on the wrong side 

of the road.
Well, there they are, prac­

tices that will vastly increase 
your chances of joining your 
ancestors, but practices to be 
avoided if you want to live. 
They’re good to keep in mind 
as warnings especially in 
heavy holiday traffic — and 
for any other time of the year.

In the observance of Labor 
Day most Americans are sim­
ply taking a holiday, and very 
few of them bother to think 
of the day’s significance. La­
bor Day was established to 
commemorate the great con­
tributions morking people have 
made to the progress, strength 
and development of this na­
tion — with special recogni­
tion of their status as free 
people in the American sys­
tem of free enterprise, with an 
opportunity to improve them­
selves while increasing the 
country’s over-all abundance. 
We can rightfully say that the 
achievement is great and the 
credit is deserved only be­
cause our laboring people have 
been free. Comparison with 
totalitarian states makes that 
point abundantly evident.

It should be added also that 
labor unions have had a great 
part in national and individ­
ual progress. By sticking to­
gether and demanding their 
rights, working people have 
acquired good conditions and 
a fair share of the fruits of 
industry. Without their ef­
fective organization many la­
borers would have been un­
able to cope with the demands 
of unscrupulous employers.

In the light of such ideals 
it is depressing to observe that 
a cloud hangs over the glory 
of this Labor Day. Workers 
who protected their freedom 
for years against encroachment 
by industrial bosses seem 
destined soon to become vic­
tims of encroachment by un­
ion bosses. National legislation 
which has already passed the 
House of Representatives and 
seems very likely to pass in 
the Senate deprives people of 
their right to hold a job with­
out membership in a union. 
The traditional element of 
freedom in American Labor, 
and an essential of its great­
ness, will be wiped out when 
workers are forced to accept 
the dictatorship of union bos­
ses. After decades of fighting 
off economic slavery under 
industrial bosses they will be 
come the slaves of men who 
have taken over their own 
organization.

The procedure of railroad­
ing legislation for repeal of 
Taft-Hartley 14-B is one of 
the most shameful in our na-

Hospital District Election 
Set for Saturday, Sept. 25

Schools Gain 35, 
Combined Count
Of Both Is 758

The biggest enrollment in­
crease of recent years at the 
Muenster schools was recorded 
last Friday when combined 
registrations were 758, a gain 
of 35 over last year. It is this 
community’s highest scholas­
tic enrollment and represents 
a five year increase of 91 
students.

Most of the growth has been 
at the public school, which 
added 23 in bringing its pres­
ent count to 170. That also 
represents a gain in each de­
partment. High school grew 
from 78 to 87 and the elemen­
tary department from 69 to 
83. Total enrollment is 170.

Parochial school has a net 
gain of 12 as the high school 
gained 14 and the grades lost 
2. The total enrollment there 
is 588.

Combining figures of the 
two schools reveals that the 
community this year has 217 
students in high school and 
541 in the grades. Last year 
there were 194 in high school 
and 529 in elementary.

Total enrollment figures for 
the past five years have been 
as follows. 1960, 667; 1961, 688; 
1962, 703; 1963, 713; 1964,723.

The honorary membership 
in the nation-wide conserva­
tion society was given in rec­
ognition of Mr. Weinzapfel’s 
long service and notable achi- 
vements in soil conservation. 
He was prominent in organiz­
ing the Upper Elm Red Soil 
Conservation district and the 
annual awards program hon­
oring outstanding conserva­
tion farmers of the district. He 
took the lead in forming the 
Clear Creek Watershed As­
sociation and in promoting 
legislation to permit formation 
of the Clear Creek Watershed 
Authority, which he still 
serves as president. He also 
had a prominent part in pro­
moting a flood control pro­
gram an establishing extensive 
conservation practices in the 
area.

the levy of a tax not to ex­
ceed seventy five cents (75c)

The purpose of the tax is to 
provide revenue for paying 
the hospital’s bonded indebted­
ness and for jhe care of in­
degents.

To be eligible as a voter in 
this election a person must 
be qualified under the usual 
voting regulations of the state 
and must also be listed on the 
county tax roll as an owner 
of property in the proposed 
district.

The coming election is the 
final step necessary for crea­
tion of the Muenster Hospital 
District, and is permitted by 
a special law passed in May 
by the Texas Legislature. If 
it is approved by voters of 
of the area concerned it will 
become the new organization, 
replacing Muenster Hospital 
Authority, responsible for ad­
ministration of Muenster Mem­
orial Hospital.

In taking over the hospital 
the district would assume all 
obligations including the bond­
ed debt and outstanding debts 
resulting from the hospital’s 
operation. It would also is­
sue tax bonds to replace the 
present revenue bonds.

The bonded debt of the hos­
pital is $300,000. To take over 
that debt, plus administrative 
debts, plus the legal costs of 
a new bond issue and trans­
fer of administration, the dis­
trict is expected to need a 
bond issue of near $315,000.

Nevertheless the community 
could save money because the 
additional $15,000 would be 
more than offset by the lower 
interest rate required for tax 
bonds.

If the schedule of interest "  
and principal payments on the 
new bonds is set up similar 
to that of the current bonds 
yearly payments will average 
from $20,000 to $24,000. With 
a valuation of just over $6 
million the district would need 
a tax rate of about 40 cents.

Yet on another occa­
sion when an American ship 
docked in the same port to 
unload 24,000 tons of wheat 
from the United States, its 
presence went unnoticed and 
ignored.

Now, under orders of the 
President, wheat shipments 
from the United States are 
being resumed to Egypt, all 
because the President induced 
the Congress to rescind an 
earlier ban on shipments to 
Mr. Nasser.

The President defends his 
generosity to Nasser on the 
grounds that it is in the na­
tional interest to “gift feed” the 
dictator’s hungry nation. It 
would be helpful if the Presi­
dent would explain just how 
it is in national interest to 
help a ruthless dictator stay 
in power through feeding his 
hungry masses.

STERN MEASURES NEEDED
David Lawrence led off one 

of his recent columns with 
these striking words; “Every­
body naturally laments the 
loss of 503 Americans in Viet 
Nam during the last four years, 
but it may come as a surprise 
to learn that in a single year 
in the United States itself 
nearly 16 times as many per­
sons — or approximately 8,- 
000 — were murdered.

Tragically, there is every 
evidence that our Viet Nam 
casualties will materially in­
crease. But it would take a 
staggering increase indeed to 
bring their numbers up to the 
dreadful murder toll. And all 
other major crimes, as the 
FBI and other authoritive 
sources tell us, have been 
skyrocketing.

This is a cause of deep con­
cern at the highest govermen- 
tal levels — as President John­
son’s appointment of a 19- 
member commission to study 
crime and recommend means 
for arresting it demonstrates. 
In his words, “The time has 
long since arrived for the na­
tion to discard obsolete and 
unworked methods of detect­
ing and apprehending crimin­
als.” A great many experts are 
convinced that, as of now, 
there is excessive coddling of 
criminals at the expense of 
the law-abiding public.

Violence abounds not only 
in the streets of the great 
cities but in the countryside 
as well. Stern measures will 
be needed to control it.

A N T I-P O V E R T Y
We are prepared to sur­

render.
The “War on Poverty” is the 

victor, and if simple surren­
der it all that’s needed we 
urge all loyal Americans to 
launder the white towel and 
quickly throw it to Washing­
ton.

In the past we could point 
our finger and say ,‘never has 
there been such abuse of pub­
lic funds as this,” but since 
every program initiated now 
seems dreadfully as abuseful, 
we are at a loss for proper 
denounciation of this raid on 
the public treasury.

Tracing just a bit of what 
has happened in the alleged 
war on poverty leads us to 
conclude that our orginal 
premise was totally correct:

The terracing season is now 

in full swing and many district 
cooperators have already built 
terraces. Frank Needham con­
structed approximately three 
miles on his farm. Terraces 
were run by the Soil Conser­
vation Service personnel and 
all terraces empty on grassed 
waterways prepared for that 
purpose. These three miles of 
terraces will protect approx­
imately sixty acres of crop­
land.

Alois Rohmer has completed 
the terrace system on his 
farm north of Muenster by 
constructing about 1,300 feet 
of terraces. A grassed water­
way was sprigged as a terrace 
outlet.

Eddie Schmitt and Ed Knauf 
both constructed 7,500 feet of 
terraces on their farms north­
east of Muenster. These ter­
races will protect approxima­
tely thirty acres of cropland 
an each farm.

Gerald Walterscheid and 
Henry Yosten both constructed 
terraces on farms which they 
rent. Gerald constructed about 
1,900 feet on the Perkins farm 
north of Muenster while Henry 
constructed about 11,000 feet 
on the Kaiser farm east of 
Muenster. Or interest to some 
is that the terraces on tre 
Kaiser farm were constructed 
with a bulldozer.

There is plenty of time left 
to apply for and construct 
terraces before fall planting. 
For those who must prepare 
outlets for terraces before 
construction ,now is the time 
to prepare a seedbed. Let the 
Soil Conservation Service men 
locate the waterway before 
planting.

Joe C. McEIreath recently 
constructed a farm pond on 
the Thorton place at Valley 
Creek. A diversion terrace was 
also constructed to remove 
water from a gullied area and 
to add more water to the pond 
Approximately forty acres of 
brush was also dozed. Cleared

Reeve A. Cooke constructed 
a diversion terrace to remove 
outside water from one of his 
cropland fields. He also con­
structed a farm pond for live­
stock water.

Ira Ward has constructed an 
erosion control dam on his 
farm in the Bulcher com­
munity. This structure will 
catch water and silt from ap­
proximately 1,200 acres and is 
designed to fill up with silt 
over a period of years. A four 
foot corrugated metal pipe 
runs through the dam and has 
a six foot riser. The structure 
was designed by personnel of 
the Soil Conservation Service 
and called for 13000 yards of 
dirt to complete. Cooke Coun­
ty ACP Program will cost- 
share on the construction of 
these multi-purpose structures.
