The fact that last weekend's
peace march on Washington
can be carried out in this coun-
try is a credit to the country,
but every person who partici-
pated in it is a disgrace to
the country.

That is the essence of a re-
mark made Monday by some-
one in the official family who
ranks high enough to be asked
for an opinion. This column
regrets it cannot recall the
name or quote directly, but
it is pleased to pass along the
thought as one that most
Americans will accept with
pride.

Meanwhile the People’s Daily
of Peking was gleefully gloat-
ing over the incident as an
indication of double. signifi-
cance—that the Negro “strug-
gle against police violence” and
the anti-Vietnam war senti-
ment “are influencing each
other and alternatingly com-
ing to the fore, They are grad-
ually merging into one tem-
pestuous tide, pounding more
and more heavily at the re-
actionary regime of the
American monopolists.”

The Chinese communist an-
alysis is interesting in that
it admits the red effort to
exploit racial strife in this
country, and also confirms a
very prevalent suspicion that
the Marxist conspiracy is at
the bottom of much of our
trouble. Unwittingly it tells us
that we could eliminate much
of the racial tension and the
treason by cracking down on
the known communists in-
volved in both movements.
Unfortunately that is next to
impossible so long as our coun-
try continues its leniency to-
ward communism.

This predicament brings up
an interesting problem, per-
haps a wvital problem, con-
cerning our convictions on
human rights and national se-
curity. What is the proper
limit of a person’s right to
do and say as he pleases, and
where does it become proper
to apply restraint in the in-
terest of the public good? We
do not need to be told that
so far the official policy is
very lenient to the individual.
Is it too lenient? That re-
mains to be seen. We hope not,
but we have reason to wonder.

Whatever the answer to that,
we can still be very proud on
principle. The important point
is that America has deep re-
spect for a person’s right to
do and say as he pleases even
when it does not agree with
him. It's the reason for say-
ing that allowing the demon-
stration is a credit to the na-
tion but participating in it was
a disgrace.

We sometimes wonder
whether the same thought
does not occur to the people
of other countries. Even when
the slanted accounts of such
incidents come from the red
propaganda mills they have a
meaning between the lines
which must be obvious to
observant readers. When a
group of people is allowed to
demonstrate against the gov-
ernment anyone should be
able to see that those people
are free. So, even while the
red agents gloat over our
troubles they are unintention-
ally pointing out that this is
still the stronghold of liberty.
Indirectly they are reminding
their own people that such
incidents do not happen among
them because they are not
free, and they can still look
up to America as the country
that respects human dignity
and right.

As regards the wisdom of
our official policy in Viet-
nam, it’s hard to find a better

But if God-
fearing men who believe there
is a difference between right
and wrong are to be excluded
from jury duty in the future,
we have some fearsome jus-
tice in prospect. The mere
matter of impaneling a jury
of “peers” may require a whole
battery of lawyers, to say no-
thing of psychologists, psychi-
atrists and sundry other ex-
perts on what a prospective
juror may have ingrained in
his conscciousness. Otherwise,
who is to say that a juror has
not concealed, even unwitt-
ingly, a sublimated belief in a
Supreme Being? If such a man
can’'t serve on a jury, who
can? What manner of jury
tampering would that be?

If future juries in our Great
Society are to be selected on
these guidelines, eliminating
those who affirm a belief in
a Supreme Being, truly it will
be the accused who will need
to invoke the words, “So Help
Me God!”

“IRRESPECTIVE OF NEED"

As everyone must know,
this nation has gone a long
way toward what is called a
welfare state, But it's a safe
bet that few realize how fast
the trip has been. It's an
equally safe bet — human
memory being short — that
equally few realize how enor
mously the costs have esca-
lated.

The story is told in a publi-
cation of the Morgan Guar-
anty Trust Company of New
York. In 1945 — a mere 20
years ago — federal, state and
local government spending on
welfare activities came to $6
billion. In the fiscal year that
ended in June, 1964 ,it was
$47 billion — almost eight
times as much. And the cur-
rent bill is much higher.

So far as the individual is
concerned, social security tax
collections show what has hap-

‘pened. The maximum payment

in 1949 was $30. Now it is $147.
Next year it will rise to $277.20
and further increases are
scheduled thereafter., And
there is good reason for be-
lieving that the future in-
creases will be greater than
the current schedules — gov-
ernment programs almost al-
ways cost more than the op-
timistic estimates.

The bank’s publication, in
discussing the welfare pro-
grams, says: “... the spectac-
ular growth has been — and
will continue to be — in out-
lays for social insurance plans,
which provide cash support to
designated classes of people
as a matter of right irrespec-

tive of need.”
That phrase — “irrespective
of need” is a vital one.

Take for instance, the new
medicare law. The poor, the
well to do, and the very rich

Jones, District Manager of the
Sherman Social Security
trict Office.

There are many people ill
Cooke County who are eligi-
ble for the new Health Insur-
ance Program, even though
they may not be entitled to
monthly social security bene-
fits, Jones said.

The right time to plant
bulbs is when it is cooler.
Bulbs are not forced into
growth. B e f o r e planting
them you should know how
and where they can perform
best for you—in sun or
moist spot-when they
bloom--how long they will
stay in the bed.

Practically speaking most
of the very showy bulb
plants in our area are an-
nuals. Some will stay a few
vears. Few will get natural-
ized in the true meaning of
the word- If a group of fancy
Narcissi show up for years
and grow only foliage and
a few undersized flowers, it
means they are gonz2 despite
the claims of some who say
they have been staying and
bloomin g for them for
years. Let us accept the
facts. Most o¢f the hybrid
Narcissi, Tulins, ' Anemones,
Irises are good only the
first year after planting,
particularly in formal pliant-
ings, Expect only that much
and you will be happy with
them.

Time To Plant

Now is the time to plant
Anemones, Triteleia uniflora,
Ceilla sibirica, French
(Roman Hyacinths, Iris Re-
ticulata, Ixias, Tritonias and
Freesia hybirds, Anemon-
es De Caen are single and
come in assorted colors, too.
St. Brygid h v brid s are
double, . ‘Triteleia wuniflora
(Milla) naturalizes and is a
low g r o win g plant with
white flowers tinged with
blue. Scilla sibirica "(squill)
are small herbs with narrow
basal leaves with beautiful,,
deep bl u e, wheel-shaped
flowers and are very good
for rock gardens,

French (Romans) Hyac-
inths, white and piuk variet-
ies, ' bl o omas early as
December and are not af-
fected by frost. Blues will
bloom a month or more
later, so do not try to-use
them for design effects.
'They usually stay for many
vears and even multiply.

Cape Bulbs

Cape or South Africian
bulbs all belong to the Iris
family. They are tender and
rabbits find them delicious
to eat. Even if their foliage
gets damaged by frost, they
will open their beautiful
and eye catching flowers in
Mid Spring, so they are very
desirable:

Ixias are the hardiest in
our area and will come
back for many years. Cult-
urally they belong to the
same class as Sparaxis and
Babiana, which are all very
desirable. All varieties of
Ixias on the market are
probably crosses of Ixia
maculata and Ixia columel-
laris, T h e i r flowers are
charming in all stages of
development., At first they
are erect and cup-shaped
and as they grow older they
open into a star. They close
at nights and on dark days.
Tritonia will stay for some
time in the gardens. Since
they start growing early in
the fall, the first hard
freeze will severely damage
their heavy foliage. It is
another small f 1 0o w e r of
bright delicate tones be-
tween red and orange and
usually blooms in May.

Freesia hybrids are
perhaps the most attractive,
eye catching and sweetly
fragrant little bulbs. They
have narrow gladioli like
foliage. The f l o we r s in
shades of pink, rose, purple,
blue and orange are borne
in small clusters at the top
of the tender stem. This
stem bends back almost at
a right angle so that the
tubular flowers stand up
like colorful candles. These
and other Cape bulbs like
Streptantheras, Babianas and
Sovaraxis always create a lot

of interest. Plant them in
your garden. Even if the
hard winter partly - ruins

them, they are inexpensive
and worth trying over and
over again.

A GOOD LESSON

Sen. Carl Curtis notes: “It
has been argued for many
years that poverty and unem-
ployment are the basic causes
of crime.

Former Vice President Nixon
in the current issue of Read-
ers Digest. He says, as many
of us are aware, that peace
demonstrations are sabotaging
our best interests by convey-
ing a false impression of weak-
ness and national disunity,
which encourages the reds to
fight on.

Vietnam is freedom’'s last
line of defense in Asia. It is
freedom’s first line of defense
for us Americans. We can't af-
ford to quit on this job, nor
to do it half way. The only
solution is first to win in battle
so that we can be undisputed
boss at the peace table. The
reds cannot be licked politi-
cally until they are licked
militarily.
