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indicated by German Dairy-

men in their recent tour of this

~country points up a contrast

which should give some of the
nation’s leaders food for ser-
ious thought. While visiting
here one of the group said they
are especially interested in
mechanical means of doing
work because of the serious
shortage of man power over
there. He did not mention any
desire to adopt automation as
a means of cutting production
costs.

That’s where their problem
differs from ours. Over here
automation is a matter of cost
cutting. The aim is to create
machines that will do the
work of human hands thereby
eliminating some of industry’s
high cost of production. It is
a sort of necessary evil enab-
ling American firms to meet
competition, particularly with
foreign manufacturers. The net
result is that automation caus-
es much of our unemployment
whereas it compensates for
much of the foreign shortages
of labor.

This isn’t intended to imply
that America is hurt by auto-
mation. Over all its advantag-
es far outweigh the disadvan-
tages. While displacing some
jobs automation creates other
jobs. Good workers still have
plenty of opportunity, as in-
dicated by long Help Wanted
lists in the classified sections
of big papers. In fact, millions
of men are needed just to
make the machines which are
taking some other workers’
jobs. Everything considered,
we probably have as many
jobs with automation as we
would without it, and the gross
national output undeniably
is much higher.

Judging hastily one might
say that automation has put
millions of American workers
on unemployment rolls. But
further thought suggests a pos-
sibility that constantly increas-
ing wage levels was the cause
behind the cause of the prob-
lem. Workers simply priced
themselves out of the market.
Even now, with the greater ef-
ficiency resulting from auto-
mation, production costs are
still high. American workers
are still pricing themselves
out of the market. That fact
becomes apparent when we
think how many products are
imported, underselling Ameri-
can products despite the cost
of overseas shipment and de-
spite efficiency of our own
manufacturing methods. We'd
have much less unemployment
if our workers would be sat-
isfied with a wage level that
permits our manufacturers to
compete with foreigners — at
items that the
American public buys.

This idea may seem like the
rankest heresy to some peo-
ple. But is it, really? Suppose
wages now were the same as
ten years ago, or twenty years
ago. Suppose also that prices
were at the former levels. A
worker would get fewer dol-
lars, but those dollars would
go farther. His standard of liv-
ing would be no lower than
it is now.

Don’t be misled by the claim
that most of us live better to-
day. The reason for that is not
that we have more money, but
rather that efficiency of pro-
duction makes more products
available to all of us.

Actually, there are sound
reasons for believing that all
of us would be living better
if wages and prices had not
been permitted to spiral up-
ward. For one thing we'd have
more business and more jobs
if we were better able to com-
pete with foreigners. Further-
more we'd have more buying
power if our savings had been
permitted to retain their for-
mer value.

For many years the Ameri-
can working man has been the
victim of a cruel hoax. He's
been given one raise after an-
other, and every raise has been
absorbed by a corresponding
increase in his cost of living.
Meanwhile his savings have
shrunk in value. His bank ac-
count, his insurance policy, his
savings bonds are all worth
less in purchasing power than
before his raises. He lost in
that respect while his ratio of
income and outgo remained
at the same level as before.
Can anyone say that workers
have actually gained by pay
raises”?

And how about people on a
fixed income? They took the

First Reduction
Of Telephone Tax
Starts Next Month

Telephone customers are fin-
ally getting relief from the
“temporary” 10 per cent tax
imposed on telephone bills
during World War 2. Effective
on the next bills to be receiv-
ed that tax rate is reduced to
3 per cent.

The cut, authorized by the
last session of Congress, calls
for the 7 per cent reduction
now and additional reductions
of 1 per cent a year until the
tax is entirely eliminated in
1969,

Actually the reduction is in
effect now on long distance
calls, Alvin Fuhrman, mana-
ger and co-owner of Muenster
Telephone Corp. explained
that the tax applies on the
billing regardless of when the
service is received. Since toll
calls made in December are
billed in January they get the
benefit of the cut. Regular
phone service is different,
however. That charge is billed
in advance, hence the saving
applies to next month's ser-
vice. Calls from pay phones
remain subject to the tax dur-
ing this month. That's because
billing, and payment, is im-
mediate in the pay phones.

All customers except church-
es, schools, hospitals and local
state and federal governments
will find the reductions on
their next bills. The others
have not been subject to the
tax.

And the further fact
that the Supreme Court has
outlawed religion in public
schools, mitigates in favor of
the Amish (a very religious

Thus, and this is the crux
of the whole immoral mess
applying, not only to the
Amish, but to all of us, the
authorities have set them-
selves up in the monstrously
egotistical posture of knowing
what is better for children
than the parents who con-
ceived them and are respon-
sible for their well-being.

The question is not whether
or not the Amish should be

always
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permitted to retain their own
schools. The question is who
is to have the responsibility
for, and control of, the up-
bringing of OUR children .
the parents or the State?
That is the question this
nation, if it is to retain any
semblance of freedom, has got
to face up to and decide.

FALSE WITNESS

One of the disturbing signs
of these times is the readi-
ness of some supposedly intel-
ligent and responsible persons
to accept and publicize, with-
out question, an accused law-
breaker's claim that he was
abused by the police. Take the
case in Jackson, Mississippi,
last June, when several hun-
dred persons were arrested
while picketing the State Leg-
islature, for parading without
permit and refusing to dis-
perse when so ordered. Agents
of the US Justice Department,
“civil rights” attorneys and
representatives of national
news media were on hand dur-
ing arrest and confinement of
the demonstrators. None of
them reported any undue force
used by the police. But then
a 3-man committee from the
National Council of Churches
talked with demonstrator-
prisoners for only two hours
(by their own statements), and
thereafter presented to a group
of US Congressmen their “of-
ficial” report charging the
Jackson police with “Hitlerite”
tactics, including gassing and
beating of prisoners, kicking
pregnant women in the stom-
achs, forcing women to un-
dress in front of policemen,
denial of food and medical
treatment, and other such at-
rocities.

“police state” situation in the
South which it seemed to re-
present — all without check-
ing or waiting for proper
authorities to check the wvali-
dity of those charges against
the Jackson police. Meanwhile,
the Mayor of Jackson and
Mississippi State officials were
demanding a Federal investi-
gation to clear up the matter.

That investigation was com-
pleted many weeks ago, and
not one single charge against
the Jackson police has been

. | group’s

filed by the Justice Depart-
ment. But we haven’'t seen any
banner headlines announcing
their exoneration of the NCC
acccusations. We've
heard no apologies or correct-
ions from any of the commen-
tators or Congressmen who
propagated those false stories
across the nation. Nor have we
seen any sign that those “cler-
gymen” who made up the
NCC committee have done
anything to atone for bearing
false witness against the po-
licemen of that Southern city.

There is a warning note in
all this for every community
in the land. While the South-
ern states and communities
have been the main targets
so far, false charges of police
brutality are now being made
in other areas, too. The FBI
has investigated 1787 such al-
legations this year. Only 13
were found to warrent indict-
ments. It is understandable
that an accused lawbreaker
might in turn accuse the po-
ilce of mistreating him. But
when clergymen, newsmen
and public officials promote
charges of police brutality
without first making sure of
the facts, there is reason for
the rest of us to question
either their intelligence or
their motives.

STOCKPILES
FOR CONTROLS?

President Johnson has de-
monstrated who's boss over the
aluminum and copper indus-
tries.

When officials of aluminum
companies announced plans to
increase prices, after they had
been bulldozed into signing
new union contracts, the big
man in Washington announced
he would start unloading the
federal government’s reserve
stockpile of the metal. When
copper followed suit, he made
the same threat.

The two industries thus had
no chance to test whether the
market would stand for a
price increase, but were
forced to back down in the
face of the dumping threat by
the Pedernales politician. The
business representatives . thus
have first hand demonstrations
of the famed arm-twisting by
Mr. Johnson which brought
congressmen around in the re-
cent session.

Mr. Johnson's performance
should have showed the busi-
nesmen that all of them face
the same threat. There have
been quite a few people who
have jumping on the side of
the man from Texas on the
ground that he really was in
favor of free enterprise.

But, when the chips were
down, the White House pres-
sured industry to grant wage
increases higher than the
“guidelines” which had been
laid down; then the pressure
was applied tn keep industry
from increasing prices in order
to make up for the higher
wages paid.

Actually, the threat to sell
the reserve stockpiles raises
a couple of questions:

1. If the government needs
the reserve stockpile, why
should it be selling it?

2. If the government does
not need the stockpile, why
does it have it? -

And a third question comes
up: Is the stockpile on hand
only to keep the manufacturers
in line so they can be con-
trolled?

It certainly demonstrates
that the government should
not be in the stockpiling busi-
ness, either in so-called strat-
egic metals, or food and fiber.

A case might be made for
having a stock of items which
might be required as part of
the national defense. But it
should not be so great that
the government can use it as
a means of regulating prices.
That is the use that appears
to be made of the reserves.
—Santa Ana, Calif., Register

DISQUALIFY THE POOR

One of the big issues these
days is whether or not “poor”
people should have a part in
setting policy in the “war on
poverty”, or if they should
be given jobs at the neighbor-
hood level” carrying out orders
of Washington bureaucrats or
local politicians. This, we
agree ,is a tough problem.
Somehow, 1t just doesn’t seem
right to set some poverty-
stricken fellow down as a
member of the planning board
alongside a bureaucrat who is
drawing $18,000 to $30,000 a
year — unless you pay him
something. Yet, if you pay him
even a fraction of the salary of
his bureaucrat fellow board
members, suddenly he “ain’t
poor no more” and, theoreti-
cally, is disqualified.

If the poor fellow sits with
the board at little or no pay,
and doesn't get to say any-
thing, or if the others pay his
comments no mind, then soon-
er or later it will dawn on
him and the impoverished
citizens he supposedly repre-
sents that he’s there just for
show. On the other hand, if
he makes suggestions which
are adopted by the highpriced
officials, then the question
will eventually arise to why
he shouldn’'t be in charge.

Similar problems are cer-
tain if a few improvished in-
dividuals are given anti-pov-
erty jobs at the neighborhood
level. From the moment they
receive their first paycheck,
those fellows will no longer
be in the poverty class and
other down-and-outers not
lucky enqugh to get on the
anti-poverty payroll will be
aware of the fact. Anyone who
thinks this will inspire im-

Don’t feel badly if you think that California’s coast redwoods
are the oldeat largest, scarcest or slowest-growing trees, for
though you're wrong, you have plenty of company.

Common mxsconceptlons about Sequuia sempervirens get the
axe in a new booklet, “Questions and Answers About the Red-
woods”, issued by the redwood timber products industry. Copies
are available without charge from California Redwood Associa-
tion, 617 Montgomery St., San Francisco 94111.

The 20-page illustrated publication is based on questions
directed to the industry by students, lumber dealers, teachers
and conservationists from across the nation. Most of the queries
show a general lack of knowledge about the tree and its future.

The redwood found growing from the southwestern tip of
Oregon 450 miles down the coast to San Luis Obispo County is
a youngster compared with other California species, the publica-
tion claims. At 2,200 years, the oldest known specimen of coast
redwood is outranked by bristlecone pine at 4,600 years, the
3,200-year-old Sierra redwood and western juniper, aged 3,000.

While the tallest living thing is a. 367-foot coast redwood
growing on a tree farm near Orick, Humboldt County, the
nation’s Jargest trees in bulk are of the Sequoia gigantea species,
found on the western slopes of California’s Sierra Nevada.
More than 98 per cent of the Sierra trees are preserved in gov-
ernment parks and forests.

Is redwood a slow-growing tree? Far from it, answers the

Serious Injuries
Can Be Avoided by
Lifting Properly

You give a lift to lots of
things every day — brief cases,
suit - cases, boxes, shopping
bags, books.

Before that too-heavy bun-
dle lifts you off your feet and
puts you flat on your back,
be sure that you can handle it.
A new leaflet from the
American Medical Association
lists some basic rules that ap-
ply to lifting all objects —
Stand close to the object,
feet flat on the floor, about
12 inches apart.

Keeping the spine straight,
bend the knees and grasp the
object.

Lift by straightening your
legs Do not pull upward with
your arms and back.

Face the direction in which
you plan to carry the ob-
ject. Its weight will pull you
in the right direction.

To get off the ground with
a brief case or a suitcase that
is chock-full and heavy —

Stand beside the suitcase,

move the upper body slightly
forward and bend the knees.

Straighten the knees and lift
the suitcase gradually.

Shift the weight slightly to
the side opposite your suit-
case. Keep weight centered
over your feet — don't bend
at the waist. Raising your
free arm will help to keep
your spine erect.

As you walk, keep the case
close to you and maintain
body alignment. Don't slide
your hips to the side.

Two suitcases are better
than one, because equally bal-
anced burdens put less strain
on your spine.

Lifting a box from the closet
shelf can tip you off your tip-
toes. To maintain your bal-
ance, place one foot forward.
Reach for the box with your
weight on the forward foot; as
the box comes forward, grad-
uvally shift the weight to the
back foot. Keeping your back
straight and in line with your
hips prevents a backward fall
or a sprain from arching.

Lifting requires 32 times the
energy of pushing. Relax and
push if possible. Keep your
spine straigth and your hips
low. Push the object from its
center weight.

New Industry
Created in U.S. by
Christmas Cards

A new industry was born
when the first regularly pub-
lished American Christmas
cards were introduced in 1875
by Louis Prang, the grand-
father of all American greet-
ing cards.

Thirty-two years earlier,
John Calcott Horsley, R. A.,
painter and illustrator de-
signed the first known Christ-
mas cards for his friend Sir
Henry Cole, the inaugurator
and first director of the Vic-
toria and Albert Museum in
London, England.

While no authenticated
“first” American Christmas
card has been discovered, some
historians believe that R. H.
Peace, a lithographer of
Albany, New York may have
pioneered the first American
Yuletide greeting which he
lithographed about 1854. The

card included a “commercial”
by extending a “Merry Christ-
mas and a Happy New Year”
from “Peace’'s Great Variety
Store — in The Temple of
Fancy.”

Prang, a skilled printer from
Germany, arrived in Boston in
1850 and opened a small litho-
graphing shop where he spe-
cialized in delicately - tinted
flower prints.

By 1870, he -was well estab-
lished in Roxbury, Mass.,
where his reproductions of oil
paintings were so finely exe-
cuted that he enjoyed a size-
able business in England in
competition with leading pub-
lishers there.

A woman employee in his
London office suggested that
he print “Merry Christmas”
on some of his floral prints. By
1874, he had developed a good
British Christmas card trade,
and hence felt encouraged to
offer his cards to the Ameri-
can public in 1875.

How much space is needed
for a car to stop? A lot more
than you might think, accord-
ing to the Texas Safety As-
sociation.

A dime — or even a dollar
is not quite enough ,even un-
der the best conditions.

Stopping distance is the sum
of reaction and braking dis-
tances, and these depend on
several variables.

Reaction distance is how far
you go while you make a de-
cision and get your foot to
the brake. It varies with speed.

Reaction time for most dri-
vers is about three-quarters
of a second. In that time a ve-
hicle moving at 20 miles an
hour travels 22 feet; at 50 miles
an hour it goes 55 feet. At
a given speed, the distance is
the same regardless of the
type of vehicle, condition of
roadway or state of weather.

Braking distance is how far
you go once the brakes are
applied. This varies with speed
and type of vehicle, as well
as with condition of road,
brakes and so on.

The National Safety Coun-
cil reports that for a passenger
car on level, dry pavement,
braking distance at 20 miles
an hour averages 25 feet, while
at 50 miles an hour it is 188

feet. This means that the car’s
total stopping distance at 20
miles an hour is 47 feet, and
at 50, it is 243 feet.

The stopping distances are
greater for trucks and vary
with their size. At 20 miles an
hour a light two-axle truck
needs about 52 feet, while a
heavy three-axle truck or com-
bination needs 72 feet.

These stopping distances are
averages. Precise stopping dis-
tances cannot be determined
because of such obvious vari-
ables as roadway and brake
conditions, and less obvious
ones, such as the weight and
physical strength of the driver
applying pressure to the brake
pedal

More important than the
braking distance is preception
time. This can be zero, as
when a driver is watching the
tail lights of the car ahead
when the brake lights go on.
It can be several seconds if
the driver is watching some-
thing to one side and does
not see at once a situation in
the roadway which requires
him to stop.

Knowing that reaction dis-
tance at 30 miles an hour is 33
feet does not mean that that
is a safe distance to keep from
the car in front, the Associa-
tion warns.

Don’'t depend on reaction
time to get you out of trouble.
You can’t see every emergency
as soon as it arises. Drive in
such a way that you don’t need
your reaction time and brak-
ing distance to avoid an acci-
dent.

Then, when you do need
them, they’ll still be there,

Farm Income Low?
Check on Optional
Reporting Method

Farmers whose net income
drops to less than $1200 in
1965 should give consideration
to using the “optional method”
for reporting their farm self-
employment income, Gus
Jones ,Social Security District
Manager in Sherman, said to-
day.

Generally, the higher the
earnings a person reports, the
higher his social security
monthly payments will be,
Jones continued. Using this
optional method, available
only to farmers, may even
mean maintaining your eligi-
bility for all types of social
security payments.

If your gross farm income
is between $600 and $1800 for
1965, you may report two-
thirds of that gross as your
self-employment income. If
gross income exceeds $1800,
you may report $1200 under
this provision, so long as your
actual net income is less than
$1200, you can only report
your actual net.

The 1965 amendments to the
social security law have
changed this somewhat. For
taxable years beginning after
December 31, 1965, the maxi-
mum income that may be used
with this optional method has
been raised from $1800 to
$2400. Maximum reportable
net earnings from self-employ -
ment under the optional meth-
od then can be as much as
$1600.

Further details, with exam-
ples covering situations likely
to be encountered, are includ-
ed in the Farmers Tax Guide,
obtainable from the Internal
Revenue Service.
