
W hy is C astro perm itting
the big scale exodus from 
Cuba? From  w hat w e have 
learned about him  in recent 
years w e can feel reasonably 
certain  he is w orking on a 
gim mick th a t serves no-one’s 
purpose bu t his own. And you 
can be even m ore sure tha t 
h e ’s not doing it out of the 
kindness of his heart. The 
stinker doesn’t  have a heart.

A clue is found from  the 
type of people allowed to 
come over — the old, the  sick, 
the very young, the  unem ­
ployable. In  general, the  un ­
productive whom  the Cuban 
governm ent cannot afford to 
to  feed out if its dw indling 
food supplies. I t ’s a m atte r of 
survival. There isn’t enough 
food to go around so the 
bearded one decides to  get 
rid  of some boarders.

In that, perhaps, we have 
a sign th a t Castro isn ’t all 
bad after all. O ther commies 
have used o ther w ays to  get 
rid  of unw anted  people. Or 
is his m otive ra th e r to  do 
th is only as th e  expedient 
course to  save his own skin 
a t some fu tu re  date? Mass 
ex term ination  cannot be kept 
a secret. W hen his bubble 
eventually  busts he’ll be be tte r 
off w ithout the  blood on his 
hands.

A nother m otive should not
be overlooked. Castro could 
be in filtrating  spies and sab­
oteurs w ith  the  evacuees, 
people assigned to snoop on 
liberation m ovem ents a n d  
keep H avana posted. W ithout 
doubt our country  is ex tra  
suspicious about tha t and is 
ex tra  careful about looking 
over any im m igrants who ap ­
pear too useful to be included 
in  the hum an discards.

Regardless of treacherous 
possibilities, however, w e still 
have abundant reason to cheer 
our country’s policy in this 
affair. It is our best oppor­
tun ity  so far to help the u n ­
fortunates who suffered under 
red  tyranny. At last they 
are safe from hunger and fear, 
And, knowing how the flimsy 
em pire of their to rm entors is 
going to pieces, they can even 
begin hoping for eventual r e ­
union w ith some of th e ir fam ­
ilies and possessions.

They know as we do tha t 
Castro is only delaying the 
inevitable, not avoiding it. 
As of now he m ay have enough 
food for the able bodied 
youngsters he is keeping. But 
the m ethod is still communist. 
It doesn’t w ork in Cuba any 
m ore than  in  Russia and 
China. Castro still has plenty 
of economic headaches ahead, 
and he m ay find th a t o ther 
troubles w ill be harder to 
m anage when disillusionm ent 
spreads among the  elem ent he 
is keeping. Could be th is is 
a beginning of the end of 
communism in Cuba?

A good suggestion on this 
subject is th a t we convert 
some foreign aid appropria­
tions to the care of these re fu ­
gees from Cuba — for instance 
w heat shipm ents to Russia and 
handouts to Sukarno and 
Nasser and Tito. No doubt 
such a decision w ill come 
easily if w e w ill listen a tten ­
tively to the stories of cruelty  
and treachery  w hich ought to 
be p lentifu l from  those w ho 
endured the com m unism  of 
Cuba. T here’s even a b it of 
poetic justice in  th inking w e 
w ould give such help to  peo­
ple who stood w ith  us against 
the reds in  pro Castro times.

Regardless of C astro’s m o­
tives, or developm ents yet to 
come, we Am ericans can be 
proud of our country’s a tti­
tude tow ard our Cuban guests. 
They need help and we are 
helping them. W e’re living up 
to a fine national tradition .

Light Vote Here 
Rejects All But 
One Amendment

M uenster voters w ere in a 
contrary  mood for Tuesday’s 
election on ten  proposed 
am endm ents to  the state con ­
stitution. They voted down 
every proposition but the 
second and, they  approved it 
by th e  slim m ajority  of 54- 
46.

They also got fairly close 
on N um ber 3, rejecting it 
55-47. All others w ere defeated
decisively.

In relation to the statewide 
trend Muenster voters went 
wrong on six out of their ten 
chances. They went for N i. 2, 
the veterans' land fund, and 
it lost state wide.

Proposals turned down here 
and adopted statewide are No 
1 on financing college build­
ings. No. 3 on aid to needy, 
No 5 on teacher retirement 
funds.

im plications of this creed, p ri­
m arily  because those who seek 
im m ediate and tem porary so ­
lutions have obscured the 
fu tu re by a smokescreen of 
slogans and high - sounding 
cliches. No m atter w ha t the 
goal, the fact rem ains th a t 
a peaceful, healthy, orderly 
society cannot exist, now or 
ever, if each individual may 
determ ine which laws he is 
going to obey and w hich he 
is not.

The basic question is re ­
spect for law and due process 
and w hether dispassionate ju s­
tice is to be rendered.

To my mind, there  are two 
frightening aspects to civil 
disobediance. O n e ,  sowing 
contem pt for law and order 
and prom oting pride in law ­
breaking am ong the N ation’s 
youth can only result in an 
acceleration of our serious 
crim e problem. In some q u a r­
ters, it already appears that 
the social stigm a form erly 
attached to law breakers is be­
ing replaced by sym pathy for 
their actions and an irra tional 
hostility to  law  enforcement.

Secondly, w here is the line 
to be draw n against the snow­
ball effect of civil disobedi­
ence? W illfully disobeying 
m isdem eanor statu tes today 
and com m itting felonies to ­
m orrow  is a logical regression 
from governm ent of law to 
an anarchic society.

T here is no question but 
tha t the righ t of dissent and 
the righ t to petition  for re ­
dress of grievances are abso­
lutely essential to the security 
of a free people. But the very 
life of liberty  requires that 
these rights be asserted in  a 
law ful m anner. Civil d isobed­
ience and the unwillingness 
of m any to  resolve their d if­
ferences by established legal 
m eans will surely lead to the 
destruction of the institutions 
which protect then- freedoms.

It is folly to hold th a t a 
utopia of individual rights 
w ill rise from the destruction 
of respect for law.

THEY LOVE 
FREEDOM MORE

‘Running from aggression is 
not the way to peace . . .  To 
w ithdraw  from  one b a ttle ­
field m eans only to prepare 
for the next . . . ” This was the 
essence of a report delivered 
to  P resident Johnson Septem ­
ber 30 by Jam es Skidm ore, Jr., 
president of the U.S. Jaycees, 
as a form al expression of Jay ­
cee support for a firm  stand 
against Com munist aggression 
in Viet Nam.

P rio r to delivery of this r e ­
port an overwhelm ing m ajor­
ity of the  260,000 Jaycees in 
this country had actually  en­
dorsed it through a re feren ­
dum  vote. Each m em ber had 
the opportunity  to vote for: 
1) a “stay-tough” policy, 2) 
against such a policy, or 3) 
no opinion. By a ratio  of 12-1 
the 5700 chapter un its in  com­
m unities throughout the 50 
states voted to “stay tough.”

It m ay be m ere coincidence, 
bu t w e th ink  it significant in 
any case tha t 92% of the J a y ­
cees (as close as you can get 
to a 12-1 ratio  w ithout split­
ting a point) are them selves 
eligible for m ilitary  service, 
either by d raft or reserve call, 
in case our m ilitary com m it­
m ent in Viet Nam or else­
w here expands to a point 
w here they are needed. M ore­
over, some 72% of the Jay ­
cees are service veterans as 
of. now, including no doubt 
a considerable num ber w ith 
actual com bat experience. All 
of which seems to show quite 
conclusively that, w ith men 
who know the  dangers best 
it’s “stay tough” 12-1.

We find it very interesting 
th a t support for firm ness 
against Communist aggression 
in fa r off places so often comes 
from young men who m ight 
them selves have to risk their 
lives in combat. In m arked 
contrast, it seems to us that 
most of those who bleat and 
picket for U.S. w ithdraw al 
from Viet Nam are either in 
eligible for m ilitary service or

CHINESE “ARMY"
IN CALIFORNIA

From  its d istan t bastion is ­
land, Formosa, the  Republic 
of China is sending a small 
“arm y” to help defend the 
S tate of C alifornia from  des­
tructive elem ents which are 
attacking w ith in  its borders. 
This friendly Chinese force is 
not sm all in num ber or im por­
tance bu t only in the physical 
size if its troops. It is an army 
of parasitic w asps and ca r­
nivorous, lady-bird beetles. 
They are being brought into 
California to com bat aphids 
which are attacking fru it and 
vegetable crops.

Aphids, commonly known as 
plant lice, destroy fru its and 
vegetables not only by eating 
leaves of the plants, but also 
by spreading p lant disease. The 
wasps which are being sent 
from Form osa destroy aphids 
by destroying eggs inside them, 
after which the young wasps 
devour the apids from within, 
em erging to deposit eggs in 
more apids. Each wasp dies its 
own natu ral death afte r d e ­
posting about 50 eggs. The 
lady - b ird  beetles destroy a • 
phids sim ply by eating them, 
some 400 apids being required  
to feed one beetle during its 
short life span. The particu ­
lar species of wasp and beetle 
in this friendly insect arm y 
were selected after much ex­
perim entation by Chinese en­
tomologists w orking under 
contract w ith  the U.S. D epart­
m ent of A griculture.

Perhaps this atones, in some 
measure, for the dam age done 
to U.S. fru it and vegetable 
growing of late by erroneous 
policies of the USD A forbid- 
ing use of foreign labor in 
harvesting such crops. In  any 
case, w e’re  pleased to com ­
m end th a t departm ent for its 
good judgm ent in recruiting  
the Republic of China forces. 
W hat a p ity  th a t our D ep art­
m ent of S ta te  does not show 
sim ilar good judgm ent, and 
atone for some of its past e r­
rors. by accepting the offer 
of th a t sam e friendly  nation 
to help us deal w ith  another 
kind of destructive “insect” 
which plagues our m en in  Viet 
Nam.

BLACK SCANDAL
O rdinarily , we w ould not 

th ink of com m enting in these 
colum ns on a m ayoralty  race 
in the  nation’s largest city, 
New York. The pow er strug­
gle of big-city political m a­
chines is too involved, and 
too m ucky underfoot fo r us. 
But, because there is an  im­
pending election to choose a 
new m ayor for the  city of 
New York, one of the most 
sickening scandals in recent 
history is being suppressed, 
and th a t scandal involves this 
com m unity’s taxpayers quite 
as m uch as New York City. 
As fa r as w e’re concerned, it 
w on’t w a it for discussion u n ­
til the politicians in  New York 
and W ashington are ready.

The fact is th a t W ashington 
has spaw ned th is  disgrace 
through one of its m onstrous 
poverty program s in New 
York C ity’s H arlem  known as 
HARYOU-ACT. Last week, 
Livingston W ingate, executive 
director of tha t organization, 
told the press th a t an arm ed 
group of Negro youths in the 
area is “prepared  to  d ie” in a 
struggle against w hite people. 
“The kids are arm ed and ready 
to move,” he said, insisting 
th a t only his anti-poverty pro­
gram  was stopping them . But, 
w hat the  executive director 
did not te ll the press is that 
New York City Police have 
identified m ore than  three 
hundred of these arm ed Ne­
gro youths as being “em ­
ployed” by HARYOU-ACT. 
These th ree  hundred known 
recipients of w eekly p a y  
checks from governm ent funds 
have been tra ined  in the fine 
arts of rioting, dem onstrating, 
looting, sabotage, assassina­
tion — and arm ed — by Cu­
ban and Chinese Com munist 
agitators. To head off a Los 
Angeles-type riot in New 
York, W ashington has been 
paying blackm ail money, week­
ly, to  identified goons. Decent 
Negro voters in New York 
City are appealed. Police o f­
ficials are desperate.

Any properly constituted 
Congressional Com m ittee has 
only to ask for New York 
City Police D epartm ent files. 
And ask, it should. Even one 
additional day of paying t r i ­
bu te to goons out of the pub­
lic treasu ry  is one day too long.

L isten to Mr. W ingate’s 
parting  rem arks to the  press: 
“Believe me, my com m unity 
is loaded w ith  dynam ite, now. 
These kids don’t give a dam n 
. . .  I ’ve talked  to  police. 
T hey’re  scared, they know the 
facts. If I te ll you too much, 
I ’ll be the late W ingate.”

New York City has, by rep 
utation, the  finest city  police 
departm ent in the world. That 
departm ent ought not to  be 
subverted by political b lack­
m ail money paid out of the 
US Treasury.
