W hen Dr. Bohan F. Hejduk
was absent from  M uenster 
M em orial Hospital on the 
m orning of Decem ber 1, 1965, 
none of his M uenster friends 
realized th a t there  was a 
special reason. None of them  
knew  th a t a great and g ra t­
ifying day had arrived for him 
and tw enty  five o ther foreign 
born  persons gathered in the 
Federal Building in Sherm an. 
They w ere receiving na tu ra li­
zation papers as citizens of 
th e  U nited States.

Nor did his friends learn 
about the  event in  the th ree 
m onths th a t followed. Ac­
custom ed as he is afte r forty 
years of taking im portant ex ­
periences in stride, Dr. Hejduk 
m ade no m ention of his new 
status as he carried  on his 
w ork  a t the M uenster Hospi­
tal. There was a m ention of 
th e  new citizens in a Sherm an 
new spaper on Decem ber 2 w ith 
special m ention of Dr. Hejduk 
and his very unusual career,

• bu t the item  was not seen 
here.

So, it was a big surprise to
M uenster when last Saturday’s 
Gainesville R egister carried an 
artic le on the good doctor’s 
naturalization, a p p a r e n t l y  
based on tha t in  the Sherm an 
paper.

It reviews briefly  his life 
as a patrio t during the war, 
serving pilots of his native 
Czechoslovakia in  exile in 
France and England, also his 
re tu rn  to his hom eland after 
the  w ar and la te r his escape 
afte r com m unism  took over 
there. R elated to  those exper­
iences was the loss of all his 
personal possessions on three 
separate occasions. The first 
was w hen H itler took over 
th e  country and he escaped to 
exile in France w ith  the 
Czech freedom  fighters as 
head of th e ir medical staff. 
His next loss folowed his re ­
tu rn  home after the  w ar when 
com m unists confiscated h  i s 
bank  account. And finally, he 
was em pty handed as he es­
caped from communism.

A fter th a t Dr. Hejduk be­
cam e chief surgeon of the In ­
ternational Relief Organization 
hospital near Munich, later 
moved to England then  trans­
ferred  as chief surgeon to the 
B ritish hospital a t Addis 
Ababa, w here his surgical p a ­
tien ts included m em bers of the 
im perial family of Ethiopia. In 
England he applied for im ­
m igration to United States but 
his request got little  attention 
un til he received help from 
an Am erican officer who had 
served w ith him  in England 
and France during the w ar.

Those are the principal ex ­
periences touched in the  a r­
ticle on his naturalization. But 
they hardly begin to tell his 
story. They are only a few 
high spots in a crowded and 
colorful career, a thrilling 
story of personal achievement.

It began when he received 
his degree in m edicine a t the 
U niversity of Brno, Czechoslo­
vakia, in 1924. A fter five years 
of residency there he was cer­
tified as a specialist in surgery 
and became assistant profes­
sor of surgery at the un iver­
sity. He continued in tha t as­
signm ent until 1940 w hen he 
was assigned by the surgeon 
general of the Czech arm y as 
chief surgeon for the Czech 
freedom  fighters in France. 
W hen France was occupied by 
the Nazis he moved w ith the 
fighters to England. Later 
he w as transferred  to the su r­
gical clinic of the Scottish 
U niversity in Edinburgh.

W hile in th a t position he 
was sent to the convention of 
A m erican M ilitary Surgeons in 
Philadelphia, and was elected 
an honorary m em ber of the 
Association. While in this 
country on th a t trip  he spent 
th ree  w eeks consulting w ith 
the  staff of W alter Reid Army 
H ospital in W ashington D.C.

From  the spring of 1944 
u n til the  end of the  w ar he 
was on the staff of the US 
Arm y 55th G eneral Hospital 
in  England and  France as a 
surgeon.

A fter the war. in 1946, Dr.
H ejduk re tu rned  to his hom e­
land and became professor of 
surgery at M asaryk University 
M edical School. Two years 
la ter com m unism  took over 
and he endured its hardships 
and persecution until his op­
portun ity  to escape in 1950.

Back in the freedom  of the 
A m erican zone of W est G er­
m any he becam e chief su r­
geon of the TB Sanitarium  at 
Gauting, near Munich, the 
largest TB hospital of G er­
many. He continued there u n ­
til 1953 w hen he re turned  to 
England as chief resident su r­
geon at Willesden, a large gen­
era l hospital in  London. He 
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Texans Have Two

poll list at no charge.

As a convenience to M uen­
ster people. Tax Assessor-Col­
lector Jo  Hillis has arranged 
for registration at M uenster 
S tate Bank. She also reminds 
persons who have paid their 
poll tax  and those who were 
entitled  to over-age poll tax 
exem ptions th a t they do not 
need to register.

So reads the “em ergency” 
provision in the new voter 
reg istra tion  act just passed by 
the Legislature and signed in ­
to law  by Gov. John  Connally.

H ereafter, free registration 
will take place from October 
through Jan u a ry  each year.

Estim ates of the num ber of 
Texans who w ill take advan­
tage of the free righ t to vote 
vary w idely — from  50,000 to 
1,000,000. Any figure approach­
ing the la tte r could m ake a 
substantial difference in the 
outcome of m any local and 
some statew ide elections. In ­
dications a re  th a t the num ber 
of new voters will be nowhere 
near th a t high, however.

All who paid poll taxes by 
January  31 w ill be entitled to 
vote as usual, w ithout re-reg­
istering.

Co-op Convention 
Favors Ending of 
2% Interest Rate

The tw o p e r cent interest 
ra te  charged by R ural Electri­
fication Adm inistration, a na­
tion w ide bone of contention 
for m any years, apparently  is 
on its w ay out.

F irst step tow ard its rem oval 
w as taken  last w eek at the 
national convention of R ural 
Electric C ooperative Associa­
tions in Las Vegas, Nevada.

Delegates to the convention 
overw helm ingly adopted a re ­
solution asking Congress to 
am end the  R ural E lectrifica­
tion Act to provide for 2 %  
governm ent loans only to those 
r u r a l  electric cooperatives 
which cannot operate o th er­
wise, and to  provide for sup­
plem ental financing from the 
private m oney m arket at m ar­
ket in terest rates for those 
ru ra l electric cooperatives w ith  
the financial ability  to pay the 
going cost of money.

Principal speakers at the 
convention w ere Dean Rusk 
explaining th e  nation’s posi­
tion in V ietnam , also Senator 
Harris of Oklahom a and Sena­
tor Bible of Nevada. Total a t­
tendance was 8947.

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W hen Dr. Bohan F. Hejduk
was absent from  M uenster 
M em orial Hospital on the 
m orning of Decem ber 1, 1965, 
none of his M uenster friends 
realized th a t th ere  was a 
special reason. None of them  
knew  th a t a g reat and g ra t­
ifying day had arrived for him  
and tw en ty  five o ther foreign 
born persons gathered in the 
Federal Building in Sherm an. 
They w ere receiving na tu ra li­
zation papers as citizens of 
th e  U nited  States.

Nor did his friends learn 
about the  event in the th ree 
m onths th a t followed. Ac­
custom ed as he is a fte r forty 
years of tak ing  im portan t ex­
periences in stride, Dr. Hejduk 
m ade no m ention of his new 
status as he carried  on his 
w ork  a t the  M uenster Hospi­
tal. T here w as a m ention of 
th e  new citizens in a Sherm an 
new spaper on Decem ber 2 w ith  
special m ention of Dr. Hejduk 
and  his very unusual career,

• b u t the  item  w as not seen 
here.

So, it was a big surprise to
M uenster w hen last S atu rday ’s 
G ainesville R egister carried  an 
artic le on the  good doctor’s 
naturalization, a p p a r e n t l y  
based on th a t in  the Sherm an 
paper.

It reviews briefly  his life 
as a patrio t during  the war, 
serving pilots of his native 
Czechoslovakia in  exile in 
F rance and England, also his 
re tu rn  to  his hom eland after 
th e  w ar and la te r  his escape 
a fte r com m unism  took over 
there. R elated to those exper­
iences w as th e  loss of all his 
personal possessions on three 
separate  occasions. The first 
was w hen  H itle r took over 
th e  country  and he escaped to 
exile in  France w ith  the 
Czech freedom  fighters as 
head of th e ir  m edical staff. 
His nex t loss folowed his re ­
tu rn  hom e after the  w ar when 
com m unists confiscated h  i s 
bank account. And finally, he 
w as em pty handed as he es­
caped from  communism.

A fter th a t Dr. H ejduk be­
cam e chief surgeon of the  In ­
terna tional Relief Organization 
hospital near Munich, la ter 
m oved to England th en  tran s­
ferred  as chief surgeon to the 
B ritish  hospital a t Addis 
Ababa, w here  his surgical p a ­
tien ts included m em bers of the 
im perial fam ily of Ethiopia. In 
England he applied for im ­
m igration to United S tates but 
his request got little  attention 
un til he received help from 
an Am erican officer who had 
served w ith  him  in England 
and F rance during  th e  w ar.

Those are the principal ex ­
periences touched in the a r­
ticle on his naturalization. But 
they  hard ly  begin to  tell his 
story. They are only a few 
high spots in a crowded and 
colorful career, a thrilling 
story of personal achievem ent.

I t began w hen he received 
his degree in m edicine a t the 
U niversity of Brno, Czechoslo­
vakia, in  1924. A fter five years 
of residency there  he was cer­
tified as a specialist in surgery 
and becam e assistant profes­
sor of surgery at the  un iver­
sity. He continued in tha t as­
signm ent un til 1940 w hen he 
w as assigned by the  surgeon 
general of the  Czech arm y as 
chief surgeon for the  Czech 
freedom  fighters in France. 
W hen France was occupied by 
the  Nazis he m oved w ith  the 
fighters to  England. Later 
he w as transferred  to  the su r­
gical clinic of the  Scottish 
U niversity  in  Edinburgh.

W hile in th a t position he 
was sen t to the  convention of 
A m erican M ilitary Surgeons in 
Philadelphia, and was elected 
an honorary  m em ber of the 
Association. W hile in this 
country  on th a t trip  he spent 
th ree  w eeks consulting w ith 
the staff of W alter Reid Army 
Hospital in W ashington D.C.

From  the spring of 1944 
un til the  end of the  w ar he 
was on the staff of the US 
A rm y 55th G eneral Hospital 
in  England and France as a 
surgeon.

A fter the war, in 1946, Dr.
H ejduk re tu rned  to his hom e­
land and becam e professor of 
surgery  at M asaryk U niversity 
M edical School. Two years 
la ter com m unism  took over 
and he endured its hardships 
and persecution un til his op­
portun ity  to escape in 1950.

Back in the  freedom  of the 
A m erican zone of W est G er­
m any he becam e chief su r­
geon of the TB S anitarium  at 
Gauting, near Munich, the 
largest TB hospital of G er­
many. He continued there  u n ­
til 1953 w hen he re tu rned  to 
England as chief resident su r­
geon at W illesden, a large gen­
eral hospital in London. He

For Free Voting

Texans who failed to pay 
th e ir poll tax  have another 
chance to reg ister for a vote 
in the 1966 elections. This 
tim e it’s “fer free!”

R egistration period extends 
from  M arch 3 through March 
17. Any citizen eligible to  vote 
can sign up w ith his county 
tax  assessor-collector and his 
nam e w ill be placed on the 
poll list a t no charge.

As a convenience to M uen­
ster people. Tax Assessor-Col­
lector Jo  Hillis has arranged 
for registration at M uenster 
S tate Bank. She also rem inds 
persons who have paid their 
poll tax and those who were 
en titled  to over-age poll tax 
exem ptions tha t they  do not 
need to register.

So reads the  “em ergency” 
provision in the  new  voter 
reg istra tion  act just passed by 
the Legislature and signed in ­
to  law  by Gov. Jo h n  Connally.

H ereafter, free registration 
w ill take place from  October 
through Jan u a ry  each year.

Estim ates of th e  num ber of 
Texans who w ill take advan­
tage of the free righ t to vote 
vary  w idely — from  50,000 to 
1,000,000. Any figure approach­
ing the  la tte r  could m ake a 
substan tial difference in  the 
outcome of m any local and 
some statew ide elections. In ­
dications are th a t the num ber 
of new voters will be now here 
near th a t high, however.

All who paid poll taxes by 
Jan u ary  31 w ill be en titled  to 
vote as usual, w ithou t re -reg­
istering.

Co-op Convention 
Favors Ending of 
2% Interest Rate

The tw o per cent in terest 
ra te  charged by R ural E lectri­
fication A dm inistration, a n a ­
tion w ide bone of contention 
for m any years, apparently  is 
on its w ay out.

the financial ability  to pay the 
going cost of money.

The judge, as do so m any 
m any others, w anted changes 
made in the w elfare programs.

“Last week,” his le tte r be­
gan, “I had occasion to  sen­
tence a defendant . . .  a looter 
from  the W atts riots. (He) is 
a 26-year-old native of Mis­
sissippi, reared in Chicago, 
who came to Los Angeles two 
years ago. He quit school in 
the lOtti grade at age 16, and 
was m arried. From  May, 1964, 
to Ju ly  1965, he worked as a 
fork lift operator a t $2 per 
hour, bu t in July  he lost his 
job w hen he declined to work 
Saturday or Sunday.

“He now receives $234 from 
the B ureau of Public Assist­
ance and $103 from unem ploy­
m ent insurance paym ents for 
a total of $337 per month. He 
stated in  court, and, of course, 
it is obvious tha t he m akes 
more m oney now by not w ork­
ing than  he made w hen he 
worked out.

The judge’s le tter was point-

ing out th a t w hether or not 
tha t was the intention, the 
w elfare and unem ploym ent in­
surance program s were, in ef­
fect, paying people for not 
working.

Judge Roberts gave another 
example. "Several weeks ago,” 
he w rote the governor, “I had 
to sentence tw o defendants 
successively, the first a wo­
m an on relief who received 
more money for the  support of 
herself and her two depend­
ents than  the next defendant 
earned by w orking and who 
also had two dependents. 
These instances are not typ i­
cal, b u t neither are they 
unique.

“There is fraud  legal and 
m oral fraud, in relief and 
unem ploym ent com pensation 
paym ents,” declared the  judge, 
“citing statistics of convic­
tions only fools a naive 
public.”

W hen enough people become 
sufficiently inform ed and a- 
larm ed over the course the 
relief program s are taking, the 
people them selves w ill bring 
about the necessary changes. 
The politicians w ill be leap­
ing over one another to get 
to the head of the colum n to 
claim  they had been there 
all the time, leading the peo­
ple. But it will be the o ther 
way around — the people will 
have to lead the  politicians.

NEW FEDERAL POWER 
GRAB IN JOBLESS 

COMPENSATION BILL
A cabal of labor leaders and 

W ashington bureaucrats is now 
trying, quietly bu t w ith  d e ter­
m ination, to ram  through the 
greatest ra id  ever aim ed at 
th is country’s unem ploym ent 
com pensation system, accord­
ing to an  article in  the Feb­
ruary  R eader’s Digest.

Proposals now before Con­
gress would federalize the p res­
en t system, operated success­
fully by the states fo r th irty  
years, and would pu t pressure 
on the states to su rrender their 
trad itional rights to determ ine 
who should get jobless pay, 
how long the paym ents should 
last, and how m uch they 
should be.

U nder the title  “New Grab 
for Federal Power: Unem ­
ploym ent Benefits,” E arl and 
A nne Selby call it “a shocking 
grab fore federal pow er” and 
add tha t it is doubly shocking 
because H. R. 8282 w ould be 
“an open invitation to flag­
ran t cheating.”

“A t present,” th e  article 
points out, “not one state 
m eets all the  standards laid 
down in 8282. Even m ore note­
w orthy, the bill would ac tu ­
ally strike down m any state 
laws passed in recent years to 
stop unscrupulous claim ants 
from  m aking a racket of job­
less benefits. In  fact, m any 
abuses w oud get the  sanction 
of law if the bill is adopted.”

The others po int out th a t 
w orkers w ho voluntarily  qu it 
th e ir  jobs for any reason, in ­
cluding ju st p la in  laziness, 
could still get benefits. Most 
em ployees dismissed for out­
rig h t m isconduct could get 
compensation. Any jobless per­
son offered a new job with 
both suitable w ages and w ork­
ing conditions could tu rn  it 
down, and still get com pensa­
tion.

“One thing seems sure,” the 
artic le concludes, “if the new 
bill or any considerable p o r­
tion  of it becomes law, it will 
be one m ore giant step toward 
dom ination of the states by 
a m onolithic governm ent in 
W ashington. And we would 
move ju st th a t m uch closer to 
the complete w elfare state.”

US Can Prevent 
UN Membership 
For Red China

Political observers in W ash­
ington fear th a t unless the  
United S tates pu ts its foot 
down firmly, Red China will 
be adm itted to  the U nited 
Nations next year. Should 
this happen, it is argued, the 
U.N. will lose w hatever e f­
fectiveness it has today.

So far, the opposition to 
Chinese Com m unist admission 
to the U.N. has been p re ­
vented by th e  steadfast op­
position of a m ajority  of sena­
tors and represen ta tives — 
backed by the overwhelm ing 
will of the Am erican people. 
Inform ed sources at the  U.N. 
report that the  S ta te  D epart­
m ent has, however, dragged its 
feet as much as it safely can. 
This has encouarged the Com­
m unist and Afro-Asian blocs 
to push all the  hard er to  bring 
the  Chinese Reds into w hat 
w as planned as an organization 
of peaceful states.

The refusal of France, the  
Soviet Union, and a num ber of 
small states to  pay th e ir dues 
and assessm ents to the  U.N. 
have m ade trouble enough. So 
far, the United S tates is pick­
ing up m ost of th e ir bills — 
and allowing them  to continue 
to cast th e ir  votes at G eneral 
Assembly m eeting, though this 
is in  violation of the U.N. 
Charter.

If Red China is adm itted, it 
will m ean th a t the legitim ate 
and pro - dem ocratic Free 
Chinese on Form osa w ill be 
forced out. Since this w ill be 
contrary  to the  provisions of 
the C harter, it w ill fu rth e r 
contribute to  the spirit of 
lawlessness which the  U.N. 
was set up to counter.

T here is general agreem ent 
among political observers th a t 
the campaign for Red C hina’s 
admission w ould come to an 
abrupt end if the U nited S tates 
m ade it clear th a t 1) it would 
dem and the disqualification of 
all countries delinquent in 
th e ir paym ents to the  U.N., 
and 2) tha t foreign aid w ould 
be cut off to those voting w ith  
the Reds. But th is will not 
come about w ithout mass pres­
sure from  the  A m erican peo­
ple.

A m an’s w orth should be 
judged by w hat he does when 
he needn’t  do anything.

Thornton W ilder’s observa­
tions following a trip  to 
Europe: In England anything 
is perm itted th a t is not for­
bidden. In  G erm any every­
thing is forbidden th a t is not 
explicitly perm itted. In  France 
everything is perm itted , even 
w hat is officially prohibited. 
And in Russia everything is 
forbidden, even w hat is p rop ­
erly  perm itted.

UNDERWRITING 
REVOLUTION

Early th is week the  news 
wires ea rned  the story tha t 
the U nited Nations p lans to 
m ake an outright cash grant 
to Cuba of 3.1 million dol­
lars, of w hich m ore than  half 
will be devoted to improving 
the U niversity of Havana. Of 
the 3.1 million, the Am erican 
contribution will come to  40 
percent or $1,240,000. United 
States Delegate to the  U.N. 
Jam es Roosevelt has said th a t 
the United S tates w ill not 
object to the project, nor w ill 
we w ithold any p art of our 
financial share of the venture.

Specifically, the  funds given 
to the U niversity of H avana 
will be used to strengthen its 
technological school w hich is 
dom inated by Russian and 
Cubian m ilitary  men. Only 
Communist p a r t y  m em bers 
and m embers of the Cuban 
m ilitia are perm itted  to a ttend  
the technological school w here 
they  are taught, among other 
subjects, rad a r and m ilitary 
communications. I t is from 
this school th a t m any revolu­
tionaries emerge, practiced in 
the a rt of fom enting trouble 
in o ther Latin Am erican coun­
tries in  a m anner designed to 
d isrupt United S tates policy.

Congressman P au l Findley 
of Illinois says U nited S tates 
support of such a ven tu re is 
sim ilar to our shooting Com­
m unists on one front, while 
giving them  m oney on an­
other. Am erican P au l G. Hof­
fman, head of the  U.N. special 
fund which w ill dispense the 
money to Cuba, th inks the 
project is a fine idea; in fact, 
he thought of it. According 
to him, U nited S tates support 
of the U.N. “m ust be kept 
free of ideological and politi­
cal considerations.”

BY $29.9 BILLION

The official prediction th a t 
the federal deficit for the 
next fiscal year w ill be only 
$1.8 billion, because of a big 
anticipated increase in  tax  
revenues, is supposed to p ro ­
vide the country with a feel­
ing of confidence. But a great 
m a n y  knowledgable people 
have greeted th a t forecast 
w ith raised eyebrows, and 
w ith  good reason.

H ere is a  little  lesson from 
recent history: O ver an 11 
year period, the to tal predicted 
budget deficts came to $13.2 
billion. But the actual deficts 
came to $43.1 billion. So the 
predictors were off by the 
startling  figure of $29.9 b il­
lion.

The point of th is has been 
sum m ed up by R epresentative 
Mahon, Chairm an of t h e  
House A ppropriations Com­
m ittee. As he points out, all 
original budgets are ten ta tive  
at best, and this one is m ore

ten ta tive  th an  most because 
of Viet Nam; all original bud­
gets tu rn  out differently; and, 
in general, the difference lies 
on the  negative side.

U nfortunately, in govern­
m ent budgets as in so m any 
o ther phases of life a pred ic­
tion is one th ing — and the 
actuality  is another.

Soviet Cosmonaut 
"Walk in Space" 
Called a Big Hoax

Lloyd M alian, one of the 
nation’s top science w riters, 
has reports th a t the  Soviet 
'w alk in  space’ was another 
big hoax. To prove his point, 
M alian consulted some of the 
forem ost space an photography 
experts, running  for them  the 
official K rem lin film s of the 
C o m m u n i s t  ‘achievem ent.’ 
This story, w hich should have 
m ade page one of th e  big 
city press, was generally  sup­
pressed.

W riting in  Science and 
Mechanic, M alian reported  out 
th a t the photos of Cosmonaut 
Leonov craw ling out of the 
space capsule w ere taken  from 
out in  space, w ith  the  cam ­
era pointed head  on. No one 
else was out in  space, and 
the Soviets them selves rep o rt­
ed th a t the only pictures of 
th is “fea t” had  been taken 
by a cam era which Leonov 
him self a ttached  to  the ou t­
side of the  capsule.

U.S. experts, exam ining the 
film, also found th a t is was 
a double exposure, w ith  Leon­
ov superim posed on a back­
ground of the earth  below. 
Black and w hite stills, under 
careful scrutiny, revealed tha t 
Leonov was floating in  a tank  
of w ater, to  the  effect of 
weightlessness, and th a t he 
w as suspended by fine wires.

And Dean C. B. N eblette of 
the  R ochester In stitu te  of 
Technology p u t his finger on 
th e  cause for this Soviet 
clumsiness. “T hey had  to m ake 
th is  film  before they  had 
seen any o ther p icture of a 
m an w alking out in  space,” 
he said. “They had to  do a 
lot of guessing.”

This is not the  first tim e 
Lloyd M alian has caught So­
viet scientists in  an attem pt 
of this kind. The N ational 
A eronautics and Space A d­
m inistration, for reasons of its 
own, has stubbornly refused to 
pu t Soviet claim s to  the  acid 
test of scientific analysis — 
bu t the tru th  w ill out.

They can cause fa ta l accidents 
to  unw ary  n u t collectors. The 
nuts are available as an  edible 
oil, also used for soap, m achine 
oil, and fu r burning.

The experts are keeping tabs 
on the  various economic in ­
dicators to forsee w h a t is hap ­
pening to the  economy. One of 
these m en noted th a t so far 
th is year carloadings kept 
dropping, bu t consum ption of 
whiskey, beer and w ine is up 
seven per cent.

In School Longer

More children  are staying 
in  school longer now than  
ever before, according to  a 
recen t repo rt from  the U S. 
Office of Education, says Mrs. 
Patsy  Yeats, Extension fam ­
ily life education specialist at 
Texas A&M University.

Nationwide, for every 1,000 
children in the fifth  grade in 
1957-58, an  estim ated 710 g rad­
uated  from  high school in  1965. 
Increases in staying power 
have been steady, Mrs. Yeats 
emphasizes.

For example, there  w ere 631 
graduates in 1960 com pared 
w ith 505 in 1950, and 455 in 
1940 for each 1,000 pupils in 
the  fifth grade eight years 
earlier.

tendance is even m ore strik ­
ing: 38 percent of our form er 
fifth-graders now go on to 
college, as com pared w ith only 
16 percent 25 years earlier. 
If these trends should con­
tinue, about one-half of the 
students who en ter college for 
the first tim e this all w ill earn 
four-year (bachelor’s) degrees.

“This trend  is favorable for 
the fu tu re economic and social 
developm ent of Texas. With 
4,024,000 children under 18, 
Texas ranks th ird  in the  n a­
tion in num bers of children 
eligible for enrollm ent in 
school,” Mrs. Yates says.

The Office of Education 
bases its retention ra tes on 
fifth-grade enrollm ent because 
of the high ra te  of retardation  
in the early grades. Com pul­
sory attendance laws keep 
most children in school at 
least un til the fifth  grade, the 
specialist adds.

Stainless Steel 
May Be the Next 
Fiber for Carpets

Think tw ice before d iscard­
ing those used stainless steel 
razor blades. The textile in ­
dustry m ay soon w ant them  
for fibers to tu rn  into carpets 
and rugs, says Mrs. Jan e  Berry, 
Texas A & M  University E x­
tension housing and home 
furnishings specialist.

Stainless steel may w ell be 
the next carpet fiber on the 
m arket, and the transition  
from razor blades to' rugs may 
offer opportunity  for industry 
developm ent, according t  o 
leaders in the home fu rn ish ­
ings industry field. Finely 
draw n stainless steel filam ents 
for carpets could well be the 
next m ajor industry develop­
ment, they predict.

They emphasize tha t u ltra- 
fine steel filam ents are al­
ready being knitted  and woven 
into m any textile structures 
for space age requirem ents, in ­
cluding grids and m eshes for 
special m ilitary  needs and su r­
vival gear for astronauts.

One of the most recent de­
velopm ents comes from  a 
Swedish firm  that has success­
fully processed stainless steel 
into fibers 7,000th of a m illi­
m eter thick. The fibers can 
be woven into m aterials re ­
sembling norm al w eight tex t- 
tiles.

Mrs. B erry said the  fila­
m ents are  reported  to be soft 
to  the touch and show pos­
sibilities for use in carpets 
and rugs th a t w ould never 
w ear out. An advantage of the 
new m aterial is tha t the steel 
acts as a conductor, resulting 
in static-free floorcovering and 
garm ents.

Several companies in the 
United S tates are curren tly  
engaged in research designed 
to perfect m etal fibers that 
can be successfully w oven or 
knitted  into fabrics suitable 
for apparel and home furn ish­
ings.
