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Our state 's  m iserable voting
record  in the Democratic P r i­
m ary of May should be h au n t­
ing the  L iberal do-gooders who 
have insisted so long th a t T ex­
ans will show a g reater in ­
te re st in  governm ent as soon 
as they  are  relieved of the 
financial burden  of a poll tax.

Despite th e  free registrations, 
and  despite the  fact th a t the 
an ti-poll tax  crowd w orked all 
over the  state  to  swell the  list 
of eligible voters, and des­
p ite  th e ir special diligence 
w hich resu lted  in the regis­
tra tio n  of a num ber of for­
eigners and dead people, the 
election day tu rnou t was a 
colossal flop. Thousands who 
had been franchised by the 
privilege of voting for free ap­
paren tly  rem ained aw ay in 
droves.

All of w hich seems to in ­
dicate th a t liberals w ere m ostly 
talk ing through their hats 
w hen they  claim ed th a t poor 
folks, who could not afford 
to pay the  poll tax, would 
flock to the  polls w hen given 
the  free vote. All of which 
also supports the opposite 
claim  th a t the $1.75 has never 
been an obstacle to people who 
w ant to vote. W ith very  few 
exceptions the  people who did 
not pay w ere those who did 
not know any b e tte r or did 
not care — the kind whose 
vote w ould not im prove the 
quality  of Texas politics any­
way.

At first glance it seems that
all the free reg istra tion  p res­
sure has proved m eaningless 
and the voting attitude of the 
state is about w here it was 
before. But le t’s not take it for 
granted. The prim ary  m ay not 
have been a good test of 
public attitude. As most of 
us are aware, the  odds in most 
races this year leaned strong­
ly in favor of the  conserva­
tives. In  view of anticipated 
outcome, i t ’s understandable 
th a t m any on both sides of 
the political fence did not even 
bo ther to  vote. And certainly 
there  w as little  inducem ent 
for liberals to p u t on a big 
round-up of new ly franch ­
ised free voters who haven’t 
the  gum ption to vote of their 
own accord.

However, th ings m ay be 
d ifferen t in  fu tu re  contests 
w hen liberals see b e tte r pros­
pects in herd ing  the re luctan t 
eligibles to the polls. T hat’s 
w hen you can expect a re ­
sponse from  the kind of peo­
ple who don’t know and don’t 
care, m ostly the sam e ones 
who had  to  be coaxed into 
registering a fte r the poll tax 
was banned and whose vote 
w ill be influenced by the 
political demagogues. It is a 
d isturbing fact th a t those who 
sat out the  last election, about 
sixty percent of the sta te’s 
eligibles, include a powerful 
block vote th a t can be m anip­
ulated  to th e  detrim ent of good 
governm ent. W hen races are 
closer you can expect their 
un ited  influence to  be felt. 
F urtherm ore you can expect 
to  see g rea ter pow er in  the 
kind of political undesirables 
w ho m anipulate  such votes 
by coercion and bribe and 
socialistic promise.

Texas did not im prove its 
political prospects w hen it 
banned  the poll tax. Or, to put 
it m ore correctly, our federal 
governm ent did us no favor 
w hen it imposed th a t condi­
tion on us. Rem em ber, Texas 
did  not abolish its poll tax. 
R ather it voted tw ice to  keep 
it. But th ree  federal judges 
over ru led  the m ajority  wish 
of the en tire  state.

In November, we are told, 
the  poll tax  issue w ill again 
be presen ted  to us as a p ro ­
posed am endm ent. W hether 
it passes or fails is strictly  
an  academ ic m a tte r since the 
federal governm ent has a l­
ready  told us w hat we have 
to  do. Still, i t’s an opportunity  
to  show public protest of fed­
eral snoopervision and as such 
deserves a favorable vote. 
Even though it’s fu tile  we can 
take th is m eans of telling 
W ashington th a t w e resent 
violation of our sta te’s rights.

Despite your feelings, how ­
ever, don’t get reckless and 
bet th a t th e  poll tax  will 
carry  again. It was close b e­
fore. This tim e it w ill be op­
posed by lots of people who 
are voting for free.

We have always thought 
th a t this w as a governm ent 
“of the people, by the people 
and for the people,” bu t m ore 
and  m ore these days w e are 
getting aw ay from  this basic 
principle.

DOOLITTLE TALK 
IS HEARTENING

It is heartening indeed to 
read w here Lt. Gen. Jam es 
H. Doolittle had urged a re ­
tu rn  to old - fashioned m oral
virtues in a com m encem ent ad­
dress to  graduating officers of 
the Border Patro l Academy in 
Port Isabel.

These virtues, the man who 
led the first air raid  on Tokyo 
in W orld W ar II said, are of­
ten  questioned and sometimes 
ridiculed and maligned, but are 
responsible for our greatness 
and essential to our survival.

T hat kind of talk  is rarely 
heard  these days at g raduat­
ing exercises of Am erican col- 
legs and universities, most of 
which are tax-supported gov­
ernm ent schools. The trend  is 
for speakers, most of them  pro­
ducts of socialistic schools, to 
minim ize individual respon­
sibility and extpl collectivism 
as the wave of the  future.

Gen Doolittle is nearing 70 
and in  his lifetim e has seen 
Am erica tu rn  from  a nation 
of hard-w orking free en ter­
prisers to a w elfare state.

“I believe th a t everyone, 
regardless of race, color or 
creed should have equal rights 
and opportunities. They should 
have the  right to  th ink  and 
do exactly as they please — 
up to the  po int w here they  be­
gin to in terfere w ith  the rights 
of others.”

Gen. Doolittle pu t his finger 
on the key to libertarian  th in k ­
ing in th a t last sentence. Back 
up and read it again.

REBELS AND 
REVOLUTIONARIES

There is a tendency to w rite 
off the curren t wave of unrest 
on the nation’s campuses as the 
w ork of a lot of exhibitionists 
who are ju st taking p art in a 
fad, akin to raiding girls dorm ­
itories for panties or drinking 
goldfish from  a bowl.

Those who th ink so should 
read the sober w arning in an 
excellent new book, “The New 
Left,” w ritten  by Phillip  A b­
bott Luce, a form er leader in 
campus rebellions who broke 
w ith leftist groups when he 
realized who was seizing lead­
ership and w here the rebellion 
was heading.

The most im portant of th e  
far-left cam pus groups he 
identifies as Progressive La­
bor, and it is even left of the 
Com munist P arty  of the  USA, 
because it follows the  hard 
Chinese line. Explaining this, 
Mr. Luce says: This is not a 
group of young people simply 
flaunting t h e i r  alienations 
from society and parents. This 
is a cult of true  believers. . . .  
Progressive Labor is danger­
ous to our democracy and es­
pecially dangerous to its own 
m em bers w ho have little  idea 
of the hidden objectives of 
the leaders whom  they follow.”

He tells who these leaders 
are and how they have taken 
over Progressive Labor, the 
DuBois Clubs, the May Sec­
ond Movement, and other (but 
hot all) left-w ing campus 
groups. Incidentally, the author 
quit the m ovem ent when he 
saw how the Com m unist lead­
ership was m aking plans to 
involve m em bers in illegal and 
in some cases highly dan ­
gerous activities w ithout le t­
ting them  know w hat they 
were in for.

As he m akes abundantly 
clear, the New Left has been 
taken over by the Old Left 
of the Com munist Party , and 
even the in tra-party  squab­
bles have been incorporated 
into the  new m ovement. Not 
to m ention such charateristic 
Communist claptrap as the 
perennial bald-headed “youths’ 
who are fix tures of Red youth 
m ovements, the illiterate  ja r 
gon of their publications, their 
typical inconsistencies in deal­
ing w ith  the issues, the in 
flexibility of their thinking, 
•md their sheer, unm itigated 
gall.

His conclusion is w orth keep­
ing in mind:

“Young Am ericans should 
stop sim ply w riting off the 
New Left as a bunch of beat­
niks and Communist misfits 
and take them  s e r i o u s l y  
enough to  begin rationally 
countering their propaganda 
and m em bership drives. The 
governm ent c a n  prosecute 
their illegal m anifestations, but 
it is up to us to  stop them  in 
th e ir tracks. If we believe 
tha t democracy is w orth fight 
ing for in Vietnam  or Korea, 
then  it is certain ly  w orth fight 
ing for here in the United 
S tates . . . ”
should not be subjected to  re 
curring debate any more than
the righ t to vote.

YOU HAVE TWO 
DEFENSES

In our home states, we all 
know the m en and wom en who 
w e elect to Congress. They are 
the butchers, the  bakers, and 
the candlestick m akers, our 
neighbors. Most of them  are 
no sm arter than  the  rest of 
us. But once they are elected 
as our representatives in Con­
gress, they seem to take on 
characteristics alien to the 
folks at home. They im m ed­
iately begin telling the home 
folks w hat to  do in  all the  a f­
fairs of life. They assum e the 
position of th e ir b ro ther’s 
keeper — of knowing m ore a- 
bout his business th an  he does.

A typical exam ple is their 
curren t program  to raise farm  
costs, store costs and costs in 
all business hiring unskilled 
labor. The Arizono Farm  B u r­
eau Federation says: “For 
m any of the less qualified and 
skilled w orkers the increase 
in the m inim um  wage w ill 
spell unem ploym ent ra ther 
than  higher wages . . .  if peo­
ple don’t w ant to h ire  high 
school dropouts at $1.25, how 
m any are going to h ire  them  
at $1.60 p er hour?”

Your friend who w ent to 
Congress forgets about your 
problems. All of a sudden he 
goes big governm ent, big spen­
ding, big taxes, big deficits, 
big debt and big inflation. He 
gives away tax  dollars for vo­
tes. You have tw o defenses: 
1. Stop begging from govern­
m ent; 2. Vote “No” on the 
spenders.

ANY QUESTIONS?
For a m om ent it looked as 

though some economy-minded 
U. S. Senators m ight actually 
save us selfish taxpayers a lit­
tle  money by blocking appro­
priations for the rent-subsidy 
program. But then  the  come- 
let - us - reason - together 
technique of P resident John­
son and com pany won out, and 
enough ‘rep resen ta tiv es  of the 
people” in  the U pper House 
changed th e ir votes to get one 
m ore elem ent of the  “G reat 
Society” underw ay. A modest 
beginning, to  be sure — only 
12 million dollars to s ta rt w ith. 
But w e’re confident it will 
grow along w ith the rest of 
them.

Many new spapers and com ­
m entators hailed the event, we 
suppose quite properly, as a 
victory for P resident Johnson. 
O rdinarily  it w ould seem 
Am ericans ought to be happy 
when th e ir p resident achieves 
a victory. But it seems tha t

every tim e he wins the  tax ­
payers lose.

One thing m ight be gained 
from this particular event, 
however. T here is a clearer 
than  usual picture in this in ­
stance of at least one of the 
characteristics of the dem ocra­
tic process in these enlightened 
times. Senator B artlett of Al­
aska, w ho had voted against 
the appropriations when the 
bill was in committee, decided 
overnight to change his vote. 
So by the im pressive m argin 
of 46-45 we miserly taxpayers 
w ere compelled once again to 
fulfill our hum anitarian  duties 
in keeping w ith  the GS (great 
society) philosophy.

The Alaska senator sounded 
not the least em barrassed, and 
perhaps even a little  boastful, 
over the fact th a t afte r he vot­
ed against the appropriation 
in committee, several of the 
P residen t’s cabinet officers 
called to te ll him of their great 
in terest in and support for his 
own long-standing proposal 
th a t $10 m illion or so tax  dol­
lars ought to be sent to his 
own state to improve housing 
for Eskimos. A pparently  hav­
ing thus learned who his true  
friends are, Senator B artlett 
had no difficulty seeing the 
erro r of his voting ways of the 
day before.

Now we wouldn’t w an t to 
give the impression the Sena­
tor from Alaska is the only 
m em ber of Congress who u n ­
derstands so well the m odern 
dem ocratic process. We’re sat­
isfied m any of his colleagues 
partic ipate and profit equally 
well, if perhaps a little  less 
openly than  he did in this in ­
stance. Anyway, we th ink  this 
provides a p re tty  clear p icture 
of the w orking under creative 
federalism  of w hat has been 
called the “grfeatest and most 
representative legislative body 
in the  w orld.”

HOUSING FOR 
CONGRESSMEN

A fter a recent trip  to W ash­
ington, D. C. and an open- 
m outhed inspection of the new 
House Office Building, fam i­
liarly  known as the R ayburn 
Building, a taxpayer put his 
business and building exper­
ience to work by calculating 
th e  cost figures.

Brace yourself. The question 
is: w hat does it cost to house 
your Congressman in his span­
king new building completed 
and occupied last year?

Back in 1959, it was estim at­
ed th a t construction and equip­
m ent of the new buildin^ 
would cost $66 million. Now 
the  Capitol Architect reports 
the  figure has proved to be 
$88,900,000, w hich sum includ­
es a $2 million reserve for fin ­
ishing uncom pleted committee 
and supplem entary rooms as 
needed.

The R ayburn Building has 
169 three-room  suites, plus 
com m ittee and m eeting rooms. 
Thus, the cost per Congress­
m an is $526,035.50. Assuming 
a life of 50 years, and surely 
no Congressman will w ant to 
work in a building more than 
50 years old when he can ap­
propriate money for a new 
one, the annual cost per Con­
gressm an is $10,520.

Of course, the government 
had to  borrow the money to 
build  the building. At the go­
ing in terest ra te  of 4%, the an­

nual in terest on $88.9 m illion 
am ounts to $3,556,000. T hat 
breaks down to $21,041 for each 
of the 169 Congressmen W hen 
we add the two costs we get 
a total of $31,561 for office 
space and fu rn itu re  for each 
of the Congressmen, each year.

You m ust understand that 
these figures do not include an 
item of  $7,909,700 for construc­
tion of a subway from  the 
Rayburn Building to the Capi­
tol. Nor do the figures allow 
for a contractor’s claim  of 
$996 000, disallowed by the a r­
chitect, bu t appealed by the 
contractor and unsettled.

Each Congressm en’s suite 
contains a safe, built-in  book­
shelving, storage facilities, toil­
ets and closets. Steam  for hea t­
ing and chilled w ater for air- 
conditioning are provided by 
the Capitol Pow er Plant. Elec­
tric curren t is purchased from 
the local public utility. These 
services, as well as the jan i­
to r’s — pardon us, custodian’s 
— gardener’s, m aintenance, re ­
pairs, etc., are additional.

So, there is your answer. It 
costs $31,561 plus, for office 
space for your Congressman 
in the new Rayburn Building, 
each year. And that, my 
friends, is more than the  Con­
gressm an’s annual salary.

It occurs to us tha t in real 
life, any professional m an who 
spent more for his office suite 
than  his salary each year 
would soon be in bankruptcy 
court.

will include all basic elem ents 
contained in the  usual college 
courses in Typing, Shorthand, 
Office M achines, and Secre­
taria l Training. This is a 
“crash” program  approved and 
supported through the  Texas 
Education Agency, which is 
intended to p repare students 
for im m ediate em ploym ent in 
office occupations.

S tudents in the  “crash” pro­
gram  m ust have com pleted 
high school typing and sh o rt­
hand or else have the consent 
of the instructors. R epresenta­
tives of business and industry 
w ill assist the regular college 
faculty in m aking this program  
effective.

S tudents who have not been 
enrolled previously at CCJC 
may call, visit the college at 
their convenience and obtain 
a class schedule and a card 
packet for registration. Mail 
inquires, to be addressed to 
the Dean of S tudent Services 
are welcomed.

O thers 
planning to a ttend  another 
college in Septem ber choose 
to complete one or tw o of 
th e ir “hardest” courses at 
CCJC so that college life will 
not be strange to them . The 
basic reasons for students a t­
tending are (1) to stretch the 
money available for education;

Poll Tax Dead, but 
Still Included on 
Amendments List

Although the poll tax  now 
is officially dead, as a voting 
requirem ent, the fight over 
registration procedures contin­
ues.

U. S. Suprem e Court, as ex ­
pected, agreed w ith  a three- 
judge federal court here tha t 
the 74-year-old levy is uncon­
stitutional. Court already had 
stated in a Virginia case tha t 
a state is prohibited from 
placing a charge on the right 
to vote.

Action, however, w as neces­
sary to place in full effect the 
voter registration law passed 
by the Texas Legislature in 
special session last February.

Texas voters still will cast 
ballots nex t Novem ber on a 
proposed state constitutional 
am endm ent to “repeal” Ihe 
poll tax. Same am endm ent 
provides th a t an annual regis­
tration system  will replace the 
levy.

Some groups are urging d e­
feat of the November am end­
ment. This so th a t annual reg­
istration will not be built into 
the state constitution. They 
will continue their drive for a 
perm anent registration plan, 
w hereby a voter once register­
ed rem ains eligible simply by 
voting regularly  in elections.
