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Well remembered by old-
sters and advanced middle age
folks are the chain letters of
the thirties. Remember how
the craze swept the country?
How it glutted the mails as
people got into the scheme
with visions of floods of coins
or dollar bills in return for
the solitary one they sent out?
It reached the point where the
Post Office Department took
a hand in stopping it.

The letter with a list of ten
of twelve names had instruct-
ions to send a coin or bill
or other specified item of value
to the top name on the list,
then copy the letter five times
leaving off the top name and
adding yours to the bottom of
the list, and mail your letters
to five other persons urging
them to do likewise.

A bit of calculation gives an
idea what that scheme was
supposed to produce. If all
proceeded according to in-
struction you were to receive
millions in coins or bills for
the one you sent.

There has never been a more
obvious sucker game. Never-
theless people fell for it by
the millions, every one of
them motivated by visions of
getting something for nothing.
Many actually thought they
would get rich. Some knew
better but went along, ex-
pecting to get a return from
the gullible ones. And plenty
of sharpies circulated letters
with their names at the top.
These were the three groups of
chain letter writers, and all of
them had the same motive —
get something for nothing.

For many years the chain
letter has been dead. After a
while the suckers learned they
had been taken in. But the
something for nothing scheme
is still very much alive, es-
pecially in widespread accep-
tance of our government’s
socialistic program. People are
still motivated by visions of
getting something for nothing,
or at least getting more out
of a program then they have
to put in. And, of course, as
with the chain letters, the
sharpies seem to have the
best deal. For instance bene-
fits intended for unemployed
or neglected children have be-
come a windfall for loafers
refusing to work and for wo-
men making a career of bear-
ing illegitimate children.

Naturally people of those
categories are strongly in fa-
vor of socialistic programs.
They're cashing in. But, un-
fortunately, there is also a
fast growing segment of our
population which indirectly
endorses socialism even though
it knows that it puts more in-
to the system than it gets out.
That segement is made up
of people who think that the
money paid in is already gone,
so the best policy is to get
back as much as we can. We
apply for benefits because
they are available. Not be-
cause we need them or even
because that is a better way
of getting things done, but
rather because, at this stage,
it becomes a matter of get-
ting something or nothing out
of what we already put in.

Even though aware that
we're still on the losing end
we're ready to accept the old
advice to “join ’'em if you
can't lick ’em”. That attitude
is growing. And even though
it's understandable it is un-
fortunate. By turning to ex-
pediency in spite of convic-
tion we give the support that
helps socialistic trends and we
lessen our chance of ever re-
turning to sensible standards.

The end result is a tragic
situation, which becomes all
the more apparent as we make
final settlement on our income
tax. We feel convinced that
our community’s socialistic
benefits are puny compared
to what they cost us. We real-
ize the truth in the statement
that government give-away is
like taking blood from one
arm and injecting it into the
other — and losing about half
of it in the transfer.

This is the time when we
are inclined to wonder whether
that loss in the process of
transfer isn’t actually the big
reason for socialism. The dif-
ference in amount taken from
all the people and the amount
distributed in benefits is
enormous. That represents the
cost of administration, hiring
hundreds of thousands of pol-
itical cronies at fat salaries
to handle your money and
mine, and in the process build-
ing a political dynasty of bur-
eaucrats with tremendous vot-
ing power — as well as the
power to push us around.

972 Get X-Rays in
Local Search for TB

Nine hundred seventy two
persons reported Wednesday
to the Dallas County TB As-
sociation’s mobil X-Ray unit
for chest X-Rays in this com-
munity’s search for active TB
cases.

Every person who had a
chest X-Ray can expect a re-
port in about ten days. The
report may show that no
trouble is apparent, or it may
show any kind of abnormal
chest condition with a recom-
mendation to consult one's
doctor. Though intended prim-
arily for checking TB, the
X-Ray has special value in
that it provides a low cost op-
portunity for a general check-
up of the chest.

to erode the few dollars they
have to spend on the neces-
sities of life.

Inflation is to a country what
disease is to the individual —
a source of constant destruc-
tion unless it is cured.

A MODEST COST

Ask the next man you meet
what he thinks about the cost
of medical care and, you're
apt to get this answer: “It’s
too high”.

That, of course, is only hu-
man nature speaking. No one
likes to go to the doctor or
the hospital, and no one likes
to pay the bills,

But, all this being true, it
is a fact that the costs of medi-
cal care are nowhere as great
a financial burden as many be-
lieve. They have risen over
the years just as have the costs
connected with practically
everything else. We get more
and better medical care now
than ever before. And no one
can accurately measure the fi-
nancial value of a longer and
happier and more useful life.

In any event, some figures
recently released by the De-
partment of Commerce should
come as a revelation to those
who protest medical costs. In
a late year, it seems, Ameri-
cans spent more on cigarettes
and other tobacco products —
$7.8 billion — than on hospi-
tal care — $7.6 billion. And
they spent more on such per-
sonal care items as cosmetics,
haircuts, and toiletries than on
doctors’ bills. Expenditures for
the personal care items totaled
$7 billion those for the
physician’s services $6.8 bil-
lion.

It’s all a matter of relative
values. Judged by that test,
the cost of medical care, in
all its ramifications, is modest
indeed.

GOOD MEMORIES AND BAD

When he was a kid, Sam-
my Hartzell liked to stretch
out and day-dream under a
tree not far from his home in
Westover, Pa. It was a pleas-
ant spot and from it Sammy
could see much of the coun-
tryside. He loved the place
and never got tired of going
there.

A few days ago Sammy’s
father walked up the hill. He
carried a shovel, and when he
got to Sammy's favorite tree
he started to dig. He was mak-
ing a grave because Sammy
was coming home to rest for-
ever.

Word had come from Wash-
ington that the boy had been
killed while guarding the Da
Nang air base in Vietnam.
But the news wasn’t entirely
unexpected. Shortly before
Christmas his sister had re-
ceived a letter from Sammy
and in it he had expressed a
premonition of death. The let-
ter told his sister: “Last night
and most of today I've been
thinking of things I've got to
be thankful for. Seems like
the Lord and I understand
each other, and that is such a
feeling of comfort.’

Sammy wrote more, in the
same vein. Then he told how
he wanted to be buriéd un-
der his beloved tree and
added: “...Let all our mem-
ories be good ones.”

The memories of the Hart-
zells and all those who knew

this boy will assuredly be
good ones, but as we read
about Sammy we wonder

about some other young men.

We thought of those over-
educated simpeltons with
scraggly beards and placards
who call for a peace which
would throw away everything
gained by the sacrifices of
the Sammy Hartzells.

And the exhibitionists who
display their inadequacy in
childish draft-card burnings
and shrill outbursts testifying
to their great dealism, their
sublime ethics and their love
of all mankind.

And that other kind of
American youth, imbued with
the idea that the world owes
them a living and there’s no
point in passing up nice things
of life even if there is a war.

Let the fall guys, the Sammy
Hartzells, go and get them-
selves killed.

And finally we thought of
that yellow Muslim, Cassius
Clay, the heavyweight cham-
pion of the big-mouth division,
and his crowd.

We wonder how these miser-
able characters will end up
in the years to come. We won-
der about their memories, and
if they’'ll be the sort that any-
one can live with.

Somehow we doubt it.

CALLING THE PLAYS

A person who seriously
studies sports develops in time
an uncanny ability to call the
plays.

It is too bad that more
Americans don’t study inter-
national affairs the way serious
sports fans apply themselves
to baseball, football, and so
on. If they did they would be
able to see certain plays shap-
ing up on the global scene,
understand the strategy behind
the moves, and predict with
some certainty who is likely to
do what.

Right now, for example, we
are witnessing something
which is mystifying to most
Amricans when there should
be nothing at all unusual about
it in view of the forces and
the personalities involved.

We refer to the current drive
to help China — Red China,
that is in various ways.
We are being urged to invite
this outlaw nation into the
United Nations, as though this
would change Communist
China’s character and its aims.
We are told we should trade
with these Communists, even

though such trade would
strengthen Red China’s war
potential. We are told that
we have to write off Nation-
alist China — in other words
to knife one of the few
loyal anti-Communist allies
left to us.

There isn’t an American who
hasn't already been subjected

to this current brainwashing
which is being mouthed by
people who are presumably
responsible. And what we're
getting now is only the be-
ginning. We predict that in the
months to come there will be
a deluge of propaganda of this
vicious nature, all based on
the asinine premise that if
we're especially nice to Red
China, she may just possibly
be nice to us. This is the same
fuzzy thinking that would
recommend putting murderers
and rapists in nice homes in-
stead of jails, where pleasant
home surroundings and com-
plaisant people might just
possibly convert them.

Moreover, if you look at the
record of those who are pro-
moting Red China’s interests,
it isn’t so mysterious after all.
You’ll usually find that it's
nothing new for them to ad-
vocate causes that, somehow,
end up by being just what the
Communists happen to want,
and need.

This is not to say that these
people are Communists or are
being paid off by the Com-
munists for their efforts. It
might seem so, but the real
trouble is there’s a screw loose
somewhere. They're like the
football player who persists in
running the wrong way with
the ball.

Maybe the time has come
to bench such performers.

Highway Dept
Welcomes Letters
On Bluebonnets

Now is the time for the
Texas Highway Department to
come to the aid of all garden-
ers who long for their own
private patch of bluebonnets
— next year.

Every year about this time
the Department, which plants
the azure blossoms along the
state’s highways, is bombard-
ed with letters from people
who want to know how to

plant and care far Texas’
famed state flower.
The letters no doubt are

prompted by the oceans of blue
which begin to blossom about
this _time on countrysides all
over the state.

As a matter of fact, blue-
bonnets are already bloom-
ing along South Texas high-
ways and should be appearing
in the rest of the state soon.
Of course, it is too late to
plant bluebonnets for enjoy-
ment during the current sea-
son, but the Highway Depart-
ment answers each “green
thumb” letter to help the
writers include bluebonnets in
their gardening plans.

First, gardeners, and sight-
seers, too, should remember
that the bluebonnet blooming
date is influenced by the
weather. After a severe win-
ter, they bloom late. A mild
one means early blooms.
Generally, the first flowers
open about the middle of
March in the southern part
of the state. But the first flow-
ers may not show up before
May 1 in the more northern
sections. The length of the
blooming season is about one
month.

Those who want to gather
seed should keep in mind that
the seed mature about six
weeks after the last flowers
fade. Seeds should be har-
vested before their pods ex-
plode and scatter the seeds .
Bluebonnet seed can be
planted immediately after har-
vest or can be stored. Seeds
should be planted before No-
vember 1, however, so they
can germinate and grow
through the winter months. It

is during this period that a
heavy root system and a
healthy plant develops to pro-
duce an abundance of spring
flowers.

The bluebonnet seed can
be obtained from seed dis-
tributors if orders are placed
before the crop is ready for
harvest. Although the High-
way Department harvests seed
from time to time, it does not
save any for the ensuing sea-
son. The department mows the
plants when the seeds are ma-
ture and immediately distri-
butes them thinly over the
area to be seeded.

Innoculation of bluebonnet
seed prior to planting is ex-
tremly important. It is im-
portant because bluebonnets
require the presence of cer-
tain bacterna for their root
system to form to the nodules
on the roots and carry on
the nitrogen fixation process.

The bacteria, called inocu-
lants, can be purchased at
commercial seed stores.

As for soil, bluebonnets grow
best in well drained, sweet,
(contains lime) soil of moder-
ate fertility.

Accidents are the fourth
largest killer in this country,
the American Medical Asso-
ciation reports.

That rustic chapel in the upper left hand corner is a real
old-timer. Built by the Russians in 1812 as part of the Fort Ross
complex in Northern California, it was one of the first redwood
structures in the area, constructed of split boards from the trees
that form its setting. Although damaged slightly by the earth-
quake of 1906, the chapel was restored — using the original red-
wood boards — in 1928, and is a feature of the State Historical
Park today.

The Muscovites were among the first white settlers to use red-
wood in their building, but, obviously, a material that can with-
stand the rugged coastal climate ‘with its damp, fog-drenched
days for more than 150 years is a material to consider for a
modern-day home in the same area.
