
The inconsistency of our offi­
cials is refreshing. Less than 48 
hours after a curfew is damped 
on nite spots— to impress us with 
the urgent need of getting more 
rest and devoting more energy to 
the war effort— the war depart­
ment discloses its plan to release 
almost a quarter of a million men 
a month as soon as the European 
phase of the conflict is over—im­
plying that victory is within sight. 
As if to emphasize the point, mili­
tary men, as quoted by Marquis 
Childs, believe Germany will fold 
up in the early summer.

Then comes the announcement 
that draft boards are going to 
comb through their deferred lists 
for qualified men between 30 and 
34. Won’t some people please make 
up their minds!

Through more than three years 
of war we’ve bungled along wast­
ing the wee hours and nobody 
seemed very much concerned. Now 
when indications encourage us 
to start being peace conscious 
we’re told tb become more war 
conscious. We’re not kicking about 
the curfew, only asking why it 
was not instituted three years ago.

For that matter, why weren’t 
some other things done? Since 
the very beginning we’ve heard 
talk, much of it from official quar­
ters, about “work or fight,” but 
strikes are still being called. We’ve 
heard about war economies too, 
and the waste goes on. This hasn’t 
been a “ total war.” Not by a long 
shot. Like all the rest, it’s been 
hell for some people and a golden 
opportunity for others.

The trouble is that so much of 
the confusion, abuse and extrav­
agance has been hidden under the 
cloak of war time necessity, and 
was tolerated by a public whose 
one concern was to get the war 
over regardless of c o s t .  People 
were too busy to object to pet 
orojects squeezed through on war 
budgets. In some cases they were 
too prosperous to mind the extra 
cost. In others, such as strikes in 
war plants, they were too short 
sighted to realize that they had 
to pay the final expense. Every 
time the labor racketeers scored 
another victory there was a corres­
ponding increase in the cost of 
tyar equipment. Uncle Sam paid 
for all those expensive strikes.

It is interesting to guess at the
trend of the labor racketeer' in­
fluence after the war. In the first 
place W“ wonder how many manu­
facturers will knuckle under after 
official coercion is eliminated. 
Next there’s the problem of how 
many will see their way clear to 
meet the racketeer’s demands and 
still sell their products at a profit. 
Selling to a price conscious pub­
lic is different from selling to a 
f ’-ee spending government. And 
then there’s an element of busi­
ness men who flatlv refuse to let 
the labor bosses Dush them around 
We are especially mindful of one 
who before the war asked a group 
of strikers. "Do you men have 
enough laid aside to live on the 
rest of your lives?Well, I have.”

If those factors will play a part 
in our post war economy it means 
that labor will have to step back 
a few paces. Which doesn’t nec­
essarily mean working men will 
he hurt. If they’ll boot out the la­
bor czars and save the fat rack­
eteering tribute formerly dished 
out. thev can still finish the week 
with a better net wage than they 
used to have.

Besides that labor will probably
have to step back a few paces to 
keep in line with the rest of the 
population. Common sense tells us 
we cannot continue at the present 
economic pace. Milions of highly 
paid technical jobs will play out 
as soon as the demand for war 
equipment ends. In most cases the 
persons getting new jobs will have 
m accent lower pav. In many 
more, for instance girls and wives. 
th“v will not, return to work at all.

Likewise, the majority of service 
men will have fo accept lower 
p b v  when they get, out, Even a 
private, as low as his nav seems 
oompared with some of the fabu­
lous wages of industry, doesn’t do 
badlv c o m p a r e d  with pre-war 
standards. His $sn Plus rations and 
quarters and clothing and med­
ical care is eouivalent to a pre-war 
salary of 100 or 125 Bui suppose 
h“  is merripd and receives an 
allotment for each dependent. The 
average G l did rot do as wall in 
civilian life and he's not likely to 
do as well when he returns to It.

Then think of the higher paid 
armv man. A ton kick with several 
hitches in the service receives more 
than 8250 a month plus clothing 
and medical care. A captain's pay 
with fogies and allowances can 
come to more than $500 per month. 
None o f these figures include the 
additional pav for overseas service, 
living time or any other special 
allowances.

Some people, having had the op­
portunity to become accustomed to 
mnnev like that, will have an aw­
ful time getting back to normal. 
8<gne others, youngsters who knew 
nothing but war time prosperity, 
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S.-Sgt. Leo Haverkamp 
Write* Of Activity

S.-Sgt. Leo Haverkamp writing 
to his parents, Mr. and Mrs. J. J. 
Haverkamp, from Germany, tells 
them of some of the activity he 
has taken part in recently. Since 
the events are s e v e r a l  months 
passed, he was permitted to give 
the details.

“ In the space of 45 minutes, 45 
German planes were destroyed or 
probably destroyed by anti-air­
craft artillery of w h i c h  I am a 
member. This action took place On 
New Year’s Day—the day the 
Luftwaffe bombed Brussels.

Sixty-four enemy p l a n e s ,  the 
largest concentration of hostile 
aircraft at any one time over the 
corps area, were framed in the 
director scopes and forward area 
sights of the ack-ack outfits. Of 
the 45 planes listed the Ninth 
Army headquarters has officially 
confirmed 32 as definitely des­
troyed, and the other 13 are re­
ported as probables.

Sgt. Felderhoff

Full Military Honors 
Accorded Soldier Fatally
Wounded In Philippines

Memorial services with High 
Mass of Requiem were held at 
Sacred Heart churcn Friday morn­
ing, March 24, for Sgt. Lawrence 
Felderhoff, who died Feb. 10, of 
wound received in action on Luzon 
Island in the Philippines.

R5v. Thomas Buergler, pastor, 
officiated at the rites and delivered 
and inspiring and consoling ser­
mon. Full military honors were ac­
corded the deceased after the Mass 
by a detachment of soldiers from 
Camp Howze.

After the rites of the Church the 
flag draped catafalque, represent­
ing his remains, was moved to the 
lawn northwest of the church for 
the military services. Serving as 
catafalque bearers were four vet­
erans of the present war, recently 
returned from overseas and on 
furlough here: S.-Sgt. Earl Leh- 
nertz, S.-Sgt. Joe Hess. Sgt. Elmer 
Fette and Pvt. Valetine Fuhrmann.

Sgt. Bill Gray was in charge of 
themilitary rites. Eight soldiers 
composed the ‘ firing squad, two 
were on flag detail and one served 
as bugler, sounding taps at the 
conclusion of the services.

After the United States flag was 
removed from the catafalque it 
was presented by Sgt. Gray to the 
deceased’s mother, Mrs. John Feld­
erhoff.

A large number of relatives and 
friends filled the church to capaci­
ty to pay final tribute to a young 
man who was esteemed and loved 
by all who knew him.

Lawrence was bom in Muenster 
on Aug. 8, 1919. and attended
Sacred Heart school. He farmed 
with his father until he was called 
to serve in the army on Feb. 3, 
1942. He took basic training with 
an infantry divisin at Camp Wol- 
ter  ̂ and went overseas in June of 
the same year, and into action in 
December.

First stationed in Hawaii, he 
moved with his division to Guadal­
canal, to other islands of the Solo­
mons group, Munda, Arundel, New 
Georgia, New Caledonia, other 
points in the Pacific war zone, and 
participated in the invasion of the 
Philippines.

Survivor' are his parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. John Felderhoff: five 
brothers. Sat. Frank Felderhoff, 
with an engineer’s battalion in 
France; Pvt. Alphonse Felderhoff, 
paratrooper, n o w  in England; 
Vincent Felderhoff, who recently 
received a medical discharge from 
the 36th Infantry division after 18 
months overseas service and is now 
in Muenster: Leo Felderhoff, who 
was scheduled to leave for the army 
last Wednesday, but who was given 
additional time at home on ac­
count of his brother’s riefeth; and 
Henry Felderhoff, Muenster: six 
sisters, Mrs. A u b r e y  Jennings, 
whose husband is with the army 
in Germany: and Misses Emma, 
Philomene. Agnes. C e l i n e  and 
Anselma F e l d e r h o f f ,  and one 
nephew, Jonn Jennings, all of 
Muenster.

Washington Notes
By Congressman Ed Gossett

Washington, D. C. March 23— 

Among bills passed by the House 
o f Representatives this week was 
one extending selective service, 
and another making annual ap­
propriations to the Department of 
Agriculture.

Selective Service was extended 
until July, 1946, unless sooner ter, 
minated by Presidential procla­
mation or by an act o f Congress. 
The draft extenion bill as pre­
sented to the House was not sub­
ject to amendment. There is one 
provision Of the draft law in par­
ticular with which some of us have 
been g r e a t l y  displeased. Under 
selective service, deferments are 
subtracted, and state quotas fixed 
on the number o f remaining eligi- 
bles. This has required numerical­
ly g r e a t e r  contributions from 
states having the fewest defer­
ments.

The Agriculture appropriation

bill has grown into a voluminous 
document. More than 1800 pages 
of testimony were presented to the 
House. Although the bill as passed 
by the House reduces the budget 
estimate 141 million dollars it still 
appropriates the enormous sum of 
975 million dollars to run the De­
partment of Agriculture for the 
next fiscal year.

Some 30 Baptist churches in the 
City of Washington are now en­
gaged in evangelistic campaigns, 
On Sunday night Baptist Members 
were especially invited to hear 
Major William C. Taggert, Chap­
lain, at the Luther Rice Memorial 
Baptist Church. C o n g r e s s m e n  
Beckworth, Sumners, and I at­
tended the service, and it was my 
pleasure to have Chaplain Taggert 
as a luncheon guest in the Capitol- 
on Monday, following his delivery 
of the invocation on the opening 
of the Senate.

others who escaped Java to Aus­
tralia. He m i n i s t e r e d  to the 
famous 19th Bombardment Squad­
ron in the early days of the war. 
He has been decorated for bravery, 
and at one time saved a 75-vehic.le 
convoy from f a l l i n g  into Jap 
hands. He is best known as author 
of the book, “ My Fighting Con­
gregation.''

Speaking of religion, the 23 
members of the Texas Delegation, 
21 Representatives and two Sena­
tors, have various religious faiths. 
Seven are Baptists, seven Metho­
dists, three belong to the Christian 
Church, two are Presbyterians, one 
Catholic, and one Universalist.

In Capitol cloakrooms one fre­
quently h e a r s  debates on what 
should be done with leading war 
criminals. This week’s statement 
of a famous English cleric that 
Hitler should be hanged without 
trial has provoked some discussion. 
That Hitler should be hanged 
seems to be a matter on which 
most agree. The nature and ex­
tent of the trial .which should 
be afforded him is a matter of de­
bate. Personally, I favor a method 
attributed to the Chinese in a par­
ticular case. A morning newspaper 
said “San Lung will be tried for 
treason at 1 o'clock; the execution 
will be at two.”

On Hirohito there is more dis­
agreement. Under Secretary of 
State Grew, ex Ambassador to

Japan, reported on his return to 
Washington that Hirohito was op­
posed to the war and tried to pre­
vent it. Some point out that to 
the Japanese Hirohito is a god and 
the head of their religion, and 
would, therefore, be worth more 
to us alive on a hollow throne 
than martyred on a scaffold. We 
hope time will quickly settle these 
problems for us.

One of the oldest defense in­
stitutions in America, and one 
about which little is generally 
known, is the Coast Guard. The 
United States Coast Guard Acad­
emy, maintained at New London, 
Connecticut, is very similar to the 
Army's West Point and the Navy’s 
Annapolis, except that admission 
is on the basis of competitive ex­
amination. In peace-time the 
Coast Guard has such duties as 
the international ice patrol, the 
weather patrol, enforcement of 
maritime laws such as preventing 
smuggling, r e s c u e s  at sea. etc. 
Graduates of tne Academy are 
viven d e g r e e s  of Bachelor of 
Science, and are usually commis­
sioned as Ensigns with the same 
rank and pay as Ensigns in the 
Navy and Second Lieutenants in 
the Army.

“ Oh, pull me down my window 
shades” — to paraphrase an old 
ballad — might well be the theme 
song in thousands of American 
homes this winter For that’s what 
many, many homemakers will be 
doing to save on winter’s fuel. Dur­
ing the past holiday season I had 
occasion to visit several homes and 
th e  conversation invariably got 
around to the topic of fuel conser­
vation. There were several "heat­
ed” discussions on the real value of 
cloth window shades as insulators.

I found that cloth window shades 
can be a fuel saver of no small 
magnitude. It all stems from the 
fact that approximately thirty per­
cent of all heat lost from the aver­
age dwelling escapes through the 
window panes. And investigations 
conducted by a reliable, impartial 
testing laboratory proved that by 
proper drawing of your shades, 
more than one-third of this pre­
cious heat can be saved.

Actually as much as ten percent 
can be shaved off the average fam­
ily’s fuel bill by simply remember­
ing to pull the window shades 
whenever light from the windows 
is not needed. This means drawing 
the shades right down to the sills 
in all unused rooms, throughout the 
house at night and when the fam­
ily is away from home, and drawt 
ing the shades half way in rooms 
that are in daily use.

And when s e l e c t i n g  window 
shades be sure they measure up to 
these standards: they should be 
made of closely-woven fabric that 
will hang straight and resist crack­
ing, warping, and tearing. It is also 
essential that the shade fit the win­
dow properly and that it run up 
and down smoothly on the roller. 
The roller, in turn, should be 15/16 
inch to 1 Vi inches in diameter to 
insure efficient operation. If your 
shades have these qualities they 
will not only add to the attractive­
ness of the room, but will do a good 
lob of insulatintr vour windows

This instru­
ment which is comprised of the 1C* 
millimeter motion picture projector 
and sound films, has been of in­
estimable value in our prosecution 
of the war.

It is only a matter of time after 
victory when every school in the 
nation will have one or a whole 
battery of these projectors, depend­
ing on the number of students, to 
aid teaching staffs in their task of 
educating the millions of pupils. 
Our educators will have access to 
an almost limitless variety of sound 
motion pictures from public and 
private libraries to aid them in in­
structing all classes from the kin­
dergarten on up through the grade 
and high schools and colleges.

With the aid of projector and 
film, teachers will find their tasks 
made infinitely easier and more 
productive and their students will 
learn faster and retain more of the 
essential details of their subjects.

The United States Navy is so 
impressed with this mode of train 
Ing that it has printed a manual 
entitled “ More Learning in Less 
Time” for the guidance of its train­
ing staff Through the use of pro­
jectors and especially made sound 
motion pictures to meet specific 
needs, the Navy has saved up to 
30 per cent and more in the time 
of training its personnel.

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FEED AND MILK PRODUCTION
Texas dairymen have been asked 

to produce two per cent more milk 
this year than in 1944. Since 
proper feeding and care make up 
the only road to realizing this goal, 
Albert Brient, county agent, urges 
dairymen to p l a n  early and 
thoroughly not only their 1945 op­
erations but their feeding program 
as well.

In planning, Brient suggests 
that they consider these points: 
(1) Keep good producing cows and 
sell low producers while beef prices 
are favorable; (2) Have only as 
many cows as can be fed and 
milked properly; (3) Balance the 
herd with the feed supply; where 
feed must be bought try and ob­
tain a supply at harvest times; (4) 
Own the best bred bull of your 
breed which can be found.

In the feed picture Brient sees 
prospects for a shortage of rough- 
age. This means producing more 
good roughage at home. Pastures, 
which must be used to the fullest 
this year, will furnish more feed if 
the grass is allowed a good start 
before being grazed. Mowing weeds 
will give the grass a chance to 
grow and also keep it from going 
to seed, thereby lengthening the 
grazing period.

Pasture should be cross fenced 
to establish rotate grazing and 
milk cows given first chance at 
each pasture. Sudan planted in 
rows should be included in the 
crops plans at the rate of one acre 
per cow. Cattle grazing along the 
rows trample less grass than when 
it is in drills. Should sudan make 
more growth than can be grazed 
it should be cut for hay before 
heading out.

Brient s ays that g o o d  hay, 
allowing a minimum of one ton per 
cow, will ease lots of feeding pains, 
but silage still is necessary. Three 
tons per cow is the least amount 
to plant, but six tons would give a 
reserve in case of pasture failure. 
An average of one ton of concen­
trates, 500 pounds of which should 
be a protein concentrate, will be 
needed for the years feed supply: 
Cdws should be fed concentrate 
according to production, meaning 
good milkers will get more than 
poor ones.

LOST JUICE

So much good flavor and nutri­
tive value are carried in the juice 
of foods that the good cook takes 
pains to lose as little juice as pos­
sible from all foods in preparation 
and in cooking.

meat, poultry and fish by never 
soaking in water. Meat may need 
to be wiped off with a clean moist 
cloth, and poultry or fish may 
need to be rinsed after cleaning, 
but none of these foods should be 
submerged in water.

In cooking meat save juice by 
using moderate heat. Save all 
drippings in the pan and serve 
with the meat or in gravy. Excess 
fat can be saved for future cook 
ing. ,

Juice from oysters and clams 
has' especially fine flavor, and is 
often served hot as broth, or ad­
ded to stew and chowder. Never 
wash oysters and clams because 
this means a loss of juice.

Soaking f r e s h  vegetables, es­
pecially after they are cut, draws 
out juice that contains both food 
value and flavor. If vegetables 
need freshening, wash and put 
them in a covered container in the 
refrigerator. If potatoes are to be 
peeled before cooking, peel them 
just before they go on the stove. 
The common method of peeling 
ahead of time and then keeping 
potatoes soaking in water to pre­
vent darkening mean a loss of 
food value.

To save the juice of straw­
berries, wash them before, not af­
ter, hulling. Hold juicy fruits like 
oranges and cherries over a bowl 
when slicing so none of the juice 
will be lost as it drips.

Most housewives know that all 
juice from canned vegetables and 
fruits should be saved and served. 
Juice from a can of vegetables 
may be drained into a saucepan 
and cooked down, quickly wiith 
seasoning before the vegetables 
are added toheat. In this way, the 
juice makes a sauce for the vege­
tables. Juice from canned fruit 
may be served with the fruit or in 
pudding sauces or fruit beverages.

“ The destruction of mosquito 
breeding places and fire hazards, 
the proper disposal of garbage and 
trash and the general cleaning up 
of all premises will be, “ said Dr. 
Cox," of inestimable value in help­
ing to keep down summer health 
hazards. Good community house­
keeping and o r d i n a r y  sanitary 
measures require the prompt re­
moval of all waste matter in and 
around yards and homes In order 
to abate the danger of disease.

YOUTHFUL AMBITION 
BECOMES REALITY FOR 
AL SWIRCZYNSKI

A youthful ambition has turned, 
for A1 Swirczynski, into a worth­
while and profitable occupation. 
Today he is connected with Elect­
ric Appliance company in Dallas, 
and due to his ability and past 
experience, heads the engineering 
of air conditioning for that com­
pany. .

The climb to his present job 
wasn’t easy. It involved lots of 
labor and study. Al, a native of 
this city, and a son of Mr. and 
Mrs Joe Swirczynski, had a hank. 
aring for a knowledge of electric! 
ty ever since he can remember 
His first chance to “ get at it’ 
came back in 1 9 2 7, when he 
joined J. M. Luke in an electric 
shop here as an apprentice It was 
his first actual contact for work­
ing on his “hobby.”

Two years later he wept to Dal­
las where he took a course In elec­
tric refrigerator service and re­
turned to the county as a service­
man for refrigerators in this area. 
In 1931 a position was open with 
a Dallas produce company on re­
frigeration of dairy products. He 
applied and got the job. It took 
him over Texas and Louisiana In 
1933 he was transferred to Fort 
Worth and was assigned to west 
Texas.

When air conditioning was in­
troduced he took a position with 
an air conditioning dealer in 1935 
and this gave him a more open 
road to the career of which he 
dreamed. He studied the various 
types of air conditioning includ­
ing stationary air conditioning, 
railroad and air ways, motor bus 
and soda fountain refrigeration.

To complete his degree in en 
gineerlng he needed two years of 
stationary engineering experience 
which he returned to Muenster 
for and took at the FMA cheese 
plant.

He was then recommended to 
North American Aviation to work 
in connection with the consulting 
engineers. Within two months he

was in charge of four 65C-ton air 
conditioning machines, and eight 
months later was placed ip com­
plete charge of the power plant 
under the chief engineer, who, two 
months later gave him complete 
charge of air conditioning equip­
ment and its controls. This plant 
is the second largest in the state. 
He was there for two years, sup­
ervising 32 men, and left only 
recently when a new opportunity 
presented itself.

Air conditioning Is the thing, lie 
says, and in the post war era it 
will be available more widely for 
civilian use.
