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If the West Texas Chamber
of Commerce was successful 
in selling its idea to President 
Ford, there’s ample reason to 
expect fruitful agreements 
from the meeting of US and 
Mexican presidents at the 
border this week.

The report is that Echeverria 
would be willing to let this 
country buy some of Mexico’s 
oil if we will work out a good 
bracero p r o g r a m  allowing 
Mexican nationals to come 
here as migrant farm workers.

It’s hard to imagine a better 
deal than that. Because of the 
energy crisis we need and 
want whatever additional oil 
Mexico can spare. And the 
report of a fabulous new dis­
covery makes it likely that 
Mexico should soon be abund­
antly supplied. At the same 
time Mexico wants jobs for 
many thousands of its unem­
ployed and lots of American 
farmers are begging for help.

One roadblock to the deal 
appears to have been set up 
by a statement from the 
American Embassy in Mexico 
saying that US already has a 
surplus of farm workers and 
wants no more braceros. West 
Texas C of C could not accept 
that view and initiated a 
survey to determine the ac­
tual condition. According to 
that finding s o m e  55,000 
braceros would be welcome in 
132 counties of West Texas 
and probably as many as 100,- 
000 in all of the state.

No mention was made of 
farm workers needed in other 
states, but if demand there is 
proportionate to that of Texas, 
one can assume that a million 
or more workers would be 
welcome.

One wonders about the dis
crepancy in reports of farm 
workers needed here. Per­
haps it reflects the same con­
dition as several years ago 
when statistics truthfully re­
ported many thousands of un­
employed and someone there­
fore assumed that plenty were 
available for farm work. But 
assumptions overlooked the 
fact that average unemployed 
will not accept farm work 
They aren’t satisfied with the 
pay scale or the stooping type 
of labor. The over all result 
is that this country may have 
a surplus of workers while 
at the same time having a 
shortage of farm workers.

One thing is certain. West 
Texas C of C knows the score 
in this situation, so we can 
bet that it has offered some 
sound advice to President 
Ford. This is advice not only 
to please a friendly neighbor 
but also to attain a bigger har­
vest of US fruits and veget­
ables. Too often crops went to 
waste in the fields while US 
consumers were paying dearly 
for short supplies of those 
items.

Anybody who drives a car
must be irritated lately by 
reports that auto insurance is 
due to take another jump 
soon. Requests by the com­
panies are backed by the fact 
that inflation has hit auto re­
pair, hospital care and those 
other costs which make up 
insurance claims.

No one can argue with that, 
but isn’t it about time to con­
sider the people who do not 
cause the companies to pay 
the inflated claim prices? We 
are thinking particularly about 
the good old Joes who keep 
on paying year after year, at 
constantly increasing rates, 
and never file a claim for pay­
ment.

Well, since the companies 
are pointing at people who 
cause costs to go up why 
doesn’t someone come out in 
defense of people who don’t 
cause costs to go up? Why 
not work out some arrange 
ment whereby a person with 
a long record of filing no claim 
can be exempt from those rate 
increases? Better still, why 
not start refunding after a 
number of years of a good re­
cord? One would think that af­
ter paying hundreds of dollars 
over a period of several years, 
and causing the company no 
expense whatever, a person 
would deserve special consid­
eration.

President Ford deserves 100 
per cent support from every 
American in his proposals to 
whip inflation. There are lots 
of things we as individuals 
can do and sacrifices we can 
make in order to make our 
dollars stretch farther. In­
stead of demanding more for 
services and goods we’ve got 
to start giving the other fel­
low a better deal.

There’s no doubt about it, 
if we adopt that policy and 
keep it going we can develop 
the opposite spiral of gradual-

Standard Time 
Returns Sunday

After ten months of Day­
light Saving Time the country 
will return to Standard Time 
at 2 a.m. next Sunday. The 
change is in compliance with 
congressional action which 
ended an adventure into year 
long DST as a means of con­
serving energy.

Experts estimate that the 
venture saved as much as 100,- 
000 barrels of oil a day. How­
e v e r  widespread complaint 
about starting winter days in 
the dark led Congress to make 
a change — but also to com­
promise with conservationists 
by adding two months to DST. 
Officially the country will be 
on DST for eight months and 
on Standard time for four 
months.

Changing time is the last 
Sunday of October and the 
last Sunday of February. That 
means the coming Sunday and 
February 23, 1975.
