
On lhe ih irtie th  anniversary
o f th e  U nited Nations, which 
was organized between Aug­
ust 21 and October 7, 1944, it 
m ight be a good idea to no­
tice its record and consider 
w he ther it is w orth  keeping.

The organization was born 
w ith  high hopes th a t it would 
serve  as an  effective in s tru ­
m en t of world peace and jus­
tice, bu t has failed m iserably 
in  living up to its purpose. 
Such nations as United States, 
England, t h e  Republic of 
China and France, sincere in 
their effort to  prom ote hum an 
w elfare, have been opposed 
consistently  by the Soviet Un­
ion which relentlessly  pursues 
its  goal of bringing the world 
under its com m unist dom ina­
tion. Also, in  violation of the 
ch a rte r it w as pledged to sup­
port, Russia subjected its own 
people and those of satellite 
countries to all tim e low levels 
of depravity  and inhum anity.

A nother flag ran t violation 
of the charter concerns the 
eligibility of peace loving n a ­
tions. The very opposite ap ­
plied as N ationalist China was 
expelled and Red China ad ­
m itted, and the official UN 
policy has been to support the 
com m unist countries in their 
m any aggressions through the 
years.

Aside from the organization’s 
deterioration  of ideals to  the 
very opposite of those origin­
ally espoused, it has been a 
m ost unsatisfactory arrange­
m ent for this nation. D elega­
tions of the m any red coun­
tries  are loaded w ith  spies and 
saboteurs and revolutionaries. 
Also United S tates has been 
paying the lion’s share for UN 
operation, m ore than  4 b il­
lion dollars to date. But it has 
only one vote, the  equivalent 
of m a n y  m em ber nations 
w hich have less than one per 
cen t of our population.

E verything considered, the 
UN has been a detrim ent ra ­
th e r than  a help to its p ro­
claim ed goal of world peace. 
I t  does not deserve to con­
tinue. Besides th a t our coun­
try  has additional reasons for 
opposition. We’re  plagued with 
spies, burdened w ith  more 
th an  our share of expense and 
frustra ted  by m isrepresenta­
tion. I t’s tim e to revive the 
slogan originated several years 
ago, “Get US out of the UN 
and UN out of the US.”

No doubt P resident Ford 
knew  th a t he w as stirring up 
a hornets’ nest Sunday when 
he announced the pardon of 
Form er P resident Nixon for 
w hatever crim es he had com­
m itted  while in office. As 
m ight have been expected, 
the  comments following Ford’s 
announcem ent w ere divided 
m ostly along party  lines. A 
favorite rem ark of the critics, 
including Ted Kennedy, is 
th a t we m ust have no double 
standards. The chief should 
be punished as well as the 
lesser characters who w ere 
convicted in  the  W atergate 
mess. Everybody should be 
equal before the  law.

T hat's easy to  say, but the 
people sounding off know very 
w ell th a t justice under the law 
does not alw ays apply. This 
is tru e  through all levels of 
society, from  p etty  crim inals 
to  the  top levels of financial 
and political people. Regard­
less of sanctim onious dem ands 
for justice, all of us know tha t 
thousands of people who are 
free should be behind bars. 
A nother well known fact is 
th a t other adm inistrations have 
had their scandals, b u t suc­
ceeded b etter in  covering up. 
M any of those w h o  are 
how ling now know  in their 
hearts  that th e ir own party  
has no righ t to point a finger. 
So, w hen some say th a t Nixon 
is no be tte r th an  the  lower 
eschelon W atergate victims it 
should be rem em bered tha t he 
is no worse than m any other 
high office people who re ­
ceived no punishm ent w ha t­
ever.

A nother thing to consider
in th is affair is tha t Nixon 
has already been  severely 
punished. Forced resignation 
from  the most honored office 
of the country  and the hum ili­
ation th a t goes w ith  it plus 
the  incessant flood of insult 
and accusation are  hard  rea li­
ties to live w ith. He has to en ­
d u re  more th an  the  w orst of 
our convicted crim inals.

P resident Ford could have 
le t th is issue drag  on a while 
longer, bu tv he m ust have re a ­
soned th a t he would even tua l­
ly  have to m ake the  hard  de­
cision. And in th e  m eantim e 
th e  haggling and bickering 
w ould continue and prolong 
th e  ill feeling th a t’s already 
too prevalent.

T hat kind of th ink ing  m ay

State Hay Crop 
Improved by Rain

by John  C. W hite
T here’s good news on the 

hay front, including rains tha t 
m ight have delayed harvest of 
some crops. The ra ins w ill 
help hay meadows. The U. S. 
D epartm ent of A griculture re ­
ports th a t im ports of baler 
tw ine is up, and dom estic pro­
duction of sisal and of plastic 
tw ines has increased.

Additionally, m ore jum bo 
balers are being used to h a r­
vest hay, and they  require less 
tw ine/per ton of hay. Further, 
early  tests on the use of 
alum inum  in baling w ire are 
encouraging, and m ore tests 
w ill be made. P lans for the 
tests w ere m ade a t a m eeting 
in  the offices of the Texas De­
partm ent of A griculture which 
has been concerned for some 
tim e about the shortage of 
baling w ire and twine.

Field tests of alum inum  
w ire showed th a t it could be 
used in baling machines, bu t 
the w ire broke at places w here 
ties were m ade when the bale 
was handled. On the bad- 
new s side, the  price of baling 
tw ine is high, around $25 per 
roll, com pared to  around $9 
in  1973, according to  USDA. 
M eanwhile, rains have im ­
proved pasture grasses over 
much of Texas and cattle 
have a good chance to go into 
w in ter in good condition.

B etter pastures can be ex­
pected to mean tha t there will 
be few er ca ttle  on expensive 
feeds. The cost of production 
for farm ers and ranchers has

risen faste r than  the ou tput of 
crops, curta iled  in  Texas by 
drouth. T here has been a d ra ­
m atic rise in export orders 
for grain  (corn and sorghums) 
and soybeans, according to a 
recent issue of the New York 
Times, and th a t probably 
m eans even higher prices of 
production for farm ers as well 
as higher prices for consum ­
ers.

Foreign buyers are trying to 
fill their needs before prices 
of grains and soybeans go

higher, apparently . These sales 
are spark ing  debate over ex ­
port controls and requests 
from the  Federal governm ent 
for exporters to cu t their pur­
chases. The reduced produc­
tion now expected from crops 
will have a d irect effect on the 
Nation’s balance of payments, 
and it is having a d irect effect 
on Texas farm ers’ decisions 
on w hether o r not to keep th a t 
beef cow through the w inter 
or sell her before she has to 
be fed.
