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Liberals of Congress squeal-
ed like pigs under a gate when
the Nixon Administration pro-
posed that they take some of
the same medicine they served
to seven Southern states a few

years ago. The punitive reg-
ulations they prescribed for
others to live by are too harsh
to impose on their own con-
stituents.

The hassle concerns the 1965
Voter Rights Act, which spec-
ifies that states which had
polled less than 50 per cent of
their potential votes in the pre-
vious general election must
ban literacy tests for voting
and will be subject to inspect-
ion of voting procedure by
federal examiners. It just hap-
pened that this sneaky-worded
law applied only to seven
Southern states.

Now is the time when Con-
gress must decide whether to
let the law die or to change it
or renew it. Administration
officials proposed keeping the
regulations but extending ap-
plication to the whole country.
And howls of anguish came
from the liberals. They don’t
want to play by the rules
they imposed on others. They
don’t want incompetent illit-
erates voting in their elect-
ions, and they don’t want fed-
eral snoopers looking for their
election shenanigans.

At this time it isn’t known
whether the administration
proposal is serious or just a
foxy scheme to have the 1965
act turned down. One can i-
magine that liberals may want
to change the prescription if
they too have to take the
medicine,

In the opinion of this column
the law has one good feature
which ought to be extended
to the whole country and one
bad feature which ought to be
eliminated. The regulation
calling for federal investigation
into voting irregularity should
apply everywhere. By a mon-
strous perversion of justice
and common sense we have a
law to lower the boom on a
Southern voting box that de-
prives an illiterate Negro of
his vote but we can’t do any-
thing about the big city ma-
chines guilty of big time voting
frauds. For instance the Chi-
cago caper of the 1960 general
election, and Texas irregular-
ities of the same year. Lots of
people think that election was
stolen for the Democrats by
election crooks. Liberals place
themselves in a rather awk-
ward position when they op-
pose a reform that is so ur-
gently needed.

On the other hand the ban
on literacy tests ought to be
removed. Our country ought
to get back to its old standard
of restricting voting rights to
people who know what they
are doing. The liberals are
particularly illogical in this re-
spect. They make a great issue
of the need for education so
that people can take their
rightful place in society, and
then insist that education is
not needed for voting.

The attitude of liberals on
these issues exposes them to
suspicion of shabby political
principle. They approve voting
supervision in the South where
they think voting fraud would
favor the opponents, but they
oppose supervision where
they expect voting fraud to
favor themslves. They favor
bans on literacy tests in areas
where demagogues with a
something-for-nothing dppeal
can control the voting of people
too ignorant to do their own
thinking, but they don’t want
illiterates to vote in their own
areas.

Of course, it might be men-
tioned in passing that the 1965
Voting Rights act should be
abolished, and never should
have been passed in the first
place. It is unconstitutional.
The law of the land originally
provided that the separate
states set up their own voting
regulations. Our liberal nat-
ional legislators were equally
out of line when they abolished
the poll tax. That matter too
was the concern of states and
not the federal government.

Looking back now at some of
our major problems and their
obvious relation to liberalized
voting regulations, one is in-
clined to think that founders
of our government knew what
they were doing when they
restricted the voting right to
thinking and financially re-
sponsible people. They knew
that intelligent voting is es-
sential to good government.
They knew that public obli-
gations should be voted on by
the people who pay the taxes.

Nowadays when loafers can
live on welfare, when bearing
illegitimate children becomes
a way of life, when a guar-
anteed annual wage for per-

City Water Use
Sets New High

476 on
readings, on the 1st and the
6th, were under 400,000 gal-
lons.

Despite the big volumes the
city does not anticipate a
water shortage. Water Super-
intendent Joe Moster points
out that the three city wells
have a combined capacity of
400 gallons a minute, which
figures to 576,000 gallons a
day, 20,000 gallons more than
the new peak of 556,000. While
that production continues the
city can store enough water
during slack consumption
hours to carry through the
peak consumption hours.

Moster said that total stor-
age capacity in two ground
level reservoirs and the ele-
vated tank is 350,000 gallons.
At times during the day, par-
ticularly 5 to 10 p.m., water
use is greater than the output
of wells. Reservoir output ex-
ceeds input and the water lev-
el falls accordingly. Later, dur-
ing the slack use period, in-
put exceeds output and the
level rises again.

The present rate of con-
sumption requires continuous
production by two water wells
but allows occasional idle per-
iods for the other.

Failure of one of those wells,
however, could cause a short-
age. With a 140 gallon per
minute well out of use the
city’s volume would drop to
about 375,000 gallons a day
which is considerably below
the current demand. Even
then, however, there would
be plenty for essential use.
The city would face only an
inconvenience, not a crisis.

Present heavy use of water
is explaned principally by the
heat wave. Fifteen consecutive
days over 100 degrees and no
moisture causes intensive
lawn watering all over town.
That plus more lavish house-
hold use accounts for the huge
volumes.

Comparison of peak figures

through the years presents an
interesting story of the city’s
growth. Moster’s oldest figure
is for the year 1940, when the
biggest day was 30,000 gal-
lons. In 1950 the peak was
140,000 gallons and by 1955 it
reached 355,000 gallons. Until
1964 the peak remained under
400,000 and reached 462,000 in
'68. And now a jump of al-
most 100,000 to 556,000.

Coincidence is the
likely explanation for that
day’'s high volume, Moster
said. Such factors as watering
two football fields and back
washing the swim pool along
with extensive lawn watering
and heavy domestic and in-
dustrial use add up to lots of
total consumption. When those
demands don’t come together
the day’s consumption remains
at a moderate level.
