
Multimillionaire H. L. Hunt
is quoted as saying that he’ll 
see to it that President Nixon 
is not re-elected next year. 
First of all it seems like a 
very presumptuous statement. 
In spite of all his financial 
power, we are still inclined to 
doubt that he can manipulate 
enough political influence to 
determine the winner.

Almost as amazing is the 
possibility that a person so well 
known for his conservative 
thinking would oppose the 
candidate who is acknowl­
edged to be the more conserv­
ative. Democrat hopefuls now 
seeking their party’s nomina­
tion are mostly a crowd of 
very liberals. The chances are 
very slim that any other nom­
inee of that party would be as 
well established on the con­
servative side as President 
Nixon.

One might think also that 
Mr. Hunt would be influenced 
by the reasoning of Barry 
Goldwater, who is credited as 
saying that it’s out of the 
question to get Reagan on the 
ticket, so the best bet for con­
servatives is to favor Nixon.

Assuming that Hunt isn't 
joining the liberal side, his 
statement seems to imply that 
he has taken on the job of hav­
ing someone else nominated 
next year by the GOP. Only 
in that way is his statement 
consistent with his conserva­
tism. Maybe he declines to ac­
cept Goldwater’s opinion that 
people like Reagan or Agnew 
can’t head the party ticket.

If that’s the case and the 
convention surprises all of us 
by nominating a more conserv­
ative ticket, we have to won­
der also how Hunt expects it 
to win in the election. All of 
us have clear recollections of 
1964 when the liberal Madison 
Avenue crowd, in control of 
the big papers and magazines 
and the air waves, did a merci­
less hatchet job on Barry 
Goldwater. Another ultra con­
servative could expect similar 
treatment.

All of which presents an­
other line of thought. Is it pos­
sible that Hunt visualizes a 
national swing to more con­
servatism? Occasionally we see 
signs of such a trend, and there 
are people who think that the 
pendulum has gone its limit 
in the liberal direction and is 
on its way now in the opposite 
direction.

Related to this possibility 
is an opinion aired some 
months ago by ultra conserv­
ative Phyllis Schlafly who 
claims that Nixon has alien­
ated himself from too many 
former supporters and doesn’t 
have a chance for re-election. 
She thinks that he should bow 
out for the good of the party 
and the country, giving the 
GOP a chance to win with 
Reagan. Now we wonder whe­
ther Hunt and others may be 
working on that idea.

If they are they can hardly 
be blamed. Nixon has been a 
sad disappointment to millions 
of conservatives. In fact there 
were a number of occasions 
when his executive action fav­
ored the people who opposed 
his election.

People trusted him to win 
the war and get out of Vietnam 
but he has continued the- no- 
win policy. His only achieve­
ment is a speeded up schedule 
of backing out. He said he 
favored freedom of choice over 
busing for racial balance in 
school but has taken no steps 
to have this outrage stopped. 
He knew that right-to-work 
advocates supported his elec­
tion but he favored union 
bosses by endorsing bills to 
force compulsory unionism on 
postal workers and farm work­
ers.

He denounced the welfare 
program as wasteful and par­
tial to loafers but recom­
mended a system that would 
cost the taxpayer more and 
increase t h e  unemployment 
rolls. Lately he has the nation 
guessing what will derive 
from his effort to establish 
friendly relations w i t h  Red 
China. On one side we’re told 
that an alliance with China 
can help avoid trouble with 
Russia. However we are still 
aware that China has more in 
common with the Soviets than 
with us. It is still our enemy, 
dedicated to our destruction. 
So far we don’t know whether 
the C’ ina policy is an asset 
or a liability to the country.

It's going lo be intresting to 
notice what develops political­
ly during the next year. If 
the Hunt statement points up 
an effort to dump Nixon and 
get a more conservative ticket 
lots of folks are going to ap­
prove. Or perhaps the effort 
is to get a candidate who is 
not necessarily more conserva­
tive but more loyal to people 
who were loyal to him in the 
election.
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F ootball Teams 
Begin Season

Swim Pool Had 
$3021 Revenue, 
8828 Admissions

The Muenster swimming 
pool enjoyed one of its best 
seasons this year. Considering 
that it operated at a profit 
while providing a good recrea­
tion program, it was a very 
successful season, according to 
City Superintendent Steve 
Moster.

The pool was closed on 
August 29 ending a season of 
slightly more than two and a 
half months. It opened on 
June 1, remained open full 
time until school started on 
August 16 and was open the 
two weekends after that.

Total receipts during that 
time were $3021.99 and total 
expense for labor and chem­
icals was $2414.42, netting the 
city just over $600. In other 
years the operation usually 
was just a little in the red 
or black, Moster said. This 
year’s bigger margin can be 
credited partly to better at­
tendance and partly to rate 
increase.

Best attendance of the sea­
son was 465 on July 11 and 
next best was 311 on June 
6. Four other days were over 
200 and usual attendance was 
between 100 and 200, except 
August which had only 7 days 
over 100 and 4 days with 0 at­
tendance. Cool rainy weather 
kept them away then whereas 
hot dry weather attracted 
them in June and July. June 
had only 2 days under 100, 
July had 7.

Total regular attendance 
was 8828. June had 4130, July 
3765 and August 933. This does 
not include attendance at 
swim parties when the pool 
was leased at $7.50 per hour 
and attendance w a s  not 
counted.

As far as Hornet fans are 
concerned last Friday night’s 
tussle with Archer City was 
a win even though it does not 
go into the record. Officially 
it was a practice scrimmage 
but the only difference from 
the real thing was the absence 
of kickoffs and kick returns 
and the presence of coaches 
with their teams.

The score was 16-0, which 
stands as quite an achievement, 
considering that the visitors 
went into the game with a 
much better rating.

Coaches Glenn Richardson 
and Bill Moore were highly 
pleased with their boys’ ef­
fort, a hundred per cent im­
provement over the previous 
week’s scrimmage. Neverthe­
less they still spotted lots of 
mistakes, which are receiving 
prime attention in this week’s 
practice.

Second stringers started the 
scrimmage and MHS held the 
visitors o n the first series, 
then t o o k  possession and 
moved 4 first downs to the 20 
and ran out of steam.

On second possession the 
Hornets did better scoring on 
a 25 yard pass from Randy 
Wolf to Roger Harrison. Again 
on third possession a pass 
from Wolf to Harrison was 
good for 40 yards and a TD. 
Archer City scored twice on 
long runs. The Hornets led 
8-4 in first downs.

The first down record in the 
first string contest favored 
Muenster 16-9. A stout de­
fense had the visitors stopped 
cold except two short drives 
which were good for three 
downs each. Just before half 
time Archer City moved 38 
yards to the 8 and was pushed 
back 4 yards on the next four 
tries.

The first quarter was most­
ly a standoff with Muenster 
getting 5 scattered first downs 
and Archer City 2. Early in the 
next period Jim Endres drilled 
a pass to Mark Lippe who 
made a beautiful run to the 
end zone. The play gained 71 
yards.

An interception stopped the 
Hornets on the first series of 
the second half, but on second 
possession they went all the 
way. Freshman Randy Wolf 
replaced Jim  Endres, who re­
ceived a rib injury and direc­
ted the team for 68 yards and 
the second TD. Hard running 
by Henry Knabe and H a n k  
Trachta made the yardage.

Knabe made the 
extra points after the first TD.

The visitors made 3 first 
downs after that but failed to 
keep going.

Near the end the Hornets 
gained 40 yards to the 4 in 7 
plays and fumbled.

Father Leo Koesler, Brother 
Michael Fuhrmann, and Bro­
ther Benedict Silva, all mem­
bers of New Subiaco Abbey, 
(a n Arkansas Benedictine 
Monastery), began their jour­
ney to British Honduras early 
Wednesday morning of last 
week in a pickup truck, mark­
ing the final step in the esta­
blishment of a new Benedic­
tine monastery.

The decision to make a new 
foundation came after two 
years of study and negotia­
tions with religious and secu­
lar leaders of that Central 
American country. On June 7 
of this year, the Subiaco Ab­
bey chapter voted to purchase 
a 512 acre farm with house, 
120 head of cattle, 10 horses, 
and some domestic fowl.

The farm is located on the 
Belize River in West Central 
British Honduras, a few miles 
from San Ignacio, the nearest 
town, and about 20 miles from 
Belmopan, the capital of the 
country. It can be reached only 
by boat across the river, ex­
cept during dry periods when 
the river is capable of being 
forded by truck. An Indian 
village of 500 inhabitants and 
a Mennonite ranch border the 
farm.

The purpose of the founda­
tion is seen in the Benedictine 
motto of prayer and work. The 
three monks hope to establish 
a regular life of prayer as the 
basic expression of their life, 
tend the farm for their susten­
ance, and be of assistance to 
the local people in their spir­
itual, educational, and agricul­
tural needs.

Bishop Hoddap, Bishop of 
British Honduras, as well as 
t h e  governmental officials, 
welcome this approach. They 
see an agricultural economy 
as a stablizing and necessary 
element for their country as 
they move toward moderniza­
tion and independence.

The monastery itself, the 
home of the monks, is a simple 
structure mounted on poles, 
the ground floor open to farm 
animals. It has shutters but 
no windows, while partitions 
rather than walls separate the 
the house into six rooms.

There are no plans to re­
build or enlarge the present 
property. Rather it is hoped 
that the land can be utilized 
for the benefit of the local 
people, working with them in 
ways still to be determined.

For Max Koesler

Funeral services for Max 
Koesler, 83, of Vinita, Okla., 
were held there Saturday at 2 
p.m. in Holy Ghost Church 
with a brother-in-law, Father 
Joseph Fuhrmann of Van Bur- 
en, Ark., and a nephew, Fath­
er Nicholas Fuhrmann of 
Subiaco, Ark., assisting in the 
con-celebrated Mass. Burial 
followed in Vinita.

Mr. Koesler, former resident 
of Lindsay was a retired farm­
er. He died Thursday, Sept. 2, 
in Vinita hospital after a two- 
day illness.

He was born in Biberach, 
Germany, third in the family 
of six sons and two daughters 
of Mr. and Mrs. Norbert Koes­
ler who came to America and 
settled in Lindsay. Max mar­
ried Miss Susie Fuhrmann 
there on Aug. 16, 1915. They 
moved to Vinita in 1929 and 
celebrated their golden wed­
ding there in 1965.

Surviving are his wife; one 
daughter, M rs. Lawrence 
Lodes and four sons Cornelius, 
Max Jr. and Mike of Vinita 
and Norbert of Salina, Kansas. 
One daughter died in infancy 
and a son Francis was killed 
on Luzon Island during World 
War II.

Also surviving are one bro­
ther F. X. Koesler of Havre, 
Montana, 20 grandchildren and 
a number of great-grandchil­
dren.

Among relatives at the fun­
eral were Mrs. Alfons Koesler 
Sr., Tony Koesler, Alfons 
Koesler Jr., Mrs. J. D. Caplin- 
ger and Mrs. Steve Grewing 
of Muenster; Mr. and Mrs. H. 
S. Fuhrmann, Mr. and Mrs. 
Damond Fuhrmann and Lynn, 
Mrs. Joe Fuhrmann, Mr. and 
Mrs. Junior Stoffels, Ray 
Fuhrmann, Mrs. Joe Zimmerer, 
Mrs. Alvin Loerwald, Mr. and 
Mrs. Marcus Fuhrmann and 
Mrs. Bill Dankesreiter, all of 
Lindsay.

Beef, milk, and eggs are all 
in short supply in the country, 
and the monks hope to con­
tinue the farming operation as 
their contribution to the econ­
omy and as their means of 
Christian witness.

For Brother Benedict Silva, 
the departure from Subiaco 
is a fulfillment of a lifetime’s 
hope and prayers. He was born 
in British Honduras in 1927. 
In his early 20’s he became in­
terested in the Benedictine 
way of life. Through study and 
inquiry he learned of Subiaco 
in Arkansas, applied for ad­
mission, and made his final 
vows in 1956. Since then he 
has been awaiting the day 
when Subiaco might launch a 
foundation in his native coun­
try. His life’s hopes came true 
when the Abbey decided to 
purchase his father’s farm and 
establish the new monastery.

Father Leo Koesler, leader 
of the trio, has been at the 
Abbey for some 33 years, work­
ing as a teacher in the Acad­
emy and the now defunct Col­
lege and Seminary. Brother 
Michael Fuhrmann came to 
Subiaco in 1948 from Lindsay, 
Texas, after serving in the 
Pacific Islands in World War 
II. Since his arrival at Subiaco 
he has been involved primari­
ly with the Abbey farm and 
forest.

The three were honored at 
a special liturgy Tuesday 
evening, celebrated by the 
Subiaco monastic community. 
During the celebration, the 
missionaries were presented 
with individual m i s s i o n  
crosses, a copy of the Rule of 
St. Benedict, and were bid 
farewell by the members of 
the Subiaco community.

Brother Michael is the son 
of Mr. and Mrs. J. J. Fuhrman 
of Lindsay, Texas. After com­
pleting his schooling in Lind­
say he worked on his father’s 
farm, spent three years in the 
Air Force, including service 
in the Pacific Islands. He be­
came a candidate for the re­
ligious life at Subiaco Abbey 
in 1948, making his final pro­
fession in 1953.

Father Leo Koesler is the 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Alphonse 
Koesler, born in Lindsay in 
1921. After attending the prim­
ary school at Lindsay he en­
tered the Subiaco Seminary, 
making his final profession on 
September 14, 1944. He was or­
dained in 1946.

Torrid Tussle in 
Sight as Hornets 
Get Set for Eagles

Suddenly it seems that one 
of the big and tough games on 
the MHS schedule is the very 
first one. Coach Glenn Rich­
ardson said this week that the 
Valley View Eagles are extra 
stout and are rated as one of 
the powers in Texas Class B 
football this season.

He pointed out that Harris 
ratings put the Eagles in 17th 
place of class B and the Hor­
nets in 105th place in Class A, 
so the question now is, which 
is supposed to be the better 
team? The best answer, appar­
ently, is that each should have 
lots of respect for the other.

Other basis for comparison 
is the record so far in practice 
scrimmage, in which both got 
along very well. The Hornets 
rolled over Class A Archer 
City by two touchdowns last 
week, and at the same time 
the Eagles trimmed Class B 
Alvord by four touchdowns.

D e p t h ,  experience and 
weight should lean toward the 
Hornets. They have a squad of 
33 whereas the Eagles have 21. 
They have 10 seniors and 8 
juniors whereas the Eagles 
have 4 and 5. And, despite the 
226 pounds of the Eagles’ Lar­
ry Hill, the Hornets will be 
slightly heavier as a team 
average. The Eagles have 
strong runners in Calhoun 
and Hill and a passing threat 
in Barthold.

Now that the 18-year-olds 
have the Constitutional right 
to vote, some political forces 
are making a concerted effort 
to channel the young people’s 
thinking in one direction — 
left-liberal.

Will This Be

Setting the Stage
Conceivably, the country is 

now approaching a time when 
a combination of circum­
stances could lead to extension 
of authority of a dictatorial 
nature.

Common Sense
For some two decades, diet 

campaigns have been carried 
on urging people to eat less 
fat, exercise more and other­
wise take steps to guard against 
future heart attacks. So far, the 
campaigns have borne little 
fruit. Consequently, proposals 
have been made to regulate the 
diet of the American popula­
tion by law, although there are 
substantial differences of op­
inion as to the relationship of 
diet in such things as heart 
disease.

The advice of physicians, 
which suggests t h a t  healthy 
people eat and exercise mod­
erately, has a ring of common 
sense that can do more to pro­
mote good eating habits than 
laws, regulations or high- 
powered campaigns. So far as 
changing the eating customs 
of a nation by decree, the fu­
tility of such a course should 
be evident from the experi­
ence with prohibition. As “Nu­
trition Today” comments,

. . when the government re­
quires a person to do things 
to protect the individual from 
his own folly, it is usually 
abridging the individual’s free­
dom of choice. It is acting not 
in behalf of society, which is 
its proper domain, but in the 
sententious claim that the gov­
ernment alone is possessed of 
superior judgment. This is why 
one cannot accept the idea 
that cigarettes should be 
banned, or that the cattle-rais­
ing, dairy, and food industries 
should be coerced by govern­
ment into curbing the amounts 
of saturated fats in our diet.”

And, speaking of free choice, 
there are people who prefer 
less longevity to the prospect 
of a long life in company with 
a government that acts like a 
nagging wife.

Special ID Cards 
Available at DPS

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, di­
rector of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, said to­
day that Texans now are able 
to obtain a special personal 
identification card.

The card, which was author­
ized by the 62nd Texas Legis­
lature, is laminated and con­
tains a color photograph of the 
holder. It is the same size as 
a Texas Orivers license.

Information appearing on 
the card includes the holder’s 
date of birth, height, sex, and 
eye color. Each card has a 
special identification number 
issued by the DPS.

Speir said the cards should 
be of value to those persons 
who do not hold a Texas driv­
ers license, but who need some 
sort of official card to help 
establish their identity.

In order to obtain a personal 
identification card, the appli­
cant must appear at a DPS 
drivers license field office ex­
ecute a special application 
form, present a birth certifi­
cate or other documentary evi­
dence of identity and date of 
birth, be fingerprinted and pay 
a statutory fee of $5.00. The 
special cards, which will be 
mailed from DPS Headquar­

ters in Austin, will be dated to 
expire four years from the 
applicant’s next birth date.

Also effective September 1, 
certain persons having mili­
tary service connected disa­
bilities are exempted from 
drivers license fees.

Speir said those individuals 
with a 609$- or more service 
connected disability are en­
titled to the free drivers lic­
ense provided they meet other 
requirements which apply to 
all applicants. At the time of 
application for a new or re­
newal license, the disabled 
veteran must present the DPS 
drivers license office an offic­
ial communication from the 
Veterans Administration Re­
gional Office showing that he 
is currently receiving compen­
sation from the Federal Gov­
ernment in connection with a 
60Vr or more service connected 
disability.

In  all the counties each ow ner of 
any livestock m entioned in Chap­
ter 1 of T itle  121 of the Revised 
Civil Statutes of 1925 shall within 
six  m onths a fter this A ct takes 
e ffe ct (the act becom es effectiv e  
on August 30, 1971) have his m ark 
and brand fo r such stock recorded 
in the office of the county clerk  
of the county. These owners shall 
record the m arks and brands 
w hether the brands and m arks 
have been previously recorded or 
not.

(b) The ow ner shall have the 
right to have his m ark and brand 
recorded in his nam e who accord­
ing to the present records of the 
county first recorded the brand 
and m ark in the county, or in 
event it can not be ascertained 
from  the records who first re ­
corded the brand and m ark in the 
county, then the person who has 
been using such m ark and brand 
the longest shall have the right to 
have the brand and m ark recorded 
in his name.

(c) A fter the exp iration  of six 
m onths from  the taking e ffe ct of 
this A ct all records of m arks and 
brands now in existen ce in the 
county shall no longer have any 
force or e ffect and a fter the e x ­
piration of six  m onths only the 
records made a fter this A ct takes 
e ffect shall be exam ined or con­
sidered in recording m arks and 
brands in the county.

Sec. 2. All brands and m arks 
registered under the provisions of 
this A ct shall be re-registered  
every 10 years in  the m anner p re­
scribed in Section  1 of this Act.
