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County UF Campaign 
Goal Set at $52,643

A few weeks ago a question
came up concerning the pro­
per voting place of 18-year- 
olds who are attending college. 
Should they register and vote 
in their home towns or where 
they are living while attending 
school?

At first sight this appears 
as only a m atter concerning 
the convenience of the stu­
dents. Certainly it would be 
more of a bother for the young 
people to vote absentee n r  
flock back home on election 
days, so, voting on campus 
would generally be preferable.

But people representing the 
perm anent population claim 
that the issue goes a lot deeper. 
This is a m atter of part time 
residents, here today and gone 
in a few years, possibly ac­
quiring the voting power to 
control local elections.

One can imagine how they 
could establish conditions fav­
orable to themselves and leave 
the tab to be picked up by the 
other people. For instance a 
town like Denton facing a 
proposed bond issue to finance 
a vast recreational program 
appealing principally to young­
sters.

The law says that only tax ­
payers can vote in such an 
election, but it’s a fact that 
anyone can qualify by render­
ing a small item  of property 
for taxation. So the come and 
go younsters could have the 
balance of power to vote bene­
fits to themselves and impose 
most of the debt on the older 
perm anent residents.

Obviously this kind of deal 
isn’t fair. Fundam entals of 
justice tell us that its wrong 
to let people vote their hands 
into other people’s pockets. But 
as we think it over we realize 
tha t this violation of justice 
has been going on for a long 
time. Many of our current 
economic troubles trace back 
to the fact tha t demagogues 
are buying their way into of­
fice by favoring benefits to the 
something-for-nothing people 
at taxpayer’s expense.

A n t h o n y  H arringan of 
Southern States Industrial 
Council observes that United 
States is fast becoming two 
nations. One includes produc­
tive citizens, taxpayers and 
workers. The other includes 
non-productive types, welfare 
and food stamp recipients, con­
sumers of goods and services 
paid for by other people.

The laws of the nation, states 
and local communities are re ­
w ritten  to supply the wants 
and meet the demands of the 
drone population. It is a trend 
that must be reversed to avoid 
eventual destruction by the 
parasitic elem ents of our pop­
ulation.

Existence of this fact is
alarming, and the attitudes of 
people is even more alarming. 
On the national level especial­
ly, legislators and bureaucrats 
are unmoved by taxpayer pleas 
for more economy but they are 
most solicitous for the tax ea t­
ers. A food stamp recipient 
complains about standing in 
line waiting for handouts and 
the welfare service strives to 
provide more comfort and fas­
ter service at added expense 
to the taxpayers.

W elfare people form an or­
ganization to press demands 
for a bigger share of our earn­
ings and politicans go all out 
to pacify them, never bother­
ing about our interests in the 
case.

A horrible example of the
mess is New York City, w ith a 
seventh of its seven million 
citizens on welfare, and half 
of them added to the rolls 
during the term  of the u ltra 
liberal John Lindsay, who now 
wants to be president. After 
w hat he’s done to a great city 
we can imagine what he would 
do to our great nation. Along 
with his misguided generosity 
he can surely be depended up­
on to bestow increased ballot 
power to this elem ent which 
is already raiding the treasury.

The trend of recent years, 
w hen the vote was bestowed 
on drones and illiterates, who 
can be easily swayed by 
demagogues, needs to be re ­
versed. If we hope to have a 
return  to responsible govern­
m ent we should bring it back 
to the control of responsible 
people.

H indsight on this subject
seems to confirm w hat poll tax 
adv c c'aim ed a num ber 
of ve'^rs ago. That system 
tended to produce a more re ­
sponsible electorate because 
persons not sufficiently con­
cerned to pay a poll tax were 
not expected to vote in telli­
gently. Also there seems to 
have been a good reason why 
this nation in its early years 
allow d only property owners 
to  vote. The policv then was 
th a t control of governm ent 
should be in the hands of peo-

Record Budget of
$877,653 Adopted 
By Cooke County

Members of the Cooke Coun­
ty Commissioners Court in 
session Monday adopted an all 
time high budget for the fiscal 
y e a r  beginning January  1, 
1972.

They anticipate expenditures 
of $877,653 in three funds as 
follows. Road and Bridge fund, 
$355,734; Road and Bridge 
Lateral Fund, $36,744; Admin­
istration $485,175.

Receipts of $931,509 are ex­
pected from the following 
sources. Ad Valorem Tax, 
$495,800; Vehicle License Fees, 
$175,000; Officers Fees, $188,- 
146; S tate Funds, $47,024; O ther 
Revenue $25,539.

The ad volorem tax  is 
based on a tax ra te  of 99 
cents per $100 of valuation — 
an increase of 11 cents — on 
the total county valuation of 
$52 million.

The breakdow n of the 99 
cent tax  is as follows. General 
fund, 48 cents; Ju ry  fund, 4 
cents; Road and Bridge fund 
21 cents; Perm anent Im prove­
ment fund, 3 cents; Road and 
Bridge special fund 15 cents; 
Lateral Road fund, 8 cents.

Due to the price-wage freeze 
the new budget does not in­
clude pay raises for county 
personnel. Elsewhere the bud­
get is subject to later am end­
m ent to pay bills of indigent 
patients at the Gainesville and 
M uenster hospitals. Another 
possible change concerns an 
expected federal g rant to hire 
two additional county em­
ployees at a total cost of $11,- 
000.

County Auditor Tom Blount 
reported that the county’s 
sound financial condition is in­
dicated by an estim ated bal­
ance of $105,000 at the end of 
this year, and approxim ately 
$130,600 will be transferred 
from the general fund to vari­
ous other funds.

Blount also said that the 
county has no bonded in­
debtedness and continues to 
operate on a cash basis.

The meeting of M uenster’s 
Hornets and Valley View’s 
Eagles was another traditional 
thriller, and again the Hornets 
managed to come out ahead.

Grass Judging 
Contest Set Oct. 5 
By Soil District

The board of directors of the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil & W ater 
Conservation District, along 
with other agricultural w ork­
ers in the district, set Tuesday, 
October 5th, as the date for 
the annual grass judging con­
test.

“This will be our 22nd an­
nual contest,” said J. H. Bayer, 
chairm an of the board. “The 
board started  this contest back 
in 1950 and it has lasted down 
through the years and has 
proven to be one of our best 
contests for the youth of this 
district,” Bayer said.

The contest will be held a t 
Cooke County Junior College 
in Gainesville. Registration 
will s ta rt a t 1:00 p.m. and ac- 
tu ral judging at 2:00 p.m. This 
contest is open to all agricul­
tural extension service 4-H 
Clubs and Future Farm ers of 
America Chapters in the three 
county district. “We hope to 
have at least 100 students com­
peting in this year’s contest,” 
Bayer stated.

This is a unique contest in  
that it is based on actual 
knowledge of fifty plants grow­
ing on the farm s and ranches 
of this district. These plants 
are identified by giving them  
the correct common name and 
then classified as to grazing 
value, wildlife value, annual 
or perennial, native or in tro­
duced, and as to w hether cool 
season or warm  season grow­
ing plant. It would be pure­
ly accidental to make a very 
high score by guessing.

The students who apply 
themselves study and practice 
for a num ber of days before 
the contest to learn as many of 
the common plants growing 
about them  as possible. W ith 
the help of their advisor they 
can become very proficient in 
learning the common plant 
characteristics. This type of 
information is helpful to them  
all through future life as many 
of them will own and operate 
farms.

Chairman Bayer stated that 
plans call for a meal to be 
served to all team  members 
and their coaches after the 
contest.

Forgotten Lesson 
of History

The sale of American scrap- 
iron to Japan  before Pearl 
Harbor, soon returned to us in 
bullets tha t killed thousands of 
Americans, used to be the 
guilt-laden symbol of policy 
t h a t  recklessly put profit 
above national security.

Despite the opposition of the 
Chiefs of Staff and the De­
fense Departm ent, W ashington 
has w ithdraw n its opposition 
to the sale of $12-million 
worth of British computers to 
Soviet Russia. The doors have 
thus been opened to similar 
sales by American producers. 
Its backwardness in computer 
technology has been one of 
the critical bottlenecks in So­
viet industry. Moscow has pro­
mised that the British compu­
ters will not be used for mili­
tary purposes. But at the very 
last, as Admiral Hyman G. 
Rickover has warned, they 
will “free other computers of 
Soviet design for weapon use.”

Expert analysis of Soviet 
weapons on display in the Is- 
rael-A rab war of 1967 anti in 
the protracted conflict in In­
dochina has indentified the 
low quality of trucks as a con­
spicuous weakness in Soviet 
m ilitary equipment. Under a 
$700-million contract the Mack 
Truck company would cure 
that weakness by building the 
world’s largest truck factory 
in Russia. So far there has 
been no sign that our govern­
m ent disapproves the deal. 
Only a year ago a similar pro­
posal by Ford was blocked by 
W ashington — that’s how fast 
the hope of profit is taking 
priority over the logic of na­
tional security!

M eanwhile Congress has 
authorized huge credits by Ex­
port-Im port Bank — in effect 
credit guaranteed by the U. S. 
taxpayer — for trade with 
Communist nations. Our gov­
ernm ent appears hell bent on 
repeating the “scrapiron to 
Japan” blunder on a larger 
scale.

Purcell Proposes 
Amendment to Stop 
Bussing Children

A Constitutional amendment 
to halt federally imposed bus­
ing of school children was pro­
posed today by U. S. Repre­
sentative Graham Purcell. 
“Unless this step is taken,” the 
Texas Democrat stated, “we 
will see the irrevocable des­
truction of the world’s most ef­
fective educational system — 
t h e  neighborhood school- 
house.”

Purcell’s amendment, if ra ­
tified, would prohibit the 
forced assignment of children 
to schools outside their neigh­
borhoods. “A fter all," the vet­
eran legislator said, “what 
we’re seeking is the best edu­
cation possible for every child 
in the United States regardless 
of their race. Shuffling young­
sters from one school to an­
other over the course of their 
fundam ental education seems 
to be the most self-defeating 
program anyone ever dreamed 
up.”

Congressman Purcell insis­
ted that the emphasis should 
be turned instead to an im­
provem ent of the educational 
quality of public schools. The 
proposed am endm ent would 
also require the government, 
from federal to local levels, to 
concentrate available resources 
on substandard schools.

I have seen the welfare sys­
tem corrupt thousands, making 
beggars of once proud and in­
dustrious people. I have seen 
otherwise proud citizens shun 
the responsibility of caring for 
aged parents and shift the 
burden to public aid. I’ve seen 
precinct captains help people 
get on the welfare rolls and 
then threaten  to get them  off 
if they don’t ‘vote righ t’. The 
welfare system i s not the 
‘American Way’ — it m ust be 
drastically revised or abolished 
altogether.

The Real 
Red China

There is a lot of juvenile 
ecstasy over President Nixon’s 
visit to Peking. The media 
tend to gloss over the fact that 
Mao has publically stated his 
indifference to the appalling 
hum an price that would be ex­
acted by a therm onuclear holo­
caust, which China’s growing 
capacity to launch a therm on­
uclear strike makes ever more 
possible.

The editors of Communist 
China 1949-1969 do not ex­
plicitly conclude that any soft­
ening of America’s hard line 
policy toward Red China will 
help her economy. It will, 
however, enhance her ability 
to produce the means needed 
to wage just such a war, and 
therefore will not be in Am er­
ica’s self-interest and those of 
the free world.

“Communist China” (Dr. 
Shih, New York University 
Press) gives the lie to those 
who wish to believe that Red 
China is coming around. Even 
though her leaders h a v e  
stopped m urdering millions of 
“bourgeois reactionaries,” Red 
China’s foreign adventurism, 
domestic repressiveness and 
cultural stagnation give evi­
dence that things are not look­
ing up in the land of Mao. Red 
China is not coming around.

Those who champion setting 
up normal relations with Red 
China might inform them ­
selves of what passes for in ­
tellectual freedom there. Try 
reading Dr. Shih’s essay on 
“the State of the Intellec­
tuals.” Shih writes of the Red 
Chinese attitude: “Intellectuals 
and semi-intellectuals who are 
useful in various degrees and 
who are basically loyal should 
be given appropriate work, 
trained adequately and led 
gradually t o correct their 
weaknesses in the course of 
our sustained struggle, in or­
der to enable them to remould 
themselves to adopt truly the 
point of view of the people, 
and to get along with the vet­
eran party members and other 
members of worker and peas­
ant stock.” The Communist 
Party  takes precedence over 
everyone and everything.

We have to wonder why 
even a small percentage of our 
young feel that our country 
isn’t a desirable place to  live. 
Oddly enough, many of them 
come from affluent homes. 
While this goes on, nearly 58,- 
000 Cubans, men, women and 
children have fled Castro’s 
Communism in small boats, 
hoping to make it to Florida 
and freedom. Some 14,000 have 
made it.

Early Dental Care 
Is Foundation of 
Good Adult Teeth

“Pedodontics” is a big word 
with a simple meaning — the 
care and treatm ent of chil­
dren’s teeth. A m ajor part of 
pedodontics is preventive den­
tistry, and preventive dentist­
ry  for the very young is the 
one great hope for a realistic 
solution to our dental woes.

If a child’s teeth are proper­
ly cared for up to age 15, a 
strong foundation has been 
laid for minimizing dental 
troubles in later years.

At about 6 months of age 
the four front teeth — two 
upper and two lower — begin 
to peek out. These front 
teeth are incisors, the cutting 
teeth. By age 7 to 11 months, 
four more teeth, upper and 
lower, s tart to come in. These 
are the lateral incisors at 
either side of the central teeth.

Then M other N ature wisely 
skips a few spaces in order 
to properly shape the jaw. In 
12 to 16 months, the back teeth 
or molars, come in. Then the 
cuspids show to fill in the 
space between. At about 24 
months, t h e  second molars 
come in.

Up to  this point all teeth 
which have erupted are prim ­
ary teeth, and although tem ­
porary they are vital. They 
help shape the face, help the 
youngster learn to speak dis­
tinctly, and help him n u tri­
tionally.

While all this has been go­
ing on, the perm anent teeth 
are slowly developing in the 
jaw  bone so they can come 
forth at the proper time.

The first perm anent teeth 
to erupt are molars — some­
times called “six-year” molars 
simply because they emerge at 
about age 6. Because they do 
not replace the first teeth but 
come in just behind them, 
these molars tend to confuse 
parents who think they are 
also tem porary teeth.

This error can lead to un­
fortunate consequences. Since 
the “six-year” molors are per­
m anent teeth, they will not 
be replaced if lost.

Family dentists strongly em­
phasize the importance of 
watching for the six-year mo­
lars. They are im portant to 
the structure of the mouth. 
The m anner in which they in­
terlock with their opposite 
teeth will determ ine the even­
tual shape of the jaw, facial 
contour and regularity of 
alignment of other teeth.

Because of their importance, 
these first perm anent teeth are 
often referred to as the “key­
stone of the dental arch.”

The strength or weakness of 
adult dental health — barring 
loss of teeth through accidents 
— can invariably be traced to 
habits of preventive dentistry 
learned or left unlearned in 
childhood. And when it comes 
to preventive dentistry, the 
pedodontist is a child’s best 
friend.

LOUSY LUCK IN 
FOOTBALL CAN'T 
GET ANY WORSE

Raw deals from Lady Luck 
seldom if ever come rougher 
than tha t dealt out to Valley 
View’s Eagles in a series of 
football plays here last week. 
M isfortune not only dealt a 
hard blow, it kept an pound­
ing.

The whole calamity started 
with a 25 yard pass completion 
to the 5 yard line. A lineman 
was offside on the play, so the 
gain was nullified and the 
team got a 5 yard penalty in ­
stead. That was 30 yards of 
tough luck.

On the next play someone 
was called for holding, so the 
ball was moved back 15 yards 
more, to the 50. That was 
followed b y  a perfectly 
legal play, but fouled up ex­
ecution, which netted a 3 yard 
loss. A t this point it was sec­
ond down with 33 to go for a 
first down.

A nother fouled up play 
came next and the quarter­
back, caught for another loss, 
tried to turn  the play into an 
incomplete pass. But officials 
r u l e d  it as intentionally 
grounding the ball and step­
ped off another 15 yard pen­
alty. So it was still second 
down but 48 to go.

Still, that wasn’t the end. A 
frustrated Eagle on the next 
play had his mouthpiece drap­
ing from the side of his hel- 
ment. Another m ajor penalty; 
still second down, but now 63 
yards from a first.

A fter that kind of miserable 
luck for five plays anyone 
would think there had to be a 
turning point. But not yet. It 
just got worse. On the next 
play the quarterback was 
scrambling behind the line 
looking for a chance to throw 
the bomb when a blitz hit him 
and he fumbled. The loss was 
another 15 yards, and Muen­
ster recovered just 2 yards 
from the goal. Total loss from 
the original line of scrimmage 
was 68 yards.

Figuring yardage from the 
point of the pass completion, 
it’s a total loss of 93 yards in 
the series — at least, a chal­
lenger if not the champ for 
the all tim e record of going 
backward.

And to think it happened to
Ricky Barthold, one of the 
classiest high school quarter­
backs of North Texas. For a 
player of his ability this ought 
to be a full season’s quota of 
bum luck.

ASCS Office Has 
Official Answers 
On Prices, W ages

All residents of Cooke Coun­
ty may obtain answers to 
questions on operation and in­
terpretation of the Presiden­
tial order of August 15 on 
prices, rents, wages and sal­
aries from the Cooke County 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service <ASCS) 
Office, according to Chester 
Calhoun, Chairman of the 
County ASC Committee.

County A S C S  offices 
throughout the United States 
have been chosen as inform a­
tion centers to answer ques­
tions from all citizens on Pres­
ident Nixon’s Executive order 
which is designed to stem in­
flation and strengthen the na­
tional economy.

The Cooke County ASCS Of­
fice is receiving official an­
swers to questions concerning 
the President’s action, and any 
person in Cooke County who 
wants or needs precise infor­
mation should get in touch 
with the County Office, Cal­
houn said.

The Cooke County ASCS 
Office is located at Room 222, 
Federal Building. The mailing 
address is P. O. Box 460. The 
telephone num ber is 665-4328. 
In charge of the office is A. R. 
Robbins, County Executive Di­
rector. The office has a staff 
of 4 persons.

“Ours and all ASCS offices 
throughout the nation, will 
function as information cen­
ters in all locations outside of 
highly urbanized areas,” Cal­
houn said.

County ASCS offices are not 
to handle complaints or ap­
peals, he said. They will serve 
only to provide official infor­
mation. Persons with com­
plaints will register them with 
the most convenient district or 
sub-district office of the In ter­
nal Revenue Service. Forms 
are available in the ASCS of­
fices for registering complaints.

“Neither will interpretations 
or guesses be made by ASCS 
county office people. They will 
answer only those questions 
for which they have been sup­
plied answers. If they don’t 
know the answer to a specific 
question, they will say so. If 
a member of the public wants 
the county office to obtain an 
answer, the question will go 
by phone or mail to the near­
est IRS district office,” Cal­
houn said.
