George Meany and the other
labor bosses who walked out
of the Pay Board of President
Nixon’s wage-price control
committee actually did the
country a favor. In the first
place their ideas on wage con-
trols were not consistent with
an anti-inflation effort. And
besides, as representatives of
the big unions, they were not
representatives of the major-
ity of workers.

As regards  their kind of
thinking, it should be pointed
out that their stand in the
dockworkers strike was defi-
nitely more inclined to infla-
tion than to control. They in-
sisted on wage and fringe in-
creases adding to 21 per cent,
and left in a huff when Busi-
ness and Public members
would not allow more than
15 per cent.

The point that strikes us
here is that the 15 per cent
seems most generous and even
inflationary. Average people
like you and me cannot un-
derstand how that much in-
crease is justified, but the pay
board fellows insisted on an
even more inflationary rate.
No matter what the union
bosses claim, they can’t con-
vince us that a worker de-
serves that much raise, or that
it can be granted without a
sharp increase of prices.

And let’'s not overlook the
chain reaction in this. Suppose

dock workers got their raise.
How long then until others
would make similar demands,
and still others and others?
Surely they have as much
right to a raise. And when

they get it they send the price
spiral on another whirl

Aside from lack of justifica-
tion, we need to think of the
common sense angle. As Sen-
ator Mike Mansfield observed,
“labor should be just as in-
terested in price controls, un-
employment and the general
economic situation as anyone
else.” The labor bosses appar-
ently did not bother to think
that all workers, including
those to receive the wage
hike, would find their dollars
buying less.

This is the real approach to
the wage-price problem, the
area in which our country des-
perately needs some statesman-
ship. All of us know that
prices and wages are out of
line. It doesn’t make sense to
let one and then the other
inch up, giving temporary
comfort to one faction until
the other decides it’s his turn
to get the lion’s share.

The smart solution is to
strive for the opposite trend.
We heard talk of sacrifice
when the control mechanism
was in the making. Now’s the
time to get some of the sacri-
fice in practice. If labor lead-
ers were forth their salt they'd
offer to take a 5 per cent pay
cut on condition that prices
come down proportionately.
After that levels off they could
arrange for further cuts of
prices and wages.

At first sight this doesn’t
seem to make a difference.
Just a matter of breaking
even at progressively lower
levels. But a big factor is in-
volved. With deflation the
value of savings would in-
crease. People’s buying power
would improve, thereby stim-
ulating more business and
more employment. As the
prices come down gradually
the economy would bring one
item after another back in
competition with foreign mar-
kets. The net effect: more
business and more jobs, and a
healthier economy.

This column has long main-
tained that the liberal scheme
of spending ourselves rich
through inflation and deficit
financing does not make sense.
Instead of increasing our sup-
ply of constantly shrinking
money and stealing the value
from savings, we ought to be
working on the method where-
by actual buying power in-
creases - and more jobs are
created.

We have seen enough of our
present folly to know that it
pays off only in temporary
benefit to the greedy while
others have to suffer, and be-
fore long the greedy too feel
the pinch. Over all it does not
improve a worker’s current
purchasing power, but it hurts
him by eroding the value of
bonds, insurance and other
kinds of savings. Well, why
can’'t thcse smart people in
Washington, including our
president, find a way to stop
the silly system that is lead-
ing to ruin and introduce a
sensible plan?

Back to that remark about
the union bosses being the
wrong representatives on the
Pay Board for working peo-
ple. Those guys represent
union members — but only 17
million of the country’s 80

Will the Canal
Be Given Away?

In his report to Congress on
“U.S. Foreign Policy for the
1970’s” (Feb. 9) President Nix-
on made thig cryptic remark:
“We have entered new nego-
tiations with Panama to
achieve a mutually acceptable
basis for continuing efficient
operation and defense of the
Panama Canal.”

It is necessary to point out
that the United States has no
need of any assistance from
Panama to operate and de-
fend the Canal. The Panaman-
ian Goverment has had 59
Presidents in the past 69 years,
which is a fairly good indica-
tion of the instability, the
weak character and the un-
realiability of Panama as a
partner in the operation and
defense of the Canal.

The Canal Zone was bought
acre by acre and is held in
perpetuity by the United
States under a treaty signed
in 1903 with Panama. The net
total investment of United
States taxpayers in the Pan-
ama Canal was more than $5
billion by June 30, 1968.

Representative Daniel J.
Flood, of Wilkes-Barre, Pa,,
said in the House on Feb, 23:
“As regards the Panama
Canal, it should be remem-
bered that wresting its con-

trol from the United States
has been a major Soviet policy
since 1917, and that the Com-
munist takeover of Cuba in
1959 was the first specific step
in that direction.” He related
that Russian technical advisers
are already in the Isthmus.
The policy that has been
followed by every United
States Administration since
1945 makes the odds heavily
in favor of relinquishing con-
trol of the Canal to Panama,
unless the American people
make their voice heard loud-
ly in this matter.
— U. S. Press Assn.

Will US Go Broke?

The question was raised a
few weeks ago by Time mag-
azine. Henry Hazlitt often
raised it in Newsweek. It is
not a new idea. Cicero, the
most eloquent of ancient writ-
ers, raised it but very few in
authority listened. They did
not remember what he said
even after Rome went bank-
rupt.

“The budget should be bal-
anced,” Cicero insisted with
the politicians. “The treasury
should be refilled. Public debt
should be reduced. Arrogant
officialdom should be tempered
and controlled.

“Aid to foreign lands should
be curtailed lest Rome be

bankrupt. People should be
forced to work and not depend
on the government for sub-
sistence.”

It all sounds very timely. At
least Roosevelt made the able-
bodied work for their susten-
ance. We think we are weal-
thier now, but we are going
further into debt at an alarm-
ing rate. Interest on the debt
last year cost twice as much
ag the Vietnam war. At the
very least, we are robbing the
next generation by overspend-
ing with borrowed money.

The next generation? That’s
our children and our grand-
children. It ought to make us
feel like thieves.

As an outreach facility of
the Wichita Falls State Hos-
pital to serve the needs of
persons in Cookeé County, a
mental health clinic has been
established in Gainesville,
Miss Margaret Parx Hays, so-
cial worker in the local clinic,
has announced.

The local mental health
clinic will provide outpatient
care and follow-up therapy
for persons recently discharged
from the Wichita Falls State
Hospital.: It will also work
with the county judge and
families concerned in arrang-
ing for admission of patients
to the hospital, including vol-
untary and emergency admis-
sions. In addition, it will grad-
ually increase its services to
include group therapy, indi-
vidual counselling, and related
activities.

Another goal of the mental
health clinic will be to strive
to promote good mental
health in the community by
partipating in local education
programs, obtaining visiting
speakers on mental health
subjects, and assisting in in-
service training programs of
community organizations.
These in-service programs
might include, for example, a
session on “Fhe Art of Inter-
viewing” for ministers, or a
workshop for law enforcement
officers on the handling of the
psychotic person. Lewis Theo-
bold, chief of police, has al-
ready requested this sort of
program.

Psychiastrist Available

As a part of the outpatient
program, Dr. A. J. Galivan,
clinical director of the Wichi-
ta Falls State Hospital, will
visit the mental health clinic
here periodically to see pa-
tients and prescribe necessary
medication. Former patients
at the hospital may hence-
forth visit the local clinic
rather than having to travel
to Wichita Falls. Through his
visits Dr. Galivan will also
provide supervision for the

ding in Cooke County. Refer-
rals of persons needing assist-
ance may be made by local
physicians, the county judge,
schools, or other agencies.

Felderhoff’s total wintering
cost, for plant food and sup-
plemental protein, therefore,
was under 10 cents a head
daily, Sultemeier pointed out,
a low cost indeed. Thirty-
seven percent protein blocks
were dispensed at various lo-
cations to spread grazing of
the field-cured Ermelo.

“This is the first year that
I've ever had a hay-less win-
ter, and I like it,” said Felder-
hoff. This has been the cheap-
est year yet on feed. My
neighbors can’t hardly believe
it even after watching across
the fence all winter, said the
demonstrator.

“I spent $930 on fertilizer
this past year, and sold calves
worth $6300,” Felderhoff
added. This is double my calf
sales from 1967, he said.

Immunization of
All Pre-Schoolers

There are thousands of chil-
dren in Texas today who are
susceptible to one or more
preventable disease5. Most of
these youngsters are between
one and four years of age.
State health authorities have
mounted a massive immuniza-
tion campaign aimed at the
prescool child in an effort to
reduce the number of pre-
schoolers who remain unim-
munized against several dead-
ly and common childhood di-
seases.

“The Texas Legislature
moved last year to require
certain immunizations for all
school-age children as a pre-
requisite for attending school,”
saild Texas Health Commis-
sioner Dr. J. E. Peavy, “and
it will go a long way toward
reaching all school-age chil-
dren who have not maintained
their immunization level. But
even this measure will not
reach what we consider the
prime group of susceptible
children -— the preschooler
between the ages of one and
four.”

Dr. Peavy stressed the im-
portance of giving protective
immunization to all preschool
children immediately. “Other-
wise, parents run the risk that
potentially deadly diseases like
diphtheria, polio, measles,
rubella, tetanus, or whooping
cough may strike their un-
protected preschool child,”
said Dr. Peavy.

Diphtheria, tetanus, and
pertussis (or whooping cough)
can all three be prevented by
triple vaccine DTP. The first
dosage is given as early as two
months of age, and is followed
at one month intervals by the
two remaining doses. All three
doses are necessary before
compete protection is given.

Today, one dose of measles
vaccine given to children one
year of age or older offers al-
most 100 percent protection.
It’'s the best odds a parent can
find anywhere in child health
care these days.

Since the Salk and Sabin
vaccines were discovered a
decade ago there has been no
major polio outbreak in Texas
But Texas has always had
more than its share of this
disease. In a five-year period

in Texas, 121 of 133 victimg of
polio were under five years
of age. Nothing further need
s2id on the necessity of im-
munizing all preschool-
against this disease.

The Nation’s Timekeeper

According to the Idaho
Power Company, the country’s
generating system helps to
keep your electric clocks at
the current time. The utility
company notes that, “Some
years ago, electric companies
throughout the country agreed
to use a standard of 60 cycles
per second for a frequency
of alternating current power
generation. Today, electric
clocks in the nation count
seconds at the same speed. To
make sure, time of a master
clock in Canton, Ohio — ac-
curate to within a few thous-
andths of a second — is con-
stantly compared with that of
a clock operated from the na-
tion’s power systems. If these
clocks vary by two seconds,
notice is given to all electric
utilities to change generation
slightly to correct the time.
The frequency of an electric
motor that drives a clock is
driven by the frequency of
the alternating current. If it
receives 59 cycles per second,
it runs slow. If it receives 61,
it runs fast. It must receive 60
cycles per second.”

Some companies conduct con-
tests while otherg speak of the
investment potential inherent

in land — particularly their
land.

If you are considering the
purchase of a lake lot or a

small tract of land as an in-
vestment, then you should be
cautious. The following guide-
lines are worth reading before
you sign the contract:

1. Make a personal visit to
the property to see for your-
self the overall condition of
the land, access roads, im-
provements and the specific
plot you will be purchasing.
Every year thousands of peo-
ple purchase land they have
never seen and are often dis-
appointed when they later vis-
it the land development.

2. Ask the salesman for a
copy of the Property Report
which many land developers
are required to file with the
Office of Interstate Land Sales
Registration, U. S. Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban

encourage people to purchase
a lot on their first visit to the
development. Land developers
are going to make a profit on
the sale of their lots. If the de-
velopment advertises a coun-
try club, golf course, boat
marina, water district or other
improvements which would
enhance the value of the land,
check on the status of these
itemg to determine whether or
not they are still in the
“planning stage”

In summary, the most im-
portant first step you should
take before purchasing land
would be to make a personal
visit to the land to see for
yourself what you are buying.
But just as important would
be to ask the right questions
regarding the availability of
the items necessary to insure
your enjoyment of the proper-
ty. If good quality drinking
water is not available at an
economical rate,. septic tanks
are not permitted, or electric
power cannot be obtained at
a reasonable cost, then the
progress of the development
may be very slow. Think
about these problemg before
signing up for a lot in Rain-
bow City.

ORDINANCE REGULATING JUNK
TRASH

STER, TEXAS, AND PROVIDING
FOR REMOVAL OF ANY TRASH,
RUBBISH, WEEDS, GRASS, CANS,

ICLES, FILTH, CARRION,
STAGNANT WATER AND/OR
ANY OTHER IMPURE, UNWHOLE-
SOME OR UNSIGHTLY OR UN-
SANITARY MATTER AND PRO-
HIBITING THE ACCULULATION
THEREOF ON ANY LOT, YARD,
DWELLING, BUILDING OR_ ANY

OR WHETHER ON THE OCCUP-
ANT OR TENNANT OF ANY LOT,
LOTS DWELLINGS, BUILDINGS
OR PREMISES AND PROVIDING
FOR THE REMOVAL AND
ABATEMENT OF SUCH AND AS-
SESSING PENALTIES FOR FAIL-

ING SUCH ACCUMULATIONS TO
BE A PUBLIC NUISANCE, DAN-
GEROUS TO THE HEALTH AN

MUENSTER.

WHEREAS, it is deemed by the
City Council of the Ctiy of Muen-
ster, Texas, that it is dangerous
to the public health, welfare and
fire protection to permit or allow
the accumulation of rubbish, trash,
filth, carrion, tall weeds, grass,
stagnant water, non-operative
vehicles and any other type of
unsightly rubbish and/or unsan-
itary or® unsightly matter on any
lot, dwelling, buildings or any
premises or on any street or alley
way abutting such property or
premises or on any street or alley
way within the City of Muenster,

and,

WHEREAS, it is expressly pro-
vided by the provisions of Article
4436, Revised Civil Statutes of
Texas, that Cities shall have the
power to correct and abate the
evils and wunhealthful conditions
hereinoutlined.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT OR-
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF MUENSTER,
TEXAS:

SECTION 1

It shall be unlawful for any per-
son, persons, firms, corporations,
or any individual who shall own,
use, occupy or rent any lot, lots
or buildings, dwellings or other
premises or property within the
City of Muenster, Texas, to per-
mit or allow to remain thereon
unabated any of the hereinafter
conditions:

(a) Any stagnant water to re-
main on any lot, yard or premises,

(b) Any high weeds or tall grass
to grow thereon.

(¢) Any accumulation of junk,
trash, rubbish, cans, bogtles, paper,
carrion, wood, iron and/or any
other type of impure, unsightly or
unwholesome matter or any sub-
stanced of any kind that is classed
as junk or trash.

(d) Any old and /or un-operative
vehicles, whether left remaining
on any lot, lots, yard or premises
or whether left standing or parked
on any street or alley way, wheth-
er abutting the owner of such
vehicle’'s property or lots or
whether left parked or standing on
any public street or alley way
within the limits of the City of
Muenster, Texas.

SECTION II

Any person, persons, firms, cor-
porations or individuals who shall
allow any of the above stipulated
accumulations on his or her or
their property and /or on property
occupied by them or rented by
them, shall be guilty of a misde-

meanor and in violation of this
Ordinance, and shall be fined, af-
ter conviction, in any sum not
exceeding $5000 and each and
every day violation shall be con-
tinue shall be and constitute a
separate and distinct offense. Any

person, persons, firms corporations
in vielation of this Ordinance shall
be subject to all the penalties and
provisions of abating the violations
as well as he, they or any indi-
vidual shall also be subject to the
penalty of the herein stated fine.

SECTION 1II

Any person, persons,
porations or individuals guilty of
the offenses herein set forth and
in violation of this Ordinance shall
receive a notice from the City of
Muenster, either through the U. S.
Mail or served to him or her or
them in person, requesting and
directing that such violation be
abated and removed. The notice
shall specify ten days for correct-
ing sald violation, and after the
expiration of the said ten days, if
the violator has failed to correct,
remove and/or abate such viola-
tion, then in such event, the City
shall cause its agent or any other

firms, cor-

person or rsons engaged by the
said City &‘ enter upon the land,
lots or prémises and correct and /or
abate such existing violations, and
all costs and expenses for the cor-

rection, removing and abatin
such violation shall be
against the owner and the prop-

erty and such assessment, if not
paid upon presentation, shall be
assessed against the property and
the owner thereof, and shall be
filed with the County Clerk in
Cooke County, Texas as a lien
against such property, showing
such amount and providing for in-
terest thereon at the rate of eight
per cent per annum until paid in
full, and such liens shall have the
same validity and effect as a tax
lien. When and if such liens are
subsequently Raid by the violator
to the City, the City shall issue a
release of the lien and present
same to the violator.

SECTION 1V

The City also and as an addi-
tional penalty in order to abate
the violations retains the right to
disconnect and discontinue fur-
nishing to such violators water or
sewer facilities. This penalty shall
also apply for the purpose of abat-
ing and curtailing and/or remov-
ing the violations set forth in any
section of this Ordinance.

SECTION V

The City or an% agent engaged
by the City shall have the author-
ity and right to remove, dispose
of and sell as junk any abandoned
non-operative vehicle or any such
that may be left standing or
parked on any street, lot, lots,
premises. The City may take pos-
session of such vehicles and re-
move same to any junk yard or
pond, and after giving the ten day
notice to the owner, if known, sell
such vehicles to any junk dealer
or any person, persons or firm and
to appropriate the money for such
sales to the credit of the City to
cover the cost of such removals
and abatements. If, after the
vehicles have been removed by the
City, and the owner, if known,
is given notice as provided, and
the said owner desires to recover
same, before the expiration of the
said ten days notice, they may do
so by paying for all costs involved
of removing such vehicle, plus a
service fee of $25.00.

SECTION VI

All provisions of Section IIT to
VIII inclusive are, in addition to
the penalty of the fines as set
forth in Section II hereof. All
violators of this Ordinance shall
be subject to the penalty of a
fine or fines as outlined in said
Section II as well as all the pen-
alties set forth in subsequent Sec-
tions relating to the removing and
abating the nuisances herein stated.

SECTION VII
If the owner or occupant or ten-
nant of any lot, lots, vard, build-

ings, dwellings or premises under
the provisions of this ordinance
shall be a corporation, and shall
Lbe in violation, or shall violate
any provision of this Ordinance,
the president, vice president, sec-
retary or any other officer or
authorized employee of such cor-
poration, or the manager, agent
or any employee of such corpora-
tion causing or allowing or per-
mitting the violation shall also be
llp(;)lg for the penalties herein pro-
vided.

SECTION VIII

There is no provision or clause
of this ORDINANCE intended to
curtail or restrict the valid oper-
ation of any authorized Scrap
iron and/or Junk Dealer, pro-
vided such type of dealer or oper-
ators are not in violation of any
other clauses of this Ordinance or
in violation of the public health
and welfare or that such operator
does not affect the health, welfare
and peace of other persons, firms
or businesses,

SECTION IX

If any part of this Ordinance or
any clause therein should be held
invalid for any reason, then that
fact shall not invalidate the en-
tire Ordinance, but the balance or
other sections or clauses thereof
?hat“ remain in full force and ef-
ect.

SECTION X

All other Ordinances or parts
thereof or any Ordinances in con-
flict with this Ordinance are, and
the same is hereby repealed, and
all prior Ordinances dealing with
this subject is expressly repealed
by and superceded by this Ordin-
ance.

SECTION XI

The fact that the City of Muen-
ster is greatly in need of the im-
provement of the health, welfare
and sanitary conditions affecting
the public health and welfare of
the citizens of the City of Muen-
ster creates an emergency and an
imperative necessity that the rule
requiring Ordinances to be read
and passed at more than one meet-
ing be suspended and said rule is
hereby suspended and that this
Ordinance shall take effect and
be in force from and after its pass-

age, and it is so ordained.

policy of serving the area’s
needs.

The purpose of the test fa-
cility is to measure the weight
gain of bullg during a 140 day
period. Weight gain is an in-
heritable trait so bulls with a
high rate of gain are very de-
sirable. Another test will con-
sist of measuring ultrasonical-
ly the amount of red meat an
animal produces as compared
with the amount of fat pro-
duced. The consumer is prim-
arily interested in purchasing
red meat with a minimum
amount of fat. The ability to
produce red meat as opposed
to fat and other meat waste
is another inheritable trait
which bulls can pass on to
their offspring. By these tests
a producer will know the per-
formance he can expect from
a bull.

All producers, large or small,
will benefit from thig knowl-
edge, but perhaps the most
important benefit of all will
be realized by the consumer
who will be able to purchase
better cuts of red meat.

Tommy Davidson has a pre-

DeSoto Hailed for
Summer Grazing
By Renner System

Texas cattle producers who
find that beef gains taper off
in the hot summer months
should consider planting De-
Soto grass in 1972,

A succulent, highly palatable
perennial sorghum, DeSoto is
bred to keep beef coming in
July and August, a time when
many improved and native
grasses give less than desired
results. Seed of DeSoto grass
is plentiful and reaonable in
price this spring. The best
planting period ig during April
and May.

“DeSoto grass made new
friends, particularly across
West Texas, in 1971,” reports
Dr. C. L. Lundell, Director of
Texas Research Foundation at
Renner. The first half of 71
was especially dismal for for-
age growth due to drought, he
reminded

“With August rainfall, De-
Soto grass responded quickly
with beef-making growth on
thousands of acres of range-
lands and pure seeded DeSoto
pastures,” explained Dr. Lun-
dell. Within 45 days, DeSoto
reached five to six feet in
height at the ranches of Le-
land Woodward and Jack L.

Foxworth near Graham, the
the sites of two Renner Range-
land System demonstration
projects.

In Brown County, DeSoto
has remained productive for
beef cattle for six years at
the R. H. (Bob) Ross Ranch
demonstration in both a range-
land mixture and in pure pas-
ture seedings.

Fewer Income Tax
Returns Are Being
Audited by IRS

As the years go by, the In-
ternal Revenue Service audits
a smaller percentage of in-
come tax returns.

“The IRS examined only one
out of every 56 individual in-
come tax returns in the fiscal
year 1971, compared with one
in 46 during 1970,” noted Mrs.
Doris Myers, home manage-
ment specialist at Texas A&M
University. “A few years ago
one in every 25 was audited.”

“Don’t think this will neces-
sarily make for easier tax
evasion,” the specialist warned.
Although 350,000 fewer re-
turns were audited in 1971
than 1970, the total of addi-
tional tax payments resulting
from audits rose by $300 mil-
lion to a total of $3.4 billion.

Two-thirds of all taxpayers
have more withheld than they
owe, according to Mrs. Myers.
In 1971 the government re-
funded $19.9 billion to nearly
56 million taxpayers.

“Also,” Mrs. Myers said,
“fewer income tax returns
were filed last year for the

first time sinse 1959. The Tax
Reform Act of 1971 excused
million of lower-income tax-
payers from filing.”

About 130,000 corporate re-
turns were audited, or 30,000
fewer than in 1970. But the
IRS claimed $1.9 billion of
added tax, compared with $1.6
billion in 1970. 4

One taxpayer out of every
16 made errors in arithmetic
or used the wrong tax table.

“That was better than 1970
when one in 12 taxpayers
made such errors,” Mrs. Myers
said.

“Some 2.9 million taxpayers
made errors in their own
favor, and the government
took an additional $313 mil-
lion from them,” the specialist
said. “Only 1.7 million made
errors in the government's
favor. The government re-
turned $140 million to them.”
