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‘ently emphasized. We already

Apparently as a compromise be-
tween extremes advocated by the
American Legion and educational
and religious leaders, the Veterans
of Foreign Wars now recommend
a compulsory military training pro-
gram with home environment. It
would consist of weekly drills at
local armories plus two weeks of
intensive training every summer
fo; a full three years enlisted per-
od.

If the compromise could com-
binhe the good points of both the
other ideas it would be worth con-
sidering. But unforunately it com-
bines the weaknesses. While re-
quiring regimentation and tre-
mendous expense, to which the
social leaders object, it would pro-
duce inadequately trained soldiers
to which the Legion objects.

Certainly that is not the solu-
tion: ‘We can’t get along on half
way measures.. We've either got to
adopt a system that will prepare
us for future emergencies or dis-
card compulsory military training
altogether.

The decision will not be easy to
make. As religious and educational
leaders point out, militarism
clashes with the- traditional prin-
ciples of democracy. As advocates
of military training contend, milit-
arism in other parts of the world
forces us to take steps in self de-
fense regardless of our ideals.

As events shape up now the pre-
dominance of weight leans toward
military training. For one thing we
can't ignore the fact that one
major power, which lately is be-
coming conspicuous for its con-
sistently surly attitude, has already
called its 15 and 16 year old kids
into service. To lapse back into our
pre-war status of unpreparedness
under such circumstances is taking
a risk.

Actually, our problem is not one
to be decided in this country.
We've got to wait for interna-
tional develooments and then, if
the need for prevaredness is ap-
parent, start training our young
men. We can and must suspend
certain democratic customs as long
as our survival is at stake, just as
we are doing in the present war.
However, if it should develop that
militarism is not essential to
our security our democratic prin.
ciples must be given preference.

In this controversy there is one
factor that has not been suffici-

have more than 10 million trained
men of which considerably more
than half cah be regarded as skill-
ed reserves available for active
duty for at least the next five
vears. For that long we are quite
well prepared for an emergency.
Few of us have any doubt that
these veterans could keep the sit-
uation in hand while new men
are going  through a war time
training schedule.

So why be over anxious to rush
the conscription bill through now?
We won’t need it for several
years. During those several years
there is a fair chance that world
conditions will improve so that we
will not need it at all.

Rather than develop a formid-
able army while we have these
few years to spare, our leaders
would do much better devoting
their energies- to the establish-
ment of security based on a policy
of mutual understanding and fair-
ness. After all we don’t have to be
prepared for war if we will per-
suade other nations that we have
no ageressive motives and that it
is to their best interests to be 1iq-
uallv unvrepared. As a final pre-
caution we could become party to
an international commission char-
ged with checking all nations and
reporting suspicious activity—ijust
in case some country decided to
ge* out of line.

To follow such a policy is more
than desirable. It is mandatory as
a democratic dut‘y to free people.
Our constitution' and the sacred

" traditions we cherish all emphas-

ize that the state exists to serve
the Individual and not vice versa.
What will it profit us to dominate
the whole world if in doing so we
have to submit to regimentation
and economic slavery here at
home? 1
* Actually,”we say, we don't want |
to. dominate. We only want to as-
sure our.own safety. But once we
got started on a militaristic pro-
gram sn armament race would be-
come inevitable. The security we
desire could be attained only by
being more powerful than any
other nation.

" Even then we would be lgss cer-
tain of preserving peace than if all
nations were equally unvrepared
for war. When people have no
weapons to fieht with they have
more_time and inclination to cool
off before coming to blows.

If. as we have heard so often. this
nation is resolved to strive for a
nermanent peace it had better
start by assuring the world that it
jutends to ovractice what it
nreaches. And its best approach to
tHat 'end is to advocate the golden
