Cooke County residents in the 

Muenster area will soon have the 
benefit of swifter response time to 
accidents requiring emergency 
medical personnel. At the June 26 
meeting Commissioners Court 
unanimously voted to purchase a 
JAWS of Life extrication tool and 
an EMS frequency radio. 

This equipment will be placed on 
a Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department truck and used by 
Muenster volunteer firemen after 
they complete an eight hour training 
course. The course is scheduled for 
August 5, according to Muenster 
VFD Chief Herbie Knabe. 

Knabe said that the truck which 
will carry the equipment isn't 
completed, but should be ready by 
the end of July. The Muenster 
volunteers will receive the 
equipment the day of the training 
course. After that they will continue 
with addition training.

Members of the Cooke County 

Appraisal District were served with 
grand jury subpoenas during their 
meeting June 22. 

The grand jury summons was 
delivered by Deputy June 
Kuykendall of the Cooke County 
Sheriffs Department. In addition to 
CCAD board members Tom Schad; 
Sandra Currie and Arthur 
Felderhoff, CCAD Chief Appraiser 
Robert Lewis received a subpoena 
as well as CCAD Attorney Peter 
Low. Present at the meeting also 
were Gainesville Daily Register 
Editor Jerry Prickett and Register 
Reporter Laura Fuhrmann, both of 
whom received subpoenas. The 
Register reported that the grand 
jury may be investigating possible 
open meeting and open record 
violations. The grand jury 
subpoenas indicated the grand jury 
meeting would take place this 
week 

The CCAD met during their 
regular meeting with only three of 
five members present. The board 
now has two empty seats with the 
resignation of Board Member Keith 
Clegg and the recall by the City of 
Gainesville of Board Member 
Phyllis Murrill. Clegg, who 
represented the Gainesville ISD, 
submitted his resignation in a letter 
dated June 22. 

Hiring of a new administrative 
dean, Jerry Wayne Metzler, topped 
a crowded Monday night agenda 
for the North Central Texas College 
Board of Trustees, with members 
also taking their first in-depth look 
at NCTC's proposed budget for 
1995-96. 

Metzler, slated to assume his 
new duties at NCTC on July 10, 
will be leaving his current post as 
Rad Ware Elementary principal for 
the Callisburg ISD. He has served 
in that capacity since July 1993 and 
for three years prior to that was 
principal of Muenster High School. 

He will fill a position left vacant 
by the recent retirement of Whitten 
Williams whose career at the 
college, as both faculty member 
and administrator, spanned some 27 
years. 

"I feel sure that the folks at 
Callisburg will be just as saddened 
to see Mr. Metzler go as we were to 
lose Mr. Williams to retirement," 
said NCTC President Ronnie 
Glasscock. "Whit was one of the 
ablest, most dedicated 
administrators I've ever worked 
with. He made a tremendous 
contribution to the growth of this 
college, and he will be greatly 
missed. 

"His place is being taken, 
however, by an exceptionally bright 
young man who we believe will 
also become a great asset to us in 
years to come. Moreover, we're 
especially pleased that we were 
able to fill this important 
administrative position with a more 
or less 'home-grown' candidate who 
knows the community and our 
service area extremely well." 

Dr. Glasscock added that Metzler 

The initial training course will 
involve use of the equipment. When 
Cooke County EMS receives a call 
from the Muenster area that will 
require a rescue truck, they will 
send out an ambulance and call the 
Muenster rescue truck to assist. 

Two of the Muenster volunteers 
have completed a 40 hour course 
and passed the required state test 
that qualifies them as ECAs 
(Emergency Care Attendants). 

Cooke County Judge Paul Hesse 
said that the justification of the 
purchase was two-fold, "Number 
one, to improve response time; and 
number two, to relieve some of the 
burden of EMS personnel." 

Bob Harbin, Cooke County EMS 
director, noted that the equipment 
would be the same as the extrication 
equipment purchased for the Valley 
View Fire Department. The 
equipment cost is $13,818.75 and 
the radio with installation is 
$675.00. The amount budgeted for 

Clegg's letter, addressed to the 
GISD board of trustees with a copy 
to CCAD Chief Lewis; Gainesville 
Mayor Jim Hatcher, CCAD Board 
Chairman Tom Schad, and GISD 
Superintendent R.C. Myers stated, 
"Due to recent events that have 
directly affected the trust and 
integrity of the remaining CCAD 
board members and the perception 
of the general public and in 
accordance to the wishes of the 
mayor of the City of Gainesville, I 
respectfully submit my resignation 
as a board member of the Cooke 
County Appraisal District effective 
upon delivery of this letter. Thanks 
for the opportunity to have served 
our community." 

During the public comments 
section of the CCAD meeting, 
Register Editor Prickett told the 
board he was continuing to have 
problems accessing what he 
considered public information. 
Prickett told the board he had 
requested information concerning 
contracts, bills paid and legal fees 
from the appraisal district personnel 
June 1, and that the request has not 
yet been honored. "You should 
have that information readily 
available,"' he told the board. 
Prickett told board members that 
the open records laws indicate a 
public entity must comply with 
open records requests within a

the project was $15,000. 
"Muenster Volunteer Fire 

Department has already spent in 
excess of $25,000 to purchase this 
vehicle and get it ready to take on 
this equipment and take on this 
additional duty," Harbin said. 

There will a set in Gainesville 
and three sets in other areas of the 
county when Muenster's truck is up 
and operating. Harbin said that 
another set is needed in the 
northeastern area of the county. 

Greg Solomon, executive vice-
president of the Gainesville 
Chamber of Commerce, asked that 
Commissioners Court consider a tax 
abatement agreement for Saturn 
Housing LLC. The company hopes 
to locate in Cooke County. 

Solomon acknowledged that all 
other taxing entities involved, which 
include the City of Gainesville, 
Lindsay ISD, Gainesville Memorial 
Hospital and North Texas Central 
College, had already approved the 

'"reasonable time." 
Fuhrmann said she has 

requested a copy of the audit that 
was supposed to have been 
conducted by Don Rowlett but has 
not yet received it. CCAD 
Chairman Schad told her, "We can't 
give you something we haven't 
got," saying the CCAD has not yet 
received the audit results. 

Lewis said he has complied with 
part of Prickett's request, providing 
information from November 
through March. Lewis said this is a 
busy time of the year for the 
appraisal district and that "we're 
trying to take care of our 
paperwork. We'll try to get it as 
soon as possible." 

Prickett said it would he easy for 
the CCAD to comply with his 
request. They just have to get the 
information out of the file, I'll sit 
down and look at it. It's not going 
to take anybody's time." 

Lewis said he has spoken with 
his attorney and that attorney-client 
privilege would allow him to 
withhold some of the information. 
"It's not as simple as opening it up 
and giving it to him (Prickett)," 
Lewis told the board. 

Prickett said he should have been 
notified within 10 days of his 
request if the open records request 
was not going to be complied with.

A 1974 graduate of Lindsay 
High School, Metzler was LHS 
salutatorian, was an all-state actor 
Texas state persuasive speaking 
champion and National Merit 
Scholarship finalist. He completed 
both his bachelor's and master's 
degrees at North Texas State, 
earning cum laude honors. In 
addition to an administrative post at 
Del Valle (Texas) ISD, he also 
previously served as principal at 
Gainesville State School and held 
teaching positions at Denton High 
School and at both Callisburg and 
Valley View. 

NCTC trustees kicked off their 
lengthy agenda by approving a tax 
abatement request from Saturn 
Housing. The agreement is 
contingent on the firm's 
maintaining a local workforce of at 
least 100 persons throughout the 
six-year term of the abatement. 
Gainesville Area Chamber of 
Commerce spokesman Greg 
Solomon, who appeared to answer 
questions about the abatement 
request, said Saturn plans to 
increase its workforce within a 
short time to more than 200. 

The trustees also heard a first 
summer session enrollment report

tax abatement. They did so with the 
stipulation that for the abatement to 
remain in effect, Saturn had to 
employ 200 people by their third 
year. Saturn also would have to start 
off by the beginning of next year 
with 100 employees. Should the 
local Saturn company ever drop 
below 100 employees at any time 
during that period the agreement 
will be off and the company will be 
responsible for all back taxes. 

Saturn manufactures double wide 
mobile homes. They plan to start 
employees at $8 to $8.50 per hour 
and by the third year to be paying 
them $10 to $10.50 per hour. 

Commissioner Brown related that 
Commissioners Court had just 
become aware that the county's 
guidelines and criteria for granting 
tax abatements had expired June 14. 
All commissioners agreed that new 
guidelines would have to be adopted 
before they could make a decision 
on Saturn's tax abatement request. 

"We gave $50,000 and we're 
fishing for more!" is the latest word 
from the Muenster Hospital 
Auxiliary. The Muenster Hospital 
Auxiliary voted at their meeting on 
June 22 to donate another $10,000 
to the Muenster Memorial Hospital 
OB-GYN Fund. That will bring the 
amount donated by the Auxiliary to 
this fund $50,000. 

Many man hours donated by its 
members and many volunteers have 
gone into all projects and fund 
raisers the auxiliary has sponsored.

Diana Arnouk, M.D., a Board 

Eligible pediatrician, will arrive in 
Muenster around July 4 to begin 
setting up a practice in Muenster. At 
the June 21 regular meeting, 
members of the Muenster Hospital 
board announced that they hope to 
introduce Dr. Arnouk to the 
community at the July 9 Sacred 
Heart Parish picnic. 

More good news came during the 
monthly financial report. 
Administrator Jack Endres 
presented financial statistics 
indicating that the hospital had a 
gain of $16,446.00 for the month of 
May. 

Hank Waldrop with FLEXPLUS 
made a presentation of a cafeteria 
and retirement plan that members of 
the HART group can elect to offer 
to their employees. HART group 
members include Muenster 
Memorial and hospitals to its west. 
The board of directors chose to 
study the proposed plan in depth 
before making any decisions. 

With Governor Bush's signature, 
the hospital's enabling legislation 
was brought up to par. The enabling 
legislation had not been 
substantially changed in more than 
30 years and still contained rules 
needed only during the first year of 
operation. "It expands and broadens 
the services the district can provide 
beyond inpatient and outpatient 
services," Endres said. "Existing 
laws have been changing over time, 
but our legislation hadn't." 

This upset Solomon who said that 
they were working on a tight 
schedule. He said he felt that under 
state guidelines the county could 
operate without such criteria. 
"Companies are eligible for lax 
abatements if they are located in 
Texas," remarked Solomon. "Texas 
makes that determination. The state 
asks that all of the taxing entities 
follow the lead of the municipality, 
in our case it would be the City of 
Gainesville -- the ordinance the City 
of Gainesville is under in granting 
tax abatement. It is something that 
they use statewide. I'm no attorney, 
but I do know that every other city 
in Texas follows those guidelines. 
That criteria in effect serves as the 
criteria for all of the taxing entities 
in accordance with state law." 

Another problem was that 
mistakes, including incorrect dates, 
were made in the draft of the 
abatement agreement which was 
drawn up by the City of Gainesville. 

"We are looking forward to 
seeing the first baby born when the 
OB/GYN unit opens later this year," 
said a spokesman for the MMH 
Auxiliary. "We are excited with the 
prospect of our hospital and 
community thriving with this new 
era." 

On Saturday, July 15 the 
Auxiliary will sponsor another fund 
raiser, a Fish Fry, at the Muenster 
City Park. They ask that everyone 
come and bring their friends to help 

In the new legislation, those 
elected to the board of directors will 
serve staggered three year terms. 
Three seats will be up for election 
each year. Previously directors 
served two year terms and one year 
four directors were up for election, 
followed by five the next year. 

The hospital district now has the 
power to purchase property and

It was the opinion of Cooke County 
Attorney August Both that the 
taxing entities who had already 
approved.the tax abatements would 
have to do so again due to the 
incorrect information. Mr. Solomon 
disagreed with that opinion. 

A special meeting has since been 
called for 2 p.m. Thursday, June 29 
to review and discuss guidelines and 
criteria for granting Tax Abatement 
in a reinvestment zone created in 
Cooke County. Also on the agenda 
is to consider a Tax Abatement 
agreement for Saturn Housing LLC. 

Marilyn Boyett, a representative 
for Southwestern Bell, gave a report 
on changes recommended for the 
courthouse's aging phone system. If 
the recommended service were 
adopted Ms. Boyett indicated that 
the county could save about $500 a 
month. 

There are presently 22 lines 
coming into the courthouse to

Washington's "Money Faucets"

For all of Washington's new-found "cost consciousness," you'd be 
amazed how easy it is for special-interest groups to find some taxpayer-
funded "money faucet" -- turned on by the last Congress -- that hasn't been 
turned off yet. You just have to know where to look for them.  

And the threat of having your funding cut off or reduced can really 
motivate you to look. 

Earlier this year, when House Speaker Newt Gingrich eliminated 

Congress' 28 special-interest caucuses -- the Congressional Black Caucus, 

Hispanic Caucus, Textile Caucus, Steel Caucus, Arts Caucus, etc. -- many of 

the groups began poking around for other ways to get at your money And 
many struck paydirt. 

Take, for example, the Black Caucus, which has its own 

foundation, the Congressional Black Caucus Foundation (CBCF) !low does 

it plan to continue its activities now that it can no longer do so with your 
money? 

With your money. The Black Caucus Foundation currently is 

seeking 5900,000 in private donations to match a 5900,000 grant it's 

expecting from the U.S. Commerce Department. The money allegedly will 

be used to link members of the Black Caucus to "the 50001 African-

American city, state and county legislators and officials, and African-

American public policy organizations, to provide information produced by 

the CBCF, other policy organizations, and pertinent information produced 
on Capitol Hill that impacts the delivery of service at the local government 
level." 

Washingtonese for saying that "government money will be 
channeled through the CBCF in order to link members of the Black Caucus 

with their political constituency," to quote my friend John P Walters in a 
report by his New Citizenship Project. Flow does CBCF plan to establish this 
link? Why, through the Internet. That's where Commerce comes in.  

The Commerce Department runs a program celled the 

Telecommunications and Information Infrastructure Assistance Program 
(TIIAP), as part of Vice President Al Gore's attempt to have government 

micro-manage the "information superhighway." One of the Clinton 

administration's main goals in establishing TIIAP was to develop a 

telecommunications component for the Clinton health-care plan. That plan 

didn't pan out, but this didn't slop the government from giving out 524.4 

million in TIIAP grants in 1994. Nor did it stop the 103rd Congress from 

appropriating $64 million for TIIAP for 1995, or the administration from 

requesting $99.9 million for 1996. 

Somebody left the money faucet running. This "cyberpork" 

program has yet to be targeted for extinction by the GOP Congress. And the 

special interests are rushing in to lap up the runoff. This is just one example, 

there are many others. 
Now, don't get me wrong. I'm not against there being a 

Congressional Black Caucus, or any other kind of special-interest caucus. I 

just question whether taxpayers should have to pay for them. 
And just so you know I'm willing to put my money where my 

mouth is, bear in mind that early in my Washington career I served as staff 

director for the !louse Republican Study Committee. We did a lot of good 
work, and the committee's efforts over the years were instrumental in 

providing intellectual fodder for the conservative takeover of Congress last 

November. 

With my blessing, and in all faintess, Speaker Gingrich and the new 

Congress cut off funding for the Study Committee -- along with the 27 other 

special-interest caucuses -- and it was disbanded. 
Do you think that one went looking for government handouts ,

followed. Endres stressed that there 
are no plans to issue bonds or to 
close the hospital. "There were just 
glaring omissions and out of date 
items in many areas of our enabling 
legislation that needed to be 
addressed," he noted. 

The newly passed enabling 
legislation clarifies allowable 
expenditures in terms of physician 
recruitment; allows the district to 
borrow funds in certain situations 
and clarifies some items such as the 
collection of taxes. 

Also it broadens the uses to 
which the district may put the tax 
revenue it generates. Previously it 
could only be used for indigent care. 
Now the same tax revenue can also 
be used for maintenance and 
operating expenses of the district, 
including indigent care. 

At the May meeting the directors 
voted to change the time of 
meetings from 7:30 p.m. to 8 p.m. 
until Day Light Saving Time 
changes. 

Andrea Klement returned to 
Muenster on June 19 after a 12-day 
trip to Washington, D.C. sponsored 
by Cooke County Electric 
Cooperative.

Prickett also contended that the 
sign-up sheet in the appraisal 
district for those requesting public 
records was illegal as people are 
not required to give their names and 
they cannot be asked the reason 
they are requesting open records 
information. 

"You have a legitimate request 
and a legitimate complaint," Schad 
told Prickett 

Audience members Leon Haynie 
and Trudie Kirkpatrick also told the 
board that they have made open 
record requests of the CCAD board 
that have not been complied with. 
Haynie said he has sent five 
certified letters and received one 
response within the past two 
months concerning open requests. 

Litigation continued to highlight 
the board's meeting as members 
met in executive session for an hour 
and forty-five minutes. Following 
the extensive closed door session, 
members voted 3-0 to proceed with 
recommendations as discussed in 
executive session, which concerned 
threatened litigation according to 
the agenda. 

A separate item was introduced 
by CCAD Attorney Low requesting 
that the board amend CCAD policy 
to allow the payment of attorney 
fees by the district for employees 
who are involved in litigation 
arising from their official appraisal 
related duties "There is a chilling 
effect," Low said. "I feel very 
strongly as employees and board 
members face litigious situations 
that they need to be protected," he 
said. While sovereign immunity 

provides some protection, 
employees and those associated 
with the appraisal district are not 
protected from "frivolous lawsuits" 
Low told the board. "You don't 
want somebody scared to death to 
make a decision for fear they'll be 
sued," he said. "You need to send a 
message to your employees and 
everybody else that you back them 
up." 

If the policy were adopted, the 
board would still have to decide 
whether the potential litigious 
action was done while performing 
officials duties, Low said. CCAD 
board members voted 3-0 to amend 
the policy manual to state that the 
district will take the responsibility 
for attorney fees incurred in 
litigation arising from performance 
of official duties. 

In other action, the board talked 
briefly about the Don Rowlett audit 
which has not yet been received. 
It's a year old and is ancient 
history," Schad said. He said the 
state has provided the appraisal 
district with the same information 
at no cost. "We did learn how 
messed up our computer system 
was," Schad said of the benefits of 
requesting the audit last year. "I'm 
going to request that we get the 
audit," Currie said. The board said 
Rowlett has not yet given the 
district the audit, but said he had 
difficulty obtaining the information 
he needed due to computer system 
malfunctions. "I suspect he doesn't 
have a report to give us " Schad 
said.

slight decrease from last summer. 
Overall headcount, he reported, is 
about 200 students below that 
recorded for the first summer term

College trustees next considered 
bids from two local banks and 
voted to retain First State Bank of 
Gainesville as official depository 
for college funds. There was little 
difference in the bids cost-wise, but 
FSB's ability to handle two-way 
computerized fund transfers and 
other "convenience" factors were 
cited as reasons for choosing not to 
change depositories this year. 

Sani-Tech Janitorial Services of 
Springtown, TX, submitted the low 
bid and was awarded a contract for 
providing custodial services at the 
Gainesville campus beginning 
August 1. Amount of the bid is 
$8,699 per month or $104,394 
annually. 

Looking ahead to a final 
adoption date in mid-August, the 
NCTC governing board took its 
first in-depth look at the proposed 
budget for the upcoming year as 
submitted by college 
administration. The 130-page 
document shows a projected 
balance of income and expenditures 
for 1995-96 amounting to just over 
$12 million. 

"This budget is as notable for 
what it does not contain as for what 
it does contain," Dr. Glasscock said 
to open his overview. "I'm sad to 
say, for example, that we were not 
able to include any salary increases 
for our faculty and staff. The 
money just isn't there. Neither is it 
there to cover several important 
new full-time faculty positions we 
were hoping to add this next year to 
beef up and expand several 
instructional areas." 

A slight net increase forthcoming 
in state appropriations over current 
year, Dr. Glasscock said, will be 
totally absorbed by steadily rising 
costs of delivering instruction, 
particularly for part-time faculty 
needed to cover the demand for 
additional course offerings and 
class sections both at the 
Gainesville campus and at various 
extension sites. 

"On the positive side," the NCTC 
president noted, "we've managed to 
include in this new budget some 
start-up money for the absolutely 
essential upgrading of technology-
related capabilities, namely getting 
on-line with Internet." 

The budget for the current year is 
expected to amend out at 
approximately $11.9 million, 
reported Heidi Ellis, dean of 
financial services. The proposed 
1995-96 budget represents about a 
one-percent increase over this 
amount 

Dr. Glasscock pointed out that 
some 45 percent of expenditures in 
the new budget are for direct 
instructional costs, including 
faculty salaries, and another 12.8 
percent covers student support 
services such as counseling and 
slightly over 11 percent is for 
"auxiliary services" which includes 
the college Bookstore. 

In other words, the bulk of 
expenditures — close to 70 percent 
— are dedicated directly to 
providing instruction and necessary 
support services to our students," 
he noted. "Another 12 percent, 
roughly, supports the operation and 
maintenance of our physical plant. 

"Less than seven percent is 
dedicated directly to administrative 
costs, and that's a very low figure 
by just about any standard,

Another $2.3 million, or some 19 
percent, will come from student 
tuition and fees, while local taxes 
will account for only about nine 
percent of income. This last 
includes taxes for both maintenance 
and operation and for retiring 
bonded indebtedness. 

M&O tax revenues, restricted by 
law in their use, will fall short of 
actually covering the costs of 
operating and maintaining NCTC's 
physical plant by some $107,000 —
representing a slight narrowing of 
this year's $111,000 gap, due to last 
year's slight tax increase. At this 
point, there are no plans for a tax 
increase for the coming year. 

Despite the early payoff this year 
of some bonded indebtedness, the 
new budget will allow college 
reserves to remain well above the 
million-dollar mark at 
approximately $1,188,00.

This fall at North Central Texas 
College, the inability to afford child 
care will virtually disappear as an 
obstacle preventing qualified 
vocational-technical students from 
getting college-level education and 
job training. 

Regina Organ, NCTC's director 
of institutional advancement, 
reported this week that the college 
has been notified it will receive 
$28,900 in additional federal grant 
dollars to help offset child care 
expenses incurred by qualified 
students for the time they are 
attending classes. 

For students who qualify, the 
grant will make payments directly 
to a licensed day care center or 
registered day home. 

This grant tops the list of nearly 
$60,000 worth of external funding 
requests approved for NCTC in the 
10 weeks since Organ was hired. 
Pending is another $73,500 in 
federal grant funding, Organ 
reported, for which applications 
have been submitted. Still another 
$90,000 worth of private 
foundation grant applications are is 
process and nearing completion. 

"It's a huge understatement 
merely to say that we've 
experienced a 'turnaround in regard 
to institutional advancement, 
especially in regard to 
grantsmanship — a key source of 
funding at most other public 
community colleges these days," 
commented Dr. Ronnie Glasscock, 
college president. "For all of the 
previous school year, we had 
secured a comparative total of only 
$1,500 worth of grant funding." 

Organ pointed out that the child

care grant is a perfect example of 
the kinds of important student 
services an institution like NCTC 
simply could not afford to provide 
otherwise. Other grants buy badly-
needed equipment, like computers, 
and finance both material and 
personnel enhancements to the 
college's instructional capabilities 
that traditional funding sources 
such as state appropriations, tuition 
and local taxes cannot cover. 

The $28,900 in new child care 
funding is targeted specifically

This other money comes from 
NCTC's Carl Perkins federal 
funding allocation, approved 
earlier, and is aimed at helping 
eliminate sex bias in certain 
occupational areas by helping both 
men and women get the training 
they need to enter "non-traditional" 
fields of employment — men in 
nursing and women in criminal 
justice, for example.

WIC services are available to 
pregnant women, women who are 
breast feeding, women who have 
had a baby in the past 6 months, and 
children younger than 5 years. 
Eligibility is based on income and 
nutritional risk. 

Studies have shown that WIC 
saves taxpayers money by reducing 
costs associated with childhood 
anemia, infant mortality, premature 
births, and other nutrition related 
problems, Bach explained.

Claude Walter and Doyle 
High ride "ocean to ocean " 
Adhering to tradition that dictates 

dipping their bicycle wheels into the 
ocean before beginning or after 
ending their recent long bicycle 
trips. Claude Walter of McKinney, 
formerly of Muenster, and Doyle 
High of Haskell repeated a 
ceremonial on May 18 that preceded 
their long bike ride from the Pacific 
back home to Texas. In August 
1993 they had dipped their front  
bicycle wheels into the Atlantic 
Ocean, after riding from Texas, then 
touring portions of the East Coast 

On May 18, 1995 they flew to 
Long Beach, California, re-
assembled their bicycles (packed 
and boxed according to airline 
restrictions), as shown in photo #2, 
rode to Seal Beach, touched their 
back bicycle wheels into the Pacific 
Ocean, and began an arduous 16-
day, 1470 mile ride from the coast 
back to McKinney and Haskell, 
fulfilling a promise to themselves, 
to ride from ocean to ocean, under 
their own power. They returned 
home on June 2. Each carried a 35 
to 40 lb. load, self-contained to 
meet any emergency, including 
repairs, tools, tent, sleeping bag, etc. 
However, they always found a 
motel and kept their bicycles safe 
inside their rooms. 

After leaving Seal Beach, they 
rode down to Los Angeles, then to 
Corona, CA and Palm Springs and 
stayed overnight in Indio (where 
they were riding at 30 ft. below  sea 
level). The ride, said Claude Walter 
took them from this level, during 
the next several days to 8100 ft. 
abase sea level in Pie Town, New 
Mexico and across the Continental 
Divide. 

Walter paused to say "in pre-

training for this trip, we rode about 
100 to 150 miles per week. On this 
ride we averaged 90 miles a day. 
However, in one special three-day 
period we rode 440 miles, from 
Roswell, New Mexico to Decatur, 
Texas." With a smile he added, "We 
were coming home then!" 

Recalling an earlier part of the 
trip, Walter said "Riding from Indio 
to Phoenix, Arizona on 1-10 was 
boring, hot, desolate and crosswinds 
were unpleasant" (See photos 3 and 
4.) 

"This photo near the Indio Desert 
Training Area shows a typical town, 
that boasted only one cafe, one 
truck stop and one post office." 

"We always ate out and didn't 
attempt to cook. Sometimes we ate 
in primitive little restaurants (where 
sometimes the food was 
uncommonly good), with the 
attitude 'If you don't eat here, you'll 
go hungry' And sometimes we ate 
in great places. A constant hazard 
was the possibility of running out of 
water. We always carried at least a

gallon and a half each. But there 
really was one day on the desert that 
we each drank three gallons of 
water." 

Walter related that one can easily 
burn up 500 to 700 calories per hour 
on such trips. He said they always 
carried emergency snack foods. Fig 
Newtons cookies were favorites. 

Coming from Phoenix, Arizona 
through Apache Junction, Walter 
and High were pleased to arrive in 

a gathering of friends, a "Welcome 
Home" sign, colored balloons in the 
front yard, and a bottle of 
champagne. 

Commenting that mostly the 
scenery was outstanding, Walter 
said, "One of the great things about 

Globe, Arizona, meeting new 
scenery, cooler weather, more trees. 
They passed through the Salt River 
Canyon where the colors were 
almost as beautiful as the Grand 
Canyon. Going down they had to 
use their brakes,  but then there 
was the ride back up!!! (See photo 5 
above Salt River Canyon). 

The next night they stayed in 
very scenic Showlow, Arizona, just 
beyond the Painted Desert. They 

this trip was meeting the people, 
and seeing the small towns that 
would have been missed traveling in 
a car." 

Reminiscing with friends, Walter 
recalled highs and lows of the trip; 
running out of water once; 

continued on US 60 until reaching 
Socorro, New Mexico, then on US 
380 into San Antonio, New Mexico 
and the rest of the way home. (See 
photo 6. Coming home for Doyle 
High, 200 more miles for Claude 
Walter). 

Claude Walter left his friend 
Doyle High at his home in Haskell 
and then on the next day he arrived 
in McKinney on June 2 at 11 am. 
He was met by his wife, Nancy and 

encountering extremely hot 
weather; experiencing 32 °  one night 
in the mountains when wearing T-
shirts and shorts; 12 flat tires on one 
day; a blow-out at 45 miles an hour; 
getting a warning ticket on the 
Arizona Interstate for riding a 
bicycle on the freeway (although 
their map stated that bicycles were 
permitted); having to push their 
bikes up one particularly steep hill; 
once having to swallow their pride 
and ask for directions (with a bit of 
a grin, but not revealing more). 

Where to next year? Walter was 
asked. "Maybe," he said, "from the 
Gulf of Mexico to Canada - maybe 
from Seattle, taking the northern 
tour of the U.S. to the coast of 
Maine - well, just maybe!!"

Four legs so two can walk 

Texas A&M trains Russians in 
agribusiness fundamentals 1.11, 
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Once a year, for the past 27 years, 
farmers, ranchers, businesses and 
individuals in the surrounding 
Muenster area have joined together 
for a common cause called The 
Rehab Auction. The livestock 
donations provided for this auction 
are a major source of revenue for 
the charitable services provided at 
the North Texas Rehabilitation 
Center. 

The Rehab Center has been 
providing services to North Texas 
and Southern Oklahoma for the past 
47 years. This year approximately 
1,400 people and their families will 
receive service from the Center. 
More than half or $700,000 of the 
Center's services are results of 
charitable donations, such as the 
livestock donated for this event. 

Mike Castles, president of the 
Rehab Center, said, "This event is 
our largest fund raiser and we are 
really dependent upon everyone's 
support." He added, 

upon 
 generosity 

of the great folks in North Texas 
and Southern Oklahoma has 
provided an ongoing financial 
stability that allows us to continue 
to provide the needed medical 
rehabilitation treatment in our 
service area." 

A bipartisan version of the Clean 
Water Act reauthorization bill 
passed by the House of 
Representatives should give ag 
producers relief from very 
restrictive, non-point source 
pollution regulations, says Robert 
Klement, president of the Cooke 
County Farm Bureau. 

Klement 	made reference to 
HR 961, which cleared the House 
by a 240-185 vote. The legislation 

was co-authored by U. S. rep. Greg 
Laughlin of West Columbia. 

The livestock auction is held in 
conjunction with a three-day long 
auction event taking place in 
Wichita Falls, Texas. These events 
include a televised merchandise 
auction to be broadcast on KFDX -
Channel 3 on July 12 airing from 
7:00 to 10:00 p.m. Additionally, a 
day long auction event will take 
place at the Wichita Falls Activities 
Center on Saturday, July 15. 
Everyone is invited to attend. 

The 1995 livestock auction will 
be held at Muenster Livestock 
Commission on Thursday, July 6. 
Anyone wishing to donate livestock 
to this annual event is encouraged to 
designate the livestock that will be 
given and contact the Rehab Center. 

"We need all types of new 
merchandise and livestock. We also 
invite people to tune in to KFDX 
TV - 3 for the television auction and 
to join us at the Activity Center on 
Saturday for the Silent and Live 
Merchandise Auctions," states 
Bonnie Jones, vice president for 
Marketing and Development at the 
Rehab Center. For information 
about the week long auction 
activities, please call Bonnie Jones 
at (817) 322-0771. 

"The Texas (congressional) 
delegation symbolized the spirit of 
the bipartisan bill" filed shortly 
after the 104th Congress convened 
in January. Twenty-two of the 30 
representatives voted in favor of the 
proposal, Robert noted. 

Laughlin locked horns with 
Norman Minete of California, then-
chairman of the House Public 
Works and Transportation 
Committee in 1994 who wanted 
more stringent regulations in the 
reauthorization bill, 

"We commend the work of Rep. 
Laughlin and those other Texas 
congressmen who stood up for the 
majority of Texans and particularly 
those in agriculture," Robert 
commented. 

The Cooke 	County FB 
president stressed that ag producers 
are 	among 	the 	most 
environmentally conscious 
Americans because their livelihood 
is tied to the land and the natural 
resources necessary to produce 
food and fiber for this country and 
the world market. 

In accordance with a common 
sense approach to the 
reauthorization bill, Robert 
concurs with both Texas Farm 
Bureau and American Farm Bureau 
Federation leaders that the bill 
which came through the House is 
agriculturally friendly since federal 
control over agriculture runoff 
would be eliminated. 

Moreover, HR 961 includes a 
cost-benefit and risk assessment 
clause requiring the Environmental 
Protection Agency to further study 
economic costs and benefits of 
proposed regulations. 

The House Bill sets a 12-year 
timetable for achieving water 
quality standards, Robert pointed 
Out 

Texas A&M University has 
signed an agreement with the 
Russian Ministry of Agriculture to 
help develop an agribusiness 
training program throughout Russia 
-- a move aimed at accelerating the 
country's transition toward a free 
market economy. 

The $2 million project will 
address one of the most 
fundamental problems facing 
Russian agriculture: how to manage 
the change from centralized, 
government-controlled collectives 
to farming enterprises that are 
private, autonomous and market-
driven. 

"Simply showing the Russian 
farmers how to produce more 
through advanced technology is not 
the answer," said Dr. J.D. 
McCrady, one of the directors of 
the Texas A&M program. 
"Growing more potatoes doesn't do 
any good if they just rot in the 
ground because you don't have any 
means for storage, distribution and 
marketing them to consumers." 

"Helping Russian farmers and 
managers understand how to run a 
successful private enterprise is 
where we have to start," McCrady 
said. 

To do that Texas A&M over the 
next two years will conduct a series 
of six two-week workshops in 
regional centers across Russia. The 
first will be held this fall in Kazan 
in the Russian republic of 
Tatarstan. 

Attending these workshops will 
be 120 faculty members from the 
ministry's Retraining Institutes, a 
system of 76 schools that offer 
continuing education programs 
throughout the country. 

It should come as no surprise that 
summer supplementing calves is 
more profitable when feed is rela-
tively cheap and calves are rela-
tively expensive. Unfortunately, 
this pricing situation does not occur 
too often and certainly is not occur-
ring now with this depressed cattle 
market that we are experiencing. 
Even though supplementing calves 
has not always been profitable in 
commercial operations, it is com-
monly practiced in pure-bred herds 
where size, condition, and appear-
ance of calves is critical to 
establishing selling prices. 

In recent years, research has 
proven the use of limited amounts 
of high protein creep feeds to be 
more efficient and economical than 
free choice, high grain creeps. 
Creep feeding should generally 
begin in late June when it gets hot 
or dry and before grass quality 
declines. These high protein sup-
plements can give a pound of gain 
for 2.5 to 3 pounds of product. 
This results in gains costing $0.30 
to $0.35 compared to $0.60 to 
$1.25 costs of gain with traditional 
free choice, high grain creep situa-
tions. These feeding programs are 
used to utilize forage intake. If 
forage is limited, it will not work. 
In some instances, it has shown that 
these calves might consume as 
much as 25 percent more forage 
than normally consumed. 
Cattlemen need to be sure that 
cattle do not run out of forage 
during this summer period. 

ICA stops 
`livestock tax' 

After two years of vigorous and 
often intense lobbying, the 
Independent Cattlemen's 
Association of Texas (ICA) is 
declaring victory in its efforts to kill 
a proposed tax on livestock. 

A livestock levy had been 
considered by some legislators as a 
way to help balance the budget. 
Looking for ways to produce the $8 
million spent annually by the Texas 
Animal Health Commission on 
services such as the federally 
mandated brucellosis testing, the 
1993 Legislature turned to the 
notion of "user fees." It directed the 
commission to develop 
recommendations for a series of 
such fees on a broad range of 
animal species, including cattle, 
poultry and exotic livestock. The 
proposals were to be considered by 
legislative budget writers this year. 

ICA argued that because the 
commission's role is protecting the 
general public, not providing 
services to cattle producers, the 
public should pay for this benefit. 
Most of the commission's budget 
traditionally has come from the state 
general revenue fund, with all 
Texans' tax dollars sharing in the 
cost to help ensure wholesome food 

products for consumers. It is a 
practice that will be continued. 

The goal is to equip these 
teachers with an understanding of 
the fundamentals involved in 
successful agribusiness 
management, McCrady said. 
Armed with a body of Russian 
language teaching materials that 
will be developed for the program 
to address current problems with 
the Russian economy, these 
teachers could then educate 
thousands more Russian farmers 
and managers. 

This "train the trainer" approach, 
he noted, is a technique that 
agricultural extension services have 
used successfully to multiply 
educational impacts in the United 
States for 80 years. 

In addition, the Texas A&M 
program will sponsor 24 Russian 
faculty members on two week 
internships to the United States, 
where they will see numerous 
agribusiness operations firsthand. 

Coordinating the project with 
McCrady, who is director of special 
programs for the College of 
Veterinary Medicine, is Dr. John P. 
Nichols, professor and associate 
head for research in the department 
of agricultural economics at Texas 
A&M. 

"We want them to see what 
happens over here when the phone 
rings at a feed store, how business 
relationships are built, and how 
economic decisions are made," 
Nichols said. 

"We want them to see the 
possibilities that exist in 
agriculture, and the untapped 
agricultural wealth that exists in 
their own country." 

Agriculture in Russia today is a 
negative-income 	industry, 

On Tuesday, July II, a special 
meeting concerning Summer Sup-
plementing Beef Calves will be 
held from 7 to 8 p.m. at the Cooke 
County Fairgrounds Meeting 
Room.

Livestock Specialist, has worked 
the past several years in developing 
some of these supplemental feeding 
programs to be utilized by cow/calf 
producers.

In 
addition to the Supplementation 
Program, Ron will also discuss var-
ious Creep Feeding programs to 
manage stocker calves on summer 
grasses. 

The meeting is free and open to 
the public. 

BEWARE OF "SUPER" BOGUS 
CHEMICALS 

John E. Bremer, Extension Weed 
Specialist, tells us that producers in 
the Coastal Bend have recently re-
ported telephone solicitations for 
the purchases of "new specially 
designed and adapted to localized 
conditions" chemicals. 

Orders are taken by telephone for 
C.O.D. shipments to the producer s 
farm address. 

The product cannot be opened un-
til shipment is paid in full. Upon 
inspection, the producer finds that 
the "specially designed" material is 
in fact a well-known, commonly 
used, chemical that is diluted 25 to 
50 or more times. 

The concentrate, which could be 
purchased through local suppliers, 
may sell for only $25 to $30 per 
gallon. The dilution, however, 
sells for as much as $75 to $80 per 
gallon. 

It doesn't take a high-powered 
calculator to figure that the tele-
phone purchase may not be eco-
nomical. 

The bottom line -- if it sounds too 
good to be ture, it probably is. It's 
also probably too expensive. 

If producers are approached for a 
"special" deal, they should contact 
the Texas Department of Agricul-
ture. 

McCrady said. "Nobody makes a 
profit" 

Some 25 percent of Russia's 
gross national income is spent on 
agriculture, and food production 
still requires the labor of 50 percent 
of the population. By contrast, U.S. 
agriculture employs only 2 percent 
of Americans, yet produces half the 
world's soybeans, one-third of the 
corn, one-fifth of the cotton and 
will export nearly $50 billion in 
farm products this year. 

"Realistically, it may take a 
generation or more of education 
before Russian agriculture makes 
the full transition to a market 
economy. McCrady said. 

"These are hard-working, well-
educated people, but they have 
been shut off from the outside 

Now that the state has 
guaranteed property rights 
protection, local farmers are turning 
their attention to the national scene 
and the Endangered Species Act. 

"The interpretation and 
overzealous enforcement of the 
Endangered Species Act is a major 
threat to property rights," said 
Robert Klement of the Cooke 
County Farm Bureau. 

Robert said many farmers and 
ranchers have lost use and value of 
their land because it has been 
designated habitat for some 
endangered species. 

"We need an Endangered 
Species Act that recognizes the 
rights of property owners and 
emphasizes voluntary species 
management," Robert said. "We do 
not want to repeal the Act, but 
reforming it is very important to 
us." 

The Endangered Species Act, 
first passed in 1973, expired in 
1992, and has been extended by 
Congress. A new version of the Act 
is scheduled for debate during this 
session. 

Robert said that farmers and 
ranchers fear the discovery of 
endangered species or habitat on 
their property because many of 
their operations can be shut down.

world for so long that they don't 
have a concept of how a market 
economy can work. Our hope is 
that this program can make a good 
beginning." 

Providing technical and 
management support for the project 
are the Texas Agricultural 

Experiment Station, the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service and 
the Texas A&M Office of 
International Agriculture Programs. 

The project is funded by the U.S. 
Agency for International 
Development through the 
Institutional Partnerships and 
Training Project for Russia and the 
Ukraine. It is administered by the 
International Research and 
Exchanges Board in Washington, 
D.C. 

He said compensation for losses 
would help, but agricultural 
families would prefer less 
interference from government 

"I believe the government and 
environmentalists would be more 
successful if they make landowners 
partners in species protection," 
Robert said. "Right now, we 
farmers and ranchers are victims of 
the process." 

The Texas Farm Bureau has 
suggested the creation of a Critical 
Habitat Reserve Program, modeled 
after the successful Conservation 
Reserve Program. In CRP, farmers 
set aside certain lands that meet 
conservation goals and receive 
payments for lost productivity. 
Robert said important endangered 
species habitat could be treated 
much the same way.
