
Is the drought over? 
The nice rains we've been 
ceiving the past weeks have 
irked up the pastures and the 
aids, but meteorologists and 
piculturists want that recent 
.ecipitation is far from ending 
e drought. 
Some say an end to the 
ought will come when lakes 
id ponds are once again filled. 
tilers say when the soil has 
oisture to a 5 foot depth, and 
hers when underground 
luifers are replenished. We 
n agree that the area still 
mains below normal. 

Calling an end to the 
drought is not in the near 
future. It will take more than a 
couple of rain showers. 

Pastures, which feed the 
cattle herds, are looking lush 
and green in some parts of 
Cooke County, but they will 
not feel true relief from the 
drought until the soil moisture 
profile is to the depth of five 
feet. "The rains we have 
received have replenished the 
surface several inches or even a 
foot. It grows feed and makes 
things look good," commented 

Wayne Hamilton of Texas 
A&M research, "but what we 
really want is deep moisture, 
and right now there is none." 
Hamilton said it will take more 
than filled ponds to end the 
drought. "Run-off can fill 
everything, but it doesn't 
replenish the soil moisture. So 
what we need is a continual 
rainy period, rains following 
rains, to grow the ground cover 
that will hold the moisture 
until it soaks into the soil," 
Hamilton concluded.

Private roads in Cooke 

County which are three 
quarters of mile or more in 
length or have three or more 
homes along them will soon 
have official names. Cooke 
County Commissioners 
adopted a proposition for 
selecting the names at their 
August 26 regular meeting. It 
was submitted by Keith 
Cunningham of SDR, Inc., the 
company contracted to do the 
911 Mapping and Addressing 
in Cooke County. 

Providing names for private 
roads meeting that criteria will 
simplify the naming process 
and allow room for growth. 
Cunningham estimated that 
between 300 and 500 drives 
would qualify for a road name. 
Commissioners will select a list 
of names for their precinct and 
residents will be allowed to 
choose from the list. Names of 
someone still living and family 
names with male children will 
not be considered (due to the 
tendency for road signs to be 
stolen). 

Cunningham reported on the 
progress being made by SDR, 
Inc. in mapping the county and 
collecting data necessary for 
the 911 addressing. A map 
compiled earlier in '96 is what 
the field crews are working  

from to check information. 
Cunningham said that there 
are two types of corrections 
being made to the map. One is 
a correction to the map when 
houses or roads have been 
missed. The other is 
information required by the 
telephone company or post 
office. "Only about five percent 
of the total record that were 
originally corrected do not need 
some type of correction," 
Cunningham noted. "By that I 
mean that about 95 percent of 
the record need first name 
added to the person's name 
living there or a correction to 
the mailing address or a phone 
number added." 

They have just completed 
work in Precinct Al and work 
has started this week in 
Precinct #4. 

Jason Moon, of the Cooke 
County Firefighters 
Association, submitted a 
request for 60 additional 
pagers, at a cost not to exceed 
$15,000, for various area fire 
departments. "Everybody is 
pleased with our pager 
system," said Moon. "As you 
know we've had the worst fire 
season anybody has seen 
around here ever. The 
departments do not have 
enough pagers to outfit all of 
their members." He also said 

that half being notified by 
pagers and the others by 
another system was not good. 
The fire departments are all 
short on money because of the 
hard use during the fire hazard 
season this year. 

"The 	pagers greatly 
increased the response of 
personnel, not only in the big 
fires, but also in the little 
fires," Moon stated. "It 
shortened response time and 
increase the number of 
responders." 

Commissioner Jerry Lewis 
remarked that, "Without the 
pagers the county would have 
been in a world of hurt this 
year." 

Bill Bristow, project director, 
gave a quarterly progress 
report on the Cooke – Fannin –
Grayson Juvenile Boot Camp 
construction. An architect has 
been retained and Bristow 
displayed the architectural 
sketches for the 40 bed facility. 
A day camp will facilitate 
another 60 to 75 students. Bids 
from local contractors should 
be sought sometime in 
September. Construction is 
hoped to begin in November. 

The facility will serve about 
20 counties in the Red River 
area. There are only four other 
boot camps to serve the state

Barbie Hess disburses 
hope and joy in Vinnitsa

"Our thrust was to go over there and share 
God with them — not that any of us were ex-
perts," explained Barbie Hess of her recent 
year's ministry to the 
people of Vinnitsa,   
Ukraine. "I didn't go 
over there as an expert 
and I'm not a teacher of 
the Bible, but I love the 
Bible and I love God. So 
I guess that I went over 
there with a heart to 
serve the people in prac-
tical ways and to build 
relationships." 

And that is what 
Barbie did. A registered 
nurse by profession, she 
made home visits to 
care for friends. The 
hospital situation in the 
Ukraine isn't great ac-
cording to Barbie. She 
also delivered medical 
supplies as needed 
when she could. Barbie 
went to hospitals, de-
tention centers, and or-
phanages to offer assis-
tance. She initiated 
friendships with the 
common people — her 
neighbors, people at the 
library and the gym, 
friends of friends, and 
art teachers. 

"If you were Ameri-
can people were just 
ready to be your friend 
because they could 
learn English and prac-
tice their English with 
you," noted Barbie. 
Bible studies took place 
in Barbie's flat when 
groups of girls would 
come to have Bible dis-
cussions, to sing and to 
pray. 

Socializing was a big part of day to day life 
while in Vinnitsa as Barbie and members of her 
group worked to gain the residents' trust and 
friendship. "As you know you don't within one 
week develop strong bonds with people," Barbie 
said. "It takes months to where people will re-
ally share their hurts with you. Just knowing 
the history of where their people have been and 
their mind set, they have hundreds of years of 
oppression and dictatorship, power, authority 
over them. Just the way they think is different. 
We're so used to our freedom of choice and what 
we can do. Over there it's not like that. That 
was all programmed for them, decided for them." 

Barbie feels that belief in God, Christianity 
and belief in Jesus isn't totally new to the people 
because many of their grandparents worshipped 
secretly during Communism while all the 
churches were closed down. She told of one girl 
she met whose grandfather was caught reading 
the Bible. He was imprisoned in Siberia for 20 
years for the indiscretion. There was no religious 
expression. Although people are now allowed 
religious expression, many are still afraid be-
cause of the way it was. Younger people, 25 and 
under, have grown up with television and new 
ideas and are more open, said Barbie. 

developed a positive self–
image. He specializes in 
teaching people to interact 
with confidence in front of 
others; to gain confidence in 
themselves and their abilities; 
to communicate their ideas and 
desires more effectively; and to 
learn to be happy with who you 
are, so you can become the 
person you want to be. 

Cooke County United Way

The opportunity for Americans to live in 
Ukraine and share their religious beliefs came 
after the Berlin Wall came down about five years 

  ago signaling the end of 
socialism. After all the 
years of Communism 
and people being told 
that God was dead, 
atheism had become 
the norm. "Officials 
from the Common-
wealth of Independent 
States (former USSR) 
invited American mis-
sionaries to come over 
and present the God of 
the Bible, even though 
they didn't necessarily 
agree with it (belief in 
God)," remarked 
Barbie. "They wanted 
people to at least have 
a chance to hear what 
they were told was dead 
and gone." It was a way 
of giving them some 
freedom since Commu-
nism was longer con-
trolling their way of 
thinking. 

That is when Co-Mis-
sion was formed. Volun-
teers commit to at least 
one year overseas. They 
recruit their own prayer 
and financial support 
teams for the time they 
serve. Volunteers lead 
small–group Bible stud-
ies, disciple new believ-
ers, and develop deep 
friendships. 

Co–Missioner teams 
have worked in 45 cit-
ies in Russia, Ukraine, 
Bulgaria, Estonia, and 
Latvia. More than 
34,000 teachers and ad- 
ministrators have par- 

ticipated in convocations in 120 cities. 
Barbie said that on her last trip to St. Peters-

burg, Moscow her heart was really stirred. She 
knew that she wanted to be part of a mission-
ary effort that lasted for more than a few days 
or weeks. That is how she became a part of Co–
Mission. Previously Barbie had participated in 
overseas mission trips when she ministered with 
a world–wide sports evangelism team. 

"We were there on a mission to accomplish 
something and that would be to expose them to 
the God of the Bible and not the God of tradi-
tion, but the God of the Bible," remarked Barbie. 
"Not to tell them what to believe or what to 
think, but to expose them to it, let them read it 
for themselves and let the spirit of God reveal 
to them to know the truth. That was neat being 
a part of that!" 

At one orphanage that Barbie was delivering 
medical supplies she became the initiator in a 
wonderful adventure. When she asked if there 
was anything she could help with, Barbie was 
told of a young boy named Sergey. He was born 
with multiple birth defects including a missing 
left arm and a deformed right hand. 

Sergey needed cosmetic surgery on his right

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generated a large response by letting other 
people know what the need was. A hospital and 
surgeon in Charlotte, North Carolina agreed to 
care for Sergey. British Airlines provided free 
tickets for Sergey and a Russian/English inter-
preter who traveled with him. 

There was a great deal of red tape involved 
and Barbie dealt with the various details until 
"The Ukrainian government does not let their 
children go easily," Barbie noted. '°They knew 
where he was going and that he was coming 
back. They don't freely give their kids up for 
adoption or for trips. Even for regular people 
who just want to come to America, it's not an 
easy thing to do." 

Sergey finally made it to Charlotte on June 
30 of this year. The surgery rebuilt fingers on 
his right hand. He still has more surgeries to go 
and will eventually receive a prosthesis for his 
left arm. Cosmetic surgery was done on his left 
ear. 

In July Barbie went to Charlotte to visit with 
Sergey. She spent the night with his host fam-
ily. Barbie hopes that someone in America will 
decide to adopt Sergey and that he will be able 
to make his home here. He was featured on tele-
vision in hopes that he might find an adoptive 
family that way. "Because he's handicapped it 
is easier for hig country to let him go," explained 
Barbie. "A child who is handicapped is really 
sort of a shame to them, not to everybody, but 
generally speaking. So they would probably let 
him go if somebody wanted to adopt him." 

Sergey had the adventure of his life as he trav-
eled with Barbie from the orphanage to Kiev. 
He had not been many places other than the 
orphanage. Within 24 hours he rode a trolley 
bus and took an overnight train trip on which 
he was too excited to sleep. 

Barbie said that he has bonded with his host 
family and calls them Mamma Lisa and Papa 
John. There are two children, Rosie and Russell. 

Katya, a 42 year old mother of two also left 
an impression on Barbie. She helped Barbie with 
Russian and Barbie in turn helped her with 
English. Katya's husband is an alcoholic who 
does little to help manage the house( old.Ahigh 
unemployment rate in Ukraine causes major 
problems and has created an atmosphere of apa-
thy and depression and a tendency toward los-
ing oneself in the world of alcohol, says Barbie. 
Her friend Katya has learned to cling to Jesus 
Christ, her Savior, for strength and wisdom. 

Frequently Barbie checked out books at the 
Vinnitsa library. One day Nadya, one of the li-
brarians, asked her about the hope and joy which 
she could see in her. Nadya then asked Barbie 
if she would come to her flat and teach about 
the hope. While in Vinnitsa Barbie continued to 
teach Nadya about her faith in God. 

A Muenster native, Barbie is a 1975 graduate 
of Sacred Heart High School. She earned a de-
gree as a registered nurse and has lived and 
worked in the Dallas area. Before signing on 
with Co–Missioner Barbie was a home care 
nurse and she plans to pursue that same career. 
She is the daughter of Lucille Hess and the late 
Ray Hess. 

Barbie is seriously considering signing on for 
another year as a Co–Missioner. She will begin 
seeking financial and spiritual assistance some-
time in September if she does join for another 
year. Each member must raise $25,000 to cover 
living expenses, insurance, travel expenses , etc 

"It was the most wonderful year of my entire 
life," proclaimed Barbie. "I just thank God for 
it. I really experienced things that were incred-
ible! The people and their culture — when yot. 
get out of your own comfort zone ... you're vul-
nerable. You're at the mercy of the people arounc 
you. I like to put it this way, I got to know Goc 
in new ways because you're in a whole new situ-
ation. My faith was challenged and came alive 
in new ways."

The new base and flag poles 

for a larger Veterans' Memorial 
at the Sacred Heart Cemetery 
have been completed.

They have a 
beginning list which may not 
include everyone. President 
Dorothy Hesse (759-4786) will 
accept calls from anyone 
wishing to confirm names of 
relatives. Individuals will not 
be charged for names to go on 
monuments. 

The estimated cost for 
inscribing names is about 
$4,000. The whole project is 
expected to run $13,500 to 
$17,000. The VFW has a good 
portion of this amount saved, 
but will appreciate any 
donations from interested 
persons, to help in finishing the 
project. 

The monument will be an 
appropriate addition to the 
cemetery honoring all who 
served their country.

Sales tax rebates less 
for Muenster, county 
John 	Sharp, 	State 

Comptroller of Public Accounts, 
delivered a total of $206.9 
million in August sales tax 
rebates to 1,082 Texas cities 
and 115 counties, a 2.2 percent 
increase over the August 1995 
allocations. 

"Sales in Texas continue to 
reflect a healthy economy, with 
year—to—date sales tax rebates 
7.6 percent ahead of total 
rebates for the first eight 
months of last year," Sharp 
said. 

Muenster received a rebate 
of $18,557.81. That amount 
was down 11.97 percent from 
the amount received in August 
1996. To date in 1996 
Muenster has received 
$91,167.95, a decrease of three 
percent from August of 1995. 

Lindsay had a slight 
increase, 0.34 percent, from 

August of '95 with their 
$5,646.83 rebate check. In total 
payments to date Lindsay is 
still ahead of 1995 by 20.17 
percent. 

Gainesville continues to see 
increases. August's rebate 
check was for $265,634.43. an 
increase of 34.32 percent from 
that received a year ago. Oak 
Ridge had a 21.29 percent 
decrease in August rebates 
with a check for $3,273.84. 
Valley View also saw an 
increase with its $4,312.65 
August rebate. 

Cooke County's August 
rebate of $101,274.91 was 
down 15.99 percent from the 
$120,562.30 received in August 
1995. Total payments to date, 
$759,143.54, is 1.89 percent 
less than the total payments to 
date at this time in 1995.

Study of venom 
may lead to 
anti-cancer drug 

The 	striking 	molecular 
resemblance of enzymes from 
rattlesnake venom and human 
cancer cells may help nature 
bite back at the deadly disease 
with potent new drugs. 

Batimastat, an experimental 
drug manufactured in Britain, 
was found to stop the invading 
cancer cells. 

Previous observation that 
the molecular structure of 
rattlesnake venom enzymes is 
almost identical to those of 
human cancer cells has aided 
research into finding ways to 
block the spread of cancer by 
letting the researchers design 
new inhibitors. 

The enzymes that make up 
the venom differ, but the 
molecules — with some 2,000 
atoms — have fundamentally 
the same structures as a cancer 
cell. The scientific challenge 
has been to find a way to block 
the opening, thus preventing 
the process from beginning. 

A proposal to design such a 
drug is pending with the US.

County Agent's Report by Craig Rosenbaum 
Grain will determine cattle prices 

"This year, if the corn crop 
looks good, sell calves when the 
crop is made and corn prices 
drop," says Cattle-Fax Market 
analyst Kevin Good. "If there is 
a short crop, the sooner you sell 
calves, the better, especially if 
you don't have a source of 
cheap feed." 

If there isn't a bumper crop 
of feed grains this fall and calf 
prices continue to slide, there 
may be other options for some 
producers. Take a '96 calf and 
grow it through the winter, 
with an average daily gain of 
only one pound per day. Then 
put it on grass next year and 
sell it in .September. "The 
strategy is to get that animal 
into the next grain crop, but 

September 10 is the cutoff 
date for entries in the 
American Farm Bureau 
Federation's 1996 Farmer Idea 
Exchange. The purpose of the 
Farmer Idea Exchange is to 
surface inventions, equipment

"Retain as many heifers as 
you can afford to, then let them 
cull themselves,' suggests beef 
specialist Tom Field. 

Cull heifers that... 
*don't conceive to calve within 
your calving season; 
•have calving difficulty, and 
don't breed back on time for 
their second calf. 

you have to have a source of 
cheap feed and the right kind 
of cattle to do it." Good points 
out, "Modern, fast-track cattle 
won't fit. But slow-track, less 
growthy cattle might. Of 
course, cash flow needs might 
eliminate this option for some." 

Another option is to carry 
calves over on some sort of 
cheap feed source for a shorter 
length of time - into late 
February and March, when 
prices are in a seasonal 
uptrend. 

Most important - look ahead, 
not behind. Failure to look 
ahead cost many cattle 
producers dearly last year. 

"So watch the crop and 
December futures and forget 

modifications, innovative crops 
and farming practices 
developed by farmers.

Square 
bales will 
sell better 

If you're among the fortunate 
few hay growers with surplus 
hay to sell, extension forage 
specialist Dan Undersander 
has a few tips. 

The bale form and weight 
should be seriously considered. 
Dense 70 lb. bales are easier to 
haul. If you harvest mid-sized 
rectangular bales, aim for a 
weight around 600 pounds. Big 
round bales don't sell as well. 

Round bales (alfalfa) have 
sold for $25 per ton less than 
hay of comparable quality that 
was in square bales. The price 
difference is because round 
bales are harder to transport 
and more difficult to feed. 

Corn silage 
value price 
announced 

Corn silage in the field is 
normally worth 7 or 8 times as 
much as a bushel of corn, says 
agronomist Oscar Ingram. So, 
when No. 2 corn is averaging 
$5 per bushel, a ton of standing 
corn is worth $35-40 when sold 
for silage. 

Drought-damaged corn silage 
is worth 75-90% as much as 
normal corn silage, depending 
on the amount of grain that 
has developed on the plant. 

Silage that is in a silo is 
valued at 10 times the price of 
No. 2 corn. 

WATCH FOR AR M1 SS oR'sls 
IN PASTURES 

Along with fall showers, August 
and September can often mean 
armyworms in area wheat fields and 
pastures. In years where large in-
festations occur, these caterpillars 
can strip fields almost overnight. 
While it is not possible to predict 
how serious armyworms will be this 
fall, pastures and wheat fields 
should be inspected now for this 
pest. We have received many re-
ports of armyworms in the county 
this week. 

Armyworm moths are especially 
attracted to tender, lush growing 
pastures. There they lay their eggs 
in masses of 150 or more on leaf 
blades. Armyworm larvae feed for 
3-4 weeks. Larvae are small at 
first, cause little injury and are diff-
icult to detect. However, larger 
caterpillars soon become eating ma-
chines and consume 80 percent of 
their total food during the last week 
of their life. For this reason, army-
worm infestations can eat entire 
fields or pastures in a matter of a 
few days. 

Armyworms feed on leaves pri-
marily at night and during cloudy 

The latest U.S. Department 
of Agriculture cattle-on-feed 
reports showed cattle and 
calves on feed for slaughter on 
July 1 were 14 percent below 
the 1994 level. The cattle and 
calves on feed for the slaughter 
market in feedlots with 
capacity of 1,000 head or more 
totaled 7.84 million head. 

Canada is introducing a 
new grade of beef called 
Canada Prime.

The main reason 
for the new grade is to improve 
the image of Canadian beef in 
the export market. Currently, 
there is the perception that 
since Canada doesn't have a 
defined grade opposite the 
USDA Prime, its beef quality 
doesn't extend to the same 
level as U.S. beef. 

weather. During the heat of the 
day, look for armyworms on the 
soil under leaf litter and loose soil. 
If infestations average 3-5 per 
square foot, treatment with an insec-
ticide may be necessary. 

True to their name, armyworms 
can also march from defoliated pas-
ures and wheat fields into adjacent 
hay and sorghum fields in search of 
food. Large numbers of hungry 
armyworms can quickly destroy 
these crops, especially when plants 
are small. 

Armyworm caterpillars vary in 
color from pale green to green-
brown with a longitudinal dark 
stripe running along each side and 
one down the back. Full grown 
caterpillars are about 1 1/4 inch 
long.
