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John Roane appointed Justice of the Peace Precinct 4

Commissioners had eight 
candidates from which to 
choose an interim justice of the 
peace for Precinct #4. The 
appointment became necessary 
when Royce Martin resigned on 
August 14 with 16 months 
remaining on his term. 

John Roane of Valley View 
was nominated by 
Commissioner Phil Young and 
Judge Russell Duncan 
seconded the nomination. The 
selection was a unanimous 5-0. 

Roane had already made 
known his plans to run for the 
position in the 1998 election. 
Roane said that he hadn't 
declared a party affiliation 
before, he had now decided to 
run for the Republican 
nomination. 

Since 1989 Roane has been a 
cattle rancher. He serves as a 
director on the board of 
directors for the Heart of 

Texas, Texas Longhorn 
Affiliate Association and for 
WR Cattle Company, Texas 
Longhorn Affiliate Association. 
He is also vice—chairman of 
deacons for the First Baptist 
Church in Valley View. After 
being appointed Monday, 
Roane resigned his position as 
mayor pro—tern and alderman 
of Valley View so that there 
wouldn't be a possibility of 
conflict of interest. 

John 0. Roane was born in 
Gainesville in 1946 and is a 
lifelong resident of Valley 
View. He graduated from 
Valley View High School in 
1964 and graduated from 
North Texas State University 
in 1968. In 1969 he was 
commissioned 2nd Lieutenant 
in the United States Air Force 
and graduated USAF pilot 
training in 1970. Roane retired 
from the Air Force in 1989. 

"My main concern, since I am 

a lifelong resident of Valley 
View and intend to be there the 
rest of my life, I want to make 
sure that office right there is 
manned all the time with 
someone who wants to give to 
the community and the 
precinct," remarked Roane on 
his reasons for seeking the JP 
position. "I've done that 
through city council and I 
think I can do it even more as a 
JP." 

During his comments to 
Commissioners Court Roane 
stated, "I'm mostly interested 
in doing something for the 
young people. We've got a big 
problem in the city. I've got a 
close relationship with the 
Valley View Police 
Department. I ride with them 
occasionally and I'd say right 
now we've got one problem." 

Judge Duncan told the 
applicants, "We had a good 
group of qualified candidates, 

everyone of them impressive. 
The county is very fortunate to 
have all you apply. There are a 
lot of counties that when there 
is a vacancy no one applies and 
you don't get qualified people. 
It was a tough decision and we 
appreciate everyone's interest 
and input." 

Other applicants for the JP 
position were Lisa Harris, June 
Kuykendall, Julia Lundberg, 
Ray Leatherwood, Ray Russell, 
Jodie Vance, and Ed Zielinski. 
Each had the opportunity to 
make additional comments. 
They were interviewed in 
alphabetical order in the open 
meeting. 

Leatherwood indicated that 
he is a candidate for the 
position and will campaign for 
it regardless of whether he got 
the appointment.

Beware those who dump or 

litter county roadways and 
other unauthorized places! 
County commissioners are 
tired of cleaning up behind 
people who are too 
inconsiderate to properly 
dispose of their unwanted 
items. 

"This dumping is getting out 
of hand," declared Precinct #1 
Commissioner Phil Young. "I 
think Precinct #1 is the 
favorite dumping place for the 
county. We spend a lot of time 
cleaning up messes in the 
middle of the road. It gets so 
bad that the public cant pass. 
They may string it out for two 
miles down the road. They get 
in the back of a truck and 
shovel it out as they drive 
along." 

A litter control officer has 
recently been hired by the 
county. He is deputized and 
works out of the Cooke County 
Sheriffs Department. Fine  

limits for offenders have been 
determined by the state. 

Commissioners Court agreed 
to alert the public that they 
will be enforcing the law 
against dumping and making 
special efforts to catch 
offenders. There are fines that 
will be determined by a judge 
according to the severity of the 
offense and limits of the law. 
Ads and announcements will 
be placed in area newspapers 
and radio stations. 

Commissioners all agreed to 
set the proposed tax rate for 
the 1997-98 budget at 40.35 
per $100 valuation. The rate 
total of .4035 was determined 
as follows: general fund .2740; 
road and bridge fund .1050; 
permanent improvement fund 
.0180; interest and sinking 
.0050; and FM and lateral road 
fund .0015. A public hearing on 
the proposed tax rate and 
budget is set for Sept. 2 at 2 
p.m. in the county courtroom. 

Judge Duncan requested a 
change in the time or date of  

regular scheduled meetings of 
Commissioners Court. 
"Monday is a rush time. Most 
counties in Texas meet on 
Monday. Maybe if we don't 
change it off Monday you 
would consider moving it from 
10 a.m. to 9 a.m. because we're 
just not getting enough time." 
He pointed out that many 
Mondays there were juvenile or 
mental cases that must be 
heard and he was getting 
backed up because at times 
Commissioners Court ran into 
the time the hearings were 
scheduled. 

A 9 a.m. starting time was 
agreed on since changing from 
Monday would conflict with 
conferences and other set 
meetings. To make the change 
work a cutoff time for bills from 
elected officials must be made. 
County Auditor Gloria Parrish 
said that if Thursday afternoon 
was set as the cutoff time, then 
Commissioners will have the 
bill for approval by 10 a.m. 
Friday. 

A rural fire fighting 
agreement between the county 
and the city of Muenster was 
given another 30 day 
extension. Wording in the 
contract was questioned since 
it seemed to hold the county 
responsible for any accident 
occurring while the Muenster 
Volunteer Fire department was 
answering a call outside the 
city limits. After being 
rewritten by the city, it still 
was not satisfactory and must 
again go to the Muenster city 
council for rewording and 
approval. 

Residents of Woodbine 
Estates requested that the 
county take over maintenance 
of the main road through the 
subdivision. After much 
discussion, Commissioners 
agreed that when all residents 
complied with a regulation 
having fences at least 15 feet 
from the roadway, the county 
would begin maintaining the 
road.

Guaranty National Bank 
(GNB) officially opened its 
Muenster branch on Monday, 
August 25.

explained Mr. Faulconer. There 
is no credit balance carried, no 
finance charge, no cost to the 
customer. It is simply a 
substitute for a check or 
carrying cash. The debit card is 
presented at the time of 
purchase and a receipt is 
signed. The service has been 
available in Gainesville for 
several months and Mr. 
Faulconer said he has been 
very happy with it. 

GNB 	also 	offers 
TELENET*PLUS, a 24 hour 
telephone banking system. 
With the touch of a button 
customers can find out certain 
information any time of the day 
or night. Some information 
they might be seeking includes 
rate and product information, 
account balance, last five

To the Editor: 
On the front page of Monday, 

August 11, Gainesville Register 
with a picture of Governor 
Bush in which the Governor 
hailed our recently passed 
Texas Constitutional 
Amendment as the first step of 
relief for property taxes. 

The second step should be 
the passage of Initiative and 
Referendum (I&R). Look what 
Oklahoma did with I&R in 
1995 - today the Oklahoma 
State Legislature can not raise 
the Oklahoma State Taxes 
without a vote of the people. 

After two failed attempts by 
volunteers to obtain the 
required number of signatures 
on the petition- the Oklahoma 
Farm Bureau spent a million 
dollars getting the required 
signatures. They by passed the 
Oklahoma State Legislature-
put the issue on the ballot and 
it passed. 

The real issue here is about 
freedom of the citizens of Texas 
to pursue their guaranteed 
First Amendment Rights to 
petition for redress of 
grievances against our 
government. Rights that are 
guaranteed in the First 
Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution and as such are a 
part of the Texas Bill of Rights 
under the Texas Constitution. 
But which are being denied by

Does the 
U.S. Constitution state 
falsehoods? Or in our State 
Legislation in error in denying 
that guarantee? As I see it our 
State Legislation needs to take 
a hard look at the legality of 
their position on this issue.

new loans andpricing them 
very conservatively."

Central and North Texas are 
two of 70 regions nationwide to 
receive new area codes over the 
last two years. The need for 
codes has increased due to 
population and business 
growth, entry of new 
competitors for local service, 
and the proliferation in use of 
fax machines, modems, cellular 
phones, pagers and additional 
phone lines. 

In 1996, the 972 area code 
began serving the suburban 
areas surrounding Dallas, and 
the 281 area code replaced 713 
for suburban areas 
surrounding Houston. In July 
of this year, the 830 area code 
was assigned to the part of the 
210 area code north of Webb 
County, and the 956 area code 
was placed in service for the 
portion of the 210 area from 
Webb County south. The San 
Antonio metropolitan area 
remained 210. Mandatory use 
of the new south Texas codes 
will occur October 6.

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Lillian Gallery dies in California 
Summer may be over but the fun is 
heating up at Six Flags theme parks 

Lillian Fette Gallery, native 
of Muenster and long-time 
resident of Encino, California 
died there on Aug. 7, 1997, 
several days after heart 
surgery. She had planned to 
come to Muenster to attend the 
funeral of her sister, Evelyn 
Meurer, on August 1, when she 
became ill and entered the 
hospital. Mass of Christian 
Burial was held in Our Lady of 
Grace Church of Encino, 
California. 

She was born on Feb. 6, 1912 
to John and Annie 
(Steffensmeier) Fette. She was 
endowed with the remarkable 
personalities and attitudes of 
both parents, never worn down 
by circumstances, embracing 
an enthusiasm for the new 
inventions and discoveries of 
their times, and appreciation 
for beauty in life. John was a 
farmer and rancher, and one of 
the first in Cooke County to 
raise registered Hereford 
cattle. He was elected Cooke 
County Commissioner of 
Precinct 4. He was interested 
in local and national politics -
he was his own person and 
made his own decisions. Annie 
was a very wise, patient, 
pleasant person - an excellent 
homemaker and farmer's wife. 
She had a sense of good taste 
in decorating, a love for 
flowers which she cultivated 
ardently. Both John and Annie 
were talented, energetic 
citizens participating in the life 
of a new growing Muenster. 

Lillian Fette Gallery grew up 
with her parents and her eight 
brothers and sisters, first in a 
home four miles south of 
Muenster; next in a new 
"airplane bungalow" they built 
one mile south of Muenster on 
the "Kleiss Hill." Tragedy 
struck on Christmas morning, 
1919 when the house and all 
contents were totally consumed 
by fire. They later rebuilt on 
the same location. Their fourth 
home was a native rock veneer 
house seven miles north of 
Muenster, known then and 
now, as The Ranch. There they 
spent many years and held 
many family reunions. 

Lillian Fette attended Sacred 
Heart School. She attended St. 
Francis School of Nursing in 
LaCrosse, Wisconsin. After 
graduation she served as a 
private duty nurse for doctors

in West Texas during the 
terrible time of the Dust Bowl, 
frequently caring for patients 
of "dust fever" - people too old 
or too young to survive. She 
kept her payment from one of 
those jobs all her life: a Lone 
Star quilt given by a family 
who could pay no other way. 

One afternoon, while 
horseback riding near a 
military airfield, she learned 
that nurses were being 
recruited for an entirely new 
kind of job, high in the air. 
American Airlines hired Lil, 
and her career as one of the 
first stewardesses allowed her 
to see much of the country, and 
marked the beginning of the 
nickname "Fette." Working on 
a DC3, she met her husband of 
54 years, Tom Gallery. He 
delighted in nicknaming her 
"Fette." They became parents 
of two daughters Gretchen and 
Michelle. 

Although she never again 
lived in Texas, she remained 
close to her family, visited in 
Muenster and Lubbock often, 
and took great pride in the fact 
that all five Fette daughters 
lived past the age of 80, as 
related by her two daughters. 
They said; "The last couple of 
years have changed that, and 
today we celebrate the memory 
of Aggie Seyler and Evelyn 
Meurer; and think lovingly of 
Marge Ratliff and Dorothy 
Quinlan, who survive them." 

Further, the two daughters

stated; "'Fette' kept her flying 
friends, too, the members of the 
Kiwi Club, named for a bird 
that does not fly. She was a 
member of the Encino 
Historical Society; and was 
pleased to stand in this 
congregation (of Our Lady of 
Grace Church), as a 35 year 
parishioner when the church 
celebrated its Golden 
Anniversary. Through her 
husband, Tom Gallery, she 
learned to make sports a part 
of her life. If the Dodgers 
Baseball Team was playing, 
the radio was on. The friends 
she made on the Dodger tour of 
Japan in 1965 stayed friends 
for life." 

Gretchen and Michele 
further related: "She had the 
pleasure of deciding what to 
wear to the upcoming wedding 
of her grandson, Blake Davis. 
His bride-to-be, Brabdy Bielh, 
won 'Fette's' love from their 
first conversation. 

"Fresh air was important to 
'Fette.' Maybe she never forgot 
the dust storms, or maybe it 
was a result of growing up 
under the wide open skies of 
the ranch (north of Muenster), 
but she did not like to be closed 
in. At 'Fette's' house there were 
no gates, no security alarms. 
Most days the front door was 
open - wide. open. And when 
she walked in the 
neighborhood, as she did until 
the end of July, she was as 
open and welcoming as her 
front door. The world never 
abused her good will. 

"'To inspire is to give breath.' 
She inspired those who loved 
her. None of us had the chance 
to say good-bye. So, in the 
afternoon, when the breeze 
comes up before sunset, please 
think of 'Fette': open-hearted, 
optimistic and full of fun. 
Eighty-five years of life lived 
well, Feb. 6, 1912 to Aug. 7, 
1997. Vaya con Dios, Lillian 
Fette Gallery."  

Much of the above material 
was taken from the eulogy at 
her funeral.

Texas freshwater fish records 

by Thompson Temple 
The hunters are already 

talking about the fine 
whitetails all over Texas this 
season. Many hunters did not 
do well last year because of dry 
range conditions. They will do 
a lot better this year. 

Extreme dry conditions in 
early 1996 were followed by 
plentiful rainfall. This 
prevalent moisture brought on 
lots of green vegetation. 
Browse and choice foods high 
in protein were available in 
large quantities to the deer 
since September of 1996. 

The net result has been 
extremely large antlers and a 
bumper fawn crop. A Texas 
deer breeder, Robert Polker, 
has permits to tag his deer,  

monitoring deer as they 
mature. This year he has 
yearling whitetail bucks with 
nice racks. In one area he had 
4 out of 7 fawns breed in 
December 1996 and raise 
fawns themselves this summer! 
Many mature whitetail does 
have twin fawns this year. 

Last season the deer quality 
statewide was down. The bucks 
did not develop good antlers 
because of the drought. When 
the rains and acorns came in 
the fall, the deer were not 
moving around very much. The 
expectations were down and so 
were the results. Outdoor 
magazines are giving fantastic 
reports for whitetail deer 
throughout the state this year. 
Taxidermists are getting ready 
to mount a lot of big bucks! 

Joe Hennigan 
makes his first 
hole-in-one 

On August 16, Joe Hennigan 
made his first hole-in-one at 
the Top-O'Lake Country Club 
in Bowie: he was participating 
in a two-man scramble with 
Dale Swirczynski, who 
witnessed the blind tee-shot on 
hole #7, a 150 yard, tier 3, 
using a 6-iron. 

Needless to say, he won 
"closest to the pin" receiving a 
cash prize. If it had only been 
24 hours later he could have 
driven home a new Chevrolet 
pick-up. Adding to the 
excitement Joe and Dale won 
first place in the first flight. 

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department has 
released their angler 
recognition programs state 
records for freshwater/rod and 
reel fish. 

Several record species were 
caught in area lakes. The 
largest Flathead catfish 
weighed 98 pounds, was 54 
inches in length and was 
hooked at Lewisville Lake in 
June 1986. 

On Texoma Lake a 90 pound, 
53.50 pound blue catfish was 
caught in Oct. 1995. 

Texoma is also credited for 
the state record freshwater 
drum, reeled in on March 30, 
1995, with a weight of 34.7  

pounds and 32.25 inches in 
length and a 2.31 pound 
goldeye that was hooked in 
May 1996. 

Lake Nocona was home for 
the largest Tiger Muskie 
recorded. The 9.06 pound, 32 
inch fish was pulled-in in May 
1979. 

The largest recorded 
freshwater fish caught with a 
rod and reel was a 279 pound 
alligator gar found in the Rio 
Grande River in 1951. 

The largest small fish was a 
blackstripe top minnow which 
was 2 inches in length and 
weighed only one one-
hundredth of a pound.

Horse program takes aim at thieves 

Horse owners who mark or 
brand their horses must first 
register the mark or brand 
with the county clerk of the 
county in which the animals 
are located. The new law 
encourages horse owners to 
mark and brand their horses. 

Horse slaughterhouses are 
required to provide the county 
clerk with a report that gives 
the marks and brands of all 

horses purchased. The report 
also must include the names of 
sellers and date of purchase. 

Horse theft remains a law 
enforcement problem today 
because the highly diverse 
horse industry in Texas is big 
business with lots of dollars 
chasing it. Chasing the horses 
for the dollars are thieves who 
prey upon owners that are 
usually urban and absentee.

Perry: new laws effective Sept. 1' 

Modern-day horse thieves 
beware. 

A new state law targets 
thieves in Texas, the leading 
horse state- in the nation, by 
allowing the inspection of 
horses sold to horse 
slaughterhouses in Fort Worth 
and Kaufman. The inspection 
program, conducted by the 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association, goes into 
effect Sept. 1. 

TSCRA brand inspectors will 
record all identification 
information and submit it to 
their Fort Worth headquarters, 
where it will be entered into a 
computer database. The 
information will be made 
available upon request to all 
law enforcement agencies that 
investigate thefts of livestock. 

A $3 per head inspection fee 
paid by the seller of horses at a 
slaughterhouse will be 
remitted to TSCRA to pay for 
the program. Approximately 
50,000 to 70,000 head of horses 
will be harvested for pet food 
and for meat exported for 
human consumption in 1997. 

In addition, a $2 per head fee 
paid by the seller of horses at 
slaughterhouses will be 
deducted for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
to provide horse owners with 
an ongoing program for theft 
prevention. 

Texas producers who grow 
grain sorghum have an 
opportunity this year to run for 
a seat on the Texas Grain 
Sorghum Board. Anyone who 
produces grain sorghum in 
Texas or who owns a farm in 
Texas on which sorghum is 
produced is eligible to vote in 
the election or to serve as a 
director on the board. 

The fifteen-member board 
administers the checkoff funds 
which are collected on grain 
sorghum grown in the state. 

In this year's election, five 
directors will be elected to the 
board: one each from the West 
Texas district, Central, 
Panhandle, Coastal, and Valley 
districts. 

To be listed on the ballot, a 
prospective director must 
submit a nomination form 
certifying that he or she resides 
in the district to be represented 
and will be willing to serve if 
elected. The forms may be 
obtained from the Texas Grain 
Sorghum Board office by 
calling (806) 298-4501. 
Deadline for returning the 
completed forms is October 13. 

Ballots will be mailed to 
eligible voters. 

New beef campaign 
outlined by industry 

After exhaustive market 
research, and some trial and 
error, the beef industry is 
focusing on developing an 
integrated message that will 
unite all sectors of the beef 
industry under a common 
theme. The goal of what is 
known as the "Brand-Like 
Initiative" is to "develop 
products, programs and 
practices that consistently 
meet consumer needs and 
wants on both a functional and 
emotional level." 

Put simply, the industry is 
developing consumer products 
and marketing practices to 
address time-starved modern 
families. The industry must 
adapt to individuals like 
herself and her husband who, 
"have no time to cook, don't 
want to cook and don't know 
how to cook." 

The advertising campaign, 
began August 3, using the tag-
line "Beef ... it's what you 
want." The slogan was 
developed as a response to 
people s emotional response to 
beef. "While people feel that 
they should eat certain things 
and shouldn't eat others, beef 
is what they actually want to 
eat."

Commissioner Rick Perry 
reminded Texas farmers and 
ranchers that several new laws 
impacting agriculture are set to 
become effective Sept. 1. 

"From private property 
postings to fire ant research to 
horse theft prevention, the 
75th Legislature passed a 
number of bills that producers 
and landowners need to know 
about," Perry said. 

The following is a summary 
of legislation passed during the 
75th Legislature that affects 
Texas agriculture and becomes 
effective September 1: 

• Pesticides: House Bill 
1144 consolidates the state's 
pesticide and herbicide legal 
codes, strengthens the 
enforcement of the state's 
pesticide laws and streamlines 
regulatory requirements. 

• Water: One provision in 
Senate Bill 1 expands an 
agricultural loan program - the 
Texas Agricultural Finance 
Authority's Linked Deposit 
Program - that lends money to 
farmers and ranchers who 
implement water conservation 
initiatives such as converting 
to more efficient irrigation 
equipment, building or 
improving stock tanks or 
clearing brush. 

• Rainy spr ing 
yields mass of 
aquatic wee s 
Seed that may have laid 

dormant for years is exploding 
into a tangled mess of aquatic 
weeds. 

According to Dr. Jim Davis, a 
fish specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
too many weeds in a pond can 
compete with fishing and can 
cause long-lasting problems. 

Davis says identifying 
aquatic plants is the first step 
in management. 

Submersed plants or moss 
can be controlled by triploid 
grass carp, where algae can be 
controlled with permitted 
tilapia. 

Davis said approaches to 
controlling weeds will vary 
from pond to pond, but the best 
aquatic weed control method is 
prevention. 

"Keep ponds fertilized and 
water levels above three feet," 
he said. 

• Agricultural Loans: 
House Bill 2499 increases the 
maximum loan amount 
available to buy farm or ranch 
land under the Texas 
Agricultural 	Finance 
Authority's Farm & Ranch 
Finance Program from 
$150,000 to $250,000. House 
Bill 933 increases the 
maximum loan amount 
borrowed under TAFA's Young 
Farmer Loan Guarantee 
Program from $50,000 to 
$100,000. 

• Fire Ant Research: A 
provision in the state 
appropriations bill, House Bill 
1, provides $2.5 million each 
year over the next biennium for 
research into long-term, cost-
effective and ecological 
methods of controlling fire 
ants. Funding also will be used 
to organize community-wide 
fire ant management programs 
and to educate the public about 
effectively controlling fire ants. 

• Private Property 
Notices: House Bill 793 
allows landowners to use 
purple paint marks on trees or 
posts as no-trespassing notices. 

• Confidential Water and 
Soil Plans: Water quality 
management 	or 	soil 
conservation plans developed 
by landowners or tenants in 
cooperation with local or state 
soil and water conservation 
districts will not be subject to 
the Texas Open Records Law 
under House Bill 1808. 

Agriculture Commissioner 
Rick Perry is applauding a 
provision in the federal tax 
reform package that will allow 
more families to pass their 
farms and ranches onto the 
next generation by providing 
inheritance tax relief. 

"This death tax break is one 
of the single most important 
policy decisions that could have 
been made by our lawmakers 
in Washington D.C. to help 
maintain family farms and 
encourage younger generations 
to stay on the farm," Perry 
said. 'Without this tax relief, 
we would have continued to see 
many families forced to break 
up or sell off farms and ranches 
to pay steep inheritance taxes " 

• Liability Limits: Hods 
Bill 2664 clarifies previou 
liability 	legislation 	b 
specifying that limited liabilit 
applies only to owners c 
"agricultural land used fo 
recreational purposes." The bi 
also protects landowners frot i 
unlimited liability for nor 
paying as well as payin 
invited guests who visi 
agricultural lands fo 
recreation such as bir 
watching, hiking and hunting. 1  

• Agricultura 
Improvements: House Bi 
2945 allows agriculturc 
landowners to construct barn: 
pens, equipment sheds an 
fences on their propert 
without fear of liability as Ion 
as the structures do not affec t 
public health or interfere wit l 
the flow of water, light or air t . 
other agricultural lands. 

• Poaching: House Bi 
1941 provides additions; 
penalties for poaching ths • 
include suspension or loss 
fishing or hunting licenses. 

• Livestock Inspections  
House Bill 1823 allow 
livestock slaughtered fo 
personal use to be exempte 
from inspections by the Texa 
Department of Health. 

• Horse Theft Prevention 
House Bill 2396 strengthen 
horse theft prevention effort 
by requiring training i i 
investigating horse thefts, an 
methods horse owners can us 
to identify their animals. 

Beginning in 1998, fami • 
farms, ranches, and sma 
businesses will have an esta 
tax exemption of $1.3 million 
up from the current exemptic 
of $600,000. 

Perry, who has advocate 
inheritance tax relief refor 
for years said, "This tax chant 
has been long overdue an 
needed by thousands of Tex: 
farm and ranch families."
