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Perhaps there was some truth
after all in the dire predictions
of depression for the post war
period. Many of us could not im-
agine how such a thing was pos-
sible. Knowing the tremendous de-
mand for renovation and new pro-
duction we assumed there would
be more than enough work to go
around. Everybody could have a
job and, combining earnings with
the billions of savings laid aside
during the war, people would be
able to have more luxuries and
comforts than they ever enjoyed
before, The whole set-up was lit-
erally packed with the kind of
circumstances that dreams are
made of.

There’s one thing we overlook-
ed, however, and that is the utter
frustration that can be caused by
a mob of short sighted labor bos-
ses. As long as those guys continue
to strangle production we have
nothing. Far from advancing our
prosperity they're shoving it back-
ward.

Suppose they succeed in secur-
ing the wage increases they de-
mand. The inevitable result is that
prices on finished products will
increase proportionately. In the
end the higher wages will buy no
more of the necessities or com-
forts of life than they ever did.
Nobody really gains.

But at the same time there are
millions of people who lose. Sav-
ings laid aside in war bonds, in-
surance policies, savings accounts
or any other form will not have
near the purchasing power "they
originally had.

It’s hard to imagine that work-
ing people by the thousands would
be willing to cooperate with a
scheme that deprives them of a
considerable portion of their sav-
ings. In fact it’s a little pathetic
po think they could be led ¥mto
such an absurdity. But even more
pathetic is the predicament of the
millions of other people past the
working age. They are depending
on their savings, accumulated by
sacrifice over many hard years, to
sustain them through their de-
clining years.

Take the case of an old retired
couple. What they laid aside to
provide amply of their needs can
not last long when prices are
skyvrocketing. Or the widow who
collects a few thousand dollars of
insurance. Obviously that money,
reduced in actual value, will not
provide the security orginally in-
tended by her husband.

Situations like these are more
than passing economic problems
of the day. To some people they
are major  catastrophies. As such
they deserve careful and conscien-
tious thought by our federal gov-
ernment.

According to the fundamental
principles of democracy there Is
only one justification for the pre-
sence of men in our national and
state capitals — to provide for the
safety and welfare of the public.
Since the welfare of millions is
directly affected by present labor
trends, it becomes the duty of
governing officials to step in and
de <amethine agbout it.

What can be done? In the first
place union organizations of to-
dav can very nroverlv be classi-
fied as lebor trusts subject to the
restrictions of our anti trust laws.
J¥ industrial concerns by virtue of
their monopnlv in a certain area
or a certain line of business can
be held accountable for their pol-
icies labdr unions should also be
held accountable. It is altogether
within the jurisdiction of our gov-
ernment to put the clamvs on
those fellows in order to prevent
any further disruption of econ-
omic stability.

From the way Washington meets
this situation we can determine
whether we still have a democracy
or whether we have already drift-
ed too far into socialism. A con-
tinuation of the trend would be
so discouraging to private inves-
tors that before many years the
government would have to take
over all production. At the same
time the line-up for doles would
grow to include not only the old
gimme crowd but several million
others who intended to take care
of themselves only to find their
good intentions frustrated by
short sighted economic theories.

It isn’t too late to revive dem-
ocracy and common sense. All
it requires is courageous states-
manship instead of vote baiting
politics.

About the time comment on
MacArthur’s statement begins to
simmer down Eisenhower takes
up the good work with his pre-
diction that GI's can be moved
out of Germany in another 15
months. That’s not so nice for the
brass hats who had visions of
prolonging their high salaried pos-
itions by holding a large army.

This past week the vehicle dam-
age to the auto sales and service
building at the corner of Main
and Division Streets, being the
U.S. Federal Highway No. 82 and
the Main Street crosging brought
up the question, whether this in-
cident would have happened, had
the traffic light been operating.
The subject of purchasing a new
traffic light at a recent meeting,
brought out different opinions of
the City Council.

Some of the citizens declare the
traffic control a hazard, causing
greater danger, because of it’s in-
stallation, while many insist that
it should be replaced without -de-
lay. When the question is divided,
it is hard to come to a definite de-
cision. Because some of the smal-
ler towns on important highways
have discarded or masked their
controls, it is thought no import-
ant traffic crossing prevailed and
most likely the highway was the
main street of such town, so the
highway traffic maintained the
right of way and the local traffic
followed the same trend of flow.

Where the traffic is heavy from
every direction, being the case of
our highway and main street cros-
sing, the situation differs. We re-
fer to the heavy traffic centers
near the large cities, with traffic
lights, even police patrol with all
the signals and speed regulation
signs. If public ovinion finds it
desirable that 2 new light should
be installed it would be a good
idea to contact the members of
the City Council individually to
help them msake a final decision.

On June 23rd 1927, page 33, of
the Minute Book Number One the
City Council adopted an ordinan-
ce making it a violation to exceed
the speed limit on any Street
within the Ciey Limits, the offen-
se punishable by a fine of $1.00
and not to exceed $25.00. Probab-
lv some. especially the new crop
of chauffeurs do not know of these
regulations or have forgotten
about the penalties paid in pre-
vious years for such offence, pro-
bahly an arrest and conviction
for a change would bring a little
caution to our drivers.

Austin, Texas, —. As. a safe-
guard against the serious and dis-
abling disease known as undulant
fever or Malta fever, Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer, ad-
vises Texans to drink milk only
from approved sources. Undulant
fever is usually acquired by hu-
man beings as a result of consum-
ing raw milk products from cows
infected with Bang’s disease.

Raw milk or milk products can
be cornsumed with safety only
when they are known to be pro-
duced by cows tested and found
to be free of Bang’s disease. Past-
eurization, of ‘course, will kill the
germs if present.

To lower the incidence of un-
dulant fever all dairymen are
asked to cooperate with the
State Department of "“Health by
removing cattle infected with

Bang’s disease from their herds*

as soon as the disease is discov-
ered. Even if the milk 1s made

.safe for human consumption by

pasteurization, infected cows are

. still a menace to health since they

can transmit the disease to heal-
thy animals and to their owner
and other persons who handle
them.

“Undulant fever,” Dr. Cox said,
“is one health menace we can er-
adicate in our State through
absolutely safe milk supplies from
dairy herds free from Bang’s dis-
