Cooke County Appraisal 

District (CCAD) Chief 
Appraiser Will Presson 
submitted his resignation at 
the May 28 meeting of the 
CCAD board of directors. It 
was accepted by the board with 
certain stipulations. He has 
accepted a position with 
Schmitz and Schmitz 
Properties of Gainesville. 

Presson said that he hopes to 
be able to leave by the end of 
this month. He wishes to see a 
smooth transition so that the 
CCAD will continue to go 
forward with its appraisal. 

Will Gooch, CPS 
representative, attended the 
meeting to answer board 
members' questions on the 
computer software problems 
being experienced by CCAD. 
Most of the problems were 
caused by changes dictated by 
the Texas legislature last 
summer. Gooch said his 
company has been working on 
getting the changes 
implemented to the software 
and most have been solved. 

Presson added that there 
are two sides — Collection and 
Appraisal. When changes take 
place they must be made in 
both places because the two 
sides can't communicate. That 
is a problem that CPS is 
working to solve. 

Board Chairman Ken Kaiser 
asked that there be 
clarification of several items in 
the policy manual. One thing 
he questioned was the policy on 
giving gifts to the outgoing 
board members. He wondered 
about paying for the gifts with  

tax payers money. 
It was stressed that the gifts 

given to the two outgoing 
members this year were bought 
with private funds. Arthur 
Felderhoff remarked that he 
didn't think there was a 
question because he believes it 
is against state law to use the 
tax payers' money in such a 
way.

Sheriff Compton explained 
that a phone is available in 
each cell block. The inmates 
can use the phone at anytime, 
but it is very expensive even 
for a local call. The calls are 
made collect_ 

Compton feels it is a good 
thing because it prevents the  

funding. In the past the 
CCAD's work in the areas have 
been inadequate in these 
districts, said Presson. 

In other business the board: 
• Agreed to put out two 

pieces of the CCAD's 
equipment for bids. 

• Minutes of the April 23 
meeting were reviewed and 
approved. 

• Payment of bills was 
reviewed and approved.  

• Financial statement was 
reviewed and approved 

appearance of someone being 
held incommunicado. The calls 
can be monitored or recorded if 
so desired by the jail staff.

"The software packages that 
they provide can make running 
a jail so much easier,' said the 
Sheriff.

The Muenster ISD Board of 

Directors met for their regular 
meeting on Thursday, June 11. 
All board members were 
present along with school 
personnel Steve Cooper, Gwen 
Trubenbach and James 
Hopper. 

Business began by making 
small corrections to the 
minutes from last month's 
meeting and the special 
meetings held May 19 and May 
28. Also the accounts payable 
for May were discussed and 
approved. 

	

Cooper 	gave 	his 
superintendent's report, which 
included: 

• The scoreboard and timers 
stand were damaged in the 
recent windstorm. The ruined 
stand also caused damage to 
the track. Insurance and 
repairs should have everything 
rued soon. 

• Re-roofing of the football 
field restroom is in progress. 

• New carpet is down in the 
auditorium. 

• Custodian Tim Bindel fell 
and quit last Friday. 
Replacement will be discussed 
at next meeting. 

• Will have special meeting 
Thursday, June 18 to approve 
the sale of the bonds. 

• Received certified tax roll 
from the county. Set the tax 
rate to preliminary number of 
$97,449,000. 

Discussion of the removal 
and sale of the CAD classroom 
and the building of a 
maintenance shed and covered 
area for busses in this area was 
discussed. Rudy Koesler wants 
to build this as a shop project. 
Cooper also noted that the Ag 
class extension is almost 
complete. 

Another information item 
discussed was the suggestion to 
pay a student to help maintain 
computer equipment 
throughout the school year. 
This in-house employment will 
keep computers in better 
working condition and free up 
the teachers. 

Mr. Hopper handed out class 
schedules for the 1998-99 
school year, noting that the 
junior high will not use the 
block schedule like the high 
school. Hopper noted the 
NTEN classes are in a make or 
break situation. Most were 
scheduled during athletics, so  

athletics were changed to the 
period before lunch every other 
day. Classes will begin at 8:00 
a.m., with middle school 
athletics the first period. 

Burleson Singleton 
Architects were present at the 
meeting, noting that they 
needed the board s approval on 
the blueprints so they can go 
into the next phase of the 
project. Some small changes 
from the original plans were 
discussed and OK'd by the 
board. Some last minute ideas 
and questions included: 

• Electrical plugs in rooms. 
• The difference in space 

between 12 inch and 14 inch 
lockers. 

• Each room will have 
AC/Heat controls. 

• Location of fire doors with 
tornado tunnel. 

• Trophy cases and location. 
• Construction of the new 

high school is scheduled to 
begin on Oct. 19, 1998 with 
completion on July 1, 1999. 

Other action items included: 
• Approved WIN school 

program for school 
• Food bids for the 1998-99 

school year went to U.S. Food 
Service, Mrs. Baird, and Oak 
Farms Milk. 

• Mr. Cooper requested the 
bids on the elementary 
playground equipment be 
tabled until the June 18 
meeting. He is waiting for 
updated bids. 

• The board looked at, 
discussed and made changes on 
the floor plan of the new 
superintendent's office. The 
1800 square foot building will 
be located at Seventh and Oak 
Streets. "It's a little smaller 
than the present office 
building, but the space is 
utilized better," noted Cooper. 
The board approved the 
redrawn plans. 

• A new John Deere, 24 hp 
diesel tractor was approved for 
purchase. Bids from Lawn 
Land, Kubota of Denton, and 
Pettit-Ward in Gainesville 
were discussed, with Pettit-
Ward awarded the bid at 
$12,360. 

• Muenster Building Center 
was awarded the low bid for 
$1254 for a field sprinkler, 
including 200 feet of hose and 
the rain train. Cooper noted 
another 100 feet of hose will be 
needed. 

• The board approved all 
campus/dress code updates and 
changes, including these 
prohibited fads: two-toned hair; 
hair cut in a strip regardless of 
the length of the remaining 
hair; shorts and skorts; 
camouflage or other military 
type gear; sagging of the pants, 
pants which are ripped or torn, 
pants which drag the floor or 
are excessively baggy; body 
piercing, other than girls' 
earrings; chains, regardless of 
how or where they are worn. 
"This is simply an effort to 
update the written policy, - 

 noted Hopper. "However, 
students and parents need to 
be aware of these updates prior 
to investing in school clothing." 

Changes in the class 
schedule were also approved. 
Tutorial period will be before 8 
a.m. Zero hour classes will 
include Computer Aided 
Drafting 	and Medical 
Terminology on NTEN. New 
classes have been added. 
Career Investigations will be 
an elective class offered to 8th 
grade students, while freshmen 
and sophomores will be offered 
Career Connections. 

In executive session, the 
board accepted the resignation 
of first grade teacher Darla 
Lile, and hired Carol Ann 
Hess

Gainesville 	received 
$289,239.16, a drop of 3.94 
percent. To date Gainesville 
has received a total of 
$1.322,832.83, 0.65 percent 
less than this time last year. 
Valley View's May rebate of 
$3,129.78 was down 47.33 
percent form May 1997. To 
date Valley View received

NOTE: This is the third in a

Last week's article discussed 
the benefits of building the 
dam now. This week's article 
will concentrate on the benefits 
of building the park and 
recreation area. The park and 
recreation area will be built at 
the same time as the dam since 
the Natural Resource 
Conservation Service is also 
funding half of the expense. 

The park and recreation area 
will consist of a 22-acre area 
just north of the lake on 
County Road 316 (Picnic 
Grounds Road). The park area 
will have parking for 70 
vehicles and 25 family picnic 
units, with 10 units having 
Bar-B-Que grills. There will 
also be an open play area for 
children. There will be 
restrooms and a water fountain 
available. It will be a park area 
for people to enjoy picnics and 
family reunions. 

The recreation area will 
include two fishing piers, a 
two-lane boat ramp for small 
craft, and 20 auto-boat parking 
units. The Texas Parks and 
Recreation Department will 
stock the lake with native bass, 
bluegills, channel catfish, and  

rainbow trout. Fishermen will 
follow Texas rules on fishing 
and boating. Boating will be 
limited to small craft, with 
small motors. Actual size and 
horsepower has yet to be 
decided; however, large boats, 
water skiing, and ski crafts 
won't be allowed on the lake 
because of the trees, which will 
mostly be left in place for 
fishing holes. 

A water well will be dug into 
the Antlers Formation to a 
depth around 150 feet. In 
addition, a 4,700 gallon Septic 
Tank buried by the restrooms. 
Sewer lines will be laid to a 
lagoon with 135 foot square 
sides and 5 feet deep. 

Future recreation plans will 
depend on funding and grants. 
These may include playground 
equipment, a backstop, and 
hiking and/or biking trails. 

The Natural Resource 
Conservation Services 
estimates that 11,000 people 
will visit the lake each year, 
with a maximum of 500 in one 
day. The sooner the dam is 
built, the sooner people can 
enjoy local fishing, boating, and 
picnicking at a lake. 

Next week's article will 
review the dam and lake size 
and compare the lake with 
other lakes.

Dear Editor, 

As I mentioned in our 
telephone conversation today I 
feel there are two very 
important "about to happen" 
events coming up. I will give 
my information to the best of 
my knowledge, and if in error 
on any point would appreciate 
notification by proper people. I 
hope to disseminate as fully as 
possible the information so 
there can be no 
misunderstanding. 

#1. The opportunity for the 
subscribers of the local 
exchange of Muenster 
Telephone Company to add for 
extended services to exchange 
for service both directions to 
Saint Jo, Texas. Also this will 
be without any additional costs 
to any subscribers telephone 
bill. I have been in 
communication with the Utility 
Commission of Texas and have 
the proper instruction, forms to 
accomplish this. In the 
original application the only 
extended service from the 759 
exchange approved was to 
Gainesville. In the original 
application Valley View East 
and Valley View West, and 
Saint Jo were included in the 
application, but failed to 
receive the 70% yes votes. 
Later Valley East and Valley 
West, and Saint Jo submitted 
their own request and approval 
for extended service to 
Muenster. The charges are to 
the subscribers that submit the 
request. They also confirmed 
that we can make a new 
request by petition for four 
additional towns without any 
additional costs to the 
subscribers since it is past the 
eighteen month requirement 
since the last request. The UC 

of Texas rules says the 
extended service can include 
up to first five towns for the 
added $3.50 per residential 
line, and $7.00 per commercial 
line, charge by the carrier. 
Any exchanges added over five 
would be $1.50 per exchange 
added. I reviewed with the 
coordinator for Muenster 
Telephone Co. for Extended 
Services, Mr. Alan Rohmer. 
Mr. Rohmer related to me that 
the President of Muenster 
Telephone Corporation of 
Texas, Mr. Alvin Fuhrmann 
said that he would approve an 
additional extension to Saint 
Jo, Texas if the voters 
approved. It is a "Win Win" 
situation. My interest came 
about because of my analyzing 
Long Distance Service for 
many businesses houses in 
Muenster, The City Hall, The 
Police Station, and the 
Muenster Memorial Hospital. 
In each case each one made 
considerable number of calls to 
Saiht Jo. So not only will it 
help the residential users, but 
very importantly our local 
business establishments. In 
my visiting with merchants 
and people in the St. Jo area, 
they expressed amazement 
that Muenster didn't vote for 
the full five towns that could 
have obtained for the same 
cost. Several advised me that 
they had changed buying to the 
five neighboring towns that 
they had free access to, 
whereas previously they had 
been calling Muenster. Our 
neighbors on the Muenster 
Telephone Co. system, 
Forestburg, Rosston, Valley 
View East, and Valley View 
had five exchanges added on 
their services. Check page 9 of 

the Muenster Telephone 
Corporation of Texas Local 
telephone service book for the 
listings. 

#2. We discussed at great 
length on the coming auction of 
the local milk plant of AMPI. 
It only came to my attention 
because of a one time ad in the 
Gainesville Register that there 
would be an auction on June 
18. (By the way, that is my 
birthday, 76) Hopefully some of 
our local people will attempt to 
work towards the betterment of 
Muenster. From some very 
knowledgeable people in this 
area, I learned that some 
Mexico interests seem to want 
to purchase just the equipment 
and move to Mexico. It seems 
most of the equipment had the 
building built around them. So 
possibly it would mean losing 
the building, and be left with 
just a blank spot. I was 
hopeful that there was enough 
dairy interest in the area that 
could make use of the 
equipment and go back to 
producing good old Muenster 
Cheese in Muenster, Texas. I 
read where the #2 cheese 
producer in the U.S. came 
about because of local interest 
doing just this sort of thing. I 
understand three non-dairy 
manufacturers show interest. 
For myself, I certainly would 
regret losing the buildings and 
production facilities. I enjoyed 
bragging that we made 
Muenster Cheese in Muenster, 
Texas. It certainly goes back 
many years in the history of 
Muenster. Time marches on 
and from that there are many 
changes...

Dear Editor, 
Another petition is being 

circulated in Muenster to 
establish toll free calling 
telephone service to Saint Jo. 
This service failed several 
years ago. Extended local 
calling is a two edged sword 
and we at the telephone 
company tend to stay in the 
background. Being able to call 
other towns toll free would be a 
convenience for some people 
but it could also cause loss of 
business for local merchants. 

The cost of the ballot process 

and the loss of revenues to this 
company must be made up by 
some other means or a general 
rate increase becomes 
necessary. We don't expect 
that this service would cause a 
rate increase, but there is no 
such thing as a free lunch. We 
had an additional general rate 
increase several years ago after 
toll free service to Gainesville 
and other places became 
effective. 

The request for Saint Jo 
service was on the ballot 
several years ago, but was 

turned down because people 
did not understand that it 
would be for the one price of 
$3.50 and $7.00. The wording 
used in the ballots process is 
mandated by the Texas Public 
Utility Commission. We are 
not allowed to change it. 

Because Saint Jo was on the 
original petition, we have no 
objection to another attempt 
being made to establish free 
calling to Saint Jo.

Dear Editor: 
Nearly all Texans agree that 

no employee should be forced to 
join a union or pay union dues 
just to keep his job. 

That's why Texas has a 
Right to Work law. Even 
though it makes a lot of union 
bosses mad, they know the 
voters will never let them 
change it. 

I'm proud to live in a Right to 
Work state. But, as a food 
service worker on Sheppard Air 
Force Base near Wichita Falls, 
I'm sad to say I'm not protected 
by our Right to Work law. 

Because of one of the 
loopholes the U.S. Congress 
has carved into our Right to 
Work law, other Texas citizens 
and I are forced to pay 
hundreds of dollars apiece in 
so-called "agency fees" every 
year for union representation 
we don't want, and never asked 
for or else we'll get fired. 

Just where I work, there are 
at least 200 employees who are 
forced to pay dues to the union, 
or lose their jobs. 

All across the state, there are 
tens of thousands of us --
railroad and airline workers, 
and workers on federal 
enclaves like Sheppard Air 
Force Base -- who are forced to 
pay union dues to stay 
employed. 

The Texas Legislature has no 
power to protect us. But one of 
our congressmen from northern 
Dallas/Fort Worth, GOP 
Majority Leader Dick Armey, is 
able to help. 

The National Right to Work 
Act (H.R. 59), which is now 
before the House, would repeal 
the sections of federal law that 
force employees to pay dues to 
unwanted unions. 

Support is so strong in Mr. 
Armey's own party that 60% of 
GOP House members are 
sponsors of this bill. 

That's what makes it very 
hard for me to understand why 
the majority leader and 
Speaker Newt Gingrich of 
Georgia have so far refused to 
bring H.R. 59 up for a vote. 

Especially since 1996, and 
again this February, Mr. 
Armey promised National 
Right to Work Committee 
members and supporters he 
would "seek roll-call votes" on a 
federal Right to work bill. 

No matter where we live, no 
matter whether our 
congressman is a Republican or 
a Democrat, we have a right to 
know if he or she supports 
forcing employees to join or pay 
dues to a union. 

Please call Majority Leader 
Armey today at (202) 225-7772 
or (972) 556-400. 

Ask him to do what he can to 
help me, my coworkers, and 
other Texas employees who 
aren't covered by our Right to 
Work law. 

Ask him to work with 
Speaker Gingrich to allow a 
vote on H.R. 59 without further 
delay.

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Dear Editor, 
In late January of this year, I was asked to 

consider serving on the Board of Directors of 
the Muenster Water District (MWD) and was 
subsequently appointed at its regular meeting 
on Feb. 2, 1998. 

Please understand that I agrled to serve on 
this board because I felt its objective was a 
noble and progressive cause, geared toward 
sustaining an adequate water supply for the 
current citizens of Muenster, as well as the 
future anticipated growth in residents and 
industry. 

On Aug. 8, 1998, the MWD Board of 
Directors will put before its voters a $1.75 
million dollar bond proposal along with a 
proposal to authorize permission to levy and 
collect a maintenance tax to build and 
maintain the Muenster Lake. The Board has 
printed and circulated a brochure of statistics 
and pertinent information which will help 
voters educate and inform themselves about 
this election. 

I, as a board member as well as a fellow 
citizen, am concerned that too many people 
are underestimating the-importance of this 
election. I, personally, am in favor of building 
the Muenster Lake because I believe it is a 
viable alternative to our depleting Trinity 
Water Source. I have based my decision on 
several things that directly point out the need 
for the lake and I would like to share 
information and discuss pros and cons related 
to the proposed Muenster Lake. 

Of the 254 counties in the State of Texas, 
our Trinity Aquifer provides water in all or 
parts of 55 counties. The North Central Texas 
Region consists of 16 counties including Cooke 
County. This region contains approximately 
one-quarter of the State's total population. 
Future growth is expected to increase 
population by 119 percent, to nearly 9 million 
people, in the North Central Texas area alone 
by 2050. From 1990 to 2050, municipal water 
use in this region is expected to increase more 
than 92 percent. 

Ground water levels in the Trinity Aquifer 
have been lowered severely in this area due to 
prolonged usage, and the quality of 
groundwater has been deteriorating as water 
levels have declined. 

There is documented proof that the water 
level in our city's supply wells is dropping at 
an average of 2.9 feet per year. Yearly tests on 
our water indicate a consistent rise in 
contaminants and salt content which shows a 
drop off in quality. 

The latest engineering studies have 
indicated that the upper Trinity Aquifer will 
not be able to support this area, due to the 
growing demand and the lack of adequate 
recharge, as early as 2005. This aquifer's 
principle source of recharge occurs from 
precipitation that falls on its outcrop areas. It 
is estimated that only 1.5 percent of this 
precipitation actually seeps down through the 
land surface to reach the aquifer. This helps to 
explain the inadequate addition of water to 
the aquifer known as recharge. 

Muenster sits near 'the top of the Trinity 
Aquifer. The Trinity formation leaves 
Muenster in a downhill/downdip direction: 
The majority of the outcrop areas are below 
Muenster and the majority of the counties 
that depend on the Trinity water source are 
downdip/below Muenster. For these reasons, 
Muenster will be left high and dry long before 
many of our fellow Texans who consume 
Trinity water. 

The City of Gainesville is proceeding with 
plans to ensure future water supply to its 
residents. Engineering studies estimate that 
Gainesville will be dependent on surface water 
as early as 2005 and will meet municipal 
water demand using water from Moss Lake. I 
have heard of Trinity water level losses in 
other surrounding communities and Muenster 
is not an isolated exception. The Trinity 
Aquifer depletion is widespread. 

Considering the above information based on 
recorded data, geology, and logic, I can come to 
only one sensible conclusion: to meet the 
future water needs of our city we must have 
an alternative source of fresh water. Muenster 
needs to build the lake, impound fresh water, 
and hope that the lake is built and ready to be 
used by the time our present Trinity water 
source demands supplementation, and finally 
has to be replaced as this city's lifeblood. 

Some will argue that we need to keep 
drilling more Trinity wells. To me, that only 
postpones the inevitable by treating a 
symptom without solving the problem at 
hand. 

Some have entertained the idea that the 
shallower water sand around 150' to 200' 
depth would supply or supplement the city's 
water needs. From my experience with the 
water from this source, it has a sulfur smell, a 
high mineral content, and it creates a bad 
corrosion problem on metal products. This 
would be a costly proposition if it were even a 
prominent water source. Several wells have 
been drilled in this formation for use as 
outdoor water for lawns, trees, etc. Some wells 
are good producers, but many resulted in poor 
to useless attempts. 

To get a quick read on the success rate on 
these shallow wells, you will need to look no 
further than our two local schools. A reputable 
and seasoned water well contractor drilled a 
well at both schools to use for outdoor 
watering. The well at our Catholic school was 
good. The well at our public school was pretty 
much useless. I don't see this shallower water 
source as a practical solution. 

Some of those opposed to building the lake 
have criticized the MWD Board for applying 
for state and federal aid to help build this 
proposed lake. Every board member is aware 
that local taxpayers help to generate these 
funds. If Muenster taxpayers do not take 
advantage of these programs by requesting 
that some of our tax dollars be returned to us 
to help defray the cost of building an 
alternative Municipal water source, will these 
same funds not be claimed for other people's 
projects? Should this argument be a reason 
that the lake is voted down, I see Muenster 
taxpayers becoming double losers. 

Some prospective voters, along with the 
landowners adversely affected, are having a 
hard time getting past the implementation or 
use of ' eminent domain." With due 
compassion and understanding for our fellow 
citizens who have been subjected to the 
negative aspects of eminent domain, I hope 
that we can all, as progressive thinking 
people, also understand and openly admit that 
every single one of us has greatly benefited 
from the use of eminent domain. This "Law of 
the Land" is the reason that we all have use of 
public lakes, county and farm to market roads, 
public utilities, and interstate highway 
systems. All mankind would live :n a very 
restricted and primitive world without this  

use of eminent domain. 
A lack of information has caused man 

citizens to view the proposed lake as 
"mudhole." The MWD Board is not trying t 
mislead anyone into thinking that it i 
offering a massive lake for the cost of peanut: 
but it is offering voters and residents securit 
and peace of mind of having an alternativ 
water source...not if, but when it becomes 
necessity. 

When voters check out the information i 
the brochure, they will find that the propose 
lake dam will be 76 feet high and 4,700 fee 
long, 580 feet short of being 1 mile long. Th 
maximum depth of the lake will be 49 fee 
with an average depth of 15 feet. The body 
impounded water will cover 418 acres whic 
calculates out to 4,700 acre feet of water a 
normal pool level. 

I can't say that I have ever heard Moss Lak 
called a mudhole, but then it covers 1,12 
acres and impounds 23,210 acre feet of wale 
at normal level. Moss Lake is obviously bigge 
than the proposed Muenster Lake, but if yo 
were to compare the total acre feet of water t 
the current estimated populations that eac 
lake is intended to serve, you will find tha 
Moss Lake offers each of Gainesville's 15,00 
residents 1.54 acre feet of water while ou 
proposed lake would offer each of Muenster' 
1,500 residents 3.13 acre feet of water. An acr 
foot of water contains 325,851 gallons 
water. This comparison shows that th 
proposed lake could offer Muenster resident 
just over twice as much water per person a 
Moss Lake offers each Gainesville resident 
Our lake, if built, calculates out to be a ver, 
good future water source rather than th, 
mudhole some people had envisioned. 

There are other points being argued by th. 
opposition; some people are simply opposed t 
paying their fair share to build and maintain 
the lake. I pay enough property taxes that 
don't cherish the thought of paying more t. 
build and maintain the lake, but faced witl 
the facts and the thought of running out o 
usable water, I would much rather pay ms 
share of the cost to build and maintain thi 
proposed lake versus waiting around with n. 
alternative water source to see just how lone 
our Trinity water will last. I realize tha 
nobody in Muenster wants to see our curren 
water supply leave us, but all indicators tell 
sad story. There are too many statistics and  it 
depth survey results showing direc 
correlation to Muenster's water depletion tha 
I cannot ignore. 

Those opposed to the bond issue are askini 
us to gamble with our futures and the futile, 
well being of our loved ones, but who 
assurances are they willing to offer us while 
they try to convince us to vote no? 

Our fire department cannot fight fires witl 
Sparklett's bottled water. None of us car 
afford to fill bathtubs and wash dishes wit .' 
Ozarka. The Lake taxes will be more cos 
effective than drinking and cooking will 
Evian bottled water. Above all, none of u. 
should be foolish enough to gamble with ou 
"American Dreams." We would be hare 
pressed to sell off all of our homes an 
businesses and expect to find buyers whet 
there is no water. 

Let's face it - the opposition has the eas, 
sell. It is much easier to convince people tha 
all is well and that there is no need to spent 
their money to build and maintain the lake 
especially those people who choose 
indifference over facts. and reality. 

To me, voting for the lake is akin to buying 
insurance. Prudent people buy insurance b 
avoid financial ruin when coverage is neede ' 

 If we could predict the exact times in our live 
when we would need each type of insuranc 
and only buy our policy accordingly, insurance 
companies could not stay in business or we 
would not be able to afford the temporar , 

 coverage costs. 
In that respect, I would think that al 

prudent people will look past the smoke 
screens and view the proposed lake as the onl' 
sensible solution to an inevitable disaster. The 
MWD proposals offer the citizens of Muenster 
an "Insurance Policy" at a reasonable cost 
Use the figures in the brochure to calculate 
your actual property tax increase to cover the 
cost of building and maintaining this proposec 
lake and I think you will find that it is one o 
the cheapest "Insurance Premiums" you wil 
pay for annual coverage compared to actua 
insurance coverage costs. I think that you wil 
agree that the cost to build and maintain the 
lake offers the people of this community mor e 

 than the opposition's suggestion to save money 
now and gamble with our futures. 

My questions to those opposed to the lake 
bond issue are these: If the proposed lake it 
not the most viable option, what is? Are yot 
basing your opinion on fact or fiction? Are yoL 
forming your opinion with an open mind or are 
you consumed with the idea of rekindling 
controversy over issues that have long age 
been put to bed? 

If you are undecided and are being 
encouraged to vote no, ask yourself these 
questions: Is the person talking down the lake 
a qualified voter? Does his reasoning make 
sense? Does he offer facts to back up hit 
opinions? What does he stand to gain? What 
do you stand to lose? Is this person historical') 
pessimistic? 

My intentions are not to point fingers at 
individuals or to provoke anyone. All I hope tc 
accomplish is to challenge people to educate 
themselves with the facts and then go out and 
vote their conscience. 

Water rights are becoming a precious and 
hard fought for commodity. The MWD Board 
has fought their battle with Dallas and have 
won the rights to impound and use, for 
municipal purposes, rainfall runoff from the 
Upper Elm Fork watershed. Dallas in 
watching closely to see if we stumble. If we 
don't take advantage now and build this lake, 
we will forfeit those water rights, and I fear 
that we will never acquire those water rights 
again. 

To those Muensterites living outside the 
city, do not be fooled into believing that this 
growing water depletion stops at the city 
limits: In time this situation will affect us all, 
so please consider contributing positive 
influence when voicing your opinion on the 
proposed lake project and the upcoming 
election. 

I would like to say that I have never before 
written a letter to the Editor, but I feel that 
this issue is of vital importance. I would urge 
people young and old to get out and vote, 
young voters especially! This is an issue sure 
to make a difference in your lifetime and in 
the future of our community.

When students come to 
take the test they need to bring 
a check, money order, Visa or 
Mastercard, Caver suggests, a 
prepared mind. 

"I suggest students purchase 
a TASP study guide and review 
it thoroughly," said Caver .  
TASP study guides can be 
purchased at the NCTC book 
store for $12 and can also be 
found at retail book stores. 

The TASP test has three 
sections, writing, reading, and 
math. "It is designed to 
determine if a student may 
need help in an academic 
area," said Caver, "the 
legislature passed this new law 
so students can get the skills 
they need sooner in order to be 
more successful in college.•

• Wash all exposed areas with cold running water as soon as 
possible (i.e. shower, stream, lake, garden hose). If you can do this 
within five minutes, the water will neutralize or deactivate the 
uroshiol in the plant's sap and keep it from spreading to other parts 
of the body. 

• Wash all clothing outside, with a garden hose, before bringing 
it into the house, where resin could be transferred to rugs or to 
furniture. Since uroshiol can remain active for months, it's important 
to wash all items that may also be carrying the resin (i.e. camping or 
sports equipment, shoes, watches). 

• If you do develop a rash, avoid scratching the blisters. Al-
though the fluid in the blisters will not spread the rash, fingernails 
may carry germs that could causq an infection.

Sports and Your Child 
from the American Academy of Pediatrics  

Should bad grades keep a child from sports? 
There is no simple answer to this question. A child 

having trouble in the classroom still needs all the 
benefits of exercise, competition, and a sense of 
accomplishment. Sports may be the only avenue of 
success in a child's life, and it could be harmful to take 
it away. 

Parents should look for other causes of poor 
classroom performance.

Questions about your child's health and 
fitness for playing a sport can bestbe answered by a 
trained doctor who specializes in children and young 
people. Make sure your child gets a complete physical 
exam before starting a sports program.

HOW TO MONITOR 
Cattle Lice: 

• Change in animal behavior 
- rubbing and scratching hair 
on fence. Patchy hair coats. 

• Three to 10 lice per square 
inch is moderate, greater than 
10 is heavy infestation. 
Grubs: 

• Cattle running with tails 
in air or standing in water. 

• First larvae large enough 
by late December to be felt by 
rubbing. 
Stable Fly: 

• Count flies on all four eggs 
of about 10 animals in a group. 
Treat if count reaches an 
average of 10 flies per animal. 

Four steps to 
ensure failure 
on your farm 

1. Buy machinery to keep 
up with your neighbor or 
for tax purposes. Buying to 
save taxes only works if you 
need equipment. 	The 
government pays a maximum 
of 43% on a piece of equipment. 
The other 57% comes from 
savings or profits. 	Trade 
equipment when the projected 
repairs for the coming year, 
added to the decrease in value, 
exceeds the payment for new 
equipment. 

2. Using your operating 
line of credit to buy land, 
equipment, stock, or buildings. 
All operating loans should be 
self-liquidating after the sale of 
that years crops and livestock. 
Finance equipment, etc., with 
term loans. 

3. Don't make a 
marketing plan. Market 
your commodities on the advice 
of the "experts" rumors at the 
coffee shop. Market your crop 
more frequently and you have 
a good chance of hitting the top 
1/3 of price received for the 
crop year. 

4. Don't keep and use 
production records. They 
require time and money. 
Successful producers know 
where they stand technically 
and financially. 	Many 
associations have data forms 
for tracking production 
performances. This helps the 
producers track the technical 
and financial performance of 
their operation, while helping 
interpret the data and give 
advice.

The USDA's 10 year 
projections say to look for 
higher prices, expanded 
acreage and increased export 
demand for corn and soybeans. 
The commodity projections 
cover 1997 through 2007. 

According to USDA, corn 
prices should bottom out at 
$2.55/bu. in 1999 and then 
strengthen to $3.10 by 2007. 

The average soybean farm 
price is expected to rise to 
$7.25/bu. by the end of the 10 
year period. That's after a low 
of $5.65 projected for 1999 - 
2000. 

Corn acreage should reach 
84.5 million by 2007, slightly 
higher than peak levels during 
the mid-1970s and early 1980s 
export boom. Soybean acreage 
should stay steady at around 
70 million through 2007.

A rising foreign demand for 
soybeans will produce an 
upward trend in U.S. exports, 
from the current 980 million 
bushels to 1.1 billion by 2007-
08 year. 

Increasingly tight supplies 
and rising prices will slow the 
annual growth. 

Soybean oil prices should 
stay flat for the next four 
years, then climb by 2007. 
Meal prices will push down, 
peaking in 1999-2000, then 
stay flat because of foreign 
competition. 

• Set up a clean table near 
the chute to lay your supplies. 
It should be of non-porous 
materials for washing. 

• Power wash the chute and 
work area. 

• If the work area is dusty, 
hose it down before you start. 

• Don't combine two 
different products in the same 
syringe. 

• Discard any dirty, bent or 
burred needles. 

Annual corn production is 
now a little over 9 billion 
bushels and should surpass 11 
billion by 2005. Soybeans will 
increase from the current 2.7 
billion bushels to just over 3 
billion. Total corn demand 
should grow sharply -
assuming the U.S. stays the 
major corn supplier, and China 
becomes a major importer. 

Food, seed and industrial 
corn use should grow by 425 
million bushels over the 10 
year period. 

• Never go into a bottle with 
anything but a new needle. 

• Don't return product from 
a syringe to a bottle. 

• Don't dip needles in open 
containers of disinfectant. If 
rinsing is necessary at the 
chute, use a bottle of distilled 
water. 

• Take apart, wash and 
disinfect non-disposable 
syringes when finished.
