County joins feasibility study on event center

Would an Event Center 
orated in Cooke County be 
aseful and profitable to the 
>eople of this area? Many 
>eople think so and have been 
studying the situation for the 
cast three years. 

The group has decided that 
iefore more definite action is 
aken a feasibility study and 
nester plan for such a facility 
ihould be done. They have 
!ontracted with the Lark 
Troup to do the study and plan 
it a cost of $25,000. The cost of 
he study will be shared. 

"It's not just a feasibility 
study," said Don Hunter, 
.epresenting the Gainesville 
?hamber of Commerce. "It will 
rive us the economic impact of 
t and that sort of thing. It will 
also give us some basic 
Irawings of what the facility 
will look like, how much it 
would cost, some different 
>ossibilities that we have 
here." 

Hunter said that a meeting 
sad been held which included 
nany of the leaders in the 
:ounty including people from 

Valley View and Muenster to 
if they continue a sheriff's 
deputy or court bailiff will be 
called to enforce the ordinance. 
The ordinance was passed 5-0. 

Commissioner Virgil Hess 
noted that courthouse 
employees have been smoking 
get response on the Event 
Center.

Depending on what is done 
and what the Center will be 
used for, there is a possibility 
of land along Hwy.

"A center like this pretty 
much carries its own weight," 
remarked Hunter.

You have to look at it as a new 
business. You can't just go 
build it and sit back and wait 
for things to happen. That's not 
going to work." 

When 	asked 	by 
Commissioner Jerry Lewis who 
would run such as center, 
Hunter noted that there are 
several possibilities. Some are 
run and managed by counties, 
some by cities, some have 

private individuals to manage 
them. There is a facility in 
Belton that is managed by an 
independent firm, but it is 
county subsidized and has 
county employees. 

From a development point 
of view in a situation like this, 
it could have such an impact on 
the city without having huge 
costs," remarked County Judge 
Russell Duncan. "You wouldn't 
necessarily have the increase 
in schools. You wouldn't 
necessarily have the increase 
in fire and police protection. 

"It's probably better for the 
community to spend $25,000 
and find out it won't work than 
to get into it and find out it's 
not going to work." The cost 
will be divided among several 
entities possibly including 
Gainesville, North Central 
Texas College, and Cooke 
County and some businesses. 

Commissioners unanimously 
agreed to share in the cost of 
the feasibility study since there 
is a fund in the budget to cover 
such expenses. The cost could 
be as much as $5,000 for the 
county's part. 

Judge Duncan asked 
Commissioners to consider a 
penalty for those who violate 
the no smoking policy now in 
place in the courthouse. 
Duncan said that there hasn't 
been full compliance with the 
no smoking ordinance. He's 
received complaints from about 
four offices were smoking is 
still a problem. 

When smoking was banned 
from the open areas of the 
courthouse, violation was 
considered a Class C 
misdemeanor. Until recently 
smoking in offices in the 
courthouse was at the 
discretion of department heads. 
Judge Duncan asked that the 
ordinance and penalty for 
violation be the same for offices 
as for the open areas now that 
a total no smoking ban is in 
place. A violator will be asked 
not to smoke in the courthouse,  

by the doors on the east side of 
the courthouse and this has 
brought some complaints from 
people who enter the 
courthouse on that side and 
who don't like to smell the 
smoke. He suggested 
designating a place that was 
out of the way, but not too 
inconvenient for the employees. 

Sgt. Ray Sappington of the 
Texas Highway Department 
brought bids from Karla 
Metzler of Xerox and Johnny 
Leftwich of Dustin's on a copier 
to replace a broken, older 
model copier in the highway 
patrol office. It would cost $750 
to repair the old machine. 
Commissioners determined 
that the Xerox bid was lowest 
and voted 5-0 to purchase the 
Xerox machine. 

Jim Lohmeyer, a Tyler 
physician was the first 
Republican candidate to file for 
U.S Congress in the 4th 
Congressional District.

In other business addressed 
during the Dec. 8 regular 
meeting of Cooke County 
Commissioners Court: 

• Voted 5-0 to approve RFP 
for 	budgeted 	cardiac 
monitoring and  

 defibrillator/pacemaker 
equipment. 

Lohmeyer stated too many 
decisions involving health care 
are being made in corporate 
boardrooms and in Washington 
by people with little or no 
medical knowledge and who do 
not deal directly with patients.

Lohmeyer promised. "We must 
guarantee a patient's right to 
choose their doctor and allow 
patients (including seniors) 
more free market choices in 
healthcare insurance. We have 
the greatest health care system 
in the world; we need to protect 
it. I am absolutely committed 
to the deregulation of 
healthcare."

The House also passed 
legislation on November 5 to 
reform the Internal Revenue 
Service code and strengthen 
taxpayer rights. The Senate 
will act on this legislation early 
next year, and the President 
has indicated he would sign it. 
"I believe that many IRS 
Federal employees will 
welcome this legislation for 
they, too, are often 
embarrassed by unauthorized 
and aggressive tactics of the 
few," Hall said 

This reform package shifts 
the burden of proof from the 
taxpayer to the IRS and 
provides relief for taxpayers in 
IRS disputes. "I ran on this 
platform in 1980, when I first 
came to Congress," Hall said. 
"This bill sets the stage for 
more comprehensive tax 
reforms. Next year we'll see 
more discussion about 
replacing the IRS code with an 
alternative tax, such as a flat 
tax or national sales tax --
either of which I support."

"Cattle producers gained 
momentum on some critical 
issues, like state tax reform, 
property rights protection and

years. In announcing his 
retirement, he expressed 
appreciation to all the patrons 
of the Cooperative for their 
support while he served as 
manager. 

On behalf of the Board of 
Directors, Lloyd Lee introduced 
the new manager to everyone, 
saying: "Frank Lambert comes 
from Wakita, Oklahoma, where 
he managed Farmers Co-op 
Elevator Co-op and Farmland 
Company. Frank and his wife 
Debby have one son, Jeremy, a 
freshman at Oklahoma State 
University, and one daughter, 
Frankie who is a junior in 
High School and is attending 
Oklahoma School of Science 
and Mathematics in Oklahoma 
City. 

"Frank Lambert will strive to 

continue to offer the products 
and services at Red River Farm 
Co -op and also to make the  

changes, when necessary, to 
direct a successful cooperative. 
He looks forward to meeting all 
the customers. Red' River 
Farm Co-op is owned by 
farmers in Cooke, Grayson, 
Montague, Denton, and Collin 
Counties in Texas and Love 
and Marshall counties in 

Oklahoma." 
It is not necessary to be a 

member in order to purchase 
from the Co-op; their patronage 
is always welcome. 

Red River Farm Co-op is 
guided by a nine-member 
Board of Directors who serve a 
three year term and are 
eligible for re-election at the 
annual business meeting held 
in March each year. Present 
directors include Gene Deckard 
of Sadler, president; Mike 
Fuhrmann of Lindsay, vice-
president; Clyde Yeatts of 
Gainesville, secretary; Frank 
Sandmann of Lindsay, 
Kenneth Hudson of Forestburg, 
Leonard Bayer of Muenster, 
Jack House of Era, Jack 
Martin of Valley View and Bob 
Scott of Thackerville, 

Oklahoma, Chris Hundt of 
Gainesville is serving' as junior 
board member. 

The fiscal year of Red River 
Farm Co-op ended Nov.- 30. 
Preliminary figures are 
showing sales of just under 7 

million dollars, a net savings of 
$232,000 more than last year's 
record, and working capital in 
excess of one million. 

Accomplished during Lloyd 
Lee's four year term are: the 
addition of 640 tons capacity to 
dry fertilizer plant and a new 
blender, installation of new 
underground feed tanks, and 
bulk fuel facility. All of this 
added $1.1 million in assets 
over the last four years. Total 
sales increased from $5 million 
to $6.9 million. 

Lloyd Lee says his future 
plans include catching up on 
spoiling his grandchildren, 
fishing, and building furniture 
and moving to Poteau, 
Oklahoma.

The global climate talks ar , 
 scheduled Dec. 1 to 10, is 

Kyoto, Japan. According to thi 
National Association o 
Manufacturers, a senior leve 
Administration officer wil 
participate in these meetings 
along with 25 members of the 
House and Senate who wil 
observe the proceeding. 

Plans being discussed in the 
international negotiations 
according to the NAM, coulc 
require a 20% reduction in U.S 
energy use by the year 2010 
And the U.S. Department of 
Energy also estimates that gas 
prices will increase anywhere 
from 26 to 52 cents per gallon.

Pesticide applicators are 
reminded to check to see of 
they have the necessary 
continuing education units 
(CEUs) to renew their license. 

Many private applicators, as 
well as all commercial and 
noncommercial applicators, 
face a Feb. 28, 1998, renewal 
date. 

Private applicators must 
renew their license every five 
years and obtain 15 CEUs 
during that period. Two 
credits must be in integrated 
pest management and two in 
laws and regulations. 
Applicators must self-certify 
their credits by listing them on 
the renewal form that they 
should receive by the end of 
January. 

Private applicators also may 
earn the required credits by 
passing a comprehensive 
recertification exam. This test 
costs $50 for each attempt. 
After passing, an applicator 
will receive a certificate of 
completion for 15 CEUs. 

Commercial 	and  
noncommercial applicators 
renew each year and must earn 
five CEUs annually, including 
one CEU in each of two of the 
following categories: laws and 

gracing regulation relief," said 
Chandler Keys, NCBA vice 
president, Center for Public 
Policy. "Progress was made in 
other areas as well, such as 
shoring up broad support for 
fast-track legislation, that will 
keep these issues at the front 
when Congress reconvenes in 
late January. 

Victories for producers in the 
first session of the 105th 
include: 

Estate Tax. One of the
